Tossups by Chicago A (Michael Arnold, William Dix, Ilya Schwartzburg, Nick Nardini)

1. A leader of one side in this conflict argued its necessity of by displaying figs to illustrate the enemy’s apparent strength. Touched off by resistance to Masinissa, this war was put on a short hold when the defenders agreed to a surrender of arms and hostages, but they balked at a requirement to move inland. Ended when Scipio Aemilianus invaded from Sicily and undertook a successful three-year siege, this conflict began at the urging of Cato the Elder in 149 BCE. For ten points, identify this war that resulted in the destruction and enslavement of Carthage; the last in a series of conflicts between that city and Rome.

Answer: the Third Punic War (accept Third Carthaginian War before it’s mentioned and prompt on it after; prompt on “Punic Wars” or “Carthaginian Wars” before Masinissa)
2. An aza modification of this reaction can create tetrahydropyridine from imines. Stereospecific in both reactants, this reaction is favored by withdrawing groups on the electrophile, which was ethylene in the original version. Often using an alkene of alkyne as its dienophile, this reaction is a form of four-plus-two cycloaddition. For ten points, name this organic reaction that reacts a conjugated diene and dienophile, may be used to create cycloalkane rings, and is named for two German chemists.

Answer: Diels-Alder reaction (prompt on “diene reaction” or “cycloaddition”)

3. These islands have a namesake natural phenomenon in which the sun appears as a rectangle and rises earlier than normal. The Matochkin Shar separates the two largest members of this archipelago, which hosted to 224 atmospheric nuclear detonations. Its largest members are Yuzhny and Severny, formed by a continuation of the Urals through the Kara Strait, which separates the Kara and Barrents Seas. For ten points, name this archipelago containing the easternmost point in Europe and named for the Russian for “New Land.”

Answer: Novaya Zemlya
4. This person was released from Olomouc only by a provision of the Treaty of Campo Formio. Widely blamed for the massacre of the Champ de Mars as head of the National Guard, he later used the same position to assist in the March, 1830 revolution, This man alone signed the demand that king convoke the Estates General, but he lost his credit with the revolutionaries over support for the Monarchy a few years after writing the Declaration of the Rights of Man and of the Citizen. For ten points, name this key figure in both the American and French revolutions.


Answer: Marie-Joseph-Paul-Yves-Roch-Gilbert du Motier, marquis de Lafayette
5. The base of this work contains a rusted chain next to a wound scroll. A man in white sits with bowed head at the left while another white-haired man clutches his head at the right. Three figures ascend a staircase in the background, behind a man who despairingly presses his forehead into a stone wall. To the right of the title figure are six men, one of whom grabs the title figure’s left leg; that title figure points skyward, reaching with his left hand for the chalice that will cause the title event. For ten points, identify this painting by Jacques-Louis David, about a philosopher’s execution.


Answer: The Death of Socrates
6. In this type of market, a setting minimum price above the price wage increases both the price and quantity consumes, even though normal competative conditions would predict a fall in the latter quantity. This type of market is exceedingly rare in the developed world due to commuting and the ability to choose employers, but it used to be common for labor, in which case it also almost always involved a union. This type of market for labor was exemplified by company towns, in which all available jobs were controlled by a single firm. For ten points, name this type of market in which there is a single buyer.

Answer: monopsony
7. A notable example supporting this idea is the aptly named mixotricha paradoxa, which is asserted by some to have five genomes. One unresolved issue with this theory is that the mechanism of gene flow from the namesake species to a host is not well understood, but the numt process may explain part. First introduced by Andreas Schimper, this theory was popularized by Lynn Margulis, and explains the 70s ribosomes and circular DNA found in mitochondria and chloroplasts. For ten points, name this theory that posits that some cellular organelles began as englufed prokaryotes in a mutualistc relationship with their host cell.

