1. Evans et al. showed in 2001 that this claim can be proved using the fluctuation theorem for non-dissipative systems; it is also equivalent to the statement that local minima on a reaction surface have finite depth. One application of this idea to hemoglobin is the Haldane effect. One consequence of it is the common ion effect, while anther is the fact that removing the product of a reaction will accelerate that reaction. For 10 points, name this idea from chemistry that states that perturbing a chemical equilibrium results in a countervailing reaction that tends to restore equilibrium, a principle named for a French thinker.
ANSWER: the Le Châtelier-Braun principle 
2. In one conflict involving these people, Albinius supposedly placed his sacred objects in a cart that was to take his family out during an evacuation. In addition to Quintus Sulpicius's defeat at Allia to an early leader of these people, Brennus, the Romans also allied with the Aedui against some of them, and founded the Narbonensis region to govern them. One group of them was defeated at Bibracte upon being urged to march by Orgetorix, while another group held out at Gergovia before being defeated at Alesia under the command of Vercingetorix. For ten points name these people of France and upper Germany, including the Helvetii and the Arverni, defeated by Julius Caesar in a series of namesake wars. 

Answer: Gauls (accept alternate word forms)

3. Mendelssohn wrote his second one in D minor in 1822 at age 13, while Aram Khachaturian wrote a notable one in D minor. Saint-Saens dedicated his third one in B minor to Pablo de Sarasate, who performed the solo part at its premiere in 1880. Tchaikovsky’s in D major, his only one, is considered one of the most technically difficult for the instrument and another famous one is Brahms’ in D major. Alban Berg wrote a famous set of serialist ones of these. For ten points name this type of orchestral piece, examples of which include L’Estro Armonico, that would likely feature a solo by someone like Itzhak Perlman or Joshua Bell playing a stringed instrument.  

ANSWER: violin concerto (i)
4. In one of this man’s novels, Vice Admiral James Cutter helps Arthur Moore and the main character develop an operation against a Colombian drug cartel. Executive Orders saw Jack Ryan became president, and Bear and the Dragon saw a war between Russia and China. The main character in other one of  his novels gets knighted for saving the Prince of Wales from an assassination attempt by Irish terrorists. Along with Clear and Present Danger and Patriot Games, this man also wrote non-fiction works about submarines. While working as an insurance salesman, he penned his first novel involving Jack Ryan, The Hunt for Red October. For ten points, name this author and creator of video games like Rainbow Six, Ghost Recon and Splinter Cell. 

ANSWER: Tom Clancy 
5. In this poem, the speaker admires the fires that transpire at every pore of its subject, and notes that his vegetable love shall grow larger than empires. The speaker of this poem assures its subject that if necessary, he would wait for the “conversion of the Jews”. It ends with his declaration that if necessary, he will make the sun run if it will not stand still. The second stanza notes that the speaker always feels “Time’s winged chariot” at his back, and he notes that later, worms will try his subject’s long protected virginity, which would “turn to ash his lust”. For ten points, indentify this Andrew Marvell poem which famously begins “Had we but world enough and time”. 

ANSWER: “To His Coy Mistress”

6. A river of this name divides just before the confluence of the Arkansas and Mississippi and manages to enter both directly. Another river of this name, a tributary of the Wabash, passes through Muncie and Indianapolis.  A sea of this name receives the Northern Dvina River at Archangel.  Mountain ranges with this colorful adjective include the home of the oldest tree in the world and the home of the self-proclaimed "worst weather in the world", the Mount Washington Observatory.  The highest mountain in the French Alps, translated into English, is also given this name.  For ten points, give the common name of the major mountain range in New Hampshire and "Mont Blanc". 

ANSWER: white 

7. A mutation in the gene for a leucine-specific tRNA causes paracrystalline structures to form in this organelle afflicted by diabetes mellitus, myoclonic epilepsy, and ragged-red fiber disease. Leber's hereditary optic neuropathy results from arginine-histidine substitution in gene ND4 of complex I or gene Cyt b of complex III. Brown fat has lots of it, where thermogenin uncoupling proteins create paths for protons to flow back to the matrix, dissipating heat. Evolved from endosymbiotic bacteria, For ten points name this organelle, the site of ATP synthesis and cellular respiration. 
ANSWER: mitochondrion; or mitochondria  
8. In one of this man’s short stories, a soldier works on a machine to heal his hand and insists that the narrator learn correct Italian as he recovers. In another, Krebs returns to his town after a war and encounters apathetic villagers. In addition to “In Another Country” and “Soldier’s Home”, this author wrote about the hunter Wilson in a story in which Margot may have killed her husband, the title character, who had a “Short, Happy Life.” In a better known story, the action opens with a writer, Harry, who’s dying of gangrene in view of the title mountain, while in a longer work, Jake Barnes is unable to have sex with his wife due to a war injury. For ten points, identify this American writer, the author of The Sun Also Rises, A Farewell to Arms, and The Old Man and the Sea.

