The topic for the bonus question will somehow be related to the tossup question.  Both teams get an opportunity to answer after each prompted section of a bonus question, with the team getting the preceding tossup getting the first opportunity.

On August 3, 1795, the Wyandotts, the Miamis, the Delawares, the Shawanees, the Ottawas, and the Chippewas were among the 12 tribes that signed this treaty that opened up the Northwest Territory to settlement.  For ten points, name this treaty that was named for the town in Ohio where the signing took place, which happens to share its name with the South Carolina city where this tournament is being played.

ANSWER: Treaty of Greenville
RELATED BONUS: The American representative to the signing was Major General Anthony Wayne.

a.
First for ten points, at what 1794 battle in Ohio did Wayne’s 1000-man force defeat the 2000-man army of the Northwest Indian Confederation to force the signing of this treaty?

ANSWER: Battle of Fallen Timbers
b.
Beginning in 1790, Wayne served two years in this state’s House of Representatives; his seat was vacated when election fraud was discovered.

ANSWER: Georgia
2.
The captain of this schooner and his daughter experience a winter storm that pushes the vessel towards the reefs of Norman’s Woe.  For ten points, what was this vessel named after the Greek god of the evening star?

ANSWER: “The Wreck of the Hesperus” by Henry Wadsworth Longfellow

RELATED BONUS: Answer these questions on other Longfellow poems for ten points per section.

a.
Longfellow wrote, “Listen my children and you shall hear / Of the midnight ride of Paul Revere,” which occurred on what month, day, and year?

ANSWER: April 18, 1775 (“on the eighteenth of April, in Seventy-five”)

He survived an assassination attempt in May 1936 when George McMahon, an Irish journalist, wanted to vent his frustration with the British Home Secretary.  For ten points, name this man who on June 3, 1937, at the Chateau de Cande in Monts, France, married Wallis Simpson.

ANSWER: Edward 8th  (Edward Albert Christian George Andrew Patrick David Windsor, prompt on “Edward” or “Windsor”) 

RELATED BONUS: Edward the 8th held many titles, such as the Duke of Windsor, created after his abdication.  Name the location for which the following people have shared a title as Duke for ten points each.

a.
Frederick Guelph, Henry Plantagenet, and the English king Richard the 3rd.

ANSWER: Duke of Gloucester

b.
Charles Valois, and French kings Louis the 12th and Louis-Philippe the First

5. (Darren)

Born to a fortune-teller whose husband was also incarcerated, he believes that society closes its doors on those who attack it and those guard it.  For ten points, name this 40-year-old who became an inspector for the French police, known for his pursuit of the outlaw Jean Valjean.

ANSWER: Javert
RELATED BONUS: Victor Hugo was not the only writer to have an inspector for a character.  For ten points each:

The Inspector General is this Russian author’s drama satirizing Russian society.

ANSWER: Nikolai Gogol
b.
The form of the British murder mystery is lampooned in this Tom Stoppard play.

ANSWER: The Real Inspector Hound
7.
After Ed Schieffelin discovered silver, this town soon emerged and eventually boomed to around 7000 in 1881.  For ten points, name this town in Cochise County that is home to the Bird Cage Theater, Boot Hill Cemetery, and the O.K. Corral.

ANSWER: Tombstone, Arizona

RELATED BONUS: Identify these people who died this past year (1999-2000).

Dying on December 31, 1999, he was best known for refusing Richard Nixon’s order to fire Archibald Cox as special prosecutor investigating Watergate.

ANSWER: Elliot Richardson
b.
On April 6, 2000, Habib Bourguiba died at age 96; he was credited with being the founder of this modern nation now being run by the man who deposed him on November 1987, then Prime Minister Zine el-Abidine Ben Ali.

ANSWER: Tunisia
8.
The most concentrated solution of this chemical that companies are allowed sell is at 12.1 Molar or 37% by mass, under the name of “muriatic acid.”  For ten points, name this simple compound and very strong acid with molecular weight of 36.5.

