(Berkeley) This painter entered the Royal Academy School in London at the age of 23, but did not produce his first important painting until 1811, at the age of 35.  Largely known for his paintings of Suffolk, he was the first landscape painter to paint outdoors instead of in a studio.  For ten points, name this painter of such works as "The Leaping Horse," "Dedham Vale," "The Cornfield," and "The Hay Wain."

ANSWER:  John Constable
RELATED BONUS: Answer these questions on the Duke of Suffolk for ten points each.

a.
William de la Pole, the duke of Suffolk, sided with this king during the Wars of the Roses.

ANSWER: Henry VI

b.
The Duke of Suffolk in Henry VI part 2 underestimates the strength of a group of rebels led by this man who many erroneously believe says the famous line, “The first thing we do, let’s kill all the lawyers.”

ANSWER: Jack Cade
9.
According to Greek myth, Erichthonius invented it to conceal his feet; in reality, its origins date back to Mesopotamia where they were covered by skins and drawn by oxen.  For ten points, name this vehicle used in the ancient times for processions and warfare when drawn by horses.

ANSWER: Chariot
RELATED BONUS: Identify these other early innovations of military technology for ten points each.

a.
A six-foot-long pole with an axe blade and a sharpened point, this weapon could pierce armor, flesh, and bone.  It is currently identified as the weapon used by the Swiss Guard.

ANSWER: Halberd
b.
First used against the Arabs during the 673 siege of Constantinople, this viscous liquid ignited on contact with water.  Legend said that only sand and urine could extinguish its flames.

ANSWER: Greek Fire
10.
In most higher animals, these organelles are typically inherited through the mother, and phenotypes such as the presence of restriction sites for enzyme HaeII in its genome are identical in the thousands of organelles contained in a typical human cell.  For ten points, name this intracellular organelle that is the site for aerobic respiration.

ANSWER: Mitochondrion or Mitochondria

Religion, Mythology, and Philosophy: Playboy of the Ancient World

Full name required: Modeled after Huey Long, this fictional character lifts himself from poverty to become a popular governor.

ANSWER: Willie Stark

Full name required: The story is written from this man’s perspective.  Name Willie’s right-hand man who comes to reject the “Great Twitch theory” saying no one can be held responsible for anything.

ANSWER: Jack Burden
c.
When finding out his sister Anne had an affair with Willie, this son of former Governor Stanton and childhood friend of Jack’s assassinates Willie at the end of the novel.

The goal was not any desire to end for all time the use of nuclear weapons, but rather to perpetuate the existing balance of nuclear power and avoid the ruinous economic competition of a full-scale nuclear arms race. This substance contains several preservative and defensive chemicals. Sometimes referred to as “nature’s flypaper,” it is produced by pine trees, among other plants.
