The name of the ewe, that was first cloned by Ian Wilmut’s lab at the Roslin Institute in England, from a differentiated cell, she shares her name with a very popular country singer and somewhat successful actress.

ANSWER: Dolly (Parton)

b.
The Ewe is also one tribe that lives in eastern part of this country with capital at Accra.

ANSWER: Ghana
2.
(Samer PH) The winner of the 1920 Nobel Prize in Chemistry, this German scientist conducted research on galvanic cells, chemical equilibrium, and high-temperature vapors. FTP, name this chemist whose eponymous equation gives the voltage in an electrochemical reaction.

ANSWER: Walther Hermann Nernst
BONUS. Answer these questions about chemical principles associated with Nernst, 10 points each.

Nernst won his Nobel Prize for his 1906 statement of this law related to entropy.

ANSWER: third law of thermodynamics [accept semantic equivalents]

b.
An electric potential of zero is associated with the reduction of this chemical species.

ANSWER: H+ or protons or hydronium ions

3.
This process helps to retain color purity by removing stray magnetic fields that build up due to the earth’s natural magnetism.  For ten points, name this process often linked to a button on a computer monitor whose name refers to a famous German mathematician.

ANSWER: Degauss (do NOT accept “Gauss”)

RELATED BONUS: Gauss claimed to have come up with non-Euclidean geometry 30 years before independent publications by a Russian and a Hungarian on the subject.  For ten points each, name these two mathematicians.

ANSWER: Janos Bolyai (Hungarian) and Nikolay Lobachevsky (Russian)
4.
Its average speed is between 5 and 6 meters per second from the northeast for the Northern Hemisphere and the southeast for the Southern towards the Intertropical Convergence Zone.  For ten points, what is the name for these two belts of prevailing winds vital in the days of the sailing ship for commerce.

ANSWER: Trade winds

RELATED BONUS: Ever wanted to do a little trading?  Name these financial terms for ten points each.

This two-word phrase generally describes the countries and markets in Asia such as China, Korea, and Japan.

RELATED BONUS: Answer these questions on the career of Sidney Lanier for ten points each.

a.
The poet stays “in the hills of Habersham / in the valleys of the Hall” in this masterpiece of Lanier.

ANSWER: “Song of the Chattahoochee”
b.
Lanier was appointed to lecture on English verse at this then-three-year-old Baltimore university in 1879.

ANSWER: Johns Hopkins University

6.
Prior to its ceremonial use, Psalm 47 is traditionally recited seven times; afterward the performer – the ba’al tekiah – pronounces blessings upon the congregation.  For ten points, name this instrument used during Rosh Hashanah services that is usually a curved animal horn.

ANSWER: Shofar (Shofrot(h))

RELATED BONUS:  There are many ways to play the shofar during Rosh Hashanah.  Name these for ten points each.

A series of at least nine very short notes, it calls the “alarm.”

b.
It is a “broken” call of three short “sighing” notes.

Landouzy-Dejerine (formally known as fascioscapulohumeral) is an autosomal dominant form that develops in teenagers and adults, while Emery-Dreifuss is X-linked recessive and affects children.   For ten points, name the general form of neuromuscular disease to which these diseases and the Duchenne’s type belong.

ANSWER: Muscular Dystrophy (prompt on “M.D.”)

RELATED BONUS: Answer these questions on Jerry Lewis.

a.
At age 20, while performing in Atlantic City, he met this singer with whom he would team up for a decade.

ANSWER: Dean Martin
b.
In this 1963 movie in an uncredited role, he is the man who winds up running over a hat.  Name this film about four people who are trying to unearth a criminal’s hidden stash of loot.

ANSWER: It’s a Mad, Mad, Mad, Mad World
8.
Born in 1922 in Ilium, New York, he took optometry classes at night before getting drafted into the army to become a chaplain’s assistant.  For ten points, name this main character who at the brink of being captured at the Battle of the Bulge gets unstuck in time and sees the rest of his life in the Kurt Vonnegut work Slaughterhouse Five.

