Answer: "Dover Beach"

01 BONUS. The White Cliffs of Dover are white because of their chalk. For ten points each:

Chalk is abundant in the strata deposited during this geologic period, during which the dinosaurs became extinct?

Answer: Cretaceous
Chalk is a form of what sedimentary rock, composed mostly of calcite, as well as dolomite and aragonite? Other types of it include oolite and travertine?

Answer: Limestone

02  Pharmacologists at Georgetown University recently discovered a peptide from this animal’s venom (specifically from Grammostola spatulata) that blocks stretch-activated ion channels and protects the heart from an arrhythmia known as atrial fibrillation.  However, its venom has been shown not to harm humans despite its rumored association to cause victims to weep and dance.  For ten points, name this “wolf spider” associated with its eponymous Italian city of Taranto.

Answer: Tarantula (accept early wolf spider but do NOT accept “Tarantella”)

02 BONUS.  Identify these poisons, for ten points each.

Obtained from such plants as the nox vomica and the Saint Ignatius’ bean, this alkaloid has the formula C21H22N2O2. It causes convulsions and paralysis of the brain’s respiratory center, and is used to kill vermin.

Answer: Strychnine
This drug shares its name with the plant also known as nightshade. It contains the alkaloid atropine, which can be used to dilate the pupils. Its name is Italian for “beautiful woman.”

Answer: Belladonna

03 A bill before this state’s legislature, introduced by Representative Chip Limehouse, would require that governors filling vacated U.S. Senate seats from this state choose a replacement from the elected Senator’s party. Limehouse, a Republican, notes that the bill would apply to replacements made by Governor Jim Hodges for Democrat Fritz Hollings as well as the seat of this state’s Republican Senator.  For ten points, identify this state, worried about the possibility of a vacancy caused by the death of ninety-eight-year-old Strom Thurmond.

Answer: South Carolina
03 BONUS. Answer these questions on the geography of the Palmetto State, for ten points each.

This Military College of South Carolina is located in Charleston.

Answer: The Citadel
The boyhood home of this President is located in Charleston, who later attended Davidson College in North Carolina a year before attending Princeton.

Answer: Thomas Woodrow Wilson.

04 Originally, the benefactor Baron de St. Julien wanted one of the three figures to be a bishop.  Instead, this painting has three figures: the baron on the ground admiring the legs of his mistress as her husband is in the background.  For ten points, name this 1766 painting in which three adults act like children by Jean-Honore Fragonard.

Answer: The Swing

04 BONUS. Identify the following musical questions relating to swing, for ten points apiece.

This jazz clarinetist and orchestra leader was known as the “King of Swing.”

Answer: Benny Goodman
This band known for the album Money for Nothing recorded the song “Sultans of Swing.”

Answer: Dire Straits


05 Children of members may join either the Order of De Molay or the Order of Rainbow, depending on gender. In Latin America, its membership is largely radical and anticlerical, while in the United States, it has led to such splinter groups as the Shriners. For ten points, identify this brotherhood that might subject its members to the thirty-third degree as they progress from apprentices to masters.

Answer: Freemasonry or Free and Accepted Masons (prompt on masons as there are several Masonic groups, accept equivalents)

05 BONUS. Answer the following concerning famous Masons, for ten points each.

After Governor Botetourt dissolved the House of Burgesses, George Mason drafted a pledge of action, promising not to buy imports, until the repeal of this set of measures, named for a British chancellor of the exchequer.

Answer: Townshend Acts

James Murray Mason and James Slidell were passengers on this British mail steamer when they were taken prisoner by Captain Charles Wilkes of the San Jacinto on November 8, 1861.

Answer: Trent

06 Though of humble birth, he rose through the ranks of Roman citizenry through his military exploits, including commanding the Legio II [ill] Augusta in the invasion of Britain in AD 43, and commanding a force sent to Judea in AD 67 to put down a Jewish rebellion.  For ten points, name this Roman who became emperor in AD 69 after emerging victorious in the Civil Wars following the death of Nero.

Answer: Titus Flavius Sabinus Vespasianus

06 BONUS. Answer the following about a location which Vespasian conquered as a soldier, for ten points each.

This British island’s administrative center is Newport. Separated from Portsmouth by the Solent, the America’s Cup was first award for a race around this island.

