This Washington DC school was renamed after its first president in 1894. Although its origins lie in the Columbia Institution for the Deaf and Dumb and the Blind, its alumni do not include George W. Bush.

04 He committed suicide shortly after finishing 14 large paintings for the de Menil family. His early work stressed such themes as the loneliness of human beings in urban scenes such as his “Subway” series. Influenced by the theories of Carl Jung, this painter sought to elicit moods through the use of color. For ten points, name this abstract expressionist, known for using soft-edged rectangles of color.

Answer: Mark Rothko
04 BONUS. From rectangles to rectangular prisms. Paper and pencil ready.

For ten points, what is the volume of a rectangular prism if the areas of three of its faces are 30, 45, and 54?  You have 30 seconds.

Answer: 270
For another ten points, all or nothing, given that the volume is 270, what are the length, width, and height of this prism? You have 15 seconds.

05 Developed in 1972 after a study of the speciation of West Indian land snails, this model has been used variously to explain the development of a biosphere as well as the study of morphological evolution. 07 BONUS. A palinode is a poem in which the poet disavows what was written in an earlier passage. Identify these authors of palinodes, for ten points each.

In his Prologue to The Legend of Good Woman, this poet acts contrite, having been accused by the God of Love of slandering women in his translation of the Romance of the Rose and his work Troilus and Criseyde.

Answer: Geoffrey Chaucer
This poet renounced sexual love for heavenly love in his palinode sonnet "Leave me, O Love which reachest but to dust." He is also known for Arcadia and Astrophel and Stella.

Answer: Sir Philip Sidney

08 Two brothers, Hengist and Horsa, supposedly led this group, which established itself in parts of Hampshire, the Isle of Wight, and a kingdom in Kent after invading Britain in 449. For ten points, name this Germanic tribe from Denmark, which conquered southeastern Britain along with the Angles and Saxons.

Answer: Jutes

08 BONUS. Identify these Germanic tribes, for ten points each.

Defeated in 534 by Belisarius, this tribe reached its pinnacle when it conquered Carthage and defeated the Romans in North Africa under the leadership of Gaiseric.

Answer: Vandals
This confederacy of Germanic tribes once occupied the land between the Danube and the Main. Absorbed into the land of the Franks after their defeat by Clovis, their name is the origin for the French and Spanish words for Germany.

Answer: Alemanni

09 At the microscopic level, it occurs when the path of a particle is irregular in both position and time, even when average properties such as density and heat capacity are macroscopically constant. Associated with large values of the dimensionless Reynolds number, for ten points, name this physical process, examples of which include arterial blood flow, lava, and atmospheric currents, typified by the formation of eddies and fluctuations in velocity.

09 BONUS. Turbulence can be found in the flow of lava so, for ten points each, give the Hawaiian names for these types of lava.

In the 1380s and 1390s, Tamerlane waged war against this group, then controlled by Tokhtamish. Batu Khan was the original leader of this group of Mongols and Tatars. Their name in Tatar is the “altun ordu.”
