For 10 points, name this 1906 natural disaster that struck the same city in 1989.

Answer: San Francisco earthquake of 1906 or equivalents [prompt on Seventh Great San Francisco Fire; prompt on San Francisco before “event”]

01 BONUS. Answer the following relating earthquakes, for ten points each.

This is the point within the Earth, right on the fault where the earthquake originates.

Answer: Focus or Hypocenter (do not accept epicenter, which is the point on the surface above the focus)

In 1904, the this was discovered, when its namesake seismologist suggested that the paths of P and S body waves are reflected by the changes in the rock of this interface between the mantle and the crust.

Answer: Mohorovicic discontinuity

02 His second most important work is the scientific encyclopedia De Natura Rerum. Of his approximately 40 books, about 25 were Biblical commentaries, and most of the rest were lives of saints. A scholar who spent most of his time at Jarrow, for ten points, name this person, called "the father of English history" for his The Ecclesiastical History of England.

Answer: The Venerable Bede or Baeda
02 BONUS. Being called “venerable” is but one step towards being named a saint. For ten points each:

Being called “venerable” means that you are a candidate for this declaration that a person has lived a holy life and is “blessed.”

Answer: beatification
This is the term for a saint who underwent imprisonment, torture, or pain, but who did not die a martyr.

Answer: confessor

03 At the end of the story, the title character drowns in the local river despite the efforts on the part of Kentuck to save him.  The son of Cherokee Sal, his birth was unique in that the town he was born in was more used to death than birth.  For ten points, name this short story in which the title character's presence mellows a California town of tough characters, a "local color" story by Bret Harte.

Answer: “The Luck of Roaring Camp”
03 BONUS. Identify the authors of the following collections of short stories, for ten points each.

Cabbages and Kings and The Four Million
Answer: O’Henry or William Sydney Porter
Bayou Folk and A Night in Acadie
Answer: Kate Chopin

04 An automatic conversion applied to array-valued expressions in the C programming language. The degradation of voltage or current across a circuit or wire. A reduction in orbital altitude as a result of atmospheric drag. Spontaneous changes in the nucleus of an atom. These are all scientific definitions of, for ten points, what term which can be preceded by “radioactive” or “exponential”?

Answer: Decay
04 BONUS. Answer the following questions about radioactive decay, ten points each.

This type of decay occurs when atomic nuclei dissipate excess energy through the release of photons of extremely short wavelength.

Answer: Gamma decay

This method uses radioactive decay to date rocks, but can be problematic when the rock sample has been exposed to high temperatures, since the product of the decay will leak out of the rocks.

Answer: Potassium-argon

05 His works included Feast in the Time of Plague. Although he had no Russian ancestry, he championed Russian nationalism in his writings. The longest lived of the Mighty Five—for 10 points—name this composer best known for his opera The Prisoner of the Caucasus.
Answer: César Antonovich Cui [kwee or kuy]
05 BONUS. Journal of the Plague Year chronicles the Great Plague of London. 10 points per answer.

Who wrote the Journal, published in 1722?

Answer: Daniel Defoe
Name either of the years in which the outbreak took place.

Answer: 1664 or 1665

06 It was first mentioned in 1927 in Olmstead v. US, specifically a dissent by Louis Brandeis, which called it "the most comprehensive of rights and the right most valued by civilized men." It was first officially espoused in a 1965 majority opinion by William C. Douglas, citing several amendments.  For ten points, name this right found in Griswold v Connecticut, the basis for Roe v Wade, which Brandeis called "the right to be left alone."

Answer: right to privacy
06 BONUS. Pretty Good Privacy is an encryption system developed by Philip Zimmerman. For ten points each:
PGP is an example of what sort of encryption scheme, invented in 1976, which involves one key to “lock” a message and another to “unlock” it? Other examples include RSA and DES.

Answer:  Public-key encryption

Netscape developed this protocol for transmitting documents over the Internet.

Answer: SSL or Secure Sockets Layer


07 The whole life of believers should be repentance. Penitential canons are imposed only on the living. No one can be certain of the sincerity of contrition. Remission of sins granted by the pope are the declarations of divine remission. The treasures of the indulgences are nets with which they fish the treasures of men. These are five statements from, for ten points, what 1517 Latin work which excoriates the Roman Catholic Church?

