Answer: Eero Saarinen (Do not accept Eliel, who was Eero’s father)

01 BONUS. Identify these famous Finns, for ten points each.

At the 1924 Olympics, his country would not let him run in the 10,000 meter race in order to give other Finns a chance to win. Nevertheless, he won five of his nine career gold medals in that Olympiad.

Answer: Paavo Nurmi
This field marshal, the namesake of a Finnish line of defense across the Karelian Isthmus, commanded his country’s forces in the Russo-Finnish War and was president of Finland from 1944 to 1946.

Answer: Carl Gustaf Emil Mannerheim

02 First predicted in the Einstein-de Sitter model of the universe, theoretical evidence for it includes the need for it to exist if the cosmological constant for the expansion of the universe is close to one, the need for it to keep clustered galaxies from drifting apart, and the fact that galaxies rotate faster and more uniformly than expected. For ten points, name this non-luminous, unobserved substance, believed to make up 90% of matter in a galaxy.

Answer: Dark matter
02 BONUS.  In a case of mind after matter, name these portions of the brain, for ten points each.

Located below the midbrain and above the medulla oblongata, this structure consists of nerve fibers that link both halves of the cerebellum.

Answer: Pons
Located just in front of the central sulcus, this strip of cerebral cortex in the frontal lobe sends signals for activity to muscles and glands.

Answer: Motor cortex


03 “Ishtar, come back. All is forgiven.” “I have gotten better entertainment value from a colonoscopy.” “You may end up wanting to take a shower. That is, if you’re still awake.” “Nothing on-screen is abused quite so savagely as the audience itself.” “The most appalling comedy of the millennium, after Joe Dirt.” These are just some of the putdowns used by critics to describe, for ten points, what 2001 Tom Green gross-out film?

Answer: Freddy Got Fingered
03 BONUS. Tom Green is also the name of a bigamist recently in the news. Identify these anthropological concepts concerning marriage, for ten points each.

This term refers to marriage which law or custom requires to take place with a partner outside of a certain define group, such as a village or clan.

Answer: Exogamy or exogamous
One of the few examples of this marriage practice occurs among the Toda of south India, who practice a fraternal version, in which a woman becomes the wife of her husband’s brothers as well, living with all of them.

Answer: Polyandry (prompt on polygamy)


04 A principal center for a Druidic cult, this town became a pilgrimage site after receiving the sancta camisia, the presumed dress Mary was wearing when she gave birth to Christ.  Located on the left bank of the Eure River, its famous cathedral – built in only 66 years – lies on the Plain of Beauce.  For ten points, name this city located 40 miles southwest of Paris.

Answer: Chartres

04 BONUS. For ten points each:

Name the author of Mont-Saint-Michel and Chartres, a study of the medieval era, better known for his 1905 biography.

Answer: Henry Brooks Adams
Among the other works of Henry Adams is a biography of what free trade advocate who, from 1801 to 1814, was U.S. Secretary of the Treasury?

Answer: Albert Gallatin

05 Pencil and paper may be useful here. In Vince McMahon's new YFL (the "Y" stands for yawn), there are only two ways to score points: touchdowns are worth seven points (hooray) and field goals are worth FOUR points (rah).  What is the largest possible integer score that cannot be achieved by a team via a series of touchdowns and/or field goals?  You have 45 seconds.

Answer: 17 (the only impossible scores are 1, 2, 3, 5, 6, 9, 10, 13, and 17)

05 BONUS. Identify these sports leagues, which, like the XFL, have gone the way of the dodo, for ten points each.

Teams in this defunct league included the Indianapolis Racers, the Houston Aeros, and the New England Whalers. It was created in 1971 and died via merger in 1979.

Answer: WHA or World Hockey Association
In 1943, Cubs owner Phillip Wrigley founded this league, which lasted until 1954. This Midwestern baseball league was featured in the movie A League of Their Own.

Answer: All American Girls’ Professional Baseball League or AAGPBL

06 His mother Fanny left him behind when she took a trip to America that resulted in her 1832 work Domestic Manners of the Americans.  From 1859 to 1867 he would daily write 2500 words before breakfast while maintaining the civil service job that resulted in his invention of the mailbox, an invention ridiculed by a character in his novel He Knew He Was Right.  For ten points, name this popular author of The Eustace Diamonds and Barchester Towers.

Answer: Anthony Trollope
06 BONUS. Anthony Trollope is known for his Barchester and Paliser series. For ten points each, given some books that Trollope did not write, name the series.

The Man of Property, In Chancery, To Let
Answer: the Forsyte Saga by John Galsworthy

Palace Walk, Place of Desire, Sugar Street
Answer: al-Thulathiyya or Cairo Trilogy

07 After 1988 retirement of its longtime dictator, Ne Win, General Saw Maung led a military coup. Two years later, the National League for Democracy dominated elections, but the People’s Assembly has never convened since. For 10 points, name this country in which the State Law and Order Restoration Council maintains control by silencing opposition leaders such as Aung San Suu Kyi.

