04 Epigraphs from Baudelaire, Brahms, and St. Paul’s letter to the Hebrews begins the three sections of this novel, describing the 1931 voyage of the Vera between Veracruz and Bremerhaven.  For ten points name this allegorical novel of humanity by Katherine Anne Porter.

Answer: Ship of Fools by Katherine Anne Porter
04 BONUS. Identify these literary ships, for ten points each.

Ahab captains this ship in Moby Dick.

Answer: Pequod
In a Joseph Conrad novel, Lord Jim is barred from being a sailor after deserting this steamship in an act of cowardice.

Answer: Patna

05 A professor of mathematics, he would join the Gaelic League where he fell in love with one of his teachers Sinead Flanagan. Also known for Cinna, Polyeucte, and Horace, this French playwright is known for his work about a Spanish hero, Le Cid.

08 Protection against this was extended to state actions in the case Benton v. Maryland in 1969. In 1932, Blockberger v. US established a "sameness test" in determining what constitutes this. Based on cases coming before ecclesiastical and civil courts in 12th century England, for ten points, name this concept found in the Fifth Amendment, concerning the number of allowable prosecutions for the same offense.

This device must have a resistance which is relatively small compared to the others in the circuit. It is used to measure the current in a wire.

Examples of this include the ballistic and the D’Arsonval types. It measures small electrical current by the deflection of a moving coil. 

Answer:  galvanometer

This is a special type of galvanometer. As opposed to an ammeter, this device must have a relatively large resistance, and is used to measure the potential difference between any two points in a circuit.  

 Answer: voltmeter

28 While its first presidential candidate received only 10 percent of the popular vote, it is said that these votes swung the election in favor of the Whigs.  Henry Adams, whose father ran on the ticket with Martin Van Buren, wrote that this political party “violently affected his character” and became a chief influence in his education.
