02 In 1977, this school determined its nickname, the Indians, was insensitive. The administration preferred the Griffens as a new name, while the students preferred Steaming Manhole Covers or Robber Barons, to honor a feature of the campus, or the school’s founder. For 10 points—name this school which, despite their marching band’s arboreal preference, eventually settled on the Cardinal.

ANSWER: The Leland Stanford, Jr. University

02 BONUS. Name these other captains of industry, 10 points each.

After making a fortune in transcontinental railroads to the Northwest, he organized the US Steel Corporation in 1901. 

ANSWER: John Pierpont Morgan

Later the owner of the Western Union Telegraph Company, he gained control of the Erie Railroad from Cornelius Vanderbilt with James Fisk and Daniel Drew. His attempt to corner the gold market led to Black Friday in 1869.

03 He helped design the Buran space shuttle, which made one unmanned test flight in 1988 before the program was  abandoned. His best known design was first flown in 1968, but fell into disuse due to both its cost, as well as a crash  at a 1973 Paris air show. The son of a aircraft pioneer who developed the Antonov-25—for 10 points—name this man who designed the first Soviet supersonic passenger jet, the TU-144.

ANSWER: Alexei Tupelov
03 BONUS. The other famous supersonic passenger jet is the Concorde. Answer the following about concordats, 10 points  each.

This 1929 concordat established the Vatican as a state independent of Italy. It is named for a palace in Rome where  five ecumenical councils have been held.

ANSWER: Lateran Treaty

This French king signed the Concordat of Bologna in 1516. He signed an alliance with Suleiman the Magnificent against his bitter rival, Holy Roman Emperor Charles V, and is known as a patron of da Vinci.

ANSWER: Francis I

04 It represents the “buckskin” of Rogers’ people during the French and Indian War, the “butternut” of Moseby’s people  during the Civil War, the beaches of Normandy, and, the sand of Grenada, Panama, Iraq, and Somalia. For 10 points—name this supposedly “universal and unifying color” of the Rangers, now that the rest of the US Army is  adopting the black beret.

ANSWER: tan
04 BONUS. Name these novels by Amy Tan, 10 points each.

This second novel by Amy Tan concerns a mother-daughter relationship and the mother’s attempts to survive in  China before and after World War II.

ANSWER: The Kitchen God’s Wife

Tan’s first novel, it has sixteen stories told by four Chinese woman and their American-born daughters.

05 First published in 1915, this is the story of a young traveling salesman who lives  with and financially supports his parents and younger sister. One morning he wakes up to  discover that during the night he has been transformed into an insect. For 10 points—name this infamous Kafka novella about Gregor Samsa.

ANSWER: Metamorphoses or Die Verwandlung [accept The Conversion or The Metamorphosis]

05 BONUS.  Name these other literary works, 10 points each.

This Steinbeck work has an entire chapter devoted to turtles and how  lucky they are to carry their  home with them anywhere they go.

ANSWER: The Grapes of Wrath

ANSWER: Nancy Kress

06 With almost zero density, it can’t be touched. This winter, the Planetary Society will attempt to sail it with the Cosmos spacecraft this winter. For 10 points—name this stream of particles  emanating form the sun.

ANSWER: solar wind
06 BONUS. Name these terms related to the solar wind, 10 points each.

The edge of the solar system, defined as the point where the solar wind pressure equals galactic  wind pressure.

ANSWER: heliopause

Solar wind, emitted as a hot ionized gas, is this fourth phase of matter.

07 This 45-mile long river is formed by the confluence of the Tombigbee and Alabama Rivers. At its mouth lies a  similarly-named city, a major American seaport. For 10 points—name this river, which flows into the Gulf of Mexico  in an Alabama bay.

07 BONUS. Name these men who created mobiles, 10 points each.

The first mobiles were made by this artist, who once collaborated with Joseph Stella on a notorious work which they  signed with the pseudonym R. Mutt.

08 This psychological assessment tool is used by a therapist wishing to gather initial  information about a patient.  It consists of a set series of questions given to the patient,  and the answers are used to determine an initial diagnosis.  For 10 points—name this tool, whose  rigidity allows different therapists to more easily compare information.   

