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RELATED TOSSUP/BONUS

1. TOSSUP. Along with Tito, Nasser, and Nkrumah, he led the Non-Aligned movement and maintained distance from both the US and USSR until China invaded his country, at which point he accepted western aid. In 1942, he became leader of the National Congress Party, advocating a more active stance than his friend Ghandi’s. For 10 points—name this man who maintained his leadership post as first Prime Minister of India.

ANSWER: Jawaharlal Nehru

BONUS. Name these leaders of another Asian nation, the Philippines, for 10 points each.

[10] He was head of state from 1966 to 1986. For most of his rule, the country was under martial law while he fleeced the treasury of millions.

ANSWER: Ferdinand Marcos
[10] He led a rebellion against Spanish rule which became an anti-U.S. movement after the islands were transferred in 1899. He ruled the islands until he was captured in 1901.

ANSWER: Emilio Aguinaldo
2. TOSSUP. This student of Antithenes renounced every object of ambition, supposedly living for a time in a tub. His habit of standing in the street barking at passersby led to the naming of his school after the Greek word for “dog” as the Cynics. For 10 points—name this Greek philosopher who supposedly walked throughout Athens at night with his lantern in search of an honest man.

ANSWER: Diogenes of Sinope

BONUS. Give these terms from Greek tragedy for 10 points each.

[10] This group usually consists of a dozen or so men who sing and dance and recite lines in unison.

ANSWER: chorus
[10] These poetic hymns to Dionysus were the foundation of Greek tragedy.

ANSWER: dithyrambs

3. TOSSUP. Experimental treatments involving injections of Sotradecol or a radiofrequency electrode placed at the soft palate are being used as alternatives to standard, but more painful techniques like laser ablation or surgery.  Possible known causes among the 40 million people affected include enlarged tonsils or chronic nasal congestion, and it could be associated with an increased vulnerability to strokes and heart disease.  For ten points, name this principal symptom of apnea that usually keeps others awake, which sounds somewhat like a saw cutting logs.

Answer: Snoring (accept equivalents)

BONUS: Answer these questions about sleep for 10 points each.

[10] Usually a symptom of another disease rather than a disease by itself, this condition described as an inability for a person to go to sleep or remain asleep can be treated with drugs like Sonata and Ambien.

ANSWER: Insomnia
[10] Although there are common risk factors relating to the mother’s health and behavior during pregnancy, babies suffering from this mysterious syndrome die while asleep for no apparent reason.  Pediatricians recommend babies sleep on their backs to reduce the incidence of this disorder.

ANSWER: Sudden Infant Death Syndrome (SIDS)
4. TOSSUP. Those performing the titular action are described as “Crowds of men and women attired in the usual costumes!” The author concludes by observing that “You furnish your parts toward eternity;/Great or small, you furnish your parts toward the soul.” Opening by saying “Flood-tide below me! I watch you face to face,” it describes “the walk in the street, and the passage over the river.” For 10 points—name this Walt Whitman poem set in New York.

ANSWER: “Crossing Brooklyn Ferry”

BONUS. Given lines, name the poem from Leaves of Grass for 10 points each.

[10] “I loafe and invite my soul,/I lean and loafe at my ease observing a spear of summer grass.”

ANSWER: “Song of Myself”

[10] “Out of the mocking-bird’s throeat, the musical shuttle/Out of the Ninth-month midnight…”

ANSWER: “Out of the Cradle Endlessly Rocking”

5. TOSSUP. The protagonist’s brother Robert abandoned his baseball career to work at the Tiki Post. Josie Geller falls for Mr. Coulson, whom she must shred in the Chicago Sun-Times. For 10 points—identify this 1999 film starring Drew Barrymore as a young reporter who goes undercover at a high school.

ANSWER: Never Been Kissed
BONUS. Identify these actresses who had bit roles in Never Been Kissed for 10 points each.

[10] She portrayed Josie’s friend Aldys Martin. She moved on to portray Joan of Arc in a TV movie, a costumer’s daughter in Eyes Wide Shut, and Sam in Here on Earth.

ANSWER: Leelee Sobieski
[10] She played the popular Kirsten Liosis and went on to play Molly in Idle Hands before landing the lead role in a James Cameron TV show.

