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RELATED TOSSUP/BONUS

1. TOSSUP. One region of it is composed of palisade parenchyma located beneath the upper epidermis; the parenchyma is made of columnar cells oriented perpendicular to the leaf surface. For 10 points—name this spongy layer of plant tissue, also known as the ground tissue system, in which photosynthesis takes place.

ANSWER: mesophyll
BONUS. Name these biologists for 10 points each.

[10] This scientist, who also discovered an eponymous law regarding springs, first coined the term “cell” in 1665.

ANSWER: Robert Hooke
[10] In 1753, this Swedeish taxonomist published his Species Plantarum, which contained descriptions of 6,000 species.

ANSWER: Carolus Linnaeus [or Carl von Linné]

2. TOSSUP. Public opposition to them intensified when Philadelphia Aurora editor Benjamin Franklin Bache was arrested under their provisions. One component was only in effect until March 3, 1801 and was allowed to expire; the other, composed of three separate laws, expanded the President’s powers to deport non-citizens and extended the waiting period for naturalization from five years to fourteen. For 10 points—name these acts passed by Congress during the administration of John Adams.

ANSWER: Alien and Sedition Acts [prompt on partial answer; accept Act Respecting Alien Enemies or Act for the Punishment of Certain Crimes in place of a respective component]

BONUS. Names these aliens for 10 points each.
[10] The creation of William Kotzwinkle, this ten-million-year-old botanist is stranded in the forests surrounding a California suburb. His story may also be found in The Book of the Green Planet.
ANSWER: E.T., the extra-terrestrial
[10] In The Hitchhiker’s Guide to the Galaxy, this two-headed cousin of Ford Prefect and former galactic president drives the stolen ship Heart of Gold.
Answer: Zaphod Beeblebrox [either name or the full name is acceptable]

3. TOSSUP. Because of the lethality of the modern techniques of Atemi waza, instruction in this martial art was originally limited to upper-level students at the Kokodan, founded in 1882 by Dr. Jiguro Kano. For 10 points—name this Japanese martial art adapted from jujutsu.

ANSWER: judo
BONUS. Identify these Japanese words for 10 points each.
[10] One should refer to the Judo instructor with this term, meaning “instructor” or “honored teacher.”
ANSWER: sensei
[10] This type of theater uses life-size puppets acting to a chanted narrative accompanied by a three-stringed Japanese lute called a samisen.
ANSWER: bunraku

4. TOSSUP. Explored in the late 1730s by Sieur de la Verendrye, this state receives most of its irrigaton and power from the Garrison Dam on the Missouri River. Home to the International Peace Garden, Theodore Roosevelt National Park, and Fort Lincoln, it is currently considering changing its name to improve its image to tourists. For 10 points—name this state located between Montana and Minnesota.

Answer: North Dakota
BONUS. Based on its location, we could just rename North Dakota to Southern Manitoba. So, answer these questions on the geography of Manitoba for 10 points each.

[10] This glacial lake covered south and central Manitoba during the Pleistocene epoch and helped form modern Lakes Winnipeg and Manitoba when its waters receded.

ANSWER: Lake Agassiz
[10] Manitoba’s northeast border is on this two-hundred-thousand-square-mile body of water.

ANSWER: Hudson Bay
5. TOSSUP. Actually published in 1899, later printings changed its date to 1900 to support the idea that this book was the harbinger of the twentieth century. Placing heavy emphasis on childhood and sexual desires in performing the title action, it introduces the concepts of the id, ego, and superego. For 10 points—name this major work of Sigmund Freud.

ANSWER: The Interpretation of Dreams [or Die Traumdeutung]

BONUS. Name the authors of these psychiatric texts for 10 points each.

[10] On Death and Dying
ANSWER: Elisabeth Kübler-Ross
[10] Psychology of the Unconscious and Psychological Types
ANSWER: Carl Gustav Jung
6. TOSSUP. Orphaned as a baby, she was taken to live with her aunt and uncle Reed.  Her uncle soon died, in the very room where she was kept as a punishment, and left her to the care of her aunt. At age ten, she was sent to Lowood Institution, where she remained for eight years. For 10 points—name this fictional woman who became the governess for, and eventual wife of, Edward Rochester in a novel by Charlotte Brontë.

ANSWER: Jane Eyre 

BONUS. Eire is the Irish name for Ireland, so answer these questions about Irish history for 10 points each.

[10] This 1801 act joined Great Britain and Ireland.

ANSWER: Act of Union
[10] Padhraic Pearse led a 1916 rebellion on this holiday in response to the suspenstion of the Home Rule Bill.

