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RELATED TOSSUP/BONUS

1. TOSSUP. At the beginning of this story, Blind Pew appears, and the Captain dies of a heart attack and gives the narrator a key to a chest. Aided by Bengun, the Squire, and Dr. Livesly, the group sets sail to seek a chest left by Captain Flint. For 10 points—name this novel featuring Jim Hawkins and Long John Silver, written by Robert Louis Stevenson.

ANSWER: The Sea Cook, or Treasure Island
BONUS. Name these island cities or countries containing island cities for 10 points each.

[10] This capital of the Bahamas was once a refuge for pirates.

ANSWER: Nassau
[10] The capital of this city-state lies on an island separated from Malaysia by the Johor Strait.

ANSWER: Republic of Singapore
2. TOSSUP. In 1829, construction began on this pentagonal edifice, built on a man-made island of seashells and granite. In December 1860, Major Anderson sought to strengthen his position here, but Pierre Beauregard ordered fire upon it. For 10 points—name this Charleston, South Carolina site which saw the start of the Civil War.

ANSWER: Fort Sumter
BONUS. Answer these questions about a Civil War battle for 10 points each.

[10] On July 21, 1861, Union forces under Irwin McDowell were soundly defeated by the Confederates at this battle, where Thomas Jackson earned the nickname “Stonewall.” ANSWER: First Battle of Bull Run [accept First Battle of Manassas; prompt on Bull Run; prompt on Manassas]

[10] Besides Beauregard, the Confederates at Bull Run were led by this general, who later lost the Vicksburg campaign to Grant. His surrender at Raleigh a week after Lee’s surrender at Appomattox ended the southeastern portion of the war.

ANSWER: Joseph Eggleston Johnston
3. TOSSUP. Patients with the inherited disease Dunnigan-type familial partial lipodystrophy have a higher incidence of heart disease and weight gain due to a resistance in the cells’ response to this hormone, which consists of a 21-amino-acid alpha helix linked to a 30-amino-acid beta sheet. For 10 points—name this protein, discovered by Banting and Best, whose insufficient production is a hallmark for diabetes.

ANSWER: insulin
BONUS. Answer these questions on eponymous diseases for 10 points each.

[10] In this disease, the adrenal cortex atrophies, resulting in a lack of hydrocortisone and an overabundance of pituitary hormones.

ANSWER: Addison’s disease

[10] It’s the most common form of hyperthyroidism or goiter. Patients with this autoimmune disease are vulnerable to cardiac arrhythmias.

ANSWER: Graves’s Disease

4. TOSSUP. Of the 250 ethnic groups living in this country, the Hausa and Fulani comprise thirty percent of the roughly 127 million residents. Half of the population is Muslim while forty percent is Christian. In 1999, voters elected Olusegun Obasanjo under a new constitution adopted to end sixteen years of military rule. For 10 points—name this most populous African nation whose capital was transferred in 1991 from Lagos to Abuja.

ANSWER: Federal Republic of Nigeria
BONUS. Name these novels of Nigerian Chinua Achebe for 10 points each.

[10] In this commentary on colonialism, Okonkwo kills a British commissioner and hangs himself.

ANSWER: Things Fall Apart

[10] Set in the fictional country of Kangan, it features the courageous newspaper editor Ikem and the reluctant Commissioner of Information Chris in a military government.

ANSWER: Anthills of the Savannah
5. TOSSUP. Chas’s wife Rachel is dead. Richie followed a pro tennis career by becoming a ship’s captain. Playwright Margot is married to Raleigh St. Clair. Eli Cash has found success with novels about the west. For 10 points—those characters appear in what 2001 Wes Anderson film about a patriarch’s attempt at reconciliation with his family?

ANSWER: The Royal Tenenbaums
BONUS. Wes Anderson has directed two other movies. For 10 points each, name them from characters and stars.

