RELATED TOSSUP/BONUS

1. TOSSUP. He often painted a series of the same scene in order to capture the effects of changing light. While living in England, he painted such landmarks as the Thames and the houses of Parliament, but he did his signature work in Argenteuil. For 10 points—name this French painter of Impression: Sunrise and many, many water lilies.

ANSWER: Claude Oscar Monet
BONUS. Name these other Impressionist artists from works for 10 points each.

[10] Ballet Rehearsal and Little Dancer of Fourteen Years
ANSWER: Hilaire Germain Edgar Degas
[10] Girl with a Watering Can and Luncheon of the Boating Party
ANSWER: Pierre Auguste Renoir
2. TOSSUP. Its name is corrupt Arabic for “hand of the mysterious woman.” Lying about 580 light-years away, it is the only star aside from our sun whose disk is visible from earth, a consequence of its enormous size. For 10 points—name this red supergiant which forms the left shoulder of Orion.

ANSWER: Betelgeuse
BONUS. Identify these other stars in the constellation Orion for 10 points each.

[10] This blue-white star, the hunter’s right foot, is the second-brightest star in the constellation.

Answer: Rigel
[10] Also known as the Amazon star, this white star, third brightest in the constellation, forms the right shoulder.

ANSWER: Bellatrix
3. TOSSUP. He was denied re-appointment to the Senate after supporting Jefferson’s economic program and becoming the only New England Federalist to vote in favor of the Louisiana Purchase. Between appointments as diplomatic representative to Russia and Britain, he led the American side at Ghent. As Secretary of State, he negotiated the cession of Florida with Luis de Onis and formulated the Monroe Doctrine. For 10 points—name this sixth U.S. President, elected as a result of the 1824 “Corrupt Bargain.”

ANSWER: John Quincy Adams [prompt on John Adams
BONUS. Name these other people involved in the 1824 election for 10 points each.

[10] The fourth place finisher, he threw his support to Adams in return for an appointment as Secretary of State.

ANSWER: Henry Clay

[10] Both Adams and Andrew Jackson supported this man for the Vice-Presidency; he thus received the office.

ANSWER: John Caldwell Calhoun

4. TOSSUP. The graceful bullfighter Romero has an affair with the lead female character of this work, which follows a group of expatriate Americans who travel from Paris to Spain. Mike Campbell, Bill Gordon, and Robert Cohn and the aforementioned Brett Ashley are among those described by impotent narrator Jake Barnes. For 10 points—name this novel about the “lost generation” by Ernest Hemingway.

ANSWER: The Sun Also Rises
BONUS. Answer these questions about the phrase “the lost generation” for 10 points each.

[10] The phrase was coined by this author of The Autobiography of Alice B. Toklas.

ANSWER: Gertrude Stein
[10] This man wrote 1931’s The Lost Generation, about contemporary writers.

ANSWER: Malcolm Cowley
5. TOSSUP. Born in Detroit, this Yale engineer made his fortune trading forest lands around Grays Harbor, Washington. In 1915, he collaborated with George Westervelt to build a twin-float seaplane, the B & W. For 10 points—name this founder of an eponymous Seattle aircraft manufacturer whose products include the 747.

ANSWER: William E. Boeing
BONUS. Identify the countries in which these airlines are incorporated for 10 points each.

[10] Aer Lingus

ANSWER: Republic of Ireland [or Eire]

[10] El Al

ANSWER: State of Israel [or Medinat Yisrael]

6. TOSSUP. It was originally conceived in twelve books, one for each virtue, but only six books were finished. Duessa most likely represents Catholicism and Queen Mary while the title figure, Gloriana, represents Queen Elizabeth. Prince Arthur, the hero, sees Gloriana in a vision and travels to a twelve-day feast. For 10 points—name this 1596 epic poem by Edmund Spenser.

Answer: The Fairie Queene
BONUS. Answer the following about a favorite form of Edmund Spenser, the sonnet, for the stated number of points.

