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RELATED TOSSUP/BONUS

1. TOSSUP. Founded by Robert Noyce and Gordon Moore as N.M. Electronics, this company was renamed when Andrew Grove came on board. It has since released a product whose name reflects the concept of going one step beyond the 80-486 chip. For 10 points—name this corporation, the world’s largest semiconductor manufacturer and the creator of Pentium chips.

ANSWER: Intel Corporation

BONUS. Intel is headquartered in Santa Clara, California, which is also the home of the 2001 NCAA women’s soccer champions. Answer these questions on NCAA women’s soccer for 10 points each.

[10] Santa Clara won 1-0, denying this team, coached by Anson Dorrance, from winning its eighteenth national championship in twenty-two years.

ANSWER: The University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill

[10] The 2001 NCAA women’s soccer Final Four occurred in Gerald J. Ford Stadium at this Dallas college campus.

ANSWER: Southern Methodist University [accept SMU]
2. TOSSUP. The 260 species of this group of animal can be separated into six classes. Didelphids and caenolestids generally live on the American continents while phalangers, dasyurids, and permelids are found in New Guinea and Australia. For 10 points—name this group of animals whose species include the cuscus, the koala, and the kangaroo.

ANSWER: marsupials

BONUS. Name these animals of Australia for ten points each.

[10] This monotreme looks like a beaver with a duck’s beak.

ANSWER: duck-billed platypus [or ornithorhynchus anatinus]
[10] Considered the world’s largest kingfisher at about eighteen inches long, it doesn’t eat fish, but it hunts snakes by picking them up and dropping them from a high altitude.

ANSWER: kookaburra [or laughing jackass; or dacelo gigas]

3. TOSSUP. In May 2002, Ronald Kessler fingered W. Mark Felt as this individual just a month before the June 17 release of an e-book on the subject. The only person explicitly ruled out by those who know for sure is Alexander Haig. Historians maintain that the only possibilities are former FBI director L. Patrick Gray and e-book author John Dean himself. For 10 points—identify this two-word phrase denoting the inside source which confirmed Woodward and Bernstein’s information during the Watergate investigation.

ANSWER: Deep Throat
BONUS. Answer the following about Richard Nixon’s early career for 10 points each.

[10] Nixon’s 1950 Senate campaign constantly used this two-word phrase to refer to opponent Helen Douglas, who supposedly held communist sympathies.

ANSWER: “Pink Lady”

[10] In 1952, Nixon responded to charges of a secret slush fund by appearing on television and explaining that he had received one personal gift—this cocker spaniel for his children.

ANSWER: Checkers
4. TOSSUP. His recent works have focused on the waning days of the great American middle-aged male, while his earlier works discussed the American Jewish experience. Some of his characters share his name and many reflect events of his life as filtered through his altar-ego, narrator Nathan Zuckerman.  For 10 points—identify this author of such works as The Great American Novel, Goodbye Columbus, and Portnoy’s Complaint.

ANSWER: Philip Milton Roth
BONUS. Identify the authors of these twentieth-century American novels for 10 points each.

[10] The Ballad of the Sad Cafe
ANSWER: Carson Smith McCullers
[10] Uncle Tom’s Children
ANSWER: Richard Nathaniel Wright
5. TOSSUP. In this type of market, a firm’s demand curve is not perfectly elastic and a firm must lower price to raise marginal revenue. Thus, they are sometimes created by the government even though the firm can set the price to the maximum profit level without regard to competition. For 10 points—name this market structure with only one seller.

ANSWER: monopoly
BONUS. Name these other market structures for 10 points each.

[10] These have so few producers that the actions of one affect others, and nonprice factors form the basis of competition. In the United States, auto manufacturing and airline tickets form this kind of market..

ANSWER: oligopoly

[10] A small town in which there is only one employer is an example of this type of market, in which there is only a single buyer, so prices are lower than elsewhere.

ANSWER: monopsony

6. TOSSUP. The first woman to appear on a U.S. postage stamp, she revived the medieval hermandades police forces in order to control rebellious Castilian nobles. The mother of Henry VIII’s first wife, Catherine of Aragon, she oversaw the expulsion of Muslims and Jews from her country. For 10 points—name this Spanish queen who sponsored Columbus along with her husband Ferdinand.

