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RELATED TOSSUP/BONUS

1. TOSSUP. In this country’s north, the Tenne back the All People’s Congress, while the southern Mende support the People’s Party of president Ahmad Tejan Kabbah. The former Revolutionary United Front is attempting to become a legitimate political party as founder Foday Sankoh faces potential war crimes charges. For 10 points—name this West African nation whose decade-long civil war was fueled by its diamond wealth.

ANSWER: Republic of Sierra Leone

BONUS. In a neighbor of Sierra Leone, a former warlord won the 1997 presidential elections and is now fighting off an insurrection of his own.

[10/10] For 10 points each, name this U.S.-educated politician backed by Libya and opposed by Guinea and Sierra Leone, and name the country which he leads.

ANSWER: Charles Taylor; Republic of Liberia

2. TOSSUP. First issued in 1835 as a collection of 32 runos and later expanded to 50 runos in 1849, it is centered around three heroes: the sage-and-singer Vainamoinen, the smith Ilmarinen, and the adventurer Lemminkainen. For 10 points—name this poem compiled by Elias Lonnrot, the national epic of Finland.

ANSWER: The Kalevala

BONUS. One of the oldest works of literature in the world is a 3000 line epic poem composed orally in the third millennium BCE Mesopotamia. For 10 points each— 

[10] The epic centers on this king of Uruk.

ANSWER: Gilgamesh
[10] This beast-man is sent to kill Gilgamesh but becomes his companion in adventure.

ANSWER: Enkidu
[10] Enkidu’s death is decreed by this preeminent storm god.

ANSWER: Enlil

3. TOSSUP. After losing two fingers in the Battle of Tshushima Straits, he journeyed to the United States, where he attended Harvard and served as a naval attaché for three years. He was killed in the Solomon Islands by a 347th wing bombing raid in 1943, three years after bluntly telling the cabinet that his forces could hold off the Allies for no more than one year. For 10 points—name this Japanese admiral who planned the Pearl Harbor attack.

ANSWER: Yamamoto Isoroku [accept Isoroku Yamamoto; accept Sadayoshi Isoroku; accept Isoroku Sadayoshi; prompt on Isoroku]

BONUS. Identify these biological terms beginning with the letters “I-S-O” for 10 points each.

[10] This describes a solution surrounding a cell in which there is no net flux of water across the membrane.

ANSWER: iso-osmotic [or isotonic]
[10] This essential amino acid’s abbreviations are “I-L-E” and “I.”

ANSWER: isoleucine
4. TOSSUP. Organized in 1600, it grew from a spice-trading enterrise into a government after Robert Clive's victory at Plassey in 1757. It ruled until 1857, when the Crown to take control. For 10 points-name this corporation which controlled an Asian possession.

ANSWER: British East India Company [prompt on partial answer]

BONUS. Name these British ships for 10 points each.

[10] After chasing the Hannah, this ship commanded by William Dudington was set afire in 1763 off Rhode Island while attempting to enforce the Stamp Act.

ANSWER: HMS Gaspee
[10] Horatio Nelson died at the Battle of Trafalgar on board this ship.

ANSWER: HMS Victory
5. TOSSUP. It has many definitions, all of which involve the concept of dominance.  Immanuel Wallerstein calls it necessarily temporary and defines it as dominance of production, commerce, and finance. Antonio Gramsci applied it to classes, but it usually applies to countries. For 10 points—give this term, from the Greek for “to lead,” referring to ultimate control of one entity by another.

ANSWER: hegemony
BONUS. Answer these questions about political philosophies for 10 points each.

[10] Then name of this ideology is taken from the axe and reeds carried by Roman consults. It features rule by a small, non-hereditary group acting in the public interest.

ANSWER: fascism

[10] This is when an ethnically homogenous state claims responsibility over other members of its ethnic group in bordering states.

ANSWER: irredentism
6. TOSSUP. It was the first selective serotonin uptake inhibitor marketed by Eli Lilly. As Serafem, it is prescribed to help women suffering from a serious form of premenstrual syndrome.  First used in Belgium in 1986, the patent for its most prescribed brand name is now expired. For 10 points—give the trade name for fluoxetine, a popular anti-depression drug.

