[10] Associated with Rudra, he is the “destroyer” in the Hindu trinity. His consort Parvati bore the elephant-headed god Ganesha.

 [10] One of the three original deities created at the beginning of Hindu myth, this chief Vedic deitym the god of storms and war, slew Vritra to restore order to the Earth.

 [10] This goddess of wealth and prosperity is generally invoked before beginning any sort of business venture. She is also the consort of Vishnu.
