The French lost at Metz and Sedan, Napoleon III was captured, and Paris was surrounded and held under siege for four months before the Commune government was crushed. For 10 points, name this war of 1870 to 1871 which helped Otto von Bismarck unify Germany.

[10] Lit from the upper right, this Caravaggio painting depicts Christ entering the home of Levi to summon an apostle.

ANSWER: The Calling of Saint Matthew
[10] This cleverly lit and raised Bernini sculpture in the Cornaro Chapel shows a Carmelite in communion with God.

ANSWER: The Ecstasy of Saint Theresa
[10] Paul Cezanne painted this mountain in Aix over sixty times, inventing the “flat-depth” technique in the process.

2. TOSSUP. In this work, Fellowship reminisces with the title character about their days of revelry but refuses to follow him on an all-important journey. For 10 points, identify this anonymous morality play of fifteenth century England.

BONUS: Answer each of the following about a crucial step in the flow of genetic material from nucleic acids to proteins for 10 points each.

[10] These are sequences of the genome that do not code for anything. They are removed during the eukaryotic RNA processing. 

ANSWER: introns [or intervening sequences]

[10] Intron removal is accomplished by this protein-RNA catalytic macroassembly, which is assembled from snRNPs [snurps].

ANSWER: spliceosomes

[10] This is the result of the action of spliceosomes, and consists of joined sequences of exons. This is then translated to proteins by ribosomes and tRNA.

[10] Jerry Rubin, David Dellinger, and Tom Hayden were among this group arrested on conspiracy charges as a result of protestor-police clashes.

ANSWER: Chicago Eight [accept Chicago Seven]

[10] The Eight became Seven after this defendant was tried separately because he repeatedly shouted epithets at the judge and eventually sat at the defense table bound and gagged. Along with Huey Newton, he founded the Black Panthers.

ANSWER: Robert “Bobby” Seale
[10] This founder of the Youth International Party and author of Steal This Book! had his conviction in the Chicago Eight trial overturned on appeal.

ANSWER: Abbott “Abbie” Hoffman

4. TOSSUP. Drugs such as terpene-like cyclic ketones have been found to stimulate its production in rat tissues. [10] The first accused of witchcraft, this woman from Barbados attracts the girls of Salem to dancing in the woods and “calling forth the spirits.”
