[10] Produced in response to release of CRH, this hormone is used in the adrenal glands, where it helps to create cortisol and corticosterone.

Signed two days before the end of Jefferson’s term, it was quickly replaced by Macon’s Bill Number Two. For 10 points, name this Auguste Rodin statue of a man sitting down, deep in thought.

[10] Indira Gandhi’s father, he led the National Congress from 1929, becoming India’s first prime minister upon independence and holding that office until his death in 1964.

ANSWER: Jawaharlal “Pandit” Nehru
[10] He was a founder of the Bharatiya Janata party and came to power for two weeks in 1996 and again from 1998 to 2004, when his party lost to Congress.

ANSWER: Atal Bihari Vajpayee
