For 10 points, name this sleep disorder in which a person stops breathing temporarily, often diagnosed by loud snoring.

[10] This oft-targeted king was captured in the Ruthven Raid, almost killed in the Gunpowder Plot, and again targeted for assassination in the Bye Plot.

[10] James Scott, the Duke of Monmouth, attempted to kill the future king James II and this man, James’s brother and the king at the time, in the 1683 Rye House Plot.

ANSWER: Charles II [prompt on Charles]

[10] Wat Tyler’s Peasants’ Revolt of 1381 was a reaction to the poll tax laid by this king.

[10] This is the moniker given to the fourteenth-century author of Patience, taking its name from another of his poems about the loss of an infant daughter.

[10] This key figure of the Carolingian Renaissance is best known for writing his Vita Karoli Magni, or Life of Charlemagne, around 830.

ANSWER: Einhard [or Eginhard]

[10] Works of this English writer include The Parlement of Foules, The House of Fame, Legend of Good Women, and an unfinished work that begins at the Tabard Inn.

3. TOSSUP. The wars named for this group began with the Wairau Massacre, in which twenty-two Nelson settlers were killed. The Flagstaff War, Hutt Valley Campaign and Wanganui Campaign were followed by peace between 1848 and 1860, during which the number of Pakeha grew to equal the number of this native population. The Taranaki Wars were finally ended by the Treaty of Waitangi, but equal civil rights were still not achieved by, for 10 points, what indigenous group of New Zealand?

[10] Orpheus temporarily tamed this guardian of the gates of Hades by playing his lyre, and one of Herakles’s twelve labors was to capture this three-headed dog.

[10] This winged horse sprang forth from the severed neck of Medusa, upon her beheading by Perseus. He later carried Bellerophon in his battle against the Chimera.

ANSWER: Pegasus

[10] This monster, the inhabitant of the Labyrinth, was the offspring produced from Pasiphae and a bull.

[10] Sometimes called the bastard-child of Simula and LISP, it is now known primarily for being the first object-oriented programming language.
