1. TOSSUP. He introduced the pomestie system which granted estates to nobles in exchange for loyalty to the crown. He married Zoë Palaeologus, niece of the fallen emperor of Byzantium, and eventually gave in to her intrigues with Lithuania by naming her favorite son Vasily heir. He conquered Tver, Novgorod, and parts of present-day Ukraine, but his most important move may have been an alliance with the Crimean Tatars which allowed him to repudiate tribute to the Golden Horde. For 10 points, name this Muscovite prince who laid the foundations for the empire built by his eponymous “terrible” grandson.

ANSWER: Ivan III [or Ivan Vasilyevich; or Ivan the Great; or Ivan Veliky; prompt on Ivan]

BONUS: Name these things from the early years of Bolshevik rule in Russia for 10 points each.

[10] The Bolsheviks took power from the Kerensky government in this brief 1917 event.

ANSWER: October Revolution [or November Revolution]

[10] Introduced by the Tenth Party Congress in response to the Kronshtadt Rebellion, this 1921 to 1931 program relaxed state control of agriculture and reintroduced currency.

2. In this poem, lines about “faith’s sunlit mountains” and “flowers from the bud” that the title entity coaxes illustrate the Romantic notion of finding God and heavenly ecstasy through “kind nature’s flowing breasts.” Its first stanza declares “Fire drunken we are ent’ring/Heavenly, thy holy home!” and uses the phrase “Daughter of Elysium” in a praiseful apostrophe that addresses the titular entity. For 10 points, name this Friedrich von Schiller poem that was set to music in Beethoven’s Ninth Symphony.

ANSWER: “Ode to Joy” [or “An die Freude” ]

[10] This Trinidad-born author’s first book was 1957’s the Mystic Masseur, and the protagonist of A House for Mr. Biswas was modeled after his own father.

3. TOSSUP. A trill-laden Adagio introduces the overture of the first one in F major, which also features several minuets, a bourree, and a hornpipe. The second one, with its popular Alla Hornpipe movement, was written in D major; and the third and final one was written in G major. Completed in 1717, these musical sets were written for King George I and are often played together with the Music from the Royal Fireworks. For 10 points, name this series of Handel suites originally played at parties on a river barge.

4. TOSSUP. This group’s rule was supported by the Popular Army, led by the president’s brother Humberto, and the DGSE secret police directed by Tomás Borge. It was founded in 1962 by Borge, Silvio Mayorga, and Carlos Fonseca, who named it for one of Juan Bautista Sacasa’s supporters. In 1979, they overthrew Anastasio Somoza Debayle and ruled until 1990 under the leadership of Daniel Ortega. For 10 points, name this Communist group which fought a lengthy war against the Contras while ruling Nicaragua.

ANSWER: Sandinistas [or Sandinista National Liberation Front; or Frente Sandinista de Liberación Nacional]

5. TOSSUP. The van’t Hoff equation gives its temperature dependence. The law of mass action relates it to the activities of the reactants and products. Comparing its value with the reaction quotient shows in which direction a reaction will proceed. For 10 points, name this quantity, equal to the reaction quotient when the forward and reverse reactions are balanced.

Other examples include Quetzalcoatl and Xolotl in Aztec myth, or from Roman legend the foster children of Acca Larentia and Faustulus, one of whom killed the other for jumping over the walls of Rome. An example from Greek myth is the pair Idas and Lynceus, who feuded with the more famous Dioscuri. Apollo and Artemis, Remus and Romulus, and Castor and Pollux were all examples of what paired relationship?

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 [the integral over delta vee of pee dee vee]. For 10 points, identify the energetic quantity that, for a particle moving along displacement Δs [delta ess] in an uniform force field F [eff], is given by F ∙ Δs [eff dot delta ess] and, as the product of force and distance, joins heat transfer as a mode of energy transfer in classical thermodynamics.

10. TOSSUP. He outlined his policy opinions in Essays on Persuasion and was an outspoken opponent of the Chancellor of the Exchequer’s attempts to return his nation to the gold standard. He attacked the Treaty of Versailles in The Economic Consequences of the Peace and advocated that the U.S. increase government spending to get out of the Great Depression. For 10 points, name this opponent of classical economics and founder of a namesake economic school, the author of The General Theory of Employment, Interest and Money

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11. TOSSUP. Its allowed JP Morgan to build the Hukuang railroad and was cited to overthrow José Santos Zelaya in Nicaragua. Its failures became clear when Nicaragua’s populace, on grounds of national dignity, refused to support a loan request from Zelaya’s successor, showing that it cannot account for non-economic motivators. For 10 points, name this strategy, created by Secretary of State Philander Knox for use in the Taft administration, which used financial transfers, in lieu of military force, as the guiding instrument of U.S. foreign policy.

12. TOSSUP. Similar to von Willebrand disease, its mild “C” variety is like Tay-Sachs disease in that it is concentrated in Ashkenazi Jews. The most common version, known as “classical” or “A,” involves an inversion of the F8 gene; the “B” form is associated with mutations in the F9 gene located further up the long arm of the X chromosome. As a result, the F8 and F9 proteins have significantly reduced or no activity, causing platelets to not be held in place at a wound site. For 10 points, name this sex-linked inherited disease in which blood fails to clot properly.

Basophils harbor many granules containing this substance, and its activity can contribute to anaphylaxis. For 10 points, name this biological substance released in the presence of a foreign antigen, a causative agent of allergic reactions.

In 1538 he was appointed governor of Cuba and Florida, but his expedition met resistance at Mauvila and he died in present-day Louisiana after seeing Tennessee and Arkansas. [10] Retroviruses differ from normal viruses in that their RNA is copied into DNA after cell invasion. That function is performed by this enzyme.

[10] This Kansas-based terrorist campaigned against “fraternal orders, tobacco, foreign foods, corsets, skirts of improper length, and mildly pornographic art,” chiefly by destroying saloons with a hatchet.
