BONUS: Name these terms from volcanology, for 10 points each.

[10] The craters of dormant volcanoes often contain these vents, through which gas and water vapor escape.

ANSWER: fumaroles

[10] This type of volcano, which has a gently sloped cone, is formed when basalt lava flows continuously and spreads out in all directions. Examples include the Hawaiian volcanoes Mauna Loa and Kilauea.

ANSWER: shield volcanoes

[10] The major cause of death after the eruption of Mt. Vesuvius, this is a mix of gas, ash, and superheated rock that travels at between 50-100 miles per hour.