Answer: endosymbiosis (accept word form like endosymbiotic theory)
8. This author twice used “Dark House” as a working title; its first use for a short story he eventually re-titled “Wash” and published alongside such stories as “Fox Hunt,” “Barn Burning.” and “Dry September.” He also used “Dark House” for a novel featuring Lena Grove and Joe Christmas and eventually published as Light in August. For ten points, identify this Nobel Prize-winning Southern author known for such famous novels as Absalom, Absalom!, As I Lay Dying, and The Sound and the Fury.


Answer: William Cuthbert Faulkner
9. This person worked as a coordinator for the impeachment of James Peck and served as the U.S. Minister to Russia for two years. He drafted the Ostend Manifesto during his time in England, which led to his party’s nomination. Before this, he had served as the chairman of the Committee on Foreign Relations and as Polk’s Secretary of State. During the Presidential election, he defeated the first Republican presidential candidate as well as former president Millard Fillmore to win the election along with John Breckenridge. For ten points, identify this life-long bachelor, the fifteenth President of the U.S.


Answer: James Buchanan
10. Minor characters in this work include Flora Bervoix, the Marchese d’Obigny, and the Commissionario. The libretto for it was adapted from Dumas’ “The Lady of the Camellias.” Arias in this opera include “Di Madride noi siam mattadori,” sung by Gastone and the bullfighters, and one beginning Act III shared by the soprano Annina and the opera’s main character, a courtesan. Giorgio and Alfredo Germont pursue the titular “fallen woman,” Violetta Valery. For ten points, identify this opera by Giussepe Verdi.

Answer: La Traviata (accept The Fallen Woman before it’s mentioned)

11. A contemporary account of this period is given in the Shih-chi of Ssu-ma Ch'ien. It is notable for the creation of the fu form and saw the introduction of Buddhism. 
Founded when Liu Pang overthrew Hsiang Yü, this dynasty was briefly interrupted by the Hsin when the rule of the child Emperor Ruzi was overthrown by Wang Mang. It is noted for Western and Eastern periods when the capitals were Ch’ang-an and Lo-yang, respectively. For ten points, name this Chinese dynasty lasting from 206 BCE to 220 CE.


Answer: the Han Dynasty
12. The matriarch of this work’s central family initially refuses to bear her husband’s children, worried they will have pig’s tails. That woman is Ursula Iguaran, whose husband Jose Arcadio founds a new village, and the span of her lifetime provides one meaning for this novel’s title. For ten points, name this novel about the founding of Macondo and the Buendia family, a work of in Gabriel Garcia Márquez.

Answer: One Hundred Years of Solitude (or Cien añ
os de soledad)
13. This artist’s work The Prodigal Son reflects his Cubist period, while a so-called totemic period is represented by the wood pieces Adam and Eve and King of Kings, designed for his planned Temple of Meditation. Margit Pogany modeled for the marble abstracted from a woman craning her neck to look in a mirror, Princess X, while Renèe Frachon is depicted in the Muse and Sleeping Muse series. For ten points, name this sculptor of the limestone The Kiss and the metallic series of Birds in Space who walked to Paris from Romania to begin his art career.

Answer: Constantin Brancusi

14. Hefele and Keating measured this phenomenon using airplanes, finding that the non-reciprocal type had a greater effect. The simpler form of this effect is proportional to the Lorentz factor; from this form arises the so-called twin paradox. This effect fundamentally arises because simultaneity is frame-dependent is relativity. For ten points, name this phenomenon in which clocks move slower in reference frames moving quickly with respect to an observer.


Answer: time dilation (or time dilatation)
15. A former leader of this entity was eventually captured by near Flensburg, where he had disguised himself as a farmer. The so-called third of them was known as Buna-Monowitz, and was built under Rudolph Höss. The site for all three was chosen for its proximity to a 44-track railway junction, above one track of which was hung a sign saying “Arbeit Macht Frei.” For ten points, name this military installation paired with an extermination center at Birkenau; the most notorious of the Nazi concentration camps.
Answer: Auschwitz-Birkenau

16. This rule may be derived by balancing partial currents, which exposes its limitation to situations with no net current; it may be adapted to a net-current case with overpotential corrections. Its central ratio is one of activities and may be derived from a ratio of Boltzmann factors. This equation becomes impractical at high concentrations, since the radio of reduced product to oxidized reactant is only equal to the activity ratio at low concentrations. For ten points, name this equation from electrochemistry that gives the potential an electrode.