ANSWER: Ernest Hemingway

9. In his second term in this politician’s highest office, he proposed a transcontinental railroad, which his opponents considered unrealistic and which later became the CP Railway. In addition to squashing a Northwestern rebellion, he bought Rupert’s Land from the Hudson’s Bay Company. This man formed a group specifically to prevent another Riel rebellion, which later became the Royal Canadian Mounted Police.  The Pacific Scandal of 1873 regarding the Canadian Pacific Railway led to the resignation of this politician. For ten points, name this Prime Minister who also added British Columbia, PEI, Manitoba, and the Northwest Territories under his tenure as the first Prime Minister of Canada. 
ANSWER: Sir John A. MacDonald 

10. This deity’s association with the color red led to him being later considered to be the god of foreigners, an association that may have led him to marry Astarte in some myths. He was also associated with gazelles and donkeys, and most of his cult was centered in upper Egypt at Ombos. In some depictions, it is his responsibility to slay the Apep serpent,  and he was the son of Geb and Nut and the husband of Nephthys. In a more famous myth, this deity was blamed for cutting Osiris’ body into pieces, making it necessary for him to be mummified.  For ten points, identify this Egyptian diety of the desert, sandstorms, and evil.

ANSWER: Set (or “Seth”)

11. In one of this man’s novels, the title character stays in Daria’s house and recites quotes from Hegel, dramatically extending his stay. In another, Pavel and Andrei represent the French and the German, and both pursue the love of Elena. In addition to Rudin and On the Eve, this writer wrote The Torrent of Spring and Virgin Soil, as well as The Sportsman’s Sketches. This author’s best known work depicts the title medical student and his friend Arkadi stop at the latter’s house. That protagonist, Bazarov, lets himself die from an infection at the end of the novel. For ten points, identify this Russian author, who may be best known for his novel Fathers and Sons.

ANSWER: Ivan Turgenev

12. A prefix one of these is often used to store predictive dictionaries and can be implemented as a tagged union in ML. They are commonly used to sort keys for quick search lookup. One type of these allows in-order, pre-order, and post-order traversals. A balanced one has log entry-number worst-case runtime for insertion, deletion, and search; one always-balanced version is the red-black. This type of data structure consists of nodes that each have a unique parent node and link to some number of children nodes. For ten points, name these structures perhaps best known in their binary version, in which nodes are often called roots and leaves.
ANSWER: trees 
13. The floor in this painting appears to be a tiled geometric pattern consisting of circles and triangles. The background is primarily made up of green curtains, and there is a small, black and white crucifix in the upper left-hand corner of this painting. There is a two tiered table in the middle of this painting, and on the top tier a globe and astronomical equipment are placed, while on the bottom, a musical instrument sits and a book lies open. The two men in this painting are holding scrolls and wearing dark clothing. A noticeable feature in this painting is a large, anamorphic skull that appears at the feet of the two men for whom this painting is named. For ten points, identify this painting by Hans Holbein the Younger.

ANSWER: The French Ambassadors

14. This man first became a defensive coordinator for the New Orleans Saints in 1981. This came just five years after his first work on the pro level coaching linebackers for the Houston Oilers under his father, Bum. Prior to his current job, he served as head coach Denver Broncos and Buffalo Bills and was a defensive coordinator for the San Diego Chargers through 2006. For ten points, identify this seventh coach in franchise history and current coach of the Dallas Cowboys. 

ANSWER: Wade Phillips 
15. Air Marshal Tedder was one of the commanders involved with this campaign, and George Patton was retained in Britain for its successful execution. Gerd von Rundstedt was the overall commander of the region where the allies were planning to attack in this campaign, and Lord Mountbatten designed Mulberry harbors to maintain the air of deception. Patton was made the commander of the fictional FUSAG, while Omar Bradley was made the commander of the real Third Army. Juno, Sword, Omaha, Gold and Utah were the codenames for the landing beaches selected by the allies. For ten points, name this allied amphibious invasion of  mainland Europe on June 6, 1944, commanded by Dwight Eisenhower, that changed the fortunes of WWII.