ANSWER: Hydrochloric acid or Hydrogen Chloride (HCl)
RELATED BONUS:  Answer these questions on other acids for ten points each.

HCl is mixed with this other acid to make aqua regia, which can dissolve gold.

His 1909 opera/ballet The Golden Cockerel was composed while on board the Russian naval ship, The Snow Maiden, whose name is shared with another famous opera he composed.

ANSWER:  Nikolai Andreyevich Rimsky-Korsakov
10.
About to celebrate its centennial on July 19, this system consists of 199 kilometers of track and 368 stations serving 15 separate routes transporting around 6 million people daily in and out of the city.  For ten points, name this light rail subway system that services the French capital of Paris.

ANSWER: Métropolitain

RELATED BONUS: Name the cities serviced by these other subway or transit rail systems for ten points each.

In this round, each tossup question is worth 10 points.  Upon getting the tossup question correct, the team gets the opportunity to choose a 15-point team question based on the list of topics handed out before the round.  If the bonus question is missed, the opposing team gets the opportunity to answer.

1. (Chris)
She worked seventeen years for the Fish and Wildlife Service, but left with the success of her bestseller The Sea Around Us. A later work of hers takes its name from the original title of its chapter on birds. For ten points, name this author who described the danger of overuse of pesticides in Silent Spring.

ANSWER: Rachel Carson

2. (Samer)
This English word, which comes from the Sanskrit trna for “blade of grass,” can refer to the Runic symbol used in Old English to symbolize the “th” sound. For ten points, name this five-letter word, which more commonly refers to sharp processes on plants and flowers.

ANSWER: thorn
3.
Effective July 1, 2000, some residents of this state can apply for a “civil union,” a move widely and publicly hailed at the recent Millennium March.  For ten points, name this maverick state that in April became the first state in the U.S. to legally recognize same-sex marriages.

ANSWER: Vermont
4.
First and last name required!  A .294 right-handed hitter, this Hall of Famer was hit by a pitch: 198 times, including 20 in his first major league campaign. (Darren) Originally born as Jacopo Robusti, early on in his career, he chose a nickname that means “little dyer,” his father’s trade.  For fifteen points, who was this major late Renaissance Venetian artist, famous for The Miracle of St. Mark and Christ Before Pilate?

Foreign Languages & Word Origins: It’s the time of the season.

This word’s origins come from the Arabic word for season, which describes the timing these directional winds blow in southern Asia and Africa.  For fifteen points, what seven-letter meteorological term describes these wind systems usually accompanied by heavy precipitation?

ANSWER: Monsoon
Geography: Isn’t it on Foxe?

Fort Severn, Fort Albany, Churchhill, and Coral Harbour are some of the settlements lying on the rim of this closed sea.  For fifteen points, name this 316,000-square mile body of water connected to the Arctic Ocean through the Foxe Channel.

ANSWER: Hudson Bay (not Strait)

Physical Sciences: Blinded By the Light

It is comprised predominantly of protons (85%) and alpha particles (12%) traveling almost 90% the speed of light.  For fifteen points, name these very high-energy “rays” with a lifetime of 10 million years that originate outside of the earth’s atmosphere.

ANSWER: Galactic Cosmic Rays

Both teams get an opportunity to answer after each prompted section of a bonus question, with the team getting the preceding tossup getting the first opportunity.

2. (Darren)

4. (Berkeley)
His personal savior was St. Dan, to whom he prayed when caught in a lightning storm at his law school.  His miraculous survival led to his subsequent career as a monk, begun at the age of 25.  For ten points, identify this man, whose belief in sola fide, sola scriptura, and sola gratia led him, in 1517, to nail his 95 Theses to a Church door.

(Darren) BONUS:  Given a few clues about an element, name it for ten points each.

In concentration it is 3.5 times as plentiful as helium in the atmosphere, it was recognized as a novel element by its characteristic glow when a sample is electrically stimulated.