ANSWER: Billy Pilgrim (either name acceptable)

RELATED BONUS: Name these Pilgrims for ten points each.

Governor of the Plymouth Colony for 30 years, his History of Plymouth Plantation 1620-1647 described the hardships of the pilgrims.

ANSWER: William Bradford
b.
Legend said this friend of Miles Standish was the first to set foot on Plymouth Rock, married Priscilla Mullens, had 11 children, and was the last male survivor of the Mayflower.

ANSWER: John Alden
9.
A banner year in his life was 1824 in which he met and married his first wife Miriam Works as he formally joined the Methodist church.  However, it wasn’t until 1832 that he and members of his immediate family were baptized near Mendon, New York.  For ten points, name this man who became committed to Mormonism and organized their migration to present-day Salt Lake City.

ANSWER: Brigham Young
RELATED BONUS: Salt Lake City will be the site of the 2002 Winter Olympic Games, but let’s ask you a question on the ancient Greek city that hosted the Olympics originally for ten points each.

a.
Olympia lies near the western coast of what southern Greek peninsula.

ANSWER: Peloponnese or Peloponnesia
b.
This sculptor created the great Statue of Zeus – considered one of the Seven Wonders of the Ancient World – that was situated in Olympia.

ANSWER: Pheidias (Phidias)

10.
Thought to have taken only four weeks of vacation in his entire career, a theater named for him on Shaftesbury Avenue turned off the lights for three minutes two weeks ago in his memory.  For ten points, name this legendary actor who passed away in late May, known for various Shakespearean roles and his Oscar-award winning role as Hobson the butler to Arthur Bach played by Dudley Moore.

This four-word phrase describes something that cannot be sufficiently described or expressed.  For ten points, identify this phrase which is French for “I don’t know what.”

ANSWER: Je ne sais quoi
Chung Ju-Yung, the founder of this conglomerate, recently stepped down and called on his two sons to resign as well, though one of them is refusing.  For ten points, name this large company that once began as an auto repair shop near Seoul.

ANSWER: Hyundai
 The county named for him lies between Yancey and Avery counties and contains the town of Spruce Pine.  He died in 1857 by slipping down a waterfall in the mountains he spent his career exploring.  For 10 points—name this North Carolina professor buried near his namesake peak that, at more than 6,600 feet tall, is the highest east of the Rockies.

ANSWER:  Dr. Elisha Mitchell 
He was honored when his teacher Miss Othmar asked him to clean the erasers but later said, “A person could die from all this honor.”  In 1973, he got a little brother named Rerun.  For 10 points—name this fan of the Great Pumpkin who carries a security blanket.

Hurakan, the god of wind and storm; Kukulcan, the supreme god; Itzamna, state god of the empire.  For ten points, name this ancient Central American people whose mytholgy included these and dozens of other gods, and whose empire was situated on the Yucatan peninsula.

ANSWER: Mayans

Plato credits the old lady who rescued him from a well with saying, "Here isa man who would study the stars and cannot see what lies at his feet."  Aristotle says he got rich by buying every olive press in town in advance of a good harvest.  For 10 points—what Greek philosopher is credited by Herodotus with predicting the eclipse of 585 BC?

ANSWER:  Thales of Miletus
(SS UCLA) A common theory and practice in Europe from the 16th through the 18th century, it asserts that the government should regulate a nation's economy mainly for the purpose of augmenting the state's power at the expense of rival national powers. Assuming that trade is a zero-sum game, it thus led to the imposing by nations of trade protection acts such as the Navigation Acts. For ten points, name this theory which was opposed by Adam Smith who instead preferred a free market economy.

Answer: mercantilism

Once known as “the Mule Driver” and for falling asleep during a Nero recital, his last words “Oh my!  I think I am turning into a god!"  came after a decade on the throne that included building a Temple of Peace.  For 10 points—name this Roman emperor and father of Domitian and Titus.