Answer: Isle of Wight
The Isle of Wight lies in this body of water also known in France as La Manche.

Answer: English Channel

07   In modern literary criticism, it refers to scenes or passages intended to evoke tenderness, pity, and sympathy in the reader, while in Greek, it refers to suffering and deep feelings. For ten points, name this term, distinguished from a person's overall disposition, or ethos.

Answer: Foucault’s Pendulum by Umberto Eco
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19 Symptoms of this disease, to which donkeys are among the only mammals with immunity, usually start with paralysis of eyelid muscles, and are caused by blockage of acetylcholine release at synapses; death, which can occur in over 25% of cases, comes from paralysis of muscles of respiration. FOR 10 POINTS—name this disease, named for the Latin for “sausage,” caused by the most potent toxin known.

Answer: Botulism or Clostridium botulinum poisoning [prompt on “food poisoning”]

19 BONUS. Name the birds that are the subjects of the following quotations for ten points each.

In poems, Wordsworth called this bird an “ethereal minstrel, pilgrim of the sky!” while Percy Shelley addressed it as a “Blithe Spirit.”

Answer: “To a Skylark”

In the last stanza, William Cullen Bryant compares himself to this bird he sees flying “at that far height, the cold thin atmosphere, yet stoop not weary to the welcome land, though the dark night is near.”

Answer: “To a Waterfowl”

Thomas Hardy describes this “frail, gaunt, and small” bird “in blast-beruffled plume, had chosen thus to fling his soul upon the growing gloom.”

Answer: “The Darkling Thrush”

20 Among his plays are The Blessed Pimp and The Business at Algiers. He first gained notice with his pastoral romance La Galatea, but was imprisoned for irregularities in his accounts as a tax collector. Although Theodore Roosevelt helped recruit the Rough Riders, this brigadier general commanded the unit.

Answer: Leonard Wood
The Teller Amendment, passed at the same time as the declaration of war, prevented the US from taking over Cuba. As a result, this Connecticut Senator drafted a 1901 piece of legislation describing how the US might interfere in Cuba.

Answer: Orville Hitchcock Platt

21 To quote him, he was "thrice homeless, as a native of Bohemia in Austria, as an Austrian among Germans, and as a Jew throughout the world.  Everywhere an intruder, never welcomed." Answer: Five
Most hurricanes arise in these low-pressure regions of calm, light variable wind near the equator.

Answer: Doldrums


22 Because Albert of Mecklenberg helped to dethrone King Magnus Eriksson, Albert became King. What term also describes a decorative horizontal panel?

Answer: Frieze

This Roman landmark incorporated sculptures from earlier buildings, including a frieze from the Forum of Trajan, and celebrates a victory over Maxentius.

Answer: Arch of Constantine

This painter explored love and death among his series of paintings "Frieze of Life." His series includes  "Melancholy," "Jealousy," "The Voice," and "The Kiss."

Answer: Edvard Munch

23 "If you really want to hear about it, the first thing you'll probably want to know is where I was born and what my lousy childhood was like, and how my parents were occupied and all before they had me, and all that David Copperfield kind of crap, but I don't feel like going into it, if you want to know the truth.”  So starts off— FOR 10 POINTS --what this novel, whose title is taken from a Robert Burns poem, written by J.D. Salinger.

Answer: Catcher in the Rye
23 BONUS. Traces of DNA belonging to the parasite Plasmodium falciparum recently found in an Italian cemetery have raised the possibility that Rome's fifth-century decline may have been hastened by an epidemic. For ten points each,

Plasmodium falciparum causes this chronic disease, whose notable symptoms include anemia and splenomegaly.

Answer: Malaria
During the fifth century AD, the virus spread to mainland Italy through Sardinia, before reaching this river valley in which Rome sits.

Answer: Tiber River valley

The malaria outbreak may have saved Rome from a sacking by this would-be invader, who stopped his advance in 453 because of his fear of the disease.

Answer: Attila the Hun


24 The process of increasing generation of an enzyme in genetic transcription. The diffusion of hormones in an embryo leading to changes in adjacent tissues.  A pipe or valve admitting steam to an engine cylinder.  The development of magnetic polarity when a magnet is brought near a magnetic material. These processes all share their name with— FOR 10 POINTS --what two-step method for proving mathematical theorems that frequently begins “assume n equals one?”