Answer: Disputation on the Power and Efficacy of Indulgences by Martin Luther (accept Ninety-Five Theses)

07 BONUS. Identify the following about popular music in 1995, for ten points each.

At the 1995 MTV Music Video Awards, this band won “Best New Artist in a Video” for “Hold My Hand.”

Answer: Hootie & the Blowfish
A posthumous 1995 inductee in the Rock and Roll Hall of Fame, his only hit was “Valley Girl.” His over 60 albums include: Jazz from Hell, Bongo Fury, which he recorded with Captain Beefheart, The Man from Utopia, and Weasels Ripped My Flesh.

Answer: Frank Zappa

08 Under a recently approved plan, the size of its top policy-originating body will be capped at twenty-seven. A majority in its assembly will be 172 votes, and a qualified majority will require 258 votes, with majorities of both votes and populations required. The last objector to this arrangement was Belgium, who thought that the Netherlands was receiving too much voting power. This describes the latest rounds of negotiations in the expansion of, for ten points, what multinational organization?

Answer: the European Union
08 BONUS. Identify the following unions, for ten points each.

After the Community Service Organization refused to support a union, this group was founded by Dolores Huerta and César Chavéz, who led it until his death in 1993.

Answer: United Farm Workers of America or UFW
In 1935, this union left the AFL under the leadership of John Lewis, who would become the first head of the CIO. Their demands for official recognition and a nine-hour workday caused a 1902 strike in Pennsylvania in which Theodore Roosevelt forced owners to negotiate.

Answer: United Mine Workers of America or UMWA

09 Thanks to his tactics of taxation rather than plundering conquered lands, this man was able to keep from destroying local economies.  From his palace at Persepolis, he directed his agents to gather food supplies at stations along his army’s route. For ten points, name this Persian emperor, famous for his 480-479 BC invasion of Greece.   

Answer: Xerxes I or Khshayarsha [accept Xerxes the Great] [he is also called Ahaseuerus in Semitic descriptions, the Old Testament included] 
09 BONUS. Xerxes had his fleet defeated at Salamis. Identify these other naval battles, for ten points each.

The Vice Admiral Villeneuve was taken prisoner and his combined French and Spanish force defeated. At least he survived; the opposing and victorious Admiral Nelson died as a result of this naval engagement.

Answer: Battle of Trafalgar
Admiral Heihachiro Togo decimated the Russian Baltic Fleet in this May 1905 naval engagement.

Answer: Battle of Tsushima Strait


10 When a crowbar is lowered by rope to gauge the depth of a sea in this work, the bar fails to hit bottom after two hundred fathoms, returning covered in teeth marks. Among many oddities on the shores of that underground Central Sea is a forest of forty-foot mushrooms. The party had entered at Mount. Sneffels, as directed by a scrap of paper left by sixteenth-century heretic Arne Saknussemm. Eventually Harry, Hans, and Professor Hardwigg are expelled onto the side of Mount Stromboli in an eruption. For 10 points, identify this Jules Verne novel about what would be, if the title were fulfilled, a trip of approximately four thousand miles.

Answer: Journey to the Center of the Earth

10 BONUS. Jules and Verne are the children of Doc Brown at the end of Back to the Future 3. For ten points each, identify the following concerning the greatest time travel movie of all time, Bill and Ted’s Excellent Adventure.

George Carlin plays this character, who helps Bill and Ted with their history project by giving them a time machine in order to bring about a future where people can be excellent to each other.

Answer: Rufus
While Keanu Reeves played Ted Logan, what actor played Bill S. Preston?

Answer: Alex Winter
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11 Among the characters in this book are a composer named Abe North, who becomes an alcoholic, and is later killed in a Parisian bar, and a French mercenary named Tommy Barban. Taking its name from John Keats’ “Ode to a Nightingale,” it concerns the schizophrenic American, Nicole Warren, and her doctor-turned husband, Dick Diver.  For ten points, name this 1934 novel by F. Scott Fitzgerald.

Answer: Tender Is the Night
12 Translated from the Seminole, it means “Big Water.” Canals extend from the bottom of the lake to the Atlantic. The Caloosahatchee River is its outlet, and the main source of the lake is the Kissimmee River. It is the third largest freshwater lake in the US, living up to its Seminole name. FTP, name this lake on the Florida Peninsula.