Answer: Union of Myanmar [or Thammada Myanmar Naingngandaw; prompt on Burma]
07 BONUS. Answer the following concerning others who, like Aung San Suu Kyi, won the Nobel Peace Prize, for ten points each.

This country’s president, Oscar Arias Sanchez, won the award for negotiating a peace agreement in Central America.

Answer: Costa Rica
René Cassin won for being the principal author of this document, whose thirty articles-- which include freedom of conscience, of expression, and to an adequate standard of living -- were adopted by the United Nations in 1948.

Answer: Universal Declaration of Human Rights

08 First proposed in 1930, they can exist because instantaneous distributions of electrons about a nucleus need not be spherically symmetric. Thus, for example, both electrons in a helium atom can be on the same side of the nucleus at the same moment, creating an instantaneous dipole moment that results in—for 10 points—what intermolecular forces between nonpolar molecules?

Answer: London or London dispersion forces
08 BONUS. Answer the following about a physical quantity, for ten points each.

This quantity can be expressed as the dot product of force acting on a particle and the displacement of the particles caused by the force.

Answer: work
This unit of work, used in high-energy physics, equals 1.60 x 10-19 Joules. It is the most common unit used to express the rest-energy of sub-atomic particles.

Answer: electron-volt [prompt on “eV”]

09 Among his characters is Podkolesin, who jumps out of a window as preferable to wedlock in the play The Marriage.  His other characters include the nobleman Chichikov, the copyist Akaky, and the petty clerk Klestakov, who takes advantage of a case of mistaken identity. For ten points, name this author of the short story “The Overcoat,” the play The Inspector General and the novel Dead Souls.

Answer: Nikolai Vasilyevich Gogol
09 BONUS. Gogol’s “The Overcoat” is not the only work of literature that involves clothing. For ten points each:

In this poem, a mother dies after spending the night making a red cloak, breeches, a jacket, and other clothing for her son.

This former student at both the University of Chicago and George Washington University, he and his second wife Rosario Casas Dupuy received over $2.7 million for spying for the Soviet Union and Russia.

Answer: Aldrich Ames

11 This is held on June 27th of every year.  Some villages are talking about giving it up, but it has been around so long that stopping it would be sacrilegious.  The head of each household draws, and then each member of the chosen family draws.  For ten points, name this short story by Shirley Jackson in which the “winner” is stoned.  

Answer:  “The Lottery”

12 Occurring during October or November, it marks the occasion when Rama returns victorious after defeating Ravana. Lakshmi is said to visit all during the festival, and lights are set out for her arrival. Ganesha is often invoked during the festival, and it is a time of giving. For ten points, name this Hindu “Festival of Lights.”

Answer: Diwali
13 In On Guerilla Warfare, he instructs the reader in both the history and the then-current use of guerilla units.  He contributed the idea of peasant revolution to Marxist thought, as well as emphasizing the importance of superstructure. For ten points, name this Chinese Communist leader who died in 1976.   

Answer: Mao Tse-Tung
14 Included in this definition of compound are: metal ions, oxides of certain nonmetallic elements, such as sulfur, phosphorus, and nitrogen; and certain solid compounds, such as aluminum chloride, boron trifluoride, silica, and alumina.  For ten points, identify this type of acid, regarded as any compound which, in a chemical reaction, is able to attach itself to an unshared pair of electrons in another molecule.

Answer: Endocytosis

18 Maria Josefa is an 80-year old woman who is confined to her room. Her granddaughter, Adela, hangs her self, after her sister, Martirio, lies and claims that their mother shot Pepe el Romano. A play without any male characters appearing, for ten points, name this work, in which the title character vows to shut out all visitors and keep her  family in mourning for eight years, by Federico Garcia Lorca.

Answer: La casa de Bernarda Alba or The House of Bernarda Alba
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American History: Independent Woman

Answer: Sojourner Truth [HN: The quote appears in With Voices Raised.]

American Literature: Women on Stage

Representing the author’s grandmother, she has been portrayed by Bette Davis, Stockard Channing, Tallulah Bankhead, and Elizabeth Taylor. For 15 points—name this main female character in Lillian Hellman’s The Little Foxes, the greedy sister of Benjamin and Oscar Hubbard.

Answer: Regina Giddens (either acceptable)

Biological Science: A Really Big Bone to Pick

In January 2000, scientists found an 11-foot long bone from the second-largest dinosaur ever found, Paralititan stromeri [puh-RAH-luh-TIE-tan STROH-meh-ree]. For 15 points—in what country was this discovery made?