ANSWER: structured interview
08 BONUS. Name these psychological assessment tests, 10 points each.

In this test, ten supposedly neutral pictures are chosen from a master set of about thirty  and the patient is asked to tell a story describing the events leading up to each.   

ANSWER: Thematic Apperception Test

In this test, the patient is asked to draw the three title objects.  Of the three, the tree is  said to come closest to issues that may not be obvious at first.  

ANSWER: House-Tree-Person test [do not accept permutations]


09 This author’s lesser-known plays include The Harmfulness of Tobacco and The Tragedian in Spite of Himself. Noted for using silent pauses and simultaneous conversations, he stated the maxim that “If a gun [hangs] on the wall in the first act, it must fire in the last.” For 10 points—name this playwright who insisted that a family losing its ancestral estate was a comedy in his The Cherry Orchard.

ANSWER: Anton Pavlovich Chekhov
09 BONUS. Name these gunmakers, 10 points  each.

This American invented the first practical revolver. His guns, popular in the American West, included the  “Peacemaker.”

ANSWER: Samuel Colt

In 1895, he developed the first practical gas-operated machine gun. During WWI, he designed the M2 heavy  machine gun, which is still in use today with only small modifications.

ANSWER: John Moses Browning

10 The presence of Reed-Sternberg cells in a biopsy is a diagnostic marker for this disease.  First described by its  eponymous discoverer in 1832, this disease accounts for less than 1 percent of all US cancers. For 10 points—name this lymphoma, one of whose risk factors is exposure to the Epstein-Barr virus.

ANSWER: Hodgkin’s disease/lymphoma

10 BONUS. Hodgkin’s disease is named after Thomas Hodgkin. Dorothy Hodgkin is a Nobel laureate chemist. 10 points each.

Hodgkin won her Nobel for determining the structure of biochemical compounds necessary to combat a form of this disease, which is defined as a reduction in red blood cell mass.

ANSWER: anemia

Specifically, Hodkin won her Nobel concerning this form of anemia, which results from an inability to absorb vitamin B12.

ANSWER: pernicious anemia [HN: the deficiency doesn’t cause the disease per se—Ed.]
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11 Before the battle of Kurushetra, he was troubled when he imagined the coming bloodshed, especially since his opponents, the Kauravas, were his relatives. But he received spiritual counsel from his charioteer, who urged him to do his duty as a member of the warrior caste. But his charioteer knew what he was doing—he was Krishna in disguise. For 10 points—name this Hindu hero, one of the protagonists of the Bhagavad-Gita.
ANSWER: Arjuna
12 The first migrants to the area that is now this country appeared 12,000 years ago, with settlements appearing throughout the Bronze and Stone Ages. Attempts to Christianize this country did not begin until the ninth century. Unification had occurred by 1164, when a papal decree established an archbishopric at Uppsala. FTP, name this European nation, whose empire reached its greatest extent in the early seventeenth century under Gustavus Adolphus.

14 He is currently the only NHL player to have been born in South Africa, but he represented the German Olympic team in Nagano.  Following the 1999_2000 season, this player became the second goaltender in organization history to  win the Vezina Trophy, the first being Jim Carrey.  For ten points, identify this Washington Capital alternately  known as Godzilla and Olie the Goalie.

ANSWER: Olaf Kolzig
15 Known in its native language as Ellan Vannin, this 221-square-mile island was a dependency of Norway from about 800 to 1206, it was then sold to Scotland, although it still retains a distinctly Scandinavian style of government, consisting of an elected president, and a bicameral legislature which combines to form the Tynwald Court. Identify, for ten points, this North Sea island famous for a species of cat which originated there.

ANSWER: The Isle of Man 
16 A novelist and essayist, she stands as one of the most influential women in 20th century letters.  Her most famous novel is The Mandarins, but she is more famous for her essays, including “Memoirs of a Dutiful Daughter,” and “The Prime of Life.” For 10 points—name this woman who, in 1929, began a 50-year relationship with Jean-Paul Sartre, and who published in 1949 the monumental feminist work The Second Sex.
ANSWER: Simone Lucie Ernestine Marie Bertrande de Beauvoir

18 This enzyme is necessary for DNA synthesis on the lagging strand.  Besides joining the Okazaki fragments, for ten points, this enzyme also reattaches the DNA segments following excision repair.