ANSWER: Jessica Alba

6. TOSSUP. The Peers Commission found that it was ordered by Captain Ernest Medina, who was acquitted of involuntary manslaughter. Other men involved included helicopter pilot Hugh Thompson and Lieutenant William Calley, the only soldier convicted in the wake of numerous rapes and murders. For 10 points—identify the Southeast Asian hamlet which lends its name to this Vietnam War “massacre.”

ANSWER: My Lai Massacre

BONUS. Name these people involved in Richard Nixon’s “Saturay Night Massacre” for 10 points each.

[10] The first Watergate special prosecutor, he was eventually fired upon demanding Nixon’s secret tapes, although Nixon’s attorneys general refused to do the deed.

ANSWER: Archibald Cox
[10] Nixon finally found someone willing to fire Cox: this Solicitor General, who was rejected for a Supreme Court seat in 1987.

ANSWER: Robert Heron Bork
7. TOSSUP. One was modified to add a term for displacement current. Another forbids the existence of the so-called magnetic monopole. For the steady state, the divergence, curl, electric field, and magnetic field each appear in two. They combine the efforts of Gauss, Ampere, and Faraday. For 10 points—name this group of four laws which governs electromagnetism.

ANSWER: Maxwell’s equations

BONUS. A variation on Maxwell’s equations applies to materials that do not conduct electricity, but are capable of supporting an electric field. Answer the following about such materials for 10 points each.

[10] By what 10-letter adjective are such materials, often used in capacitors, described?

ANSWER: dielectric
[10] If the dielectric constant of air is taken to be 1, then, rounded to the nearest power of 10, what is the dielectric constant of water?

ANSWER: 100 [or 102]

8. TOSSUP. It begins with an escaped political prisoner, Angelotti, hiding in the family chapel. Mario gives Angelotti food and hurries off to meet the title character. That character then makes a deal with the chief of the secret police, to set up a mock execution of Mario. For 10 points—name this Puccini opera in which the plan backfires, leading to the death of Scarpia and the title character leaping to her death.

ANSWER: Tosca
BONUS. “Maintaining cheerfulness in the midst of a gloomy affair, fraught with immeasurable responsibility, is no small feat; and yet what is needed more than cheerfulness?” Too bad Tosca wasn’t very cheerful. For 10 points each—

[10] Name the work which opens with those lines, a critique of German culture subtitled How One Philosophizes with a Hammer. 
ANSWER: Twilight of the Idols
[10] Name the author of Twilight of the Idols as well as Beyond Good and Evil.

ANSWER: Friedrich Wilhelm Nietzsche
9. TOSSUP. His lines include “What, drawn, and talk of peace! I hate the word/the hate I bear thee can afford,” and “..no better term than this,/ thou art a villain.” He thwarts Benvolio’s attempts to stop a street brawl at the start of the play, then almost attacks an intruder at a feast. He challenges his new relative to a duel, but the challenge is taken by Mercutio, whom he kills. For 10 points—name this militant nephew of Lady Capulet who is then slain by Romeo.

ANSWER: Tybalt
BONUS. Identify these composers who adapted the story of Romeo and Juliet, for 10 points each.

[10] His choral symphony, written in 1839, reinvents the ending, with Friar Lawrence reconciling the quarreling families. He also wrote The Trojans and an 1831 symphonic poem inspired by Harriet Smithson.

ANSWER: Louis-Hector Berlioz
[10] His 1830 opera, I Capuleti ed I Montecchi, casts Juliet as a soprano and Romeo, paradoxically, as a mezzo-soprano. He also composed I Puritani and Norma.

ANSWER: Vincenzo Bellini

10. TOSSUP Cinder cones and volcanic surfaces still dot parts of it, and the US government founded a geothermal plant there in the late 1970s. Within it are the low-level nuclear waste site of Ward Valley as well as Edwards Air Force Base. The Sonoran desert borders it to the southeast, and the Sierra Nevadas are to the north and west. For 10 points—name this desert, home to Joshua Tree National Park and Death Valley.

ANSWER: Mojave Desert

BONUS. Deserts are not flat, but plateaus are. Name these plateaus for 10 points each.