ANSWER: Easter Monday

7. TOSSUP. Known to miners as “whitedamp,” it is used in the purification of nickel and the manufacture of methanol. Chronic exposure is associated with a higher incidence of headaches, memory loss, visual deficits, and depression in its eponymous “syndrome.”  For 10 points—name this molecule, a by-product of many combustion reactions, which has a greater affinity than oxygen in binding to hemoglobin.

ANSWER: carbon monoxide [or CO]

BONUS. Give these terms used in describing carbon for 10 points each.

[10] This adjective applies to compounds that contain a phenyl group or are comprised of benzene-like structures.

ANSWER: aromatic
[10] This is the term for the different forms in which carbon exists, specifically amorphous, graphite, diamond, and fullerine.

ANSWER: allotrope

8. TOSSUP. It was nominated for five Oscars but lost out on Best Picture to The Best Years of Our Lives. Its cast included Carl Switzer, who played Alfalfa on “The Little Rascals;” Switzer’s character tries to dance the Charleston with Mary and when foiled, opens the gym floor, revealing a swimming pool underneath.  For 10 points—name this 1946 motion picture in which Clarence the Angel allows George Bailey to see what his life would be like if he were not born, a favorite Christmas-time film.

ANSWER: It’s a Wonderful Life

BONUS: In A Quiet Life, a professor’s daughter describes taking care of her mentally handicapped older brother, who is a composer, while their father lectures in the US. For 10 points each— 

[10] Name the Japanese Nobel laureate who wrote A Quiet Life as well as Nip the Buds, Shoot the Kids.
ANSWER: Oe Kenzaburo [accept Kenzaburo Oe; prompt on Kenzaburo]

[10] Oe’s son, like the son in A Quiet Life, is oddly nicknamed after this gloomiest of A.A. Milne characters.

ANSWER: Eeyore
9. TOSSUP. This highly hierarchical society was ruled by a high priest called the Sapa and the army commander. Their religion involved six major gods and viewed the earth-god Pachamama as the mother of all humans.  For 10 points—name this society led by Atahualpa which succumbed to the forces of Francisco Pizarro.

ANSWER: Incan Empire

BONUS. Identify these Native American groups for 10 points each.

[10] Formed around 1570 by five northeastern U.S. tribes, the Tuscaroras migrated from North Carolina and joined this alliance in the early 1700’s.

ANSWER: Iroquois Confederacy [accept Iriquois Alliance; accept Iriquois League]

[10] Kate and Sue McBeth were sister Presbyterian missionaries who worked with this Native American tribem which was placed on a reservation after the defeat of leader Chief Joseph.

ANSWER: Nez Perce
10. TOSSUP. A famous surgeon, he performs a delicate operation on a tertiary obstreosis of the ductal tract when the anesthesia machine malfunctions. While testifying in a courtroom, he hits the prosecutor. He is also the fearless commander of an eight-engined Navy hydroplane. For 10 points—name this man whose fantastic “secret life” is described in a short story by James Thurber.
ANSWER: Walter Mitty
BONUS. Answer these questions about a collaborator with James Thurber for 10 points each.

[10] This author of Stuart Little and Charlotte’s Web worked with Thurber on “Is Sex Necessary?”

ANSWER: Elwyn Brooks White
[10] White revised William Strunk’s work on this manual of grammar.

ANSWER: The Elements of Style
The related/tossup bonus phase ends here. Check the score and ask for substitutions. Once substitutions are complete, hand out a copy of the category quiz topic list to each team.
CATEGORY QUIZ TOSSUPS

Upon getting a tossup correct, the team chooses its one-answer 15-point bonus question from the topic list.  Once a topic is chosen, it cannot be selected again.

11. TOSSUP. The adjective used to refer to anything pertaining to this event is “Tridentine.” The doctrine of the Eucharist and the sacrament of penance were rigorously defined here. For 10 points—name this meeting which lasted from 1545 to 1563, the nineteenth ecumenical council of the Catholic Church.

ANSWER: Council of Trent
12. TOSSUP. The California sugar is among the largest, with a trunk diameter of between two and four meters, while the Monterey is used in reforesting because its seeds germinate under heat such as in a forest fire. The Weymouth is still the most economically valuable variety, but the least widely distributed variety in North America is the Torrey, found near San Diego.  For 10 points—name this genus of coniferous tree.