[10] High school student Max Fischer, played by Jason Schwartzman

ANSWER: Rushmore
[10] Anthony and Dignan, played by Luke and Owen Wilson

ANSWER: Bottle Rocket

6. TOSSUP.  Members usually came from one of about thirty houses, such as the Claudii and the Icorii. They were identified by shoes of red leather, an iron ring, and a broad purple stripe worn down the right side of their tunics. For 10 points—name this aristocratic class of Romans who, unlike the plebians, sat as representatives in the Roman Senate.

ANSWER: patricians
BONUS. Identify these terms from political science for 10 points each.

[10] This is when two legislative colleagues agree to swap votes in order to get desired legislation passed.

ANSWER: logrolling
[10] This describes a meeting of legislators from the same party to discuss and determine party policy and strategy.

ANSWER: caucus

7. TOSSUP. A museum dedicated to its history can be found at 1208 Surf Avenue, with memorabilia about the Giant Racer, the Cyclone, the Thunderbolt, and the Loop-the-Loop roller coasters built here. For 10 points—name this amusement park located in Brooklyn, home of a namesake type of hot dog.

ANSWER: Coney Island
BONUS. Identify these cultural arts centers found in New York City for 10 points each.

[10] Temporarily moving to Queens, this museum’s original location at West 53rd Street will reopen in 2005 after renovations.

Answer: Museum of Modern Art or MoMA
[10] This performing arts complex is home to the Metropolitan Opera and years of live broadcasts sponsored by Texaco.

Answer: Lincoln Center
8. TOSSUP. It is, by definition, never conserved. Its formal study is known as tribology. Bagnold's law describes it for granular surfaces. Coefficients generally denoted with mu indicate its magnitude; the two most important varieties are static and dynamic. For 10 points—identify this source of energy loss in moving systems.
A: FRICTION

BONUS. Unfortunately, no piece of lab equipment is free from friction. For 10 points each, name these pieces of equipment.

[10] This long, graduated glass tube with a stopper is used by chemists to measure small quantities of liquid, such as when they wish to determine the molarity of an acid or base.

ANSWER: burette
[10] This is a container made of a substance that can withstand extreme heat, allowing the melting of metals or ores.

ANSWER: crucible
9. TOSSUP. This language has thirteen consonant letters, after nine of which an “h” can be inserted for lenition. It also has five vowels, each of which has both a short sound and a long sound. Only the definite article “the” is translated; the base form, “an,” changes in form according to the number, gender, case, and initial letter of the noun qualified. For 10 points—name this language, a member of the “Q” group of Celtic languages, spoken in different varieties on the Isle of Man, in Scotland, and in Ireland.

ANSWER: Gaelic [prompt on Celtic before it is mentioned]

BONUS. Name these kings related to the recently deceased Queen Mother Elizabeth for 10 points each.

[10] She assumed the role of Queen after this brother-in-law abdicated in 1936.

ANSWER: Edward VIII [prompt on Edward]

[10] She is finally interred beside this British king, her husband.

ANSWER: George VI [prompt on George]

10. TOSSUP. In this cycle’s twelfth song, “Olim lacus colueram,” the tenor and the bassoon perform at an abnormally high register to recreate the wailing of the unfortunate roasted swan. The beginning and ending pieces are identical, with the choruses singing at a slightly different rhythm from the orchestra in imitation of a turning wheel. For 10 points—name this work based on thirteenth-century poems including “O Fortuna,” written by Carl Orff.

ANSWER: Carmina Burana
BONUS. Give these investment terms for 10 points each.

[10] Some companies reward stockholders by paying a portion of the companies’ earnings on announced “distribution dates.” The payouts are known as this.

ANSWER: dividends

[10] A company that has never offered stock files an Act of Full Disclosure and signs contracts with underwriters and dealers, then files for this with the SEC.

ANSWER: Initial Public Offering

The related/tossup bonus phase ends here. Check the score and ask for substitutions. Once substitutions are complete, hand out a copy of the category quiz topic list to each team.
CATEGORY QUIZ TOSSUPS

Upon getting a tossup correct, the team chooses its one-answer 15-point bonus question from the topic list.  Once a topic is chosen, it cannot be selected again.