[5/5] For 5 points each, name the authors who lend their names to two chief types of sonnets, one the writer of Venus and Adonis, the other the writer of My Lady Laura.

ANSWER: William Shakespeare and Francesco Petrarch [or Francesco Petrarca]

[10] For 10 points, identify the 1850 collection of sonnets by Elizabeth Barrett Browning which expresses the poet’s love for Robert and includes the line, “How do I love thee? Let me count the ways.”

ANSWER: Sonnets from the Portuguese
7. TOSSUP. After serving as a minister of crime, he sought to deliver humanity from vice by returning to ancient principles. His believed in the “five relationships,” including that of the citizen to the ruler, which became the basis of later political philosophies. He did not write anything himself, entrusting the documentation of his beliefs to Xunxi and Mencius. For 10 points—identify this founder of an eponymous Chinese ethical and religious doctrine.

ANSWER: Confucius [or K’ung-fu-tzu; or Kongfuzi]
BONUS. For 10 points each, name these Confucian texts.

[10] This work, a collection of Confucius’s sayings, is chief among the Four Books of Confucianism.

ANSWER: The Analects [or Lun Yü]
[10] Confucianism drew heavily on this venerated group of books, including the I Ching and the Book of History.

ANSWER: Five Classics [or Wu Jing]

8. TOSSUP. A civil war after its 1960 independence saw bids for power by multiple politicians. Antoine Gizenga proclaimed a communist government in Stanleyville. Moise Tshombe led the secessionist Katanga province. The first prime minister, Patrice Lumumba, was fired and then killed. For 10 points—name this country in which Mobutu Sese Seko overthrew the government of Joseph Kasavubu in 1965 and ruled until 1997, when power was seized by Laurent Kabila.

ANSWER: The Democratic Republic of the Congo [or République Démocratique du Congo; accept Zaire; prompt on Belgian Congo but DO NOT PROMPT on “Republic of Congo”]

BONUS. Angola and Zimbabwe have both sent troops to intervene in the Democratic Republic of Congo’s civil war.  For ten points each:

[10] Angolan government troops killed this leader of UNITA in 2002.

Answer: Jonas Savimbi
[10] This President of Zimbabwe, recently re-elected by a suspiciously large margin, is under fire from other African leaders for corruption and increased discrimination against white farmers.

Answer: Robert Mugabe
9. TOSSUP. Pencil and paper ready. You will have 30 seconds. Consider a cube. Now, remove triangular pyramids from each corner, so that each of the original six sides of the cube becomes a regular octagon. For 10 points—how many vertices does the remaining solid have?

ANSWER: 24
BONUS. Answer the following about the same solid for 10 points each.

[10] Considering that the new solid has fourteen faces, how many edges does it have? You have 10 seconds.

ANSWER: 36
[10] The original cube, but not the new figure, is a Platonic solid. Including the cube, how many Platonic solids exist?

ANSWER: five
[cube, dodecahedron, icosahedron, octahedron, and tetrahedron]

10. TOSSUP. A year before Winston Churchill’s Fulton speech, this man coined the term “iron curtain.” The founder of the All German Chess League, he eventually poisoned his five children and had his servant shoot himself and his wife after hearing of Hitler’s death. For 10 points—name this “minister of cultural enlightenment” responsible for Nazi propaganda.

ANSWER: Paul Joseph Goebbels
BONUS. Name these other Nazis who died in grisly fashion for 10 points each.

[10] Just two hours before he was to be executed, this founder of the Gestapo and air minister poisoned himself.

ANSWER: Hermann Wilhelm Goering
[10] Once second in command to Hitler, he parachuted into Scotland in 1941 in a rogue attempt to negotiate peace with Britain. Imprisoned in Spandau after the war, he strangled himself with an electrical cord in 1987.