ANSWER: Isabella I [prompt on Isabella; accept Isabella of Castile and Aragon; accept Isabella the Catholic]

BONUS. Name these other wives of Henry VIII for 10 points each.

[10] Henry had Edward VI by this woman, whom he married 10 days after Anne Boleyn was beheaded for adultery in 1536. 

ANSWER: Jane Seymour [prompt on Jane]

[ 10] Henry found this fourth wife dull and unattractive, so he divorced her within a year of their 1540 marriage and executed Thomas Cromwell, who had arranged the union.

ANSWER: Anne of Cleves [prompt on Anne]

7. TOSSUP. The son of Lord Auchinleck, this hypochondriac declined a law career in order to write An Account of Corsica and Journal of a Tour of the Hebrides. The trip which inspired the latter work was taken with a certain companion, whom he met in a bookshop in 1763. For 10 points—name this renowned biographer, author of the Life of Samuel Johnson.

ANSWER: James Boswell
BONUS. Answer the following about hypochondria for 10 points each.

[10] This eponymous syndrome is commonly associated and confused with hypochondria, but its sufferers may sometimes inflict harm upon themselves so that medical attention is required.

ANSWER: Munchausen syndrome

[10] This politician once said of his opponents: “They have formed their own 4-H club: the hopeless, hysterical hypochondriacs of history.” As a result of bribes accepted while governor of Maryland, he was forced to resign the Vice-Presidency under Nixon.

ANSWER: Spiro Theodore Agnew
8. TOSSUP. They once tried to help their friend Ugly Bob but ended up leaving a grocery bag on Bob’s head. In the same episode, they saved Canada from Saddam Hussein, but later, they were indirectly responsible for endangering their native land when the United States declared war. That was because the pernicious influence of their hit movie led to foul language among the children of South Park. For 10 points—name this duo of cartoon stars noted for lowbrow humor.

ANSWER: Terrance and Phillip
BONUS. Answer the following about Terences in literature for 10 points each.

[10] The Roman playwright Terence greatly inspired this French author of The School for Wives, Tartuffe, and The Hypocrite.
ANSWER: Moliere [or Jean Baptiste Poquelin]

[10] This British poet wrote the lines “Terence, this is stupid stuff/You eat your victuals fast enough;/ There can't be much amiss, ‘tis clear,/To see the rate you drink your beer.”

ANSWER: Alfred Edward Housman
9. TOSSUP. It says that the radius vector, a straight line from the center of a planet to the center of the sun, covers the same area in any two equally long durations of time regardless of the relative locations of the planet in an orbit during those durations. From that fact, one can conclude that planets move faster when they are closer to the sun than when they are further away. For 10 points—name this member of a set of three laws of planetary motion.

ANSWER: Kepler’s second law of planetary motion [prompt on partial answer]

BONUS. For 10 points each, name these astronomers.

[10] Kepler derived his three laws from data collected by this false-nosed astronomer.

ANSWER: Tyco Brahe
[10] This Italian astronomer called the peculiar markings which he found on the planet of Mars in 1877 canali.

ANSWER: Giovanni Virginio Schiaparelli
10. TOSSUP. It consists of three groups, the Line Islands, the Phoenix Islands, and the Gilbert Islands; the latter was the name of this country when it was a British protectorate. A 1995 law moving the International Date Line to its east enabled it to become the first country to welcome the new millennium. For 10 points—name this Pacific island state whose capital, located on Tarawa atoll, is Bairiki.

ANSWER: Republic of Kiribati (pronounced either phonetically or as “KEER-uh-bahs”) [or Ribaberikin Kiribati]

BONUS. Identify these other Pacific island countries for 10 points each.

[10] Consisting of the Ralik and Ratak chains, it was a site of U.S. nuclear testing until 1958 and was admitted to the U.N. in 1991.

ANSWER: Marshall Islands
[10] Lying northeast of Australia, it includes Guadalcanal and San Cristóbal. Attaining full independence in 1978, it has had repeated border disputes with Papua New Guinea.