ANSWER: Prozac [accept fluoxetine before it is mentioned]

BONUS. Answer the following about lilies for 10 points each.

[10] Late in life, Claude Monet became preoccupied with painting water lilies in a Japanese-style garden in this small French village in Normandy.

ANSWER: Giverny

[10] Felix and Henriette have an affair in Lily of the Valley, the favorite creation of this author of Father Goriot and Cousin Bette.

ANSWER: Honoré de Balzac
7. TOSSUP. Taking units of joules per square meter, it results from discontinuity: while most molecules in a liquid are entirely surrounded by others, at interfaces they aren't, resulting in energy imbalances. It can be directly measured with a capillary tube, and explains why bubbles take spherical shapes: minimizing area minimizes energy. For 10 points—identify this property of fluids, because of which certain insects can "walk" on water.
ANSWER: surface tension
BONUS. Answer the following about forces between molecules for 10 points per part.
[10] This six-letter term generally describes an attraction or interaction between two equal and opposite forces which do not share the same center.
ANSWER: dipole
[10] Named for a Dutch physicist who used them to describe the thermodynamic behavior of real gases, these weak electric forces attract neutral atoms to one another, requiring the existence of an exclusion volume in the equation of state.
ANSWER: van der Waals forces

8. TOSSUP. Each of its chapters begins with excerpts from the title character’s calendar. Inspired by news accounts of the Tocci brothers, it takes place in Dawson’s Landing, Missouri, home of the slave Roxanna and Percy Driscoll, who become the parents of Tom and Chambers, respectively. For 10 points—name this novel of fingerprints and mistaken identity by Mark Twain. 

ANSWER: The Tragedy of Pudd’nhead Wilson
BONUS. Name the authors of these other novels published in the 1890s for 10 points each.

[10] Maggie: A Girl of the Streets

ANSWER: Stephen Crane
[10] How the Other Half Lives

ANSWER: Jacob Riis
9. TOSSUP. Six of his piano concertos are based on works of Antonio Vivaldi and Marcello Benedetto. His Christmas Oratorio is composed of six parts, each to be performed on the day of the calendar which it commemorates. He wrote five settings of the “Sanctus,” which does not appear in four of his masses but does appear in the Mass in B minor. For 10 points—identify this German baroque composer of The Art of the Fugue, The Well-Tempered Clavier, and the Brandenburg Concertos.

ANSWER: Johann Sebastian Bach [prompt on partial answer]

BONUS. Answer the following about another “borrowed” theme for 10 points per part.

[10] The finale of this 1823 anti-war Beethoven work includes a direct, intentional quotation of “and He shall reign” from the Hallelujah Chorus of Handel’s Messiah.

ANSWER: Missa solemnis [accept Mass in D major]

[10] That same year, Beethoven completed the Ninth Symphony, which concludes by setting this German author’s “Ode to Joy” to music.

ANSWER: Johann Christoph Friedrich von Schiller
10. TOSSUP. The current version of it differs from the original in the addition of the Filioque clause, which acknowledges belief in the Holy Spirit. Written to counter Arianism, it put forth the “consubstantalist” view that God and Jesus were of the same substance. For 10 points—name this profession of faith, adopted at a conference in 325.

ANSWER: Nicene Creed [accept Niceno-Constantinopolitan Creed; accept Constantinopolitan Creed]

BONUS. Roman Catholic parishioners generally recite The Nicene Creed on Sunday.  Identify these other parts of the Mass for 10 points each.

[10] After the gospel reading and before the profession of faith comes this part of the service, in which the priest speaks to the people, generally focusing on that day’s scriptures.

Answer: homily
[10] Following the sign of peace and preceding communion, this text is read or sung. In the Latin Mass, it is known as the Agnus Dei.

ANSWER: “Lamb of God”

The related/tossup bonus phase ends here. Check the score and ask for substitutions. Once substitutions are complete, hand out a copy of the category quiz topic list to each team.
CATEGORY QUIZ TOSSUPS

Upon getting a tossup correct, the team chooses its one-answer 15-point bonus question from the topic list.  Once a topic is chosen, it cannot be selected again.