Answer: the Nernst-Goldman equation

17. Alternative names for this celebration include Yom ha-Bikkurim and Hag ha-Qazir, which reflect its original function. Customary celebrations include feasting on dairy products and decorating with green plants. This holiday occurs on the fifth or sixth of Divan, exactly fifty days after Passover, leading to its connection with Pentecost. It joins Passover and Sukkot among the Jewish pilgrimage festivals. For ten points, name this holiday, the Festival of Weeks, which celebrates the giving of the Ten Commandments.

Answer: Hag Shavuot (accept Pentecost before it’s mentioned and prompt on it afterwards; accept Festival of Weeks before it’s mentioned and prompt on it afterwards)

18. Early devoting himsed to be “Chateaubriand or nothing,” this writer’s poetry includes the volues Autumn Leaves and Sunlight and Shadows, which followed his breakout, Odes and Ballads. Responsible for such plays as the unstagable Cromwell; Lucrecia Borgia; Marie Tudor; and Angelo, Tyrant of Padua, this author fled his country after 1851 took power, dedicating Toilers of the Sea to his adoptive home of Guernsey. This author won entry into the Cénacle with his early novel Hans of Iceland. For ten points, name this French Romantic author notable for Les Misérables.

Answer: Victor-Marie Hugo
19. This being’s spittle is the source of the river Van or Hope, which emanates from Gioll, a rock. The father of Hati and Skoll, harassers of the moon and sun, this creature is the eldest child of Angrboda and Loki. Gleipnir was attached to this beast when Tyr sacrificed a hand. For ten points, name this devourer of Odin, a fearsome wolf of Norse myth.


Answer: the Fenris Wolf (or Fenrir)

20. Composing “Fallen sick on a journey” from his deathbed, this artist utilized the penname Sobo for one notable collaborative work. His school collaborated on The Monkey's Straw Raincoat and the name by which he is known comes from a favorite hut near a plantain tree. Many of this writer’s works display a love for the old known as sabi; this is often especially evident in his travelogues Records of a Travel-Worn Satchel and The Narrow Road to the Deep North. For ten points, name this Edo-period Japanese poet; the best-known writer of haiku.

Answer: Matsuo Basho (or Matsuo Munefusa)
21. In this work’s introduction, a nameless author uses an excerpt from Plutus to color “An Essay on the Theory of Social Prejudice.” This book’s first half includes “Shadowgraphs,” “The Unhappiest One,” and “The First Love,” all ostensibly papers found by Victor Eremita and written by ‘A.’ The second half of the book is composed a retired judge’s ethical letters, while the pscudonym Johannes is used for perhaps the most famous section, “The Diary of the Seducer,” which represents the first part of the titular duality.  For ten points, name this philosophical work by Søren Kierkegaard about a crucial choice.

Answer: Either/Or: A Fragment of Life (or Enten-Eller: et-livs fragment)

1. For ten points each, answer these questions about England’s First Lord of the Treasury.
1. Born in Edinburgh, this current resident of 10 Downing Street began his career as promoter and guitarist for the Ugly Rumours.

Answer: Anthony Charles Lynton Blair

2 In 2006, Blair announced his plans to resign in a year. This man is expected to become head of the Labour, a spot he and Blair vied for in 1994, and thence succeed Blair as Prime Minister.

Answer: Gordon Brown
3. David Cameron is the head of the Shadow Cabinet as the leader of this opposition party.
Answer: the Conservative Party
2. Answer these questions about an African empire for ten points each.