ANSWER: D-Day or Operation Overlord or Battle of Normady (accept word forms like attacks etc.) 

16. One set of rules named for this thinker notes that the spectrum of a hot, solid object is continuous, while heated gases show distinct spectral lines; ideas he used to deduce some of the composition of the Sun from the previously observed Fraunhofer lines. The observation that the equilibrium energy emitted by a body is equal to its equilibrium absorption is his law of thermal radiation. For 10 points, name this physicist, the namesake of not only three laws of spectroscopy, but also of the point rule and loop rule in circuit theory.
ANSWER: Gustav Robert Kirkhoff 
17. Glenn Reeder argued against John Harvey's 1981 article claiming that this was a misnomer, and  Joseph Forgas showed that it is less severe in people in bad moods. Evidence for this comes from a 1977 paper  in which neutral observers rated people who asked difficult questions more knowledgeable than their counterparts who could not answer them, and from a 1967 paper by Jones and Harris in which people listening to a speech about Castro identified the speaker's true beliefs as consistent with the speech.  For ten points name this common mistake, discovered by Lee Ross, in which people underestimate the effect of situational factors and overestimate the effect of internal factors on one's behavior. 

ANSWER: fundamental attribution error
18. One author from this country wrote Bring the Monkey and My Brilliant Career. In this country’s most notable literary hoax, the modernist magazine Angry Penguins devoted an issue to the poetry of Ern Malley before learning that he was a fake. An author from this country wrote Illywhacker, as well as a novel about a minister and an heiress who attempt to build a glass church, Oscar and Lucinda. Another novelist from this country wrote about a German manufacturer who teams up with Itzhak Stern to save a bunch of Jews during the Holocaust in Schindler’s Ark. FTP, name this country home to Peter Carey, Thomas Keneally, and Patrick White, whose novel Voss involves a trek across the outback.

ANSWER: Australia
19. On 8 Dhu i-Hijja, participants in this ritual chant “Labbayka” on top of the Rahma Mountain. On 13 Dhu, one may throw three stones on the jamrats, and one must perform the last umra. On the nominal last day of this event, participants sacrifice a goat, which introduces the festival of Id al-Kabir. One ritual associated with this observance is the wearing of an irahm, which makes one mirahm, and refers to dressing oneself in a white robe, and on 7 Dhu i-Hijja, one must spend the day praying in the Great Mosque in the destination associated with this observance.  For ten points, identify this pillar of Islam, which refers to the requirement to travel to Mecca at least once.
ANSWER: hajj (prompt on “journey to Mecca” or similar)
20. This organization had a run-in with the founder of the National Negro Labor Council, which resulted in Coleman Young disbanding the organization. Its first chairman was Martin Dies, a Congressman from Texas, and Margaret Chase Smith gave a “Declaration of Conscience” in which she condemned this organization. Other notable targets included a spy, Alger Hiss, and a group of producers and directors who refused to name names, which later became known as the Hollywood Ten. In relation to its activities, a senator asked “Haven’t you gone far enough?” of Joseph McCarthy. For ten points, identify this committee, which was notable for blacklisting a bunch of people and whose main purpose was to root out Communism.

ANSWER: House Un-american Activities Committee (also accept “H-U-A-C”, “Hyew-ack”, “House Committee on Un-American Activities”, or “HCUA”)

21. In one myth, Gaea gave several of these to Hera as a wedding gift, and they were guarded by one of Echidna’s offspring. Melanion was able to use three of these to capture his love by throwing them in front of her; he won the race, but got turned into a lion. The golden ones of these were guarded by a dragon, which resided in a garden guarded by the Hesperides. Because mortals would die if they touched them, Atlas retrieved these for Hercules as part of his last labor. For ten points, identify these common mythological objects, upon one of which was inscribed “To the fairest”, which indirectly caused the Trojan War to break out. 

ANSWER: Apples

Bonuses

1. He challenged the universality of the Oedipus complex in Sex and Repression in Savage Society.  For ten points each:.

[10] Name this Yale anthropologist who pioneered the use of ethnography in his studies and wrote such works as The Scientific Theory of Culture, and Coral Gardens and their Magic regarding Melanesians.  