ANSWER:  Vespasian

Current Events: Rebel Base

Muslim fundamentalists in this region of Russia bordering Azerbaijan and the Caspian Sea (on which the city of Makhachkala lies) declared a holy war against Russia, forcing Russian troops to engage in ground warfare in this area and air attacks on suspected rebel bases in neighboring Chechnya.  For fifteen points, name this ethnically diverse region of Russia with a wealth of natural resources, including some untapped oil fields.

Kourou, a city of around 6500, is home to the launching pad for the European Space Agency.  For fifteen points, in what country is Kourou found?

ANSWER: French Guinea
Physical Sciences: Sound Off!

Three answers required: For fifteen points, assuming the speed of sound is 340 meters per second, what are the three lowest frequencies that can be obtained with a 1-meter-long closed-ended organ pipe?  You have 30 seconds.
ANSWERS: 85; 255; and 425 Hertz (or per second)

Social Sciences: Games of Chance

(AH Darren) Commissioned a lieutenant and attached to the first American flagship, the Alfred, by 1776 he captain and given command of the sloop Providence. During his first cruise, he destroyed the British fisheries in Nova Scotia and captured 16 British prize ships.  For ten points, who is this naval hero known for his time during the American Revolution aboard the Duras which he renamed the Bonhomme Richard?

ANSWER:  John Paul Jones
(RMP UCLA) BONUS: Identify these characters from Irish Mythology for ten points each.

a.
This legendary hero was born under the name Setanta.  His stories are recorded in the Book of Dun Cow, and he was defeated by Queen Maeve of Connacht.

Answer: Cuchulain
b.
This Goddess of strife and fertility is something like the Irish equivalent of a Valkyrie, as she too chooses which warriors will die. Cuchulain rejected her love, and when he died she settled on his shoulder as a crow.

Answer: the Morrigan
c.
 Cuchulain was this god's son.  His feast day is mentioned in modified form in the title of a 1991 Tony-award winning play by Brian Friel adapted into a 1998 film starring Meryl Streep.

Answer: Lugh (do not accept "Lughnasa")

2. 
(Samer) This 30-year-old actor, who had bit parts in The Game and Mi Vida Loca, once ran the short-lived boys’ magazine Dirt. Born Adam Spiegel, he directed several music videos, including the Beastie Boys’s “Sabotage.” For 10 points—name this Three Kings scene-stealer, the director of the weird-fest Being John Malkovich.

ANSWER: Spike Jonze [accept Adam Spiegel on early buzz]

BONUS: Answer these questions on the biology and history of the bubonic plague.

a.
The name bubonic is derived from buboes, referring to the swelling of these tissues.

ANSWER: Lymph node(s) (do NOT accept “lymph” by itself)

b.
The bacteria were transmitted through bites from these organisms (specifically, Xenopsylla cheopis) carried by infected Old English black rats.

ANSWER: Oriental black Flea(s)

c.
During World War II, the Japanese attempted to infect the general population of this region of China by releasing large amounts of infected fleas; but this tactic seemed to infect the air pilots worse than the intended victims.

ANSWER: Manchuria (Manchukuo)
3.
This city was named after its founder Captain Gaspar de Portola in November 1769 for an unusual twin-trunked tree located on the banks of the San Francisquito Creek.  Many of its buildings were designed by Birge Clark, whose is honored with an unofficial holiday in June.  For ten points, name this town that had been envisioned at one time as an alcohol-free city adjacent to the campus of Stanford University.

ANSWER: Palo Alto

(Darren) In this novel, the author examines the anarchist violence of the late 19th century by depicting the struggle of Hyacinth Robinson, a man who toys with revolution and is destroyed by it.  An upper-class reformer is portrayed as the titular princess, who has rejected the empty social life of her husband and has become involved with reformers and proletarian groups in London.  For ten points, name this novel by Henry James, published in three volumes in 1886.