Answer: Induction (do not accept inductance)

24 BONUS. Identify the Herman Melville work, for ten points each.

In 1856, Melville published this collection of short stories that included “Benito Cereno” and “Bartleby the Scrivener.”

Answer: The Piazza Tales
In this 1846 novel, the title refers to a native tribe which Tom and Toby meet after jumping ship in the Marquesa Islands.

Answer: Typee: A Peep at Polynesian Life. During a Four Months’ Residence in a Valley of the Marquesas
In this work, the title character’s first and last names are the last words uttered by Captain Vere when he is killed in action against the French.

Answer: Billy Budd, Sailor

25 First identified as something in common with many patients of Meyer Friedman and Ray Rosenman, current theory suggests that its most critical factor is hostility, and not traits such as the prssure to achieve or involvement in one’s work. FOR 10 POINTS --name this set of personality traits that may be linked to coronary heart disease.

Answer: Type A Personality
25 BONUS.  Name these scientific instruments for ten points each.  

This device optimizes the mixture of air and flammable gas to produce flames reaching 1500 Celsius or 2700 Farenheit.

Answer: Bunsen burner
Named after a German organic chemist is the conical flask that bears his name.

Answer: Erlenmeyer flask

In discovering his eponymous law, Robert Boyle used this device to measure the difference in pressure between two gases.

Answer: Manometer

26 According to one source, there are three races of them, one each descended from dwarves, elves, and the gods.  However, three of them are named, and said to live at the holy spring Urdarbrunn. FOR 10 POINTS --give the collective name for Urd, Verdandi, and Skuld, the Norse equivalent of the Greco-Roman Fates.

Answer: the Norns
26 BONUS. For ten points each, identify these sports figures who should just shut up.

This Atlanta Braves pitcher didn’t want to ride on the subway after slamming unwed mothers, minorities, and  homosexuals.

Answer: John Rocker

This New York Knick and Florida State alumnus was booed by some of his home crowd after he supposedly called  Jews “stubborn” according to a New York Times Magazine article.

Answer: Charlie Ward

This Sacramento King pretended to shoot an Asian-American fan with a machine gun asking whether he  “remembered the Vietnam War.”

Answer: Jason Williams

27 Made into the 1951 film A Place in the Sun, this novel concerns a man who wishes to marry Sondra Finchly, but who is, however, linked to Roberta Alden.  After the semi-accidental death of Roberta by drowning, the main character is tried for murder, ironic, since he once intended to murder Roberta. FOR 10 POINTS --name this novel about Clyde Griffiths, written by Theodore Dreiser.

Answer: An American Tragedy
27 BONUS. Identify the following composers, for ten points each.

In  1917, the group of Les Six "adopted" him as their "patron saint". His piano works include his Gymnopédies.

Answer: Erik Satie
This Austrian atonal composer wrote the operas Wozzeck and Lulu.  However, he may be best known as the disciple of Arnold Schoenberg.

Answer: Alban Berg
Also, a student of Schoenberg, this American composer experimented with such instruments as the prepared piano  - a piano with objects inserted in between the strings in order to produce percussive and otherworldly sounds.  His works include Imaginary Landscape No. 4.

Answer: John Cage


28 This city burns seventy thousand barrels of liquefied petroleum gas every day, causing pollution so bad that some scientists have suggested blasting through a nearby mountain to help remove it. However, this may be unnecessary: no smog alerts have been issued in sixteen months, and pollutant levels have decreased. Such changes were not made possible until 1997, when this city's first popularly elected government passed stiffer environmental regulations. FOR 10 POINTS --name this most populous North American city.

Answer: Mexico City
28 BONUS. Name these WWII French terms, for the stated number of points.

For five, this city became the capital for the German-controlled French government during the war.   

Answer: Vichy

For five, this French line of defense worked poorly, as the Germans flanked it, going through the Low Countries.

Answer: Maginot Line
For ten, this quasi-governmental organization worked with the Allies to fight the Germans.  

Answer: Free French ("Free France" should also be accepted as an answer (that was the committee's original name), as should 

"Françaises Libres.")

For ten, from 1942 to 1944, the Free French government was headquartered in this city.

Answer: Algiers
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