Answer: Lake Okeechobee
13 Her third album was a collection of Christmas songs entitled Dream a Dream, while her second, eponymous album featured “Just Wave Hello,” commissioned by Ford Motor Company. For 10 points—name this Welsh soprano, whose début album, Voice of an Angel, was released when she was just 13 years old.

Answer: Charlotte Church
14 Tissues that can be viewed through this apparatus are usually processed by fixation with glutaraldehyde and osmium tetroxide prior to embedding in resin and sectioning.  For ten points, name this technique of viewing intracellular components at very high magnification.

Answer: Electron microscope (prompt on “microscope”)
15 It carries away elephants to feed its young, who hatch from eggs which are fifty paces in circumference and easily mistaken for a domed building. They can wreck ships, carry men up and down mountains, and fly to the to the Valley of Diamonds, all of which they do in the tales of Sinbad. For ten points, identify this creature of Arabian legend, said to be so large that it eclipsed the sun with its wings.

Answer: roc [or rukh; do not accept “anka” or “simurgh”]

16 The man who it is named after was a drifter nicknamed “Old Pancake,” who talked his way into a share of it from the men who discovered it, only to sell out for a paltry sum. Discovered in 1859 at Gold Hill, Nevada, for ten points, over the next 20 years after its discover, what yielded over $300 million dollars worth from its deposits of gold and silver?

Answer: Comstock Lode
17 Her younger sister Krissy died in 1995 at age 17 due to asthma and an undiagnosed heart condition.  The mother of twin 6-year-old boys, for ten points, name this 26-year-old supermodel who was recently hospitalized after a car accident near Atlanta.

Answer: Niki Taylor
18 Refusing to surrender the fortress of Casale, he was captured and imprisoned at Pignerol in 1678.  When he died in prison on November 19, 1703, he was referred to as “Marchiali” rather than Count Girolamo Mattioli.  For ten points, name this prisoner by his nickname whom many writers like Alexandre Dumas believed was really a twin brother of French king Louis the 14th.

Answer: The Man in the Iron Mask (L’homme au masque de fer)

Answer: Slobodan Milosevic

Entertainment & Sports: Crab

The sun enters this constellation in the spring, so many cultures associate it with fertility and strength. Some areas of China used the visibility of the Hyades and Pleiades in it as signals that sea travel was safe. For 15 points—name this constellation, which precedes Gemini in the Zodiac.

Answer: Taurus

Fine Arts: Knock-Down Drag-Out 

Though he was encouraged to become a professional baseball player during a successful career at Ohio State, he left school to study art under Robert Henri. For 15 points—name this painter whose works include Portrait of Emma in Night Light, better known for his chronicles of urban life, such as Stag at Sharkey’s.

Answer: George Bellows

Geography: Island in the Sun

Composed of four peninsulas, two extending to the north and two to the south, this equatorial island is known for the high quality of the coffee grown here and exported at Ujung Pandang. The Makassar Strait separates it from Borneo and connects the Java Sea to this island’s namesake sea. For 15 points—name this member of Indonesia’s Greater Sunda Islands, the eleventh-largest island in the world by land area.

Answer: Celebes [or Sulawesi]

Mathematics: Glorious Day
Today, June 16, 2001, is a Saturday. For 15 points—give the next four years on which June 16 will fall on a Saturday. You have 45 seconds.
Answers: 2007, 2012, 2018, 2029 [the deviations are caused by leap years]

Physical Sciences: Photograph

Compounds of this element are the most toxic wastes produced in photograph development. The second-most malleable and second-most ductile of all metals, its common sources include electrum and galena. For 15 points—name this transition element, the best conductor of heat among the metals.

Answer: silver or Ag
Social Sciences: It Might Involve A Pipe Of Some Kind

It arises from the instinct to nurse, and leads to association of pleasure with activities such as thumb sucking in childhood. It can continue later in life as nail biting or smoking depending on how pleasurable such manifestations are. For 15 points—name this Freudian concept positing a need for mouth-based activity.

Answer: oral fixation
World History: Simple Pages

It was used to exact oaths of allegiance from tenants for the first time, in addition to the landowners. A valuable source for medieval courts, it is still used by genealogical researchers. For 15 points—name this compilation of the results of a 1086 census and survey of England ordered by William the Conqueror.