Answer: Egypt
Entertainment & Sports: Damned by False Praise

Ads for Sony Pictures’s recent movies like The Animal, Hollow Man, and A Knight’s Tale, include glowing reviews from a Connecticut movie critic. The only problem is that he didn’t exist. For 15 points—name this fictitious movie critic, or the real Connecticut newspaper for which he allegedly wrote.

Answer: David Manning or The Ridgefield Press
Fine Arts: Shall We Dance?

The dancer forms a long, flowing line by arching the body and balancing the body on one foot. The other leg extends behind the dancer, on the floor, or at 45, 90, or 135 degrees. The arms extend forward, and the head must be in line with the body. For 15 points—name this basic pose of ballet.

Answer: arabesque
General Knowledge & Trivia: Money

For 15 points—what is the only denomination of US currency on which you can find, simultaneously, the words “Connecticut” and “Illinois”?

Answer: $5 bill [on the Lincoln Memorial]

Geography: Large Cities

This city’s inhabitants are collectively called Cariocas [kah-ree-OH-kas]. Sugarloaf Mountain towers over the waters of Guanabara Bay. Also overlooking the city is the peak of Corvocado, on which sits a massive statue of Christ the Redeemer. For 15 points—name this former capital of Brazil.

Answer: Rio de Janeiro
Mathematics: Me, Myself, and i
VISUAL BONUS.

His Riders to the Sea is set on the desolate Aran Islands off the coast of Ireland. For 15 points—name this Irish playwright who also penned Playboy of the Western World.

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19 Its cortex is divided into the glomerular, fasciculate [fuh-SICK-yoo-lit], and reticulate zones, surrounding a central medulla containing chromaffin cells, and other cells derived from neural tissue. It produces aldosterone, which helps regulate blood volume, and cortisol, as a reaction to stress. FOR 10 POINTS—name this gland located directly above the kidneys, that produces epinephrine.

19 BONUS. Answer the following about a Supreme Court case for ten points each.

Name the case concerning whether or not the state of Maryland had the power to tax a branch of the Bank of the United States.   

Answer: McCulloch v. Maryland
Name the doctrine set forth in the McCulloch v. Maryland ruling, which holds that the government may act in ways consistent with the Constitution, even if not specifically enumerated.

Answer: Implied powers
Specifically, the doctrine of implied powers is justified by Article I, Section 8, known by this name because it can cover so many actions.

Answer: Elastic clause

20 In his Portrait of Emile Zola, he added in the background Kuniaki’s portrait of a sumo wrestler, indicative of his interest in Japanese art.  He finally succumbed to the persuasion of his future sister-in-law Berthe Morisot [more-ee-soh] that he began to paint outdoors like the Impressionists, whose exhibitions he did not participate in.  FOR 10 POINTS--name this artist whose works include Olympia and The Bar at the Folies-Bergere.

Answer: Edouard Manet [not “Monet”]

20 BONUS. Identify these Cavalier poets, for ten points each.

His works include the play Aglaura and the mock-pastoral “Ballad Upon a Wedding.”

Answer: Sir John Suckling
This poet wrote the line: “Gather ye rosebuds while ye may.”

Answer: Robert Herrick (the poem is “To the Virgins, to Make Much of Time”)

His poems include “To Lucasta, Going to the Wars” and “To Althea, from Prison.”

Answer: Richard Lovelace

21 Its first section ends: "Wild Spirit, which art moving everywhere;/ Destroyer and preserver; hear, oh, hear!" Its fifth and final section begins with "Make me thy lyre, even as the forest is" and ends with "If Winter comes, can Spring be far behind?" FOR 10 POINTS --name this poem addressed to "thou breath of Autumn's being," an ode by Percy Bysshe Shelley.

21 BONUS. Schönberg dedicated his book on music theory to Gustav Mahler. For ten points each, apply music theory to answer the following questions:

In classical harmony, the lowest‑sounding note of a tonic chord in first inversion will be what degree of the scale?

Answer: 3 or Submediant
Fundamental to western music is the relationship between the tonic and what chord, a major chord whose root is on degree 5 of the scale?

Answer: Dominant
Finally, for an uninverted chord, this is the name given to the lowest tone of that chord, such as the C in the major triad C-E-G.

Answer: Root 


22 Early editions featured the cartoons of John Henry Adams, while later editions included cover art by Aaron Douglas. This school of Buddhism found mainly in Japan and the US emphasizes meditation in an effort to break through  the boundaries common everyday, logical thought.

This unanswerable riddles are used in some forms of Zen Buddhism as springboards into the meditative effort.