Better known by its unofficial name, their official name came from the American Expeditionary Force of World War I. Numbering about 14,000 at first, that number later dropped by half, not including women and children who tagged along with their husbands. American Literature: Poets

His novels included The Sport of the Gods, about an uprooted Black family in the North. His first volume of poetry, Oak and Ivy, was published in 1893. For 15 points—name this poet whose poems include “Ode to Ethiopia,” “Little Brown Baby,” and “The Colored Band.”

ANSWER: Paul Laurence Dunbar

Current Events: This Isn’t Ohio

Finishing second to Alberto Fujimori in Peru’s presidential elections last year, he withdrew, claiming the results were being manipulated. For 15 points—name this man who defeated Alan Garcia in Peru’s June 2001 presidential election.

ANSWER: Alejandro Toledo [toh-LAY-doh]

Entertainment & Sports: Lightning can strike twice—thrice, in fact

Warning: three answers required. Many women’s college basketball fans were expecting to see UConn and Tennessee in the NCAA Division I finals this year. Unfortunately, those hopes were dashed when three players on those two teams suffered season-ending injuries. For 15 points—name those three players, two Lady Huskies and one Lady Volunteer.

ANSWER: Svetlana Abrosimova, Shea Ralph, and Tamika Catchings

Foreign Languages & Word Origins: Famous Phrases

In Spanish, hace mucho tiempo. In French, il y a longtemps [ee-LYAH LAWN-tom]. In German,  vor langer Zeit. For 15 points—all of these would be translated by what four-word English phrase?

ANSWER: “A long time ago”

Mathematics: Pyramid Song

Pencil and paper ready. A four-sided pyramid has a square base, each side of which is 6 centimeters long; the pyramid is 4 centimeters high. For 15 points—what is its surface area? You have 45 seconds.
ANSWER: 96 cm3 [the base is 36; each ‘side’ of the pyramid has h = 5, so each face is ½ x 6 x 5 = 15]

Physical Sciences: Boiling Up

A solution will boil at a higher temperature than a pure solvent. The change in boiling point is proportional to both the molality of the solution, and a factor “i” related to the number of moles of ions released per mole of solute. For 15 points—after which scientist is this factor named?

ANSWER: Jacobus Hendrickus van’t Hoff

Religion, Mythology, & Philosophy: Blake

The word literally means ‘living one.’ Known to Blake as Tharmas, Urizen, Luvah, and Urthona—for 15 points—what was the collective term he gave to “the four mighty ones . . . in every man,” the four subdivisions of his universal man, Albion?

ANSWER: the Four Zoas

Social Sciences: Drawing the Line

Indo-European languages are sometimes divided into two broad groups based on the first consonant sound in—for 15 points—their words for what number?

ANSWER: 100

World Literature: Scenes from Goethe’s Faust

In the final scene of Goethe’s Faust, four women pray for Goethe’s soul. For 15 points—which of those four women also appears earlier in the work?

ANSWER: the Penitent or Gretchen or Margaret or Margarethe
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19 This song, written by Joe Garland, actually has words, not that you ever hear them.   The melody begins in the saxophones, then switches to the trumpets.  FTP, name this  song, the first one a person generally thinks of when they think swing.    

ANSWER: “In The Mood” 
19 BONUS. Identify the following German terms related to Nazis, FTP.

a. This term refers to the extra space for German growth Hitler desired to seize at the expense of Poland and the USSR.

ANSWER: Lebensraum [lay bins rawm]

b. Hitler urged women to leave the workplace and cede their jobs to men using this three-word alliterative slogan, meaning “Children, Church, Kitchen” in English.

ANSWER: Kinder, Kirche, Küche
c. This term refers to the "connection" of Germany and Austria, specifically forbidden by the treaty of Versailles.