[10] This plateau is bounded by the Narmada River to its north and by the east and west by the Ghats. It comprises most of the southern tip of India.

ANSWER: Deccan Plateau

[10] Spanning a region between southeast Peru and Western Bolivia, this plateau lies abour 12,000 feet above sea level and contains the city of La Paz and Lake Titicaca.

ANSWER: Altiplano [or Puno]

The related/tossup bonus phase ends here. Check the score and ask for substitutions. Once substitutions are complete, hand out a copy of the category quiz topic list to each team.

Upon getting a tossup correct, the team chooses its one-answer 15-point bonus question from the topic list.  Once a topic is chosen, it cannot be selected again.

11. TOSSUP. Measured on the Pauling scale, which gives a practical range from .7 to 4.0, it follows regular trends: it increases linearly within each period and decreases as period increases, with the only true anomaly being hydrogen, which has no shielding., for 10 points— this is what property of an unbonded atom, which is least for cesium and greatest for oxygen and fluorine?
ANSWER: electronegativity


12. TOSSUP. It varies with the demand for liquidity and is equal to the quantity of output times the price level divided by the money supply. It is also equal to the nominal GDP divided by the money supply. For 10 points—identify this quantity, defined as the rate at which money changes hands.

ANSWER: velocity of money

13. TOSSUP. The Supreme Court will hear cases in the fall from Connecticut and Alaska to determine whether the required publication of information on the Internet as a result of these laws violates the right to due process. All fifty states have enacted them in response to the 1994 murder of a New Jersey girl by a man whose extensive criminal history was unknown to his neighbors. For 10 points—identify the common name for these laws, taken from that girl.

ANSWER: Meghan’s Laws [prompt on sex offender notification laws or anything similar]

14. TOSSUP. It was a reaction to the assassination of Charles IX’s advisor Admiral Coligny by the Duke of Guise. Taking place during a gathering of its victims for the marriage of princess Marguerite to Henry of Navarre, it began on August 24, 1572 and spread throughout France. For 10 points—name this event in which mobs killer over three thousand Huguenots.

ANSWER: Saint Bartholomew’s Day Massacre
15. TOSSUP. In the background, two men and a woman walk up a dark stairway to avoid seeing what is about to transpire. In the midground, a man rests his arms and head on the wall. In the foreground, a shirtless man raises a hand to the skies, while a distraught man in red stares at the ground as he passes a potent goblet to the contemplative central figure. For 10 points—name this 1787 depiction of a forced suicide by Jacques-Louis David.

ANSWER: The Death of Socrates
16. TOSSUP. It opposes catastrophism, the idea that the earth has been shaped by a series of events such as Biblical floods.  First used by William Whewell, its concepts were shaped by James Hutton, and reached wide acceptance with the works of Sir Charles Lyell.  Lyell showed that the processes currently at work on the earth explained its structures, and no catastrophic processes had necessarily happened.  For 10 points, name this idea, which essentially states that “the present is the key to the past.”

ANSWER: Uniformitarianism
17. TOSSUP. He’s danced not only on the Moulin Rouge, at Carnegie Hall, and at the Lincoln Center but also on Square One TV and as a regular on Sesame Street. One of the youngest-ever Tony nominees for his 1989 performance in Black and Blue, he won for direction of a musical in 1996. For 10 points—name this tap dancer who choreographed Bring in da Noise, Bring in Da Funk and Bamboozled.

ANSWER: Savion Glover
18. TOSSUP. In 1951, he wrote The Future Is in Eggs, a sequel to Jaques, or the Submission, as well as a short play which ends in the murder of a student by a professor after the two exchange much bizarre dialogue. That play, The Lesson, was written in the same year as a play which conjoins clichés out of a foreign-language phrase book. For 10 points—name this Romanian-French absurdist, the author of The Bald Soprano.

ANSWER: Eugene Ionesco

[Distribute Handout 14-1]

In this altered version of a famous photograph, the gun held by the man on the right is replaced with a guitar. Police officer Jim Leavelle is given keyboards, while the man in the center becomes a singer. Taken on November 24, 1963 by Bob Jackson, it shows a shooting which took place in the basement of the Dallas city jail. For 15 points—name both the victim of the shooting depicted and the perpetrator on the right.