ANSWER: pines [or Pinus]

13. TOSSUP. This Eatonton, Georgia native has written such works as Meridian and You Can’t Keep A Good Woman Down. One half of the first legal interracial marriage in Mississippi, she rediscovered and popularized the work of Zora Neale Hurston. For 10 points—name this author who won the 1983 Pulitzer Prize for The Color Purple.

ANSWER: Alice Walker

14. TOSSUP. In this work, a woman poisons her sister due to her love for the bastard son of a duke, who lets himself be turned against his loving son. A loving daughter ends up hanged, and her father spends time in a fierce storm on a heath. For 10 points—name this play, in which Regan, Goneril, and Cordelia are the daughters of the title monarch.

ANSWER: King Lear
15. TOSSUP. After serving in the Foreign Legion, he joined Pierre Poujade’s party of shopkeepers. He has suffered two major setbacks, a power struggle with Bruno Megret and a suspension from politics for punching an opponent in 1997, since founding his own party in 1972. For 10 points—name this National Front candidate who upset Lionel Jospin to advance to the second round of 2002 French presidential elections.

ANSWER: Jean-Marie Le Pen
16. TOSSUP. It’s the limit as n goes to infinity of 2 to the n+1 times the nested additive radical of two. MacLaurin expansion shows that you can express it one fourth of the sum of the reciproacals of the odd numbers. Archimedes used angles in polygons to determine that it is greater than three plus ten over 71. For 10 points—identify this ratio which, according to the same method, is less than 22 over 7.

ANSWER: pi
17. TOSSUP. Simple ones can be represented by periodic circular functions; more complex ones are linear combinations of sines and cosines. Examples include seismic secondary waves and most electromagnetic emissions. For 10 points—identify this type of motion in which all points along a wave oscillate on paths normal to the direction in which the wave advances.

ANSWER: transverse waves

18. TOSSUP. A small mobile metal bar is characteristic of this instrument’s Hawaiian variety, mastered by Fernano Sor. Its modern-day revival is often credited to Francisco Tarrega, and other masters include Julian Bream and Andres Segovia. For 10 points—name this instrument whose appearances in “serious” music also include being the original accompaniment to Franz Gruber’s “Silent Night.”

ANSWER: guitar

The category quiz phase ends here. Check the score and ask for substitutions. Once substitutions are complete, begin the stretch round

American History: The Western Frontier

It could carry up to eight tons within its Prussian blue-colored body pulled by six horses.. Heavier than the Prairie Schooner, it was used to transport produce in the east before it became a popular conveyance for western settlers. For 15 points—identify this type of covered wagon, named for a village in southeast Pennsylvania.

ANSWER: Conestoga wagon

Current Events: I Love a Parade

An estimated 2000 to 4000 people participated on June 7, 2002, in the first ever organized parade of gays and lesbians in this city, though religious leaders were outraged.  For 15 points—name this city in the Middle East.

ANSWER: Jerusalem
General Knowledge and Trivia: Turning Points

In non-scientific parlance, this word usually refers to a dramatic turning point in an event or person’s life. For 15 points—name this word that in hydrology can be ecological, functional, aesthetic, or cultural, referring to a region draining into a river, lake, sea, or ocean.

ANSWER: watershed
Geography: Climb Every Mountain

The highest peak in this range is Mount Mitchell. For 15 points—name this arm of the Appalachians whose namesake Parkway links Shenendoah National Park and the Great Smoky Mountains National Park. 

ANSWER: Blue Ridge Mountains

Mathematics: Proof

Jean Robert Argand published a very simple proof of this statement in 1814 using his eponymous diagrams which show complex numbers. For 15 points—name this theorem stating that every polynomial of degree n with complex coefficients has n complex roots.

ANSWER: Fundamental Theorem of Algebra
Physical Sciences: Things James Bond Could Understand

Quicksand can possess this property if certain clays are added to the water-sand mixture. It is exhibited in certain paints which can flow while stirred but otherwise become gel-like. It also exists in foods such as maple syrup and ketchup. For 15 points—identify this term which refers to the reversible behavior of shaken, stirred, or otherwise perturbed gels which can liquefy.

ANSWER: thixotropy [accept word forms]

Popular Culture: Football, not Soccer

He wanted to play quarterback at Notre Dame but settled on going to Louisville. He was drafted by the Pittsburgh Steelers but was told he wasn’t needed, so he settled on playing semi-professionally with the Bloomfield Rams. In February 1956, the Baltimore Colts came calling, and he had a job for the next sixteen years. For 15 points— name this quarterback, owner of a record 47-game touchdown streak.