11. TOSSUP. It was later used in weather detection and as part of Operation Crossroads. Once known by the number 44-86292, it was renamed after its pilot’s mother the day before it took off from Tinian. A B-29 Superfortress, it was flown by Colonel Paul Tibbets on August 6, 1945. For 10 points—name the plane which dropped an atomic bomb on Hiroshima.

ANSWER: Enola Gay
12. TOSSUP. Around 100,000 performers are involved in this country’s two-month long festival of Arirang, which began in late April. Some label the event a bid for tourism dollars, as this country is ahead of only Afghanistan in GDP per capita for Asian countries, while others suspect that the festivities are an attempt to divert attention from the nearby World Cup. For 10 points—name this communist state under the control of Kim Jong Il.

Answer: North Korea [accept Democratic People’s Republic of Korea; accept Chosun Minchuchui Inmin Konghwaguk]

13. TOSSUP. The continuum hypothesis states that raised this to itself gives the number of ordinal numbers. Georg Cantor introduced the Aleph notation for its levels. A member of the extended reals but not the reals, it is defined as the number of whole numbers. For 10 points—identify this quantity, informally defined as the reciprocal of zero.

ANSWER: infinity
14. TOSSUP. He fled to Paris after the closing of the newspaper which he edited in Cologne. He wrote against Proudhon in The Poverty of Philosophy and collaborated on the anti-Hegelian The Holy Family. In 1864, he was the speaker of the First International. For 10 points—name this man who worked with Friedrich Engels on Capital and “The Communist Manifesto.”

ANSWER: Karl Heinrich Marx

15. TOSSUP. Although these leptons occur with a frequency of billions per cubic meter, very few react with protons or neutrons, and because the reactions that do not produce ionization, they are difficult to detect. First proposed by Wolfgang Pauli to explain the observed energy loss in beta decay, their name was coined by Enrico Fermi. For 10 points—name these uncharged particles with small but nonzero mass, found in electron, muon, and tau varieties.
ANSWER: neutrinos

16. TOSSUP. It includes such stories as “Titus and Grippus,” “The Pot of Basil,” “Isabella,” and “Griselda.” The stories are told by seven women and three men in the hills of Fiesole after escaping the Black Death in Florence. For 10 points—name this collection of of one hundred tales by Bocaccio.

ANSWER: The Decameron [or Il Decamerone]

17. TOSSUP. In this poem from The Town down the River, the title character finally “coughed, and called it fate,/and kept on drinking.” Unaware of his shortcomings, he laments that he is “Born too late,” “loved the days of old,” and “sighed for what is not.” As a “child of scorn,” “he wept that he was ever born.” For 10 points—name this poem about a resident of Tilbury Town, by Edward Arlington Robinson.

ANSWER: “Miniver Cheevy”
18. TOSSUP.  Located on the Pegnitz River, this city is the site of an annual international toy fair. The site of annual Nazi party rallies during the 1930s, it lent its name to the 1935 anti-Jewish laws. For 10 points—name this Bavarian city, home to the postwar trials of Nazi war criminals. 

ANSWER: Nuremberg [or Nürnberg]

The category quiz phase ends here. Check the score and ask for substitutions. Once substitutions are complete, begin the stretch round

American Literature: The obligatory Yale question

Also called the Yale poets despite not all being from Yale, they were interested, at first, in modernizing Yale’s curriculum. They later wrote satire supporting their conservative views of federalism. Members included Timothy Dwight, Lemuel Hopkins, Richard Alsop, and David Humphries. For 15 points—name this group which also included Timothy Dwight, John Trumbull and Joel Barlow. 

ANSWER: Hartford Wits [accept Connecticut Wits]

American History: Not the Million Man March

Its main hope was to persuade Congress to authorize a vast program of public works, financed by a substantial increase of money in circulation, and to provide jobs. It came to an ignominious end when its leader was arrested for trespassing on lawns at the Capitol.  For 15 points – name this “army” which left Massillon, Ohio in March of 1894 and marched to Washington, D.C.