ANSWER: Walter Richard Rudolph Hess
The related/tossup bonus phase ends here. Check the score and ask for substitutions. Once substitutions are complete, hand out a copy of the category quiz topic list to each team.
CATEGORY QUIZ TOSSUPS

Upon getting a tossup correct, the team chooses its one-answer 15-point bonus question from the topic list.  Once a topic is chosen, it cannot be selected again.

11. TOSSUP. Discovered by Charles Bonnet in the eighteenth century, it was observed in frogs by Jacques Loeb and rabbits by Gregory Pincus. For 10 points—name this form of reproduction in which an ovum develops into a normal organism without fertilization.

ANSWER: parthenogenesis
12. TOSSUP. In his early experiments while working for the firm of Carl von Linde, he tried to use ammonia as fuel. He described his 1892 invention in Theory and Construction of a Rational Heat Motor. The 25-horsepower efficient internal combustion engine which bears his name differs from the Otto engine in the division of roles among its four strokes. For 10 points—identify this namesake of an engine used in buses and trucks.

ANSWER: Rudolf Christian Karl Diesel
13. TOSSUP. Once inhabited by the Chickasaw tribe, it was settled around 1800. It lies south of the Tallehatchie River and west of Crossman. With its seat at Jackson, its residents include the DeSpain, Benbow, Bundren, and Coldfield families. For 10 points—name this fictional county, the setting for many stories by William Faulkner.

ANSWER: Yoknapatawpha County

14. TOSSUP. Covering almost five hundred thousand square miles but no more than three hundred feet deep, its arms include Laizhou Bay, the Bo Gulf, the Liaodong Gulf, and Korea Bay, while it is connected to the Sea of Japan by the Korea Strait. Its name comes from deposits received from the Han and Huang He. For 10 points—name this Pacific sea.

ANSWER: Yellow Sea
15. TOSSUP. Christopher Seed commissioned a left-handed one in 1997. First created in 1709, it was called a “gravecembalo” [grah veh shem bah law]. Its later versions were based on Bartolomeo Cristofori’s design of 1726. In modern times, its tension has been increased from sixteen to thirty tons. For 10 points—name this instrument whose English name is derived from Italian words meaning “soft” and “loud.”

ANSWER: pianoforte (accept fortepiano)

16. TOSSUP. His real name is Oscar Zoroaster Phadrig Isaac Norman Henkle Emmanuel Ambroise Diggs, and he was once a pedestrian magician from Omaha whose hot air balloon was caught in a storm. He stumbled into a throne which he later abdicated, after which he was invited to study under Glinda in order to live up to his title. For 10 points—name this man who built the Emerald City and provided help to the Scarecrow and Dorothy.

ANSWER: The Wonderful Wizard of Oz
17. TOSSUP. It assumes that information flows completely and instantly, firms always seek maximum profit, total freedom to enter and leave the market exists, and no business is large enough to have undue influence. For 10 points—identify this market structure in which resources are allocated perfectly but there is no long-term profit.

ANSWER: perfect competition [or pure competition]

18. TOSSUP. The Van Vleck form is exhibited by compounds with unpaired electrons, while the Pauli form is observed in metals. For 10 points—name this form of magnetization in the presence of an external magnetic field, which is larger than diamagnetism and sometimes has ferromagnetism superimposed.

ANSWER: paramagnetism [prompt on magnetism before “external”]

The category quiz phase ends here. Check the score and ask for substitutions. Once substitutions are complete, begin the stretch round

American History: Protests

It was originally organized as an arm of the League for Industrial Democracy. It explained its plans to reform capitalism through “participatory democracy” in the Port Huron statement. In 1969, it transformed into the violent Weathermen. For 15 points—name this organization at the forefront of Vietnam War protests.

ANSWER: Students for a Democratic Society

Biological Sciences: Organs that shrink

Relatively large in childhood, it grows until puberty, at which time it shrinks and eventually blends in with the surrounding tissue but continues to produce T lymphocytes. For 15 points—name this gland located in the upper chest below the sternum.