ANSWER: Solomon Islands
The related/tossup bonus phase ends here. Check the score and ask for substitutions. Once substitutions are complete, hand out a copy of the category quiz topic list to each team.
CATEGORY QUIZ TOSSUPS

Upon getting a tossup correct, the team chooses its one-answer 15-point bonus question from the topic list.  Once a topic is chosen, it cannot be selected again.

11. TOSSUP. It appears in Euclid’s algorithm for finding the least common denominator of two numbers. Its square is one greater than it, and it’s the ratio of the circumradius of a decagon to the length of the side. It is also found in the chambers of the nautilus and the proportions of the Parthenon. For 10 points—identify this proportion, equal to approximately 1.618.

ANSWER: golden ratio [or golden mean; prompt on 1.618 or equivalents before it is mentioned]

12. TOSSUP. While in prison, he met the writer Rustichello, to whom he dictated his memoirs. The resultant book, Divisament dou monde, is sometimes called Il milione due to its great number of falsehoods. He spent three years as the governor of Yangzhou and became the first European to cross the Gobi Desert. For 10 points—name this Venetian nobleman who journeyed to the court of Kublai Khan.

ANSWER: Marco Polo
13. TOSSUP. As a result of her first album, Magic, she was invited to represent Colombia at the 1990 Festival OTI in Spain, but she couldn’t go because she was not yet sixteen. So, she produced a second album, Peligro, and became an international sensation with Pies Descalzos. For 10 points—name this Latino pop star whose first name comes from the Arabic for “woman full of grace,” the singer of “Ojos Así.”

ANSWER: Shakira Isabel Mebarak Ripoll

14. TOSSUP. Herbal medicines containing horse chestnut are advertised to people suffering from this condition as an alternative to injections of hypertonic salt solution known as sclerotherapy. For 10 points—name this disease in which veins become twisted and enlarged because of an inability to return blood to the heart effectively.

ANSWER: varicose veins [prompt on spider veins]

15. TOSSUP. Its power was initially quite limited, as the governor could veto any of its legislation and it had no override power. Two members were elected from each county, and it eventually challenged the governor’s power, helping to spur the Revolution. For 10 points—name this first legislature in the colonies, established in 1619 in Virginia.

ANSWER: House of Burgesses
16. TOSSUP. Oswald Spengler, in The Decline of the West, sought to prove that this philosophy was a conspicuous feature of collapsing civilizations. It was popular in Russia during the mid-nineteenth century, in a form which held that society could not be redeemed and must be rebuilt after total destruction. For 10 points—name this school of philosophy whose chief proponent was Friedrich Nietzsche, named after the Latin for “nothing.”

ANSWER: nihilism
17. TOSSUP. Representing the change in energy of a system at constant temperature and constant pressure, thermodynamic systems will exhibit a spontaneous change only if this quantity decreases during the process. It can be calculated from the internal energy by adding the product of pressure and volume and subtracting the product of temperature and entropy. For 10 points—identify this type of energy, named after an American physicist.
ANSWER: Gibbs free energy [prompt on free energy]


18. TOSSUP. The wife of Simon de’Bardi, she met her greatest admirer only twice and died at the age of twenty-four. Her death was lamented in La Vita Nuova, whose author later wrote of an encounter with her in paradise, where she serves as a guide. For 10 points—name this love of Dante Aligheri.

ANSWER: Beatrice Portinari [accept Bice Portinari]
The category quiz phase ends here. Check the score and ask for substitutions. Once substitutions are complete, begin the stretch round

American Geography: Things in Texas

Located entirely in Brewster County, its highest point, at 7825 feet, is Emory Peak in the Chisos Mountains. For 15 points—name this national park in southwest Texas, named for a contortion of the Rio Grande.