11. TOSSUP. Basal bodies are a specialized form of these structures, which anchor cilla and flagella to the cell membrane. Ordinary versions consist of nine triplet microtubules, lie at right angles to each other within the cell and serve as a spindle to direct chromosomes during cell division. For 10 points—name these components of the cytoskeleton.

ANSWER: centriole
12. TOSSUP. This author’s first published collection, 1941’s A Curtain of Green, contained a story called “Why I Live at the P.O.” about the tumultuous events surrounding a Mississippi family on the Fourth of July. The story inspired Steve Dorner to name an e-mail client in tribute to her. For 10 points—name this author of The Optimist’s Daughter and Delta Wedding.

ANSWER: Eudora Welty
13. TOSSUP. Generals China and Dedak Kimathi were captured and charged with leading it. Instigated by members of the Kikuyu tribe, it first targeted native loyalists, then English settlers themselves. For 10 points—name this 1956 rebellion in Kenya.

ANSWER: Mau Mau Rebellion

14. TOSSUP. He broke Joe Adcock’s record for total bases in a game on May 23, 2002, when he became only the fifteenth player to achieve a feat just one week after the fourteenth. For 10 points—name this L.A. Dodger who followed Mike Cameron’s lead by belting four home runs in one game.

ANSWER: Shawn Green
15. TOSSUP. It was described at the Democratic national convention in Atlantic City as “a place where men are more concerned with the quality of their goals than the quantity of their goods.” For 10 points—name this broad program which included the National School Lunch Act and Head Start, the name given to the social platform of Lyndon Johnson.

ANSWER: The Great Society

16. TOSSUP. At room temperature, 999 out of 1000 molecules of it exist in the so-called “chair configuration,” while the “boat” configuration is observed only at higher temperatures. Substituents on its ring structure, such as methyl or tert-butyl groups, are more stable on the equatorial plane rather than on one of the axial positions. For 10 points—identify this class of compounds containing non-aromatic six-membered rings.

ANSWER: cyclohexanes

17. TOSSUP. It contains the cities of Bar and Cetinje and the western part of Lake Scutari. Its largest city and capital, located at the confluence of the Ribnica and Moraca rivers, is Podgorica. Independent as a kingdom under Nicholas I from 1910 to 1918, its residents voted against resuming independence in a 1992 plebiscite. For 10 points—name this only member, besides Serbia, of the Federal Republic of Yugoslavia.

ANSWER: Montenegro [prompt on Federal Republic of Yugoslavia before “Ribnica”]

18. TOSSUP. The French and Italian word for it comes from the Latin forma or Greek phormus, also the source of the more mundane English “from.” Both refer to the basket or box used to create its shape. The German and Spanish words for it come from the Latin caseus, which denotes the food itself. For 10 points—name this item also called formagio and queso.

ANSWER: cheese

The category quiz phase ends here. Check the score and ask for substitutions. Once substitutions are complete, begin the stretch round

American History: Stranger Than Mike Tyson’s Press Conferences

He led a faction called the Liberal Republicans against Ulysses Grant, leading to his nomination for President by the Democrats on a ticket with Benjamin Gratz in 1872. For 15 points—name this founding editor of the New York Tribune.

ANSWER: Horace Greeley
American Literature: Older Than Igor Larionov

Poems in this collection include “Contemplations,” “Four Elements,” “Four Ages of Men,” and “A Dialogue between Old England and New.” For 15 points—name this 1650 volume of poems written in North America by Anne Bradstreet.

ANSWER: The Tenth Muse Lately Sprung Up in America
Biological Sciences: Much Better Defense Than the Colorado Avalanche

Produced by bacteria, they cleave DNA at specific sites along the molecule. In the bacterial cell, they act on foreign DNA, thus eliminating infectious organisms. For 15 points—identify this type of enzyme, used by bacteria to defend against phages.

ANSWER: restriction enzyme [or restriction endonuclease]

Current Events: Not As Good as Being Tiger Woods

He called John McCain a “pork enabler” and a “press release tiger” in fighting wasteful government spending. A staffer for Senator Pete Domenici, he addressed his missive to the Senate Budget Committee. For 15 points—identify either him or his pen name.