1. This trading empire arose from the state on Kangaba on the upper Niger and came into its own with a 1230 CE victory over the Susu chief Sumanguru at the Battle of Kirina.


Answer: the Mali empire

2. That victory was lead by this Mandingo monarch, usually attributed as the first Mali emperor.


Answer: Sundiata
3. Mali’s world influence probably reached its height under this ruler, who conquered Gao and Timbuktu and legendarily gave away a lot of gold during his hajj.


Answer: Mansa Musa (or Kankan Musa)

3. For ten points each, answer these questions about some operas and their composer for ten points.

1. Featuring several arias for Pat, this opera with libretto by Alice Goodman frequently has its “Chairman Dances” excerpted. It tells the story of a President’s 1972 visit overseas.


Answer: Nixon in China, opera
2. Nixon in China is by this American composer who himself shares his name with another president.

Answer: John Adams
3. Adams’ best orchestral work is probably Fearful Symmetries, which takes its title from a line in this poem.

Answer: “The Tyger”

4. Answer these questions about a classical philosophy for ten points.

1. Denying the validity of Platonic Ideas, this philosophical school held that observation is the source of certain knowledge and held that the fundamental substance is a divine fire comprised of matter and reason. It is named for the painted colonnade near which its early practitioners met.


Answer: Stoicism
2. This Academic from Cyprus rejected the cynicism of Crates of Thebes to found stoicism.


Answer: Zeno of Citium (or Zeno the Stoic)

3. Among the best-known later Stoic works is this manual by Marcus Aurelius.


Answer: Meditations
5. For ten points each, answer these questions about the most common noble gas on Earth.

1. With atomic number 18, this element is commonly used in keeper caps to keep opened wine from oxidizing, among other applications.

Answer: argon
2. This man shared credit with Ramsey for discovering argon, which won him the 1904 Physics Nobel. Surface waves such as those caused by an earthquake are named after him and his namesake elastic photon scattering varies with the fourth power of wavelength.

Answer: John William Strutt, 3rd Baron Rayleigh (accept either underlined part)
3. Rayleigh published this absolute classic of acoustic theory in 1877 and 1878.


Answer: The Theory of Sound
6. Answer questions about anthropologists for ten points each.

1. He is famous for applying Saussurian ideas of structuralism to anthropology, pioneering the theory of a language of myth. His notable works include The Savage Mind and the Mythologiques series.

Answer: Claude Lévi-Strauss
2. The founder of the anthropology department at Colombia, this seminal teacher wrote The Mind of Primitive Man and Race, Language, and Culture. He may have died in Levi-Strauss’ arms.

Answer: Franz Boas 
3. A student of Boas’ at Columbia, he is famous for 1923’s Anthropology and for his work with Ishi, the last Califormian Yahi Indian.

Answer: Alfred Louis Kroeber
7. For the stated number of points, answer these questions about Catholic sainthood.

1. (5 points) This is the official act by which the Catholic church saints one of its members, entering that person’s name into an authorized list of saints.


Answer: canonization
2. (10 points) This is the process whereby a Catholic petitions the church for permission for restricted public worship of someone. It is often considered the first step towards canonization.


Answer: beatification
1. (5 points, 10 points,15 points) For five points for one, ten for two, or fifteen for all three, name the stages of Catholic canonization prior to aainthood.


Answer: Servanthood of God; Venerableness; Blessedness                                     
8. Answer each of the following about a certain kind of fluid for ten points.

1. In this type of fluid, the density is constant so, no matter how hard one pushes such a fluid, one cannot reduce the volume it occupies.


Answer: an incompressible fluid

2. The fact that a quiescent, incompressible fluid will uniformly transmit any pressure on its surface to the walls of its container is known as this, after a French scientist and polymath.


Answer: Pascal’s principle

3. For the case of incompressible fluids, this hydrodynamic equation, the local version of mass conservation, reduces to a statement about only the velocity field.


Answer: the continuity equation
9. For ten points each, answer these semi-related questions a period of Athenian history.