ANSWER: Bronisław Malinowski  

[10] In this work, widely considered Malinowski's masterpiece, he argued for the use of ethnography in which the researcher completely interacts with natives and leads the same lifestyle as them.  In addition, he also said that culture is centered around the individual, not society.  

ANSWER: Argonauts of the Western Pacific  

[10] In Argonauts of the Western Pacific, Malinowski discussed this practice among people of the Trobriand Islands, in which participants trade useless items to demonstrate social wealth and prestige.  

ANSWER: Kula Ring or Kula Exchange  

2. The "dappled things" mentioned in this poem include "skies of couple-colour as a brinded cow", "fresh-firecoal chestnut-falls" and "finches' wings". For ten points each.

[10] Identify this poem in which the speaker gives glory to God for those dappled things. 

ANSWER: "Pied Beauty" 

[10] Name the poet of "Pied Beauty", best known for his use of "sprung rhythm". 

ANSWER: Gerard Manley Hopkins 

[10] This Hopkins poem commemorates the death of five German nuns, who drowned in the Thames as their ship sank. 

ANSWER: "The Wreck of the Deutschland" 

3. It was incorporated into Imperial China during the Qin dynasty until the Qing dynasty.  For ten points each:.

[10] Name this island political entity across from Guangdong province that transferred British sovereignty to China on July 1, 1997 

ANSWER: Hong Kong Special Administrative Region 

[10] The first of these two conflicts involved a “memorial” sent directly to Queen Victoria with the intent “to cut this harmful drug forever” to which the British responded with armed force. 

ANSWER: Opium Wars 

[10] The First Opium War ended with this treaty that ceded Hong Kong to become a colony of Britain.  However, the area of Kowloon was excluded and was ceded later. 

ANSWER: Treaty of Nanking or Treaty of Nanjing 

4. Answer each of the folowing about the so-called "greatest jazz concert ever", which had famously poor attendance due to a boxing match in the same city the same night. For ten points each:. 

[10] “The Quintet” assembled for the concert at Massey Hall included this trumpeter, a bebop pioneer best known for his puffy cheeks and signature 45-degree-angle trumpet bell. 

ANSWER: John Birks “Dizzy” Gillespie 

[10] Credited as “Charlie Chan” on the recording was this frequent collaborator with Gillespie and composer of such standards as “Anthropology” and “Ornithology”. 

ANSWER: Charles “Charlie” Parker Jr. or Bird 

[10] “The Quintet” ended the night with this Gillespie-penned standard, famous for its half-step up, half-step down chord structure in the “A” section conveying the titular exotic setting. 

ANSWER: “A Night in Tunisia” 

5. It has a laminated cortex and a set of deep nuclei that both receive afferent input, though only the latter is an output to the cerebral cortex and brainstem. For ten points each:. 
[10] Postulated to compute the motor error between intended and actual movements by the means of inhibition via Purkinje cells, name this lower part of the brain whose hemispheres are concerned with skilled sequences. 
ANSWER: cerebellum 
[10] The lateral flocculi and medial nodulus of the cerebellum are concerned with posture and equilibrium, receiving input from these nuclei via the restiform body. 
ANSWER: vestibular nuclei 
[10] The central vermis receives input from proximal muscles, while the lateral paramedian zone gets info from distal limbs, making up the input to the cerebellum from this segmented component of the central nervous system found in the vertebra. 
ANSWER: spinal cord 
6. He is America and apparently, so can we. For ten points each:.

[10] Name this mock-conservative host of a mock-news show on Comedy Central. He worked for Jon Stewart before starting his own show, and his mock-book I Am America and So Can You became a bestseller.  

ANSWER: Stephen Colbert  

[10] Throughout her interview, this actress fondled Colbert and sat in his lap promoting her crappy movie “Georgia Rule.” She won an oscar in 1971 for her role in Klute.  

ANSWER: Jane Fonda  

[10] This Florida unopposed congressman appeared on the Colbert Report and declared his love for cocaine and prostitutes in 2006. 
ANSWER: Robert Wexler
7. Answer these questions about the works of John Donne, F10PE.

[10] This famous nine stanza Donne poem begins with the image of virtuous men accepting death, and ends with the image of a compass completing a circle, which serves as a metaphor for the title injunction.

ANSWER: “A Valediction: Forbidding Mourning”

[10] Donne is also known for this set of poems, one of which begins “Death be not proud” and ends “Death, Thou Shalt Die.”

ANSWER: The Holy Sonnets
[10] John Donne was a member of this school of literature.