Answer:  The Princess Cassamassina
(Berkeley) BONUS: The Epic of Mali, based on the kingdom's history, tells the story of a man who attacks Mali in 1224, only to be defeated in 1240 by the only surviving, lame son of the chief whose almost entire family he had earlier left for dead.  For 15 points each, name the hero and the villain of this episode.

ANSWERS: Sundiata and Sumanguru
5.
Two answers required: It will cost you $32 for admission to this event (which opened Thursday) whose theme is “Humankind, Nature, Technology – A Whole New World.”  And there won’t be an American exhibit though American companies will make their presence known.  For ten points, name this biennial exhibition and the German city in which it is being held this year.

ANSWER: Expo 2000 at Hanover
(Edmund) BONUS: For ten points each, answer these questions about saints.

a.
The Khazars selected him to be a teacher, and he was brought to what is now Russia. There, he designed the alphabet which bears his name.

ANSWER: St. Cyril (NOT: Cyril of Alexandria, Cyril of Jerusalem)

b.
This brother of St. Cyril finished the translation of the Bible except for the Book of the Maccabees, and accompanied Cyril on the mission to the Slavic lands.

ANWER: St. Methodius

c.
Living three centuries before Cyril and Methodius, Mesrop Mashtots had a dream that inspired him to invent the alphabet of this language indigenous to the namesake people near northeast Turkey.

ANSWER: Armenian

6.
(Samer) In biochemistry, it refers to the structure of a protein at the level of subunits. In organic chemistry, it refers to a carbon or nitrogen atom bonded to four other carbon atoms. In geology, it refers to the period in which we live. For 10 points—name this word that follows primary, secondary, and tertiary.

ANSWER: quaternary
BONUS: Identify these threads from the fashion world for fifteen points each.

a.
Popularized by René Lacoste’s polo shirts, this word describes a knitted cotton fabric with a waffle- or diamond-shaped pattern.

ANSWER: Piqué /pee-KAY/

b.
This plain-woven cotton fabric comes from the Malay word for “striped” and later transformed into French to describe the striped clothes made or worn by Bretons.

ANSWER: Gingham
7.
One of this organization’s original 28 founders, Reverend Pauli Murray, an African-American Episcopal minister, co-wrote its original statement of purpose.  For ten points, name this non-profit political advocacy organization created June 30, 1966, by attendees of the Third National Conference of the Commission on the Status of Women, whose first president was Betty Friedan.

ANSWER: Nike

The University of Oregon – only 100 miles away from Beaverton – now has its planned renovations to its football stadium on hold after this chairman of Nike and generous alumnus decided to rescind part of a $50 million gift to his alma mater after the school’s students decided to join.

ANSWER: Phil Knight
9.
Drawing on his musical training (having learned to play the piano and the cello when he was young), he compared music with painting and discussed the psychological effects of color in his treatise Concerning the Spiritual in Art (1912 in German).  For ten points, name this Moscow-born painter known for attaching musical names such as “Compositions”, “Impressions”, and “Improvisations” to various paintings he created.

ANSWER: Vasily Vasilyevich Kandinsky
(Edmund) BONUS: For the stated number of points, name these things from the science of acoustics.

For 5, an example of this effect is the apparent increased pitch of a car horn as it approaches the observer, which decreases as the horn recedes.

ANSWER: Doppler effect

b.
For 10, this multitalented German spent the 1860's studying music theory and acoustics. A type of resonator used to damp echoes in open chambers is named for him.

ANSWER: Hermann von Helmholtz
c.
Finally, for 15 points, name the undesirable effect that occurs when a digital recording device attempts to record a pitch higher than its sampling rate.

c.
In a Pittsburgh diner in 1969, Memphis wants $25,000 from the city for his property, West (who runs a funeral home business) wants his property, and Hambone just wants his ham.