Answer: Domesday [“doomsday”] Book
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19 Scholars credit Edward Knight as the likely editor of the first one of these. The second made nearly 1700 typographical changes and added poems by John Milton and an unidentified “friendly admirer” to the Ben Jonson and Hugh Holland verses which were included in the first. The fourth and final is usually considered the worst edition, while the third added six apocryphal plays and one canonical play, Pericles, Prince of Tyre. FOR 10 POINTS— give the name used for these collections printed on double-folded leaves, the original source for texts of Shakespeare.

Answer: the Folios
19 BONUS. Identify the following holdings of the British Museum, for ten points each.

In 1816, the British Museum acquired these sculptures from the Acropolis.

Answer: Elgin Marbles
Francois Champollion deciphered the Egyptian hieroglyphics from the inscriptions on this stone.

Answer: Rosetta Stone
The British Museum has artifacts from this ship burial, uncovered near Ipswich, Suffolk, England in 1939.

Answer: Sutton Hoo

20 In Penrose tilings, it is the ratio of “fat” rhombuses to “skinny” rhombuses, and is also the relationship between the pentagon’s diagonal to its end. It is also the limiting value of the ratio of two consecutive terms in the Fibonacci sequence. FOR 10 POINTS— name this number, equal to one half of one plus the square root of five, noted for its appearance in the natural world and ancient art.

Answer: golden ratio or golden mean (prompt on phi or 1.6158....)
20 BONUS. Identify the following people associated with the First Great Awakening, for fifteen points each.

The arrival of this British minister in New England in 1740, whose preaching in Northampton, MA, moved Edwards to tears, heralded four tumultuous years of religious “awakening.” One of Phyllis Wheatley’s better known works is a poem written upon his death.

Answer: George Whitefield
The most successful Presbyterian minister of the Awakening, he succeeded in spurring the Anglican church in Virginia to fine ministers without licenses to preach.

Answer: Samuel Davies.


21 Although he gave in to certain demands, such as the removal of Cardinal Granvelle, he could not quell the rebellion which eventually led to independence for the Netherlands. 1571 was a key year, as he damaged his nation’s economy by exiling the Moriscos, and his forces won the Battle of Lepanto.  His failed attempts to re-Catholicize England led to a marriage to Mary I, but thirty years after Mary’s death, he resorted to force. FOR 10 POINTS— identify this king who ordered the construction of the Spanish Armada.

Answer: Philip II [prompt on Philip]
21 BONUS. Given the songs, name the musical for ten points each.

22 Architectural proponents of this style include Giulio Romano, who used it in the Palazzo del Té for the Gonzaga family of Mantua.  Other examples include the portraits of Bronzini.  Characteristics include sophisticated composition, irrational spatial effects, enigmatic facial expressions, and elongated proportions.  FOR 10 POINTS – name this reaction against the perfection of the Classical Renaissance, exemplified by the Madonna of the Long Neck by Parmagianino.

Answer: Mannerism (accept equivalents)

22 BONUS. Identify these autobiographies, for ten points each.

Alex Haley co-wrote this 1965 work, which covers the intellectual evolution of a charismatic leader of the Nation of Islam, who was assassinated before he could see the publication of the work.

Answer: The Autobiography of Malcolm X

This 1901 work tells of Booker T. Washington’s life, from bondage to freedom.

Answer: Up from Slavery
Showing the psychological similarities of slavery and 20th century racism, this bitter 1945 autobiography by 1945 tells of the blocks against Richard Wright’s journey towards intellectual prowess.

Answer: Black Boy

23 The axis of the ellipse of a planet's orbit rotates just a bit each orbit as seen in the precession of the perihelion of Mercury. When a mass accelerates, it emits gravitational waves that travel at the speed of light. These are two of the tested conclusions of, FOR 10 POINTS—what theory that describes how matter curves space, developed by Albert Einstein?

Answer: General theory of relativity
23 BONUS. Identify these Jewish symbols, for ten points each.

This flat, unleavened bread represents the haste with which the Israelites fled Egypt.

Answer: Matzah
This prayer shawl has tassels at each corner, symbolizing the four corners of the Earth.

Answer: Tallit
Traditionally placed by the front door, this object contains a tiny scroll called the shema.

Answer: Mezuzah

24 JFK successfully caused a rescission of its 1962 unilateral price increase. A suit was lodged against it in 1911 under the Sherman Anti-Trust Act, but a 1920 Supreme Court decision allowed it to maintain its monopolistic domination. FOR 10 POINTS—name this company formed when Andrew Carnegie, John D. Rockefeller, and others were bought out by J.P. Morgan to form the first billion dollar corporation.