23 A native of Hailey, Idaho, his first volume of poetry, A Lume Spento, was written in Italy, and not translated into English until 1965. As an editor, he promoted T. S. Eliot's “Love Song of J. Alfred Prufrock” and The Waste Land. During World War II, his disillusionment with America, published in his Hugh Selwyn Mauberly: Life and Contacts, led to his support of Mussolini; after the war, a trial for treason in the U.S. would be cancelled after he was found legally insane. Identify this mad poet— FOR 10 POINTS—of the Cantos and the Pisan Cantos.

Answer: Ezra Loomis Pound
23 BONUS. Answer the following concerning enthalpies, for ten points each.

Name the law which holds that the change in enthalpies for each step of a reaction will sum to the change in enthalpy for the overall reaction.

Answer: Hess's law

This is the enthalpy change going from the constituent elements to a compound.

Answer: Enthalpy of formation or heat of formation
Enthalpy is one of these properties of a system determined by the current conditions of the system, not how the system got to those conditions.

Answer: State functions

24 At its start, it skirts the Selkirk Mountains and passes through the Upper and Lower Arrow Lakes. The Spokane, Willamette [will-AM-it] and the Snake are major tributaries, and The Grand Coulee Dam and the Bonneville Dam lie on it. FOR 10 POINTS —name this river, formerly known as the Oregon River, that forms the border of Washington and Oregon.

Answer:  Columbia River
24 BONUS. Cynthia Wesley, Denise McNair, Carol Robertson, and Addie Mae Collins died on September 15, 1963. For ten points each:

In what city did these four die in a church bombing?

Answer: Birmingham, Alabama

Name the church in which the explosion took place.

Answer: 16th Street Baptist Church

At the request of city officials, this governor offered a $5,000 reward for the arrest and conviction of the bombers.

Answer: George C. Wallace

25 His body disappeared after William Cobbett had exhumed it and taken it to England, where it was not allowed to be buried. He was not allowed to be buried in consecrated ground in America because of “atheism” and had been interred on his farm in New Rochelle, which the State of New York had given him. FOR 10 POINTS —name this political radical, author of such works as The Age of Reason and Common Sense.

Answer: Thomas Paine
25 BONUS. Name these people and things related to “Bleeding Kansas” for 10 points each.

This 1857 document was to incorporate Kansas as a slave state, but it was defeated in a second popular vote in 1858 after winning the support of both the US Congress and President Buchanan.

Answer: Lecompton Constitution
In 1856, Allen Wilkinson, Dutch Bill, and three members of the Doyle family were killed at this creek in an attempt at eliminating pro-slavery leaders.

Answer: Pottawatomie
The Pottawatomie Massacre was led by this Connecticut-born antislavery militant.

Answer: John Brown

26 Invented by English geologist John Mitchell, it usually involves two small spheres attached to the ends of a horizontal rod which is suspended by a wire. Among those who have used this device is Charles Augustin de Coulomb in studying electrical and magnetic attraction. FOR 10 POINTS —name this apparatus which Henry Cavendish used to measure the gravitational constant, G.

Answer: torsion balance
26 BONUS. For ten points each, identify these other former French colonies from capitals.

Moroni  

Answer:  Comoros

Answer: Burkina Faso

Answer: Madagascar

27 At first it looked like another victory for the King’s forces, as the besiegers of York were outwitted by a relieving force led by Prince Rupert of the Palatinate. But Rupert found himself surprised by twilight attacks by Sir Thomas Fairfax and Alexander Leslie, while an attack from the left scattered Rupert’s cavalry. The end result was over 3,000 Royalist dead, the fall of York to the Parliamentarians, and a switch in momentum from Charles I. FOR 10 POINTS—name this July 2, 1664 battle, during which Oliver Cromwell emerged as leader of the Parliamentarians. 

 Answer: Battle of Marston(‘s) Moor or Long Marston
27 BONUS. Identify the following characters from Voltaire’s Candide. Hint: none of them are Candide.

In the end, Candide marries this woman, who was once beautiful, but who has grown ugly.

Answer: Cunégonde
He loses an ear and an eye due to syphilis, and is hanged and made a galley slave. However, this tutor of Candide still believes in optimism.

Answer: Pangloss

28 The namesake of a 4-line stanza in which the first three lines have two trochees and a dactyl and the final line consits of one dactyl and a trochee, the two longer extant works by this poet are the “Ode to Anactoria” and the “Ode to Aphrodite.” FOR 10 POINTS—name this author of monodies on love, the mother of Cleis, who gathered a group of followers on the island of Lesbos.

Answer: Sappho
28 BONUS. Answer these questions on mitochondria for ten points each.

These are the folds of the inner membrane, which contain the components for oxidative phosphorylation, and which increase the inner surface of the mitochondrion.

Answer: Crista(e)

The intermitochondrial space is also known by this six-letter term.

Answer: Matrix

This organic acid enters the mitochondrion to become acetyl co-enzyme A and enters the Krebs cycle to produce  ATP.

Answer: Pyruvic acid or Pyruvate
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