20 The son of Apollo and Calliope, his marriage feast was attended by Hymen, who brought no glad tidings; his marriage ended tragically with the death of his wife from a snakebite while fleeing from a lecherous shepherd a short time later. This is the velocity of light in a vacuum divided by the velocity of light in the medium concerned.

This is the inability of a lens to form a sharp image of a clearly-defined object. The two main types of this are  spherical and chromatic.

ANSWER: aberration
When light is refracted passing from one medium to another, this is the smallest angle, relative to the normal, at  which total internal reflection occurs.

ANSWER: critical angle

21 BONUS. Answer the following relating to juries, for ten points each.

The case Apodaca v. Oregon required this quality in a convicting jury for federal, but not state, criminal jury decisions.

ANSWER: unanimity (accept equivalents)

This amendment of the U. S. Constitution guarantees the right of jury trials in civil cases.

ANSWER: Amendment 7 

During this process, the jury pool is examined to determine whether or not they are impartial.

ANSWER: voir dire

22 The Ottoman Turks had held it since 1571, but in 1878 Britain was asked to take control of its government in order to prevent a Russian land grab, and Britain assumed full control as part of Turkey’s World War I reparations. By 1931, the enosis movement called for an end to British rule and unification with another country; independence came in 1960 under Archbishop Makarios. Clashes between the two predominant ethnic groups followed, with a Turkish state being declared in the north in 1975. 26 BONUS. FTPE, identify these Mozart works.

Mozart’s final symphony, its noted portions include the opening string theme and the mingling of five separate themes in a fugue at the end of the fourth movement.

ANSWER: Symphony 41 [or equivalents; or Jupiter Symphony]

Mozart wrote twenty-five of these compositions, often played outdoors by a small group as background  music for a gathering.

ANSWER: divertimenti [accept divertimento, amusements, or diversions; prompt on serenades or cassations; do not accept “divertissement”]

This four-movement serenade for strings is the smooth-flowing “musical equivalent of champagne,” according to one source, although there is a “brooding” slow section in the second movement. Fans of technique will note the innovative use of counterpoint in the final movement.

ANSWER: Eine kleine Nachtmusik or A Little Night Music

27 Kenneth Wilson received the 1982 Nobel Prize in Physics for renormalization group theory, which attempts to explain the physics underlying this type of critical phenomenon. Examples of this phenomenon can be observed in surface adsorption, the spontaneous demagnitization of iron, and the appearance of so-called critical opalescence. Identify this physical phenomenon Often observed around the critical point of a substance, identify, for ten points, this physical phenomenon associated with a change in state.

ANSWER: phase transition
27 BONUS. Identify the following people involved in the recent political scandals of Peru, for ten points each.

This former President of Peru resigned in November 2000.

ANSWER: Albert Fujimori
This former spy chief in Peru embezzled more than $50 million while in office. His return to Peru precipitated the crisis.

ANSWER: Vladimiro Montesinos
This former World Bank economist, Harvard lecturer, and runner‑up to Fujimori in last year's elections recently became the first Native American president of any Western hemisphere nation.

ANSWER: Alejandro Toledo

28 In her early short story “Wunderkind,” a young piano prodigy realizes she has lost her talent, and runs from her lesson in tears. Partly autobiographical, it describes the end of the author’s own aspirations of being a concert pianist. Her husband, an alcoholic who committed suicide was the model for many of her addicts and outcasts. For 10 points—name this Georgia-born author of The Square Root of Wonderful and The Ballad of the Sad Café.
ANSWER: Carson McCullers
28 BONUS. Identify the following about the Spanish Civil War.

a. He was the youngest European general since Napoleon, and, starting from Africa, led the uprising against the Republicans to eventually become Caudillo.

ANSWER: Francisco Franco
b. Founded by José Antonio Primo de Rivera, this was the fascist-leaning political party that came to power as a result of the war.

ANSWER: Falange or Falangists

c. The Comintern organized these military units, consisting of foreigners fighting on the side of the Republicans, including many British and American authors.

ANSWER: International Brigades
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