ANSWER: Lee Harvey Oswald and Jack Ruby
American Literature: Wannabe Interns

The story follows a young German girl living with her poor family in Ohio before the turn of the twentieth century. In order to help her impoverished family, the protagonist must become the mistress of two wealthy and powerful men, including Senator Brander.  For 15 points – identify this 1911 work, the second novel by Theodore Dreiser.

ANSWER: Jennie Gerhardt
Current Events: Media Bias

Accusing al-Jazeera of pro-Israeli bias, king Hamad al-Kalifa barred reporters from covering this country’s first elections in over thirty years in May 2002. For 15 points—name this Persian Gulf archipelago country in which some fear that the newly empowered Al-Menbar and Al-Wefaq parties will curtail longstanding policies of social tolerance.

ANSWER: State of Bahrain [or Dawlat al Bahrayn]

General Knowledge: Endings

One of the least used of the six original top-level domain endings, it is found after such names as "dtic," "darpa," and "usmc." For 15 points--give this extension used by public websites of the United States armed forces.

 ANSWER: .mil
Mathematics: IN 3-D!

Pencil and paper ready. Consider vectors C and D in three-dimensional space. C = 3i + 4j - 6k and D = i - 2j + 5k. For 15 points—what is C cross D? You have thirty seconds.

ANSWER: 32i - 12j - 2k

Physical Science: A Star is Born

In 2001, one of these objects, larger than the solar system, was detected in the Orion nebula, suggesting the formation of an embryonic star. For 15 points—identify this object, a dust cloud from which stars and planets are formed.

ANSWER: accretion disk
Popular Culture: Strange Bedfellows

Billy Ray’s father was a man of the cloth wont to visit members of his flock for dinner. The narrator used to go walking with Billy Ray, who was the only one ever able to teach her, perhaps because he was stealing kisses from her on the sly. For 15 points—name this Dusty Springfield song featured in Pulp Fiction.

ANSWER: Son of  a Preacher Man

Religion, Mythology, and Philosophy: Anarchy in the EU

His quarrel with Marx at the First International split the European communist movement. He argued for the education of the common man in an effort to enable society to rise up and destroy most institutions. For 15 points—name this author of God and the State, the chief propagator of nineteenth-century anarchism.

ANSWER: Mikhail Bakunin
World Geography: Cold Places

The annual PolarJazz festival is held in Longyearbyen, the chief city of this territory. A 1920 treaty established it as a demilitarized zone, and Norway formally assumed sovereignty of it in 1925. An archipelago of 24,200 square miles, its four main islands are Bjørnøya, Edgeøya, Nordaustlandet, and the largest, Spitsbergen. For 15 points—name this northernmost European territory, whose name means “cold edge” in Norwegian.

ANSWER: Svalbard
World Literature: Sommers Time

Orphaned at birth, Eliza Sommers is raised in the British colony of Valparaíso, Chile, by Miss Rose, a kind old maid, and Jeremy, Miss Rose’s uptight brother. Eliza meets and falls in love with Joaquín, a clerk who works for Jeremy. Soon after that, gold is discovered in California and Joaquín takes Eliza to San Francisco. For 15 points—that is the plot of what 1999 Isabel Allende novel?

ANSWER: Daughter of Fortune [or Hija de la Fortuna]

STRETCH ROUND TOSSUPS

19. TOSSUP. As a rewarded for his loyalty to the crown during the English civil wars, he was appointed governor of New York and New Jersey in 1674, and six more governorships over the next two decades. However, his suppression of freedoms of worship and assembly and cancellation of local control of taxes led to his 1681 recall and later imprisonment. For 10 points—name this governor who met public opposition after  convincing James II to unify New England as a single colony.

ANSWER: Sir Edmund Andros


20. TOSSUP. There is some debate as to whether or not it includes Maffei I and Maffei II. Among its approximately thirty components are Fornax, Sculptor, Wolf-Lundmark, and the Triangulum Spiral. Among its largest members are Nebecula Major and Minor, also known as the Clouds of Magellan. For 10 points—name this galactic cluster which also includes Andromeda and the Milky Way.