ANSWER: John “Johnny” Unitas
Social Sciences: I Just Want to Be Loved, Is That So Wrong?

The security or insecurity of it affects peer relations and success in romance and parenting. There are four types found throughout the world: disorganized, resistant, avoidant and secure. For 15 points—give this term for the first relationship an infant forms, most often with its mother.

ANSWER: attachment
World History: Winners and Losers

It looked like a Japanese victory, as the United States lost the carrier Lexington, as well as an oiler and a destroyer. But it was definitely an Allied victory, as the Japanese lose the carrier Shoho and a large number of planes, thwarting attempts to invade Australia and New Zealand. For 15 points— name this May 1942 battle which preceded Allied victory at Midway.

ANSWER: Battle of the Coral Sea
World Literature: Famous Liverpudians

Mr. Earnshaw finds him in the streets of Liverpool and brings him home to Hindley, who hates him, and Catherine, who is strangely attracted to him. For 15 points—name this man who eventually acquires the title structure in Emily Bronte’s Wuthering Heights.

ANSWER: Heathcliff

STRETCH ROUND TOSSUPS

19. TOSSUP. His initial work as a painter in a porcelain factory helped him gain experience with light, fresh colors that distinguished his work as an Impressionist. His 1869 La Grenouillière is considered a classic early statement of the Impressionistic style, but by 1882, he felt he needed a greater sense of solidarity in his work, as seen in The Umbrellas. For 10 points—name this French painter of The Luncheon of the Boating Party.

ANSWER: Pierre Auguste Renoir
20. TOSSUP. The Russian variant, Narde, has all the pieces on either the 12 or 24 point with the players moving in the same direction. The “hyper” version has each player with one piece on each of the 24, 23, and 22 spots respectively. The most popular variant originated in the U.S. Navy. For 10 points—name this board game, whose most popular variant is Acey-Deucey, in which players try to move their fifteen stones around the board to their opponent’s inner table and bear them off the fastest.

ANSWER: backgammon
21. TOSSUP. It was weakened by 1972, when Jesse Jackson left it to found Operation PUSH. At that time it had been led for four years by Ralph David Abernathy after the death of its founder. For 10 points—name this organization, founded in the wake of the Birmingham bus boycott by Martin Luther King, Jr.

ANSWER: Southern Christian Leadership Conference

22. TOSSUP. It was located to the south of Helluland and Markland. Rich in timber and a new type of grain, it was first settled by Thorfinn Karlsefni, who abandoned it after native attacks. For 10 points—name this first point of European contact with the New World, discovered around 1000 AD by Leif Erikson. 

ANSWER: Vinland 

23. TOSSUP. It starts with “The Book of the Grotesque” before relating “Hands,” “Paper Pills,” “Godliness,” “The Thinker,” and “The Untold Lie.” Characters include Louise Trunnion, Jesse Bentley, Wing Biddlebaum, and George Willard. For 10 points—name this collection which made “grotesques” of “all of the men and women the author had ever known,” written by Sherwood Anderson. 

ANSWER: Winesburg, Ohio 

24. TOSSUP. People with this characteristic are unusually healthy psychologically, have the ability to free themselves from stereotypes, perceive everyday life realistically and accept it without defensiveness. One characteristic of it appears to be a “peak experience” of insight, joy, or intense awareness. For 10 points—name this characteristic which rests at the top of Maslow’s hierarchy of needs. 

ANSWER: self-actualization
25. TOSSUP. In this place, the title of “Snilpall” is conferred upon anyone who obeys the law for 73 moons. Threads are awarded to those who can pass over and under a raised and lowered stick for the longest period of time. It is located near the Empire of Blefescu and has its capital at Mildendo. For 10 points—name this island full of six-inch-high people, discovered in 1699 by Lemuel Gulliver.

ANSWER: Lilliput

26. TOSSUP. In 1962, Neil Bartlett recognized that the ionization energy of this element was similar to that of oxygen. Thus, since oxygen was able to react with platinum hexafluoride, so should this element. For 10 points—name this element which became the first noble gas to become part of a compound, an idea that its name might have suggested was “foreign.”

ANSWER: xenon

27. TOSSUP. Depending on the type, up to one third of patients undergoing this procedure may develop a temporary fever, though that seldom occurs in the FFP or cryo-precipitate forms. More seriously, it can produce acute hemolysis, a potentially fatal immune reaction, if an error is made in cross-typing the patient or the donor. For 10 points—name this medical procedure, which resulted in thousands of AIDS infections among hemophiliacs.