ANSWER: Coxey’s Army

Geography: Famous Stones

Brilliantly colored at sunset, it is made of arkose. The Mala, Liru, or Mutitjulu walks run on this figure, central to Anangu creation stories. For 15 points—name this big rock, sacred to Australian aborigines.

ANSWER: Ayers Rock [or Uluru]

Fine Arts: Twentieth Century Art

He described his own work as “neo-plasticism” and worked with Theo van Doesburg to create De Stijl. In his later work, he uses only black, white, and primary colors arranged in straight lines. For 15 points—name this painter of Broadway Boogie-Woogie.

ANSWER: Piet Mondrian

General Knowledge: Physician, Heal Thyself

He invented the “baquet,” a wooden tub filled with bottles, water, and iron filings. While living in Paris during the 18th century, he formed the Society of Honour to promote his ideas. For 15 points—name this German hypnotist who promoted healing through “animal magnetism.”

ANSWER: Franz Anton Mesmer
Mathematics: Playing with Triangles

Pencil and paper ready. Triangle ACF has the following properties: angle A is 30 degrees, angle F is 45 degrees, and side a opposite angle A is 4. For 15 points—in reduced radical form, what is the length of side f? You have 10 seconds.

ANSWER: 4√2 (“four times the square root of two” or “four root two”)

Physical Science: Electricity and Magnetism

First introduced by its namesake in 1884, it indicates the direction of wave propagation and is defined mathematically as the cross product of electric field and magnetic field divided by mu zero. For 15 points—name this vector, symbolized by capital S, which defines the energy that an electromagnetic wave transports per unit time per unit area.
ANSWER: Poynting vector

Popular Culture: Music of the 1960’s

Representative performers that developed this genre of country music include Wynn Stewart, Buck Owens, and Merle Haggard, using telecaster guitars and relying heavily on electric instrumentation and a defined backbeat.  For 15 points—name this “update” of Honky Tonk style country music with influences from rock music, named after the town in California where the “sound” was developed.

ANSWER: Bakersfield sound

Social Science: The Executive Branch

Currently directed by Mitchell E. Daniels, Jr, this independent agency evaluates the effectiveness of government programs, sets funding priorities, and assists in preparing budget proposals. For 15 points—name this agency which assists the executive branch in planning “effective government.”

Answer: Office of Management and Budget [prompt on OMB]

World Literature: Russian Literature

The narrator grows angry when he gets brushed off by Zverkov at a dinner celebrating the latter’s promotion. The narrator tries to reform a prostitute named Liza and views a snowstorm. For 15 points—name this work about an irrational dissident by Fyodor Dostoyevsky.

ANSWER: Notes from the Underground [or Zapiski iz podpolya]

STRETCH ROUND TOSSUPS

19. TOSSUP. In only three seasons at Washington State, he climbed to second in school history in passing yardage, touchdowns, and completions. The number one draft pick in 1993, he exploded in his second pro year, setting a season record for pass attempts and game records for attempts and completions in a game. For 10 points—name this quarterback who led his team to an AFC Championship in 1996 but settled for a backup slot during the 2002 Super Bowl run with the New England Patriots.

ANSWER: Drew Bledsoe
20. TOSSUP. To overriding it, a law must not discriminate against another state, must not require  national or uniform regulation, and must serve interests of a state which outweigh those of the federal government. For 10 points—give the common name for this passage of the U.S. Constitution, which empowers Congress to regulate a certain activity “with foreign Nations, and among the several States.”

ANSWER: Commerce Clause 

21. TOSSUP. This unsuccessful candidate for the 1974 Republican gubernatorial nomination in South Carolina sued CBS in 1984 for alleging that he concealed high estimates of enemy strength nearly twenty years earlier. At that time, forbade any operation by a unit smaller than 750 men as part of a conservative “war of attrition” policy, but, in 1968, he was succeeded by Creighton Abrams in his highest post. For 10 points—name this man who, for four years, was the top U.S. general in Vietnam.