ANSWER: thymus
Current Events: Law and Order

Although there were two witnesses, his lawyer Ray Cohn was able to get charges of murdering James McBratney in 1973 reduced to second-degree manslaughter and a two-year term in prison.  Federal prosecutors had three times come up empty in assault to racketeering charges beginning in 1986. For 15 points—name this leader of the Gambino crime family sentenced to life in 1992 who died June 10, 2002, of throat cancer.

ANSWER: John Gotti

Fine Arts: Between the Pages

Consisting of the text of the Four Gospels, it is known for its ornamentation featuring closely coiled spirals terminating in a “trumpet pattern,” geometrical weaving of ribbons and red dotted lines, and interlacements of creatures. For 15 points—name this unfinished Irish illuminated manuscript thought to have been created by monks in Iona around 1200 years ago.

ANSWER: Book of Kells
Mathematics: Algebra

Pencil and paper ready. For 15 points—you will be read a system of two equations and be given fifteen seconds to solve the system for x and y, all or nothing. The equations are: 

5x + 2y = 1 and 3y - x = 27.

ANSWER: x = -3, y = 8
Physical Sciences: Computer Terminology

Techniques to setting up this system include packet filtering, application gateways, circuit-level gateways, and proxy servers.  For 15 points—what term describes such a hardware or software interface designed to prevent unauthorized Internet users from accessing private intranets and other networks?

ANSWER: Firewall
Popular Culture: Eating in New York

It is named for a Wall Street financier who complained that Manhattan’s Delmonico restaurant had nothing new on the menu. For 15 points—name this breakfast dish consisting of poached eggs on toasted English muffins with Canadian bacon and Hollandaise sauce.

ANSWER: Eggs Benedict

Religion, Mythology, Philosophy: Silly Gods

After causing the death of Balder, the gods bound him under a dripping stream of poison until Ragnarok, at which time he will be freed. He became a member of the Aesir when Odin made him his blood brother. For 15 points—name this Norse god of mischief.

ANSWER: Loki
World History: Rebellious Son

When King Joao wanted to return this possession back, his son Pedro refused, and with the help of the British in 1822 was able to secure this nation’s independence.  For 15 points—name this country that was discovered in 1500 by Portuguese admiral Pedro Alvares Cabral.

Answer: Brazil
World Literature: Valets not named Jeeves

As his surname suggests, he has a natural ability for going out of one business and into another: he is an itinerant singer, circus-rider, professor of gymnastics, and sergeant fireman before becoming a valet and servant replacing James Forster. For 15 points—name this Parisian servant on Saville Row who becomes Phileas Fogg’s manservant.

ANSWER: Jean Passepartout

STRETCH ROUND TOSSUPS

19. TOSSUP. Toward the end of the twentieth century, he wrote a treatise, What is Art?, in which he claimed that art is an extension of morality. Earlier, he wrote the trilogy Childhood, Boyhood, and Youth and short stories such as “Happiness” and “The Death of Ivan Ilych.” For 10 points—identify this author of Anna Karenina and War and Peace.

ANSWER: Leo Nikolayevich Tolstoy
20. TOSSUP. “Rumania, Serbia, and Montenegro should be evacuated; occupied territories restored; Serbia accorded free access to the sea.” “A readjustment of the frontiers of Italy...along...lines of nationality.” All French territory should be freed” and Alcase-Lorraine restored.” For 10 points—name the proposal including those demands, freedom of sea navigation, and arms reduction, announced in 1918 by Woodrow Wilson.

ANSWER: Fourteen Points 

21. TOSSUP. The name is the same. Sylvia Townsend wrote The Corner That Held Them and Kingdoms of Elfin. Charles Dudley wrote My Summer in a Garden and collaborated with Mark Twain on the 1873 novel The Gilded Age. Another coached at schools including Pitt, Georgia, Stanford, Cornell, where he invented the single and double wingback. For 10 points—give this name held by Glenn or “Pop,” the namesake of a youth football league.