ANSWER: Big Bend National Park

American Literature: Symbolism

Captains, engineers, geologists, and chemists are among the professions mentioned in this poem, which states that the poet “shall double the cape of Good Hope to some purpose.” Its final line directs the poet’s soul: “O farther, farther, farther sail!” as it continues its metaphorical journey onwards to death. For 15 points—name this ten-section Walt Whitman poem which, except for the absence of a leading article, shares its title with an E. M. Forster novel.
ANSWER: “Passage to India”

Biological Science: It Does a Body Good?
In the 1940s, William H. Sheldon identified three basic somatypes, or body shapes, in The Varieties of Human Physique. One corresponds to thin, small builds; a second to larger, more muscular builds; and the third refers to so-called “soft” bodies. For 15 points—give the name for any one of these three body types.

ANSWER: ectomorph or mesomorph or endomorph [accept word forms]

Current Events: Failed Business Deals

CEO Rakesh Gangwal stepped down in November 2001 a month before this company dissolved the low-cost Metrojet division. Currently, it is attempting to revitalize the Potomac Air division and cut costs after a failed takeover attempt. For 15 points—name this major carrier trying to stave off bankruptcy after the fizzling of a merger with United.

ANSWER: US Airways 

Fine Arts: Slow Pirouette to China

The 2001-2002 season marked its first-ever visit to China. Since 1939, it has commissioned works by all of Balanchine, Tudor, Tharp, DeMille, and Robins. Mikhail Baryshnikov became artistic director in 1980, and Kevin McKenzie held that position since 1992. For 10 points—name this ballet company, based in the Metropolitan Opera House.

ANSWER: American Ballet Theatre

General Knowledge: Access Denied

Techniques to setting up this system include packet filtering, application gateways, circuit-level gateways, and proxy servers. For 15 points—what term describes such a hardware or software interface designed to prevent unauthorized Internet users from accessing private intranets and other networks?

ANSWER: firewall
Mathematics: Chocolate-Dipped Conics

Pencil and paper ready. You will have ten seconds. An ellipse has a major axis of length 8 and a minor axis of length 5. For 15 points—expressed in terms of pi, what is the area of this ellipse?

ANSWER: 10 pi
Popular Culture: Streaks

Although they missed the playoffs from 1994 to 2001, this team won nineteen consecutive playoff series between 1980 and 1984. For 15 points—name this team which rode Michael Peca, Chris Osgood, and Alexei Yashin to the 2002 playoffs but was eliminated by the Toronto Maple Leafs.

ANSWER: New York Islanders [prompt on New York]

Social Science: Changing Majors

His application for graduate work in political science was rejected because he had not taken a course in psychology, leading to his research, an adaptation of Solomon Asch’s conformity experiments. For 15 points—identify this social scientist who concluded that roughly two-thirds of the population was willing to give intense electric shocks to innocent victims when ordered by an authority.

ANSWER: Stanley Milgram
World History: Long Intermissions

While it never formally dissolved, its last meeting was a diet [DEE-et] in 1669. After a feud with Waldemar IV, it signed the Treaty of Stralsund, securing its power in Scandinavia. Its chief members were Bremen, Lubeck, and Hamburg, and it was founded by merchants from Visby. For 15 points—name this German trade association.

ANSWER: Hanseatic League

STRETCH ROUND TOSSUPS

19. TOSSUP. In this process, malate and isocitrate are stored and used to fuel photosynthesis during the day. It prevents water loss from the opening of stomata by succulent plants in arid regions. For 10 points—name this process which allows carbon dioxide uptake to take place at night.

ANSWER: Crassulacean Acid Metabolism

20. TOSSUP. A diabetic, he was often showered with sugar packets during road games. He won the Hart Trophy three times and the Stanley Cup twice as leader of the “Broad Street Bullies” in the 1970s. For 10 points—name this former player and current general manager for the Philadelphia Flyers.

ANSWER: Bobby Clarke
21. TOSSUP. Also called Aeaea after the name of her island, she concocted a poisonous drug whose only antitode is moly, brought by Hermes. She purified Jason and Medea of Absyrtus’s murder before asking them to leave her island. For 10 points—name this enchantress who turned Odysseus’s shipmates into swine.

ANSWER: Circe
22. TOSSUP. This author of Mexico City Blues often used the alter ego Dulouz to represent his own excesses. After attending Columbia University on a football scholarship, he wrote such works as The Subterraneans, Desolation Angels, Big Sur, and Visions of Cody, which describes conversations with Neal Cassady. For 10 points—name this author of The Dharma Bums and the Beat mainstay On the Road.