ANSWER: Winslow Wheeler [or Spartacus]

Mathematics: Less of a Sport Than Figure Skating

A standard dominoes set contains twenty-eight tiles, each of which contains all possible pairings of zero to six pips exactly once. For 15 points—how many pips appear in a complete dominoes set? You have twenty seconds.

ANSWER: 168

[each number appears eight times, and 8(0+1+2+3+4+5+6) = 168]

Physical Sciences: A More Important Bet Than The Belmont

They were the subject of a bet that Kip Thorne and John Preskill won when Choptuik solutions forced Stephen Hawking to admit that they could exist, contradicting the Cosmic Censorship Hypothesis. For 15 points—name this kind of singularity which exists outside of a black hole.

ANSWER: naked singularity
Popular Culture: Quicker Than Ichiro

Anecdotes include a dinner at Rao’s with both Ralph Branca and Bobby Thomson, and an account of the seventh game of the 1960 World Series, attended by the author with Lenny Bruce.  It follows the author from Freeport, New York to Cornell and ESPN. For 15 points—name this memoir by the late Dick Schaap.

ANSWER: Flashing Before My Eyes
Religion, Mythology, and Philosophy: Deeper Than Phil Jackson

It is structured in parts containing definitions to help the reader along. Titles include “Of God”, “Of the Nature and Origin of the Mind”, and “Of Human Bondage.” For 15 points—name this 1677 work by Baruch Spinoza.

ANSWER: Ethics
Social Science: More Legal Headaches Than Revenue Sharing

The plaintiff, a South Carolinian, sued the defendant for failing to pay him for goods purchased during the Revolutionary War. This 1793 decision held that cases against states must be tried in federal court. For 15 points—name this case which led to a ban on private lawsuits against states in the Eleventh Amendment.

ANSWER: Chisholm v. Georgia

World Literature: Sleeping More Than French Soccer Players

It begins with a quotation from William Wordsworth’s poem “Michael,” reflecting upon the idea that a child can make a difference in an empty or sterile environment. Such is the case when the title character is redeemed by the introduction of Eppie asleep in his cottage in Raveloe. For 15 points—name this 1861 novel by George Eliot. 
ANSWER: Silas Marner, the Weaver of Raveloe

STRETCH ROUND TOSSUPS

19. TOSSUP. On each of his palms he bears the brand of a heron, and on each of his arms is visible the image of a dragon that appeared there by magic in the city of Rhiudean (REE-yoo-DEEN). He may be the reincarnation of Lews Therin Telamonm, or he may just be insane.  For 10 points—name this friend of Mat Cauthon and Perrin Aybara, the main protagonist of Robert Jordan’s The Wheel of Time. 

ANSWER: Rand al’Thor [prompt on al’Thor]

20. TOSSUP. His namesake frequency is given by dividing a particle's energy by Planck's constant, while his namesake wavelength is calculated by dividing the particle's momentum into Planck's constant. These latter numbers, however, tend to be so small for ordinary matter--on the order of 10 to the -30 meters or less--that they are unobservable in macroscopic real-world situations. For 10 points—name this physicist best known for postulating the wave-particle duality of nature.

ANSWER: Louis(-Victor-Pierre-Raymond, 7e duc) de Broglie
21. TOSSUP. The daughter of Mutto, her Tyrian name was Elissa. When her brother Pygmalion assassinated her uncle Sicharbas, she fled to Cyprus and then Africa. She found a horse’s head in the ground and decided to build a city on that spot but was continually pursued for marriage by neighboring king Iarbas. For 10 points—name this sister of Anna who immolated herself after the departure of Aeneas from Carthage.

ANSWER: Dido
22. TOSSUP. He once worked for a rich and handsome man who used his looks to sway the jury in a court case. He was sentenced to twice the jail time of his good-looking employer before escaping from prison and making a great deal of money in Australia. With his money, he helped Philip Pirrip go to London and become a gentleman. For 10 points—name this convict from Great Expectations. 