1. This group of historical jerks was imposed on Athens around 404 BCE. Weakened by infighting between their leaders Theramenes and Critias, they were eventually overthrown by Thrasybulus.


Answer: the Thirty Tyrants
2. Exiled by the Thirty Tyrants for denouncing them, this fifth-century speechwriter from Syracuse is known for speeches “Against Eratosthenes” and “For the Cripple.”


Answer: Lysias

3. It is possible that Lysias befriended this man from Halicarnassus at Thurii. He is known as the “Father of History” for his History, which is sometimes attacked for its various tales and conjectures.

Answer: Herodotus

10. Answer each of the following about a school of psychology.

1. In its namesake text, John Watson claimed that this school of psychology “claims that ‘consciousness' is neither a definable nor a usable concept.” Later adherents included B. F. Skinner.

Answer: behaviorism

2. Applied behaviorism hinges on this type of behavior-building procedure whereby two stimuli are associated. It has classical and operant forms.


Answer: conditioning
3. This early behaviorist posited S-R and S-O-R complexes to explain conditioning by his Law of Effect.


Answer: Edward Lee Thorndike
11. Answer each of the following about a French king for ten points.

1. A patron of John Scotus Eriugena, this this ruler of Francia Occidentalis was crowned by John the Eigth on December 25, 875 CE. He is noted for lacking hair.

Answer: Charles II, the Bald, of France and the Holy Roman Empire (accept Charles the Bald or Charles le Chauve or Karl II or Karl der Kahle; prompt on “Charles” or “Karl”)

2. Charles the Bald was the son of this emperor and his second wife, Judith. This ruler’s other sons include Lothair the First and Pippin the First.

Answer: Louis I, the Pious, of the Holy Roman Empire (accept Louis the Pious or Louis the Debonair or Louis le Pieux or Louis le Débonnaire or Ludwig der Fromme)

3. Charles the Bald joined with Louis the German to force this treaty on their brother Lothair I in August, 843. It partitioned the Carolingian empire among the sons of Louis the Pious and the city where it was signed was later the site of a French victory of World War I.


Answer: the Treaty of Verdun
12. Identify these things related to a religion for ten points each.

1. Founded by a namesake Iranian prophet, this dualistic religion esteems the supreme creator Ahura Mazda.


Answer: Zoroastrianism
2. These sacred texts of Zoroastrianism are divided into categories such as Yashts and Vendidads. A commentary known as the Zend is often appended to them.


Answer: the Avestas
3. This all-but-extinct branch of Zoroastrianism eschewed direct worship of Ahura Mazda and his brother Angra Mainyu in favor of a more powerful namesake god, their father, who represents time and fate.


Answer: Zurvanism (or Zurvanist Zoroastrianism or Zurvanite Zoroastrianism)
13. Identify the works of Igor Stravinsky for ten points each.

1. This concerto of 1938 was named after the estate of Robert Woods Bliss, who commissioned it.

Answer: Concerto for chamber orchestra in E flat major (“Dumbarton Oaks”) (accept either underlined part)
2. Stravinsky wrote this opera with libretto by W. H. Auden based on a series of Hogarth paintings. In it, the lazy protagonist Tom rises through society even though he is lazy.


Answer: The Rake's Progress, opera in 3 acts

3. Stravinsky is probably best known for this ballet with sections including “The Adoration of the Earth,” “The Mystic Circle of Young Girls,” and “Evocation of the Ancestors.”

Answer: Le Sacre du printemps (The Rite of Spring), ballet in 2 parts for orchestra (accept either underlined part)
14. Answer each of the following about a novel for ten points.
1. This novel set on the Niger river sees a local leader and wrestling champion try to support his must support his family, including his wife Ekwefi and adoptive son Ikemefuna, only to be undone by a misfiring gun.

Answer: Things Fall Apart
2. This Igbo tribesman is the protagonist of Things Fall Apart. He is among the most memorable characters created by Chinua Achebe.