ANSWER: The Metaphysical Poets
8. Identify these important American tariffs, F10PE.

[10] This tariff, passed during the Great Depression, attempted to protect American businessmen by raising levels higher by 20%. 

ANSWER: Smoot-Hawley Tariff (or “Act”; accept in reverse order, of course)

[10] The Smoot-Hawley Tariff raised rates directly after this tariff increase, passed at the beginning of the 1920’s, which raised rates to about 40%.

ANSWER: Fordney-McCumber Tariff (or “Act”; accept in reverse order, of course)

[10] Somewhat earlier, in 1897, Congress passed this tariff in response to William McKinley’s prodding. It took a bunch of items off of the free list and raised rates to their highest level to that point.

ANSWER: Dingley Tariff Act

9. It is said that modern philosophy began with him. For ten points each:.
[10] Name this Pre-socratic philosopher who correctly predicted the occurrence of a solar eclipse in 585 B.C. and believed in water as a first principle. He formed a famous school of philosophy with Anaximander.
ANSWER: Thales 
[10] Name that school of philosophy, that derived its name from a town in the region of Ionia. 
ANSWER: Milesian school 
[10] This guy was also involved in the Milesian school, and believed that air was the first principle, and had some weird ideas about the effects of heat and density. 
ANSWER: Anaximenes
10. It imagines a system of certain angular momentum breaking into two particles, which fly apart, and then asks what happens to one of the particles when we measure the angular momentum of the other. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this quandary posed by three scientists designed to challenge the completeness of quantum mechanics. It has been resolved by experimental verification of Bell’s theorem.
ANSWER: the Einstein-Podolsky-Rosen paradox
[10] The seeming contradiction in the EPR paradox is that measurement of one particle must immediately affect a distant particle, meaning that information seems to travel at a speed with this property, which is forbidden by relativity.
ANSWER: it’s faster than the speed of light [accept clear-knowledge equivalents]
[10] This interpretation of quantum mechanics avoids the EPR paradox by abandoning the principle of locality altogether, since it holds that measurement of a particle collapses its state to the measured one. It is named for the Danish city where Niels Bohr and Werner Heisenberg collaborated.
ANSWER: the Copenhagen interpretation 
11. Answer these questions about the work of Moliere, F10PE.

[10] Argan is the title character of this Moliere play, his last. Famously, Moliere died during a performance of this work.

ANSWER: The Imaginary Invalid (Also accept “The Hyopchondriac” or “La Malade Imaginaire”)

[10 ] Alceste is the title character of this play, which also includes the character he courts, Celemine.

ANSWER: The Misanthrope (also accept “Le Misanthrope”
[10] Arnolphe is kind of scared by the feminine in this Moliere play, so he attempts to wed off his daughter Agnes. 

ANSWER: The School for Wives (also accept “L’Ecole des Femmes”)

12.  Answer the following about the nonconference exploits of the mighty Atlantic Sun conference. For ten points each:.
[10] In probably the biggest upset of the new season, Gardner-Webb went into historic Rupp Arena on November 7, 2007 and beat this team by 16.  Not like winning there was impressive this season--UAB and San Diego did the same thing. 
ANSWER: University of Kentucky 
[10] Three days later, mighty Mercer unceremoniously welcomed O.J. Mayo to the big time with a 96-81 road win over this team. 
ANSWER: University of Southern California (prompt on USC) 
[10] Less heralded but equally impressive are this 2-time defending Atlantic Sun Conference Tournament champion's road scalps of Cincinnati and Alabama. 
ANSWER: Belmont University 

13. Although they were originally imposed in the 12th century, these laws were the most politically important in the late 1700’s. F10PE:

[10] Identify these British laws which required a duty on all types of grain.

ANSWER: Corn Laws
[10] This British prime minister founded the Conservative party, issued the Tamworth Manifesto against Parliamentary reform, and was responsible for the eventual repeal of the Corn Laws.

ANSWER: Sir Robert Peel
[10] Peel had some issues with the Chartists, a populist group who also hated the Corn Laws, and who reached their greatest numbers under this Irishman.