Answer: US Steel Corporation
24 BONUS. Let us now praise famous women.  Name these Americans for ten points each.

Last name needed: under the auspices of the American Anti-Slavery Society, these two sisters authored pamphlets calling for freedom for slaves and equality in women’s rights.

Answer: Sarah and Angelina Grimké
Many in the National American Women’s Suffrage Association thought her tactics too militant, so she went to found the National Women’s Party.

Answer: Alice Paul

25 In the 1990's, upgrades to this language finally added pointers and the FOR ALL and WHERE keywords, while statement functions and assumed-size arrays were earmarked for deletion in its upcoming 2000 revision. In addition, a “High-Performance” version of this language was introduced for massively parallel supercomputing. BASIC was developed as a “watered-down” version of, FOR 10 POINTS—what programming language, which is best known for its ability to handle mathematical computations.

Answer: Fortran
25 BONUS. Identify these properties of a sound wave, for ten points each.

This is proportional to the maximum distance a vibrating particle is displaced from the rest.

Answer: Amplitude
This is rate of oscillation or vibration of the wave particles.

Answer: Frequency
This property describes how two sound waves with the same frequency and amplitude can differ only with by their alignment with respect to time.

Answer: Phase

26 The Wilson effect is explained by assuming that these are hollow. Spörer's law describes the change in the latitude of their formation. They have two regions, an umbra and a penumbra, and are associated with faculae, luminous hydrogen clouds which seem to precede them. FOR 10 POINTS—name these objects, which appear to follow an eleven-year cycle on the solar surface.

Answer: Sunspots
26 BONUS. Perhaps inspired by Marius and Sulla, there was a lot of hating going on in late Republican Rome.  Answer these questions about some of the more intense feuds, for ten points each. 

The orator Cicero participated in the defense of Milo, mostly because Milo’s rival in tribunal politics was this disreputable ex-patrician, whose hatred for Cicero was legendary.

Answer: Publius Clodius
Come to think of it, Cicero had a lot of enemies, but managed to hang around for a while anyway. This man finally was responsible for his death after being incensed at experiencing the brunt of Cicero’s so-called Philippic orations. 

Answer: Marcus Antonius or Marc Antony
Cato the Younger supposedly so despised Julius Caesar that he changed his vote on the execution of this conspirator, and longtime enemy of – guess who – Cicero - simply because Caesar led the opposition to his execution. 

Answer: Lucius Sergius Catilina or Catiline

27 Bourgeois citizen Eisenstein must go to prison because of an oversight by his lawyer.  Hearing this news, Alfred, former lover of Eisensteins' wife, Rosalinda, decide's to use her husband's absence to renew his suit.  Then Eisenstein's friend Falke arrives dressed as the title object, and invites the unwitting husband to postpone his  imprisonment for a few hours and attend the masquerade.  So goes the action in, FOR 10 POINTS—what opera by Johann Strauss whose title can be translated into English as "The Bat".

Answer: Die Fledermaus
27 BONUS. “And you, my father, there on the sad height,/ Curse, bless, me now with your fierce tears, I pray.” For ten points  each:

These lines come from what poem, which ends: “Rage, rage against the dying of the light.”

Answer: “Do Not Go Gentle into That Good Night”

Who wrote “Do Not Go Gentle into That Good Night”?

Answer: Dylan Thomas
The poem follows this elaborate French form, with five tercets of three lines, and a final quatrain, in which the first  and third lines of each tercet, and the first, third, and fourth lines of the quatrain all rhyme.

Answer: Villanelle

28 Supposedly they were descended from the Naiad Harmonia.  During the Trojan War, they were allies of Priam, but Achilles killed their leader Penthesilea.  FOR 10 POINTS—name these warriors, whose other famous leaders included Hippolyta, whose girdle was stolen by Heracles.

Answer: Amazon(s)
28 BONUS.
Given a brief description name the enzyme for ten points each.

Useful in signal transduction cascades, this class of enzymes adds a phosphate to the amino acids serine, threonine, or tyrosine in proteins. 

Answer:  Kinase

This special enzyme found in retroviruses uses RNA to synthesize DNA.

Answer: Reverse Transcriptase
In its ptyalin form it mixes with food in the mouth in order to act upon starches.

Answer: Amylase
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