ANSWER: Local Group
21. TOSSUP. He wrote a campaign biography of Lincoln in 1860 and received an appointment as a consul in Venice in 1861, which inspired his works Venetian Life and Italian Journey. He moved from comedies of manners to naturalistic novels of social conflict such as Through the Eye of the Needle, A Modern Instance, and A Hazard of New Fortunes. For 10 points—name this author, a longtime editor of the Atlantic Monthly who wrote The Rise of Silas Lapham.

ANSWER: William Dean Howells
22. TOSSUP. Last year, he tied Larry Doby’s club record with his seventh consecutive twenty home run season. He began his major league career in 1991 as a third baseman, but he has played at first since 1997. In 2001, he hit 49 home runs and 124 RBI despite fears that he could not adapt to the high strike. For 10 points—name this Cleveland Indian.
ANSWER: Jim Thome 

23. TOSSUP. In his Cours d'économie politique, he described a law stating that income and wealth are distributed in a regular logarithmic pattern. Later, in his Mind and Action, he discussed his theories of an elite class, which may have influenced Italian fascism. For 10 points—name this man whose name also denotes the solution to a distribution problem which has the least negative impact on any particular group, his “optimality.”

ANSWER: Vilfredo Pareto

24. TOSSUP. After his 1100 death he was buried in the Church of the Holy Sepulcher, of which he was previously entitled the “defender.” While his position as the Duke of Lorraine remains in question, he did sell a town in Lorraine to its inhabitants in an effort to finance his ventures. His brother Baldwin I succeeded him to the title of King of Jerusalem. For 10 points—name this leader of the First Crusade.

ANSWER: Godfrey of Bouillion
25. TOSSUP. Derived from tyrosine, this complex compound comes in two classes: one form is yellow-to-reddish brown, soluble in alkali solutions sometimes called trichromes.  The other is a black or dark brown compound that is insoluble.  For ten points, name this chemical found primarily in the retina and in hair, responsible for protecting the skin from harmful ultraviolet rays.

Answer: Melanin (do NOT accept “melatonin”)
26. TOSSUP. Tate is their patron in Lakota myth, while Feng Po-Po oversees them in Chinese myth. Futin is responsible for them in Japanese myth and Njord in Norse myth. For 10 points--
name these things which in Greek and Roman myth are associated with the sons of Aurora and Astraeus, namely Eurus, Notus, Zephyrus, and Boreas.

 ANSWER: winds

27. TOSSUP. His works include The Sound of Waves, a Japanese version of the legend of Daphnis and Chloe, the tetralogy about reincarnation called The Sea of Fertility, and the true story of a monk who burns down a Buddhist landmark, The Temple of the Golden Pavilion. For 10 points—name this author who, in support of an imperial revival, led the takeover of a military base by his Shield Society and committed hara-kiri on television in 1970.

ANSWER: Mishima Yukio [accept Yukio; or Kimitake Hiraoka; accept Hiraoka]

28. TOSSUP. Its formal structure consists of an alternation of exposition and episode. Its basic principle is imitative counterpoint of several voices, as the subject is first presented in one voice alone and then successively in all voices. For 10 points—name this musical form whose “art” was explored in a series of piece by J.S. Bach, named from the Latin for “flight.”

ANSWER: fugue

ANSWER: Max Planck’s constant

[10] In the late 1920’s, this theory suggested that the square amplitude of Schrödinger’s wave equation had a direct physical meaning as the probability of being in a particular eigenstate of the system.

ANSWER: Max Born interpretation

[10] This theoretical construct is a being who violates the Second Law of Thermodynamics by only allowing slow-moving molecules to pass a barrier.

ANSWER: James Clerk Maxwell’s demon
S2. BONUS. Answer the following about a novel for 10 points per part.

[10] After his wife Raisl leaves him, this title character, whose name is Yakov Bok, works at Nikolai’s brickyard.

ANSWER: The Fixer
[10] This author of The Fixer also wrote The Magic Barrel and The Assistant.

ANSWER: Bernard Malamud
[10] This 1952 Malamud novel follows baseball player Roy Hobbs.

ANSWER: The Natural
S3. BONUS. Identify these chromosome structures for 10 points each.