ANSWER: blood transfusions [accept word forms]

28. TOSSUP. A son of Poseidon, he was a robber who dwelled somewhere in Attica in the neighborhood of Eleusis, and he was killed by Theseus. His name now denotes the forcing of something into an pattern. For 10 points—identify this figure who chopped off his victims’ feet or stretched them on a rack in order to make them fit a bed.

ANSWER: Procrustes
The regular match ends here. Check the score. If the score is not tied, the match is over. If there is a tie, do not allow teams or coaches to leave the room. Ask for substitutions for the tiebreaker and send one staffer to tournament headquarters for tiebreaker questions. No further substitutions are allowed at any point after the tiebreaker begins.

S2. BONUS. Answer the following about a group of texts for 10 points per part.

[10] Written between 400 and 347 BCE, they include “Ion,” “Gorgias,” “Meno,” and “Sophist.”

ANSWER: Platonic dialogues [prompt on partial answer]

[10] This dialogue describes a political society ruled by “philosopher-kings”and includes the “allegory of the cave.”

ANSWER: “Republic”

[10] This dialogue takes place at a party and consists of seven speeches by such orators as Aristophanes, Socrates, and Alcibiades, discussing the nature of love.

ANSWER: “Symposium”

S3. BONUS. Give these Latin phrases for 15 points each.

[15] Usually abbreviated at the end of mathematical proofs or theorems, this three-word phrase means “which was to be proved.”

ANSWER: quod erat demonstrandum

[15] Taken from Jesus’s words to Mary Magdalene in John 20:17, it means “do not touch me,” and is a warning against interference.

ANSWER: noli me tangere

S4. BONUS. Name these scientists who discovered elementary particles for 10 points each.

[10] This New Zealander discovered the proton in 1918.

ANSWER: Ernest, Baron Rutherford of Nelson

[10] This student of Rutherford discovered the neutron in 1932.

ANSWER: Sir James Chadwick

[10] Using Crookes’s cathode ray tubes, this scientist discovered the electron in 1897.

ANSWER: Sir John Joseph Thomson
S5. BONUS. Identify these Italian artists known primarily by only one appellation for 10 points each.

[10] Originally taught by his father and then by Perugino, this Urbino-born High Renaissance master painted the Sistine Madonna and The School of Athens.

ANSWER: Raphaelo Santi

[10] This frescoist was titled the Great Master of Florence after painting the Ognissanti Madonna and the Arena Chapel frescoes.

ANSWER: Giotto di Bondone

[10] This mannerist painted Vision of Saint Jerome, Self-Portrait in a Convex Mirror, and Madonna of the Long Neck.

ANSWER: Il Parmigianino [or Girolamo Francesco Maria Mazzola; or Girolamo Francesco Maria Mazzuoli]

S6. BONUS. Name these currents for 10 points each.

[10] Formed by the junction of the Antilles and Florida Currents, it warms the North Atlantic.

ANSWER: Gulf Stream
[10] This current flows along the southern coast of West Africa and can flow north or south depending on the season. It shares its name with a nearby nation with capital at Conakry.

ANSWER: Guinea Current

[10] Thought to have brought penguins and fur seals from Antarctica to the Galapagos Islands, this current is now named for a country but was once known for the nineteenth-century German author of Kosmos. Give either the old or new name.

ANSWER: Peru Current [accept Alexander von Humboldt Current]

S7. BONUS. Identify these early Chinese dynasties for 15 points each.

[15] The earliest definitively historical dynasty, it experienced a Bronze Age from its capital at Anyang and lasted from about 1700 to 1000 BC, preeding the Zhou dynasty.

ANSWER: Shang [or Yin]

[15] Held to have lasted from about 2100 BC to 1700 BC, this dynasty’s status as a historical rather than legendary era is still in dispute.

Answer: Xia (SHEE-uh)

S8. BONUS.  Answer the following about literary collections for 10 points each.

[10] The publication of this Wordsworth and Coleridge collaboration in 1798 marks the start of the Romantic period in English literature.

ANSWER: Lyrical Ballads and a Few Other Poems
[10] Twelve stories from “How the First Letter Was Written” to “How the Camel Got His Hump” appear in this collection written and illustrated by Rudyard Kipling.

ANSWER: Just So Stories for Little Children
[10] He wrote Poems of Innocence and Poems of Experience.

ANSWER: William Blake
S9. BONUS.  Given an animal, tell what order it belongs to for 10 points each.

[10] A dragonfly

ANSWER: odonata
[10] A turtle

ANSWER: testudinata

[10] A housecat