ANSWER: William Childs Westmoreland

22. TOSSUP. He studied in Ireland before settling in Paris in 1937. During World War II, he was a farmworker and part of the resistance. Afterwards, he wrote the trilogy Molloy, Malone Dies, and The Unnamable. He then went on to such plays as Happy Days, Krapp’s Last Tape, and Endgame. For 10 points—name this author who described Pozzo, Lucky, Estragon, and Vladimir in Waiting for Godot.

ANSWER: Samuel Beckett 

23. TOSSUP. The essential step involves combining CO2 with RuBP. The series yields an unstable intermediate, which breaks down into two molecules of phosphoglycerate, or PGA. Six revolutions of the cycle means that six CO2 molecules react with six RuBP molecules to produce 12 molecules of PGA.  For 10 points—identify this second stage of photosynthesis, which is actually dependent on temperature rather than light.

ANSWER: dark reactions [prompt on Calvin-Benson Cycle]

24. TOSSUP. It governed based on the model of Toyotomi Hideyoshi. The ruling family controlled a quarter of the country while daimyo were given vassalage over provinces. A class system without social mobility and almost total isolation led to 265 years of tense peace. For 10 points—name this final Japanese shogunate.

ANSWER: Tokugawa shogunate

25. TOSSUP. Four years after The Crisis published his poem “The Negro Speaks of Rivers,” he left three poems on Vachel Lindsay’s plate at a restaurant, leading to the publication of The Weary Blues.  For 10 points—name this Harlem Renaissance poet of Not Without Laughter and “A Dream Deferred.”

ANSWER: James Mercer Langston Hughes
26. TOSSUP.  They paid 110 million dollars to settle a lawsuit over their contract with Sunbeam and have lost such clients as Delta Airlines, Merck, and Federal Express. They still work for Hershey and Georgia Pacific despite a 2001 SEC fine and an ongoing investigation. For 10 points—name this accountancy firm faced with obstruction of justice charges stemming from their work for Enron.

ANSWER: Arthur Andersen Consulting

27. TOSSUP. He wrote Songs and Proverbs of William Blake for the baritone Dietrich Fischer-Dieskau. His parents dashed plans to work with Alban Berg while he was in his teens; instead, he studied with Frank Bridge. Many of his later operas and chamber works are performed at the Aldeburgh [ULD bruh] Festival, which he founded. For 10 points—name this British composer of the operas Billy Budd and Peter Grimes, as well as the choral War Requiem.

ANSWER: Benjamin Edward Britten, Baron of Aldeburgh

28. TOSSUP. As an acoustic property, it is the ratio of the sound pressure to the sound flux at a boundary surface. When the result is complex, the real part is called the resistance while the imaginary part is called the reactance. That is an exact analogy to the case of an electric circuit, where pressure and flux are replaced by voltage and current. For 10 points—name this electromagnetic property, the reciprocal of admittance, which measures general opposition to an electric current.

ANSWER: impedance [do not accept resistance]

The regular match ends here. Check the score. If the score is not tied, the match is over. If there is a tie, do not allow teams or coaches to leave the room. Ask for substitutions for the tiebreaker and send one staffer to tournament headquarters for tiebreaker questions. No further substitutions are allowed at any point after the tiebreaker begins.

ANSWER: Frederick I [accept Frederick Barbarossa; prompt on Frederick]

[15] This knight’s son led a rebellion for Scottish independence at the end of the thirteenth century which included victory at Stirling Bridge.

ANSWER: Sir William Wallace
S2. BONUS. Given a list of decisions, name the influential Chief Justice of the Supreme Court in office when they were issued, for 10 points each.

[10] Fletcher v. Peck, McCulloch v. Maryland, Gibbons v. Ogden
ANSWER: John Marshall
[10] Genesee Chief v. Fitzhugh, New York v. Miln, Dred Scott v. Sanford
ANSWER: Roger Brooke Taney
[10] Roe v. Wade, Furman v. Georgia, University of California v. Bakke
ANSWER: Warren Earl Burger
S3. BONUS. Answer the following about winds unique to certain parts of the world for 10 points per part.