ANSWER: Warner
22. TOSSUP. Discovered in 1846 just a few weeks after the planet it orbits, it moves in a retrograde orbit, which may means that it was captured by its planet after forming. Additionally, tidal interactions with its planet result in its orbit losing energy, so it is spiraling inwards. For 10 points—in approximately 100 million years, what satellite will either create a ring around, or crash into, Neptune?

ANSWER: Triton
23. TOSSUP. As it is filled almost entirely by snowfall, it is one of the clearest lakes in the world, recording clarity depths of up to 142 feet. The seventh deepest lake in the world, it has no outlet, and Wizard Island rises 764 feet above the surface on its west side. It was formed by the collapse of Mount Mazama. For 10 points—name this body of water, the central feature of a national park in Oregon.
ANSWER: Crater Lake
24. TOSSUP. In his The Happy Hand, an enormous wedding ring encircles a piano. In The Legend of the Centuries, a wooden chair sits on top of an enormous stone chair. In Golconde men in suits rain from the sky, while in Son of Man an apple obscures a man’s face. For 10 points—name this artist who also painted The Treachery of Images, which features a pipe painted above the phrase “Ceci n’est pas une pipe.”

ANSWER: René François Ghislain Magritte
25. TOSSUP. The foundation named for this activist was responsible for healthy care and both building homes and providing pensions to the elderly. She led a successful campaign for women’s suffrage as president of the Agrupación Radial union in 1944 on the strength of her acting career. For 10 points—name this second wife of the man who, from 1946 to 1955, ruled Argentina

ANSWER: Maria Eva Duarte de Perón [accept Evita Perón; prompt on Perón]

26. TOSSUP. Found only in the lowland rain forests of central Congo, they feed mostly in trees. Prior to 1933, they had been classified as a subspecies of the chimpanzee, but while they resemble that animal both physically and in lifestyle, they are actually a distinct species ranking just behind the chimp in similarity to humans. For 10 points—name these great apes with an often-studied sexual drive.

ANSWER: bonobos

27. TOSSUP. His later works included Thomas Cole’s funeral oration, the manual Lectures on Poetry and a forty-nine year term as editor-in-chief of the New York Evening Post. His major poems can be considered his early works as all were published before he turned 21. For 10 points—name this poet of “The Yellow Violet,” “To A Waterfowl,” and “Thanatopsis.”

ANSWER: William Cullen Bryant
28. TOSSUP. It outlines a complete philosophy from first causes, beginning with the first chapter, “Of Sense.” Divided into four sections, “Of Man,” “Of Commonwealth,” “Of a Christian Commonwealth,” and “Of the Kingdom of Darkness,” it proposes that the unrestrained state of nature causes a life which is “solitary, poor, nasty, brutish, and short.” For 10 points—name this 1651 treatise by Thomas Hobbes.

ANSWER: Leviathan or The Matter, Form and Power of a Commonwealth, Ecclesiastical and Civil
The regular match ends here. Check the score. If the score is not tied, the match is over. If there is a tie, do not allow teams or coaches to leave the room. Ask for substitutions for the tiebreaker and send one staffer to tournament headquarters for tiebreaker questions. No further substitutions are allowed at any point after the tiebreaker begins.

S1. BONUS. Given a description of recent events involving the Confederate flag, name the Southern state in which they occurred for 10 points each.

[10] In 2001, voters approved keeping the Confederate flag as a canton on this state’s flag.

ANSWER: Mississippi
[10] This state moved the Confederate emblem to a small row of historical flags and made the state seal the largest element of its new flag, adopted in January 2001.

ANSWER: Georgia
[10] In July 2000, this state moved the Confederate flag off its capitol dome and onto a “Confederate Soldier Monument.” In April 2002, a man dressed in a Santa suit was arrested while trying to tear the flag down.