ANSWER: Jack Kerouac
23. TOSSUP. Organic molecules on this satellite suggest that life might be possible despite the surface temperature of 94 degrees Kelvin. In 2004, the Huygens probe will land on this moon, providing the first photos of its surface. For 10 points—name this only satellite in the solar system with a significant atmosphere, the largest moon of Saturn.

ANSWER: Titan
24. TOSSUP. It started because soldiers were issued the Enfield rifle, which required soldiers to bite the ends off of lubricated cartridges in order to load the weapon. Some soldiers using these rifles believed that the grease used to lubricate them consisted of either pig or cow lard. Thus, loading the rifles would have meant religious transgression for Hindus and Muslims. For 10 points—thus began what 1857 mutiny against British rule in India?

ANSWER: Sepoy Mutiny

25. TOSSUP. The densest naturally-occurring element, it is only found in alloys in nature, although a pure isotope of it can be formed by decay of Rhenium-187. It is found in phonograph needles, and its tetroxide is useful in organic syntheses and as a stain in preparing microscope slides. For 10 points—identify this platinum-group element noted for having more oxidation states than any other.
ANSWER: osmium

26. TOSSUP. It premiered in 1877, but Marius Petipa’s revision, staged two years after the composer’s death, was more well-received and is the version usually performed today. In some performances, Rothbert vies with the Prince in battle for the heart of the princess. For 10 points—name this Tchaikovsky ballet, in which Siegfreid’s engagement to Odile causes Odette’s death. 

ANSWER: Swan Lake [or Le lac des cygnes; or Lebedinoye ozero]

27. TOSSUP. He was expected to continue his father’s prosperous business, but in 1206, a dream prompted him to renounce his worldly position and devote himself to repairing the church. One of his first religious actions was to care for a leper, and his order still values a simple life, poverty, and humility before God. For 10 points—name this canonized Italian monk, often pictured with birds and other small animals.

ANSWER: Saint Francis of Assisi [prompt on partial answer]

28. TOSSUP. Prior to 1992, it had weak enforcement provisions and placed the burden of proof on the complainant. However, after the Supreme Court ruling in Franklin v. Gwinnett County, it caused the decline in non-revenue sports such as wrestling. For 10 points—name this amendment to the 1972 Higher Education Act which requires institutions to allocate male and female sports according to the gender ratio of the entire student body.

ANSWER: Title IX
The regular match ends here. Check the score. If the score is not tied, the match is over. If there is a tie, do not allow teams or coaches to leave the room. Ask for substitutions for the tiebreaker and send one staffer to tournament headquarters for tiebreaker questions. No further substitutions are allowed at any point after the tiebreaker begins.

[10] Founded as the first secular city in the California territory in 1777, it was the first capital of that state, from 1849 to 1851.

ANSWER: San Jose
S2. BONUS. Answer the following about the architecture of airports for 10 points per part.

[10] This Finnish architect proposed the design of Washington, DC’s Dulles International Airport, whose roof describes a signature “swoop.”

ANSWER: Eero Saarinen
[10] This airport’s main feature is the futuristic, spiderlike “Theme Building,” whose Encounter Restaurant is seventy feet off the ground.

ANSWER: Los Angeles International Airport [accept LAX; prompt on Los Angeles]

[10] The Roissy airport in this European city features escalators which move through transparent glass tubes past plastic spheres displaying advertisements.

ANSWER: Paris
S3. BONUS. Name these countries in which ballot recounts have recently occurred for 15 points each.

[15] Socialists and Liberals won a majority in parliament over the Fidesz MDF alliance, though results for five contested seats were recounted after April 2002 elections. President Ferenc Madl will ask Peter Medgyessy to become Prime Minister.

ANSWER: Republic of Hungary [or Magyar Köztársaság]

[15] Challenger Marc Ravalomanana claimed that voter fraud prevented him from winning an outright majority over incumbent president Didier Ratsiraka, forcing a recount and threats of secession.