ANSWER: Abel Magwitch
23. TOSSUP. In June 2002, Montana Republican Conrad Burns reversed his earlier stance and recommended that the Department of Commerce renew this body's contract. Earlier, Burns had suggested that the U.S. government retake the control ceded to this body in 1998, as its chairman, Stuart Lynn, failed to satisfactorily explain its plan for increasing openness and ratifying formal contracts with volunteers and registrars. For 10 points—name this nonprofit corporation which oversees the allocation of domain names.

 ANSWER: International Corporation for Assigned Names and Numbers
24. TOSSUP. “You have taken off silk and put on khaki.  You have a debt to democracy and a date with destiny,” said Oveta Culp Hobby, the first leader of this group, in 1942. A year later, as a result of bills introduced by Congresswoman Edith Rogers, it became part of the army and Hobby was given the rank of Colonel. For 10 points—name this organization which oversaw female soldiers until the 1978 gender integration of the Army.

ANSWER: Women’s Army Corps 

25. TOSSUP. He was recruited by a Major Tankosic and was only able to perform his deed because the victim’s car took a wrong turn. Because of disputes over his age, he was given a sentence of twenty years rather than the death penalty, and he died of tuberculosis in the same year that the war he helped to start ended. For 10 points—name this man who assassinated Franz Ferdinand.

ANSWER: Gavrilo Princip
26. TOSSUP. Its three types are broad, narrow, and pop. “Broad” study general behavioral tendencies present in animals and humans. “Narrow” is based on evolutionary theory and focuses on genetic aspects of behavior, rejecting cultural influences. The “pop” type uses the arguments of the narrow type and relates the evolutionary theory to human nature. For 10 points—name this approach which treats genetics as the sole factor responsible for behavior in humans and animals, first explained in a namesake work by E.O. Wilson.

ANSWER: sociobiology
27. TOSSUP. He claimed that his paintings were inspired by military service in Mexico, but he actually had an unremarkable military career and drew inspiration from zoos around Paris. His series of jungle paintings includes The Dream and Surprised! Tropical Storm With a Tiger, while his nickname refers to his post-military employment in a customs office. For 10 points—name these “naïve painter” of The Football Players and The Sleeping Gypsy.

ANSWER: Henri Rousseau [accept Le Douanier]

28. TOSSUP. One of the title characters, a doctor, is saved from death in a massacre because he is stained with an antiseptic that looks like blood. He also has the most sensitive nose in history, and, after hitting his head twice, finds that he can read the minds of the one thousand others like him. For 10 points—Saleem Sinai is the protagonist of what novel, named for those born during the first hour of India’s independence, by Salman Rushdie?

ANSWER: Midnight’s Children [prompt on Saleem Sinai before he is mentioned]
The regular match ends here. Check the score. If the score is not tied, the match is over. If there is a tie, do not allow teams or coaches to leave the room. Ask for substitutions for the tiebreaker and send one staffer to tournament headquarters for tiebreaker questions. No further substitutions are allowed at any point after the tiebreaker begins.

S1. BONUS. Give these whimsical names from physics for 10 points each.

[10] Murray Gell-Mann proposed the conservation of this quantum number, the counterpart of charm, for interactions involving the third-discovered quark.

ANSWER: strangeness [or xenicity]

[10] George Zweig theorized quarks at the same time as Gell-Mann but referred to them as what?

ANSWER: aces

[10] Used to measure very small magnetic fields, these quantum particles are big enough to hold in the palm of the hand and are composed of several Josephson junctions.

ANSWER: Superconducting QUantum Interference Devices

S2. BONUS. The Federal Reserve sets the value of three key interest rates in banking in order to influence the economy. Given a description, name the rate for 10 points each.

[10] This is the interest rate on overnight loans from one bank to another of cash held at Federal Reserve banks, which is the most common type of interbank transaction under the Fed’s purview. Thus, this rate is the most frequently changed of the three.

ANSWER: federal funds rate

[10] When a bank is in danger of becoming insolvent or running out of cash, it can borrow money from the Federal Reserve at this interest rate. Because most banks avoid borrowing from the Fed, this rate has the least effect on the system.

ANSWER: discount rate

[10] With a potent effect on the amount of cash available but a slow implementation time, this rate, which determines what percentage of a bank’s assets must be kept as cash, is rarely changed.

ANSWER: required reserve ratio

S3. BONUS. Name these mysteriously related American authors for 10 points each.