Answer: Oknokwo
3. This sequel to Things Fall Apart follows the story of Okonkwo’s grandson who accepts a bribe while attempting to westernize and working in the Nigerian colonial service.

Answer: No Longer at Ease
15. For ten points each, answer these questions about DNA replication.

1. These relatively short fragments of DNA that form on the lagging strand during replication were named after a Japanese scientist who discovered them in 1968 while doing research on e. coli.


Answer: Okazaki fragments
2. This enzyme adds a complementary RNA sequence of 10-12 nucleotides at the five-prime end of a single DNA strand to allow DNA polymerase to begin replication on that strand.


Answer: DNA primase

3. Because DNA polymerase cannot replicate all the way to the end of a chromosome, this region of highly repetitive DNA must serve as a buffer during DNA replication. Its namesake enzyme replenishes it.


Answer: telomere
16. Answer these questions about a Civil War battle for ten points each.

1. Fought outside of Richmond, this late May/early June, 1862 battle saw the confederates attack two corps cut off by the Chickahominy River. Joseph E. Johnson was badly wounded during its course.

Answer: the Battle of Seven Pines (or Battle of Fair Oaks)
2. The Battle of Seven Pines immediately preceded the Seven Days Battles, in which Robert E. Lee put a halt to this Union offensive.

Answer: the Peninsular Campaign
3. This Union General engineered the Peninsular Campaign.

Answer: George B. McClellan 

17. For ten points each, answer these questions about an artist’s work.

1. Initially shown at the Armory Show, this 1912 painting illustrates the motion of the title figure expressed by successive superimposed images, modeled after stroboscopic motion photography.
Answer: Nude Descending a Staircase, No. 2
2. This Franco-American anti-artist painted Nude Descending a Staircase, No. 2.

Answer: Marcel Duchamp
3. Duchamp signed this piece R. Mutt. One in a series of “ready-mades” meant to challenge people’s conception of art, it was submitted to the Society of Independent Artists in 1917, but was initially rejected as it is, in fact, a standard urinal.


Answer: Fountain
18. Answer each of the following about some poems for ten points.

1. From 1920’s Mountain Interval, this poem contains the lines “And sorry I could not travel both / And be one traveler, long I stood / And looked down one as far as I could.”


Answer: “The Road Not Taken”
2. 1915’s North of Boston contains this poem, which claims “He will not go behind his father’s saying / And he likes having thought of it so well / He says again, good fences make good neighbors.”


Answer: “Mending Wall”
3. Both “Mending Wall” and “The Road Not Taken” are by this New England poet of “Stopping by Woods on a Snowy Evening,” among many others.


Answer: Robert Lee Frost
19. Fill in some Greek genealogy for ten points each.

1. Zeus fell in love with this daughter of Thestius and wife of Tyndareus. In fact, he loved her so much, he seduced her in the form of a swan.


Answer: Leda
2. Leda had some significant children, including this famous woman that married then killed Agamemnon.


Answer: Clytemnestra
3. Clytemnestra killed Agamemnon after he tried to sacrifice this daughter to ensure favorable winds.


Answer: Iphigenia
20. For ten points each, answer these questions about “English Literature's Performing Flea,” P.G. Wodehouse.

1. Perhaps Wodehouse’s most enduring character, this Gentleman’s Gentleman, a butler, is known for his sharp mind and ability for getting his employer out of tough situations.


Answer: Jeeves

2. Jeeves’ employer, this man’s fashion tastes run contrary to Jeeves’, which is a source of constant rancor in their household. He is a friend to Gussie Fink-Nottle, on-and-off fiancee of various women, and enemy of Roderick Spode. 


Answer: Bertie Wooster (accept either underlined part)

3. This club to which Bertie Wooster belongs is located in Dover Street, London and is based on the real Arts Club. Wooster’s exploits here include dinner role-cricket and falling into a pool in full evening wear.


Answer: The Drones Club