ANSWER: Feargus O’Connor
14. The structure of this molecule was legendarily posited when August Kekulé fell asleep on a bus and dreamed of a snake biting its own tail. For 10 points each:
[10] That dream led Kekulé to propose a cyclic molecule with three double bonds for this chemical, which has formula C six H six.
ANSWER: benzene [or benzol]
[10] This rule named after a German chemist predicts that benzene is aromatic, since benzene is a conjugated, closed, planar cyclic molecule with four n plus two pi electrons.
ANSWER: Hückel’s rule
[10] In benzene, the three molecular orbitals holding six pi electrons are ordered so that the two highest-energy occupied orbitals have the same energy. Those same-energy orbitals are described by this word, which refers to any eigenstates of an operator with the same eigenvalue.
ANSWER: degenerate [accept word forms] 
15.  While it can voluntarily be done on the 13th, 14th, and 15th of each lunar month or every Monday and Thursday of the week, it is most commonly done during the month of Ramadan.  For ten points each:.
[10] Name this activity in which Muslims abstain from food, alcohol, and sex during the daytime. 
ANSWER: fasting or sawm 
[10] A major day of fasting in the Jewish religion is this day, which memorializes the destruction of the Temple and recognizes the misfortunes suffered by the Jewish people.
ANSWER: Tisha B’Av (or the Ninth of Av)
[10] Jews also fast during a celebration of Esther, which takes place right before this Jewish holiday,  which commemorates deliverance from Haman. Other festivities include reading of the book of Esther.
ANSWER: Purim
16. Soviet-derived versions of these objects are based on the so-called Third Idea of Sakharov, which entails the use of staging to create a radiation-driven implosion. For 10 points each:
[10] Name these devices in which the secondary is usually a tampered sample of the namesake substance.
ANSWER: hydrogen bombs [accept thermonuclear bombs; accept close equivalents; prompt on nuclear weapons or close equivalents; do not accept or prompt on atomic bombs or close equivalents]
[10] The first hydrogen bomb, codenamed Mike, was built using this U.S. analogue of the “Third Idea,” a doubly eponymous plan formulated by a Hungarian-American physicist and a Polish-American physicist. ANSWER: the Ulam-Teller design [or Teller-Ulam design; accept close equivalents; prompt on partial answers]
[10] Hydrogen bomb secondaries produce energy using this thermonuclear process, which is made to occur between hydrogen isotopes. MCF and ICF power plants aim to use the same process to produce electricity.
ANSWER: thermonuclear fusion
17. Answer these questions about battles from the Civil War, F10PE. 

[10] In this battle, Confederate General Jackson stopped Hooker's advance on Richmond, but was accidentally (and hilariously) killed by his men while spying.

ANSWER: Battle of Chancellorsville
[10] This battle, fought directly after the Battle of the Wilderness, was fought at a court house and featured General Grant attempted, but failing, to outflank Robert E. Lee.

ANSWER: Battle of Spotsylvania Court House

[10] After Spotsylvania, the Union suffered a gigantic tactical defeat at this battle, where the Confederate forces were able to use earthworks. The loss did not deter Grant from moving on to Petersburg.

ANSWER: Second Battle of Cold Harbor
18.  Identify these muses, F10PE.

[10] This muse was Hyancinthus’ mother, and was in charge of history. She’s also credited with introducing the Phoenician alphabet.

ANSWER: Clio
[10] This muse, Orpheus’ mother, is also notable for settling the fight over Adonis between Persephone and Aphrodite.

ANSWER: Calliope
[10] This muse is in charge of tragedy, and wears a cypress crown.

ANSWER: Melpomene
19.  Identify these things from an art movement, F10PE:
[10] This 1930’s movement encompassed painters like Thomas Benton, with his “America Today” mural, and John Curry, with “Spring Shower” and “Morning Landscape”. 

ANSWER: Regionalism

[10] This Regionalist painted Revolt Against the City, as well as American Gothic.
ANSWER: Grant Wood
[10] This man, normally associated with Missouri, painted a set of murals of Indiana that depicted men in Ku Klux Klan attire, creating some stir.

ANSWER: Thomas Hart Benton
20. He’s notable for plays like The Gardner and for being the first Indian to win the Nobel in Literature. F10PE:
[10] Idenitfy this man, who also wrote The Post Office and The Broken Nest.

ANSWER: Rabindranath Tagore
[10] Tagore wrote this poetry collection in Bengali, which includes lines like “Ornaments would mar our union; they would come between thee and me; their jingling would drown thy whispers."
ANSWER: Gitanjali
[10] In addition to the plays mentioned above, Tagore wrote this one, in which Nandini rises up against a corrupt king who forces his subjects to mine.

ANSWER: The Red Oleanders