[10] Important to the study of ageing, these ends of the chromosome consist of repeated sequences.

ANSWER: telomere

[10] During cell division, spindle fibers attach to each chromosome at this location.

ANSWER: centromere [or kinetochore]

[10] Condensed chromosomes consist of DNA bound tightly to this group of five positively-charged proteins.

ANSWER: histones [prompt on chromatin]

S4. BONUS. Answer the following about a recent business move for 10 points per part.

[10] In April 2002, this tobacco company, whose subsidiaries include Kraft Foods, voted to change its name.

ANSWER: Philip Morris
[10] The change came just four months before the schedule retirement of this CEO, who has spent eight years representing the company against anti-tobacco efforts.

ANSWER: Geoffrey Bible

[10] Philip Morris will now be known by this name.

ANSWER: Altria
S5. BONUS. Name these things that can go wrong with a computer program for 10 points each.

[10] Perhaps the most common variant of this error is an application that unexpectedly tries to divide by zero.

ANSWER: illegal operation
[10] This type of error occurs when a program tries to write data either to a non-existent block of memory, or beyond the end of a block of memory it does control.

ANSWER: page fault or segmentation fault
[10] In this type of error, a major problem--such as a lack of memory--is passed from one level of a program to another. If it reaches the operating system without being resolved, the program is shut down.

ANSWER: fatal exception error
S6. BONUS. Answer the following about Nicaraguan history for 10 points per part.

[10] This son and brother of previous rulers was president from 1967 to 1979. He is believed to have ordered the death of newspaper publisher Pedro Chamorro as part of his censorship program.

ANSWER: Anastasio Somoza Debayle

[10] Taking their name from a guerilla executed in 1934, this left-wing group overthrew Somoza’s government in 1979.

ANSWER: Sandanistas
[10] In 1990, Pedro Chamorro’s widow Violetta defeated this Sandanista ruler in the first free presidential elections in over fifty years.

ANSWER: Daniel Ortega Saavedra

S7. BONUS. Answer the following about a playwright for 15 points per part.

[15] This German proponent of “epic theatre” collaborated with Kurt Weill on The Threepenny Opera and wrote such plays as Mother Courage and Her Children.

ANSWER: Bertolt Eugen Friedrich Brecht
[15] This Brecht play tells of a servant girl, Grushe, who feuds with the governor’s wife for custody of a child. Judge Azdak uses the title object to determine the proper parent.

ANSWER: The Caucasian Chalk Circle [or Die Kaukasische Kreidekreis]

S8. BONUS. Identify these scientists involved in the development of the microscope for 10 points each. [Distribute Handout 14-2 before reading second part]

[10] The first detailed descriptions of red blood cells as well as small protozoa and bacteria were published in Philosophical Transactions by this amateur Dutch scientist who developed a tiny single-lens microscope.

ANSWER: Anton van Leeuwenhoek

[10] This scientist’s 1665 Micrographia includes this hand-drawing of the structure of cork.

ANSWER: Robert Hooke
[10] Beginning in 1847, this German partnered with Ernest Abbe to make microscopes, pioneering the water and oil immersion types of objective lenses.

ANSWER: Carl Zeiss
S9. BONUS. Name these things in the Andes Mountains for 10 points each.

[10] This 22,826-foot peak on the Chile-Argentina border is the highest in the range.

ANSWER: Cerro Aconcagua
[10] At 19,347 feet in height, this peak is the highest active volcano in the world.

ANSWER: Cotapaxi Volcano

[10] Commemorating a series of treaties between Argentina and Chile, the statue of Christ of the Andes is found in this pass.

ANSWER: Uspallata Pass

S10. BONUS. Four were hanged, one committed suicide, and three were pardoned after serving seven years in prison. For 10 points each—

[10] Such was the fate of those convicted of inciting a riot at this Chicago square during an 1886 labor march.

ANSWER: Haymarket Square

[10] The pardons were issued by this Illinois governor in 1893.

ANSWER: John Peter Altgeld
[10] Altgeld later became involved in the strike against this company in 1895, protesting President Cleveland’s use of federal troops to intervene. Led by Eugene Debs, the strike paralyzed western transportation.