[10] This southerly or westerly wind found on the leeward side of the Canadian Rockies is usually warm and dry.

ANSWER: chinook
[10] As it leaves the Sahara and Morocco, it is often hot and dry, but it picks up moisture from the Mediterranean before reaching Turkey and Greece.

ANSWER: sirocco [or scirocco]
[10] Found, at its strongest, along the coast of Provence and around the Rhone, it generally blows in a northwesterly direction and is cold and dry.

ANSWER: mistral
S4. BONUS. Identify these British cities for ten points each.

[10] Located on the Bristol Channel near the mouth of the River Taff is this capital of Wales.

ANSWER: Cardiff
[10] Home to the cathedral of St. Peter and St. Paul, this city on the River Avon attracted the Romans with its hot mineral springs.

ANSWER: Bath
[10] Home to the University of East Anglia, this city along the River Wensum is known for its cathedral and castle and shares its name with a Connecticut city.

ANSWER: Norwich

S5. BONUS. Name these painting techniques for 10 points each.

[10] Popularized by Seuratt and also known as divisionism, this is the use of small dots of color which form a coherent image when seen from a distance.

ANSWER: pointillism

[10] Italian for “light dark”, it is a technique which hints at three-dimensional form by using various shades and tones of light and dark paint.

ANSWER: chiaroscuro 

[10] Derived from the Italian for “smoke,” this effect blurs over harsh outlines, creating overlapping tones and thus gradually changing from light to dark.

ANSWER: sfumato

S6. BONUS. Name these places that don’t exist for 10 points each.

[10] From the Greek for “not a place,” this ideal island was described by Thomas More.

ANSWER: Utopia
[10] In this Samuel Butler work, Higgs visits the titular forbidden country where sick and sad people are thrown in jail and students at the University of Unreason study anything with no practical purpose.

ANSWER: Erewhon
[10] Based on a story by Friedrich Gerstacker, this Lerner and Loewe musical tells of an enchanted village invisible to outsiders except for one day every 100 years, when it could be seen by all.

ANSWER: Brigadoon
S7. BONUS. Name the Greek muse who patronized each of these domains for 10 points each.

[10] Epic Poetry 

ANSWER: Calliope 

[10] History

ANSWER: Clio 
[10] Dancing and choral song 

ANSWER: Terpsichore 

S8. BONUS. Answer the following about intellectual property for the stated number of points.

[10] As opposed to copyright, which protects expressive work “fixed in a tangible medium of expression,” this grant protects its bearer from uncompensated use of an invention. Name it for 10 points.

ANSWER: patent
[10/10] The Constitution authorizes Congress to create a system of patents and copyrights in a clause of a certain section of a certain article. Name them for 10 points each.

ANSWER: Article One, Section Eight
S9. BONUS. Answer these questions about the cancer biology for 10 points each.

[10] Tumor cells that remain localized and do not invade surrounding tissues are classified with this adjective.

ANSWER: benign
[10] Malignant tumors undergo this general process in which they spread through the circulatory system to other tissues in the body.

ANSWER: metastasis
[10] A gynecologist uses this test for cervical cancer by removing cells from the cervix for microscopic analysis.

ANSWER: Papanicolaou smear

S10. BONUS. For 10 points each, name these meteorological scales.

[10] Camille was a 5 and Andrew and Hugo were category 4.  This scale measures hurricane intensity and damage through maximum wind speed and atmospheric pressure in the eye.

ANSWER: Saffir-Simpson
[10] The tornado that the author of this question lived through was a 3 on this scale of tornado intensity based on wind speed analysis of damage caused by the vortex.

ANSWER: Fugita
[10] A meteorological scale bonus would not be complete without this 12-point scale, on which 9 is a Strong Gale while 3 is a Gentle Breeze.

ANSWER: Beaufort
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