ANSWER: South Carolina
S2. BONUS. Answer the following about the Battle of Lake Erie for 10 points per part.

[10] He oversaw the building of nine ships at Erie, Pennsylvania and led the American forces in the battle from aboard the U.S.S. Niagara.

ANSWER: Commodore Oliver Hazard Perry
[10] The British forces were led by this man, a veteran officer who had lost an arm fighting under Nelson at Trafalgar and lost his other arm at Lake Erie. His flagship was the H.M.S. Detroit.

ANSWER: Commander Robert Heriot Barclay
[10] The battle took place at this inlet in the coast of Ohio

ANSWER: Put-In Bay
S3. BONUS. At Columbia University in the 1920s, Franz Boas instructed several important female anthropologists. For 10 points each, name the Boas student who wrote these works.

[10] Sex and Temperament, Coming of Age in Samoa
ANSWER: Margaret Mead
[10] Patterns of Culture, The Chrysanthemum and the Sword, Zuni Mythology
ANSWER: Ruth Fulton Benedict
[10] Mules and Men, Tell My Horse
ANSWER: Zora Neale Hurston
S4. BONUS. Name these women from Greek mythology whose English names start with the same letter for 10 points each.

[10] After Hippolytus spurns her advances, she kills herself and leaves a note implicating Hippolytus to her husband Theseus.

ANSWER: Phaedra
[10] The daughter of Icarius and the nymph Periboea, she spends several years weaving and unweaving a shroud for her father-in-law Laertes.

ANSWER: Penelope

[10] This daughter of Demeter and Zeus spent six months on earth and six months in the underworld each year.

ANSWER: Persephone
S5. BONUS. Given its value, name the physical constant for 15 points each.

[15] 8.315 Joules per mole Kelvin
ANSWER: ideal gas constant [accept universal gas constant]
[15] 9.109 times 10^-31 kilograms
ANSWER: mass of the electron

S6. BONUS. Given an English monarch, name his royal house for 10 points each. All of these kings were the first English rulers from their respective houses.

[10] Stephen

ANSWER: Blois

[10] Henry VII

ANSWER: Tudor

[10] Henry II

ANSWER: Plantagenet
S7. BONUS. Answer the following about a novel for 15 points per part.

[15] Rex Mottram, Celia Mulcaster, and Samgrass are among the characters in this novel which follows the romantic and religious exploits of Sebastian Marchmain and Charles Ryder.

ANSWER: Brideshead Revisited
[15] This author of Brideshead Revisited also wrote Decline and Fall, A Handful of Dust, and Scoop.

ANSWER: Evelyn Arthur Saint John Waugh
S8. BONUS. Give these terms from biology for 10 points each.

[10] Actually 25 hours long in humans, these cycles are reset by light.

ANSWER: circadian rhythms

[10] Trematoda, turbellaria, cestoda, monogenea, and aspidocotylea are the five classes within this phylum.

ANSWER: flatworm [or platyhelmenthes]

[10] This describes any hormone-caused action upon the cell which secreted the hormone.

ANSWER: autocrine
S9. BONUS. Answer the following about the NFL’s upcoming realignment for 10 points each.

[10] Houston, Jacksonville, Indianapolis, and Tennessee will form this new division.

ANSWER: American Football Conference South [prompt on partial answer]

[10] This team will return to the NFC after a twenty-three year absence.

ANSWER: Seattle Seahawks [accept Seahawks]

[10] Finally, how many NFL teams are there?

ANSWER: 32
S10. BONUS. Given works, name these American authors of the late nineteenth century for 10 points each.

[10] “The Bride Comes to Yellow Sky” and “The Open Boat”

ANSWER: Stephen Crane
[10] “Tennessee’s Partner” and “The Outcasts of Poker Flat”

ANSWER: Bret Harte
[10] The Country of the Pointed Firs and “The White Heron”

ANSWER: Sarah Orne Jewett
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