ANSWER: Republic of Madagascar [or Repoblika n`i Madagaskar]

S4. BONUS. Answer the following about biological tests for 10 points each.

[10] In this procedure, crystal violet adheres to the cell wall of fixed “positive” bacteria.

ANSWER: Gram’s stain [accept Gram’s reaction]

[10] Eighty-five percent of the population tests positive for this group of blood antigens, named for the animal in which they were discovered.

ANSWER: Rhesus factor

[10] A positive result from the Mantoux test indicates delayed hypersensitivity by the patient due to previous exposure to this bacteria.

ANSWER: mycobacterium tuberculosis
S5. BONUS. Name these acts from US history for 10 points each.

[10] This law authorized enforcement of the Eighteenth Amendment.

ANSWER: Volstead Act

[10] Also called the National Labor Relations Act, this 1935 law barred employers from interfering with the formation of unions.

ANSWER: Wagner Act

[10] This 1883 act guaranteed that citizens could compete for federal appointment on the basis of examinations as opposed to the spoils system.

ANSWER: Pendleton Civil Service Act

S6. BONUS. Answer the following about musical interpretations of a myth for 10 points per part.

[10] First, name the musician who attempted to retrieve his wife Eurydice from Hades.

ANSWER: Orpheus
[10] This composer of Alceste and Iphigenia in Taurus composed the landmark 1762 Orpheus and Eurydice.

ANSWER: Christoph Willibald von Gluck

[10] His 1858 Orpheus in the Underworld popularized the cancan.

ANSWER: Jacques Levy Offenbach
S7. BONUS. Answer the following about a 1759 novel for 10 points per part.

[10] This Voltaire title character is perpetually happy, reflected in the subtitle of the work in which he appears, “Optimism.”

ANSWER: Candide
[10] Candide’s teaher is this self-proclaimed “metaphysico-theologico-cosmolo-onigologist” who believes that “this is the best of all possible worlds.” He is a caricature Alexander Pope’s misinterpretation of the philosophy of Liebnitz.

ANSWER: Doctor Pangloss
[10] Candide loves this daughter of Baron Thunder-Ten-Tronckh, whose home is pillaged by Bulgarians.

ANSWER: Cunegonde
S8. BONUS. Give these terms from chemistry for 10 points each.

[10] This is any atom or functional group attached to a central atom. The term is commonly used to describe parts of a molecule in coordination chemistry.

ANSWER: ligand
[10] This is a compound containing central metallic atoms in a cyclic or ring structure.

ANSWER: chelate
[10] This is a ligand, such as the oxalate ion, which forms two bonds with a central atom.

ANSWER: bidentate
S9. BONUS. Some leaders just can't handle the deaths of close acquaintances. Name some of them for 10 points each.

 [10] Some sources report that he responded to the 324 BCE death of his lover Hephaestion by lying on top of the corpse for a full day and executing his doctor.

 ANSWER: Alexander the Great [accept Alexander III of Macedonia]

 [10] At the 1827 death of his mother Nandi, he banned agriculture and the drinking of milk from his kingdom, leading to the coup which caused his death.

 ANSWER: Shaka Zulu

 [10] After the death of her husband, Philip the Handsome, this mother of Charles V and Ferdinand I spent the last fifty years of her life mourning her husband, usually locked in a castle at Tordesillas.

 ANSWER: Joanna the Mad [or Juana la Loca] 

S10. BONUS. Identify these literary works which have recently been turned into operas by American composers, for 10 points each.

[10] André Previn declines to set to music the most famous quotation from this Tennessee Williams play, shouted from the bottom of a staircase in the Elysian Fields neighborhood of New Orleans.

ANSWER: A Streetcar Named Desire
[10] The death count in this Lowell Liebermann opera, based on an 1890 British novel, includes the actress Sibyl Vane, the artist Basil Hallward, and the title character, who dies after a stabbing.

ANSWER: The Picture of Dorian Grey

[10] Mark Adamo begins and ends his adaptation of this novel in the attic of an idealistic upstate New York printer; the main character rebuffs Laurie and flees to New York to pursue a budding career as a writer.

ANSWER: Little Women
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