[10] Born William Sydney Porter, he began writing while imprisoned for embezzlement in Ohio.

ANSWER: O. Henry
[10] He wrote The Bostonians, Daisy Miller, The Ambassadors, and Portrait of a Lady.

ANSWER: Henry James [prompt on James]

[10] He wrote A Death in the Family and Permit Me Voyage on his own and captioned Walker Evans’s photographs in Let Us Now Praise Famous Men.

ANSWER: James Agee
S4. BONUS. Answer the following about current events in Colombia for 10 points per part.

[10] Manuel Marulanda leads this left-wing terrorist group, whose campaign of bombings and kidnappings was the central issue of the recent presidential election.

ANSWER: Fuerzas Armadas Revolucioarios de Colombia [or Revolutionary Armed Forces of Colombia]

[10] This outgoing president failed to negotiate a peaceful end to the FARC crisis.

ANSWER: Andres Pastrana Arango

[10] Elected in May 2002 to succeed Pastrana, he promises to take a hard line towards the militants.

ANSWER: Alvaro Uribe Velez

S5. BONUS. Name these northern battles of the American Revolution for 10 points each.

[10] This series of fall 1777 engagements near Freedman’s Farm saw the forces of Horatio Gates defeat the British troops under John Burgoyne.

ANSWER: Battle of Saratoga
[10] At this creek on the Pennsylvania-Delaware border, the British won a September 1777 battle for access to Philadelphia.

ANSWER: Battle of Brandywine Creek

[10] At this settlement, now part of Philadelphia, Washington attacked William Howe’s forces a month after Brandywine Creek but failed to recapture Philadelphia due to fog.

ANSWER: Battle of Germantown
S6. BONUS. Pencil and paper ready. Beginning at zero, a particle moves along the number line with velocity sin t meters per second. For 10 points per answer— 

[10] What is the particle’s position at time t equals 2 pi? You have 10 seconds

ANSWER: zero

[10] At what two times during the first 2 pi seconds does the particle move the fastest? You have 20 seconds.

ANSWER: 1/2 pi seconds and 3/2 pi seconds [accept equivalents]

S7. BONUS. He was killed in a quarrel with Ingram Frizer over the settlement of a tavern bill.  For 10 points each— 

[10] Name this sixteenth-century English dramatist, author of Edward II.

ANSWER: Christopher Marlowe
[10] In this two-part Marlowe work, the title character is a Scythian shepherd who becomes a bandit and king of Persia.

ANSWER: Tamburlaine the Great

[10] In this Marlowe play, first performed in 1588, the title character sells his soul to the devil.

ANSWER: The Tragical History of Doctor Faustus
S8. BONUS. Identify these crusades for 10 points each.

[10] Richard the Lionhearted led forces against Saladin in such battles as Acre (Ah-KRAH) and Hattin.

ANSWER: Third Crusade

[10] Funded by Venice, this crusade looted Constantinople in 1204 and gave up on reaching the Middle East.

ANSWER: Fourth Crusade

[10] During the summer of 1212, this event led by Stephen and Nicholas ended up with most of its participants dead or enslaved.

ANSWER: Children’s Crusade

S9. BONUS. Identify these Beverly Cleary characters for 10 points each.

[10] Ramona Quimby’s older sister Beatrice is known by this nickname.

ANSWER: Beezus Quimby

[10] This male friend of Beezus builds a clubhouse and holds down a paper route.

ANSWER: Henry Huggins

[10] One book follows the adventures in a shopping center of this dog belonging to Henry.

ANSWER: Ribsy
S10. Name these Canadian mountains for 10 points apiece.

[10] More than 1000 members of the Huron tribe greeted Jacques Cartier upon his second voyage to the New World in 1536. Cartier gave this named to the site, and a nearby city’s name is derived from it.

ANSWER: Mont Royal
[10] Located in the center of the St. Elias Range in the Yukon Territory, it is Canada’s tallest mountain and the second-tallest in North America.

ANSWER: Mount Logan
[10] Rising in eastern British Columbia, this mountain, which overlooks Yellowhead Pass, is the tallest in the Canadian Rockies.

ANSWER: Mount Robson
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
