At a council with Melisend and Baldwin III at Jerusalem, the leaders planned the ill-fated attack on Nureddin at Damascus which ended this campaign. Decreed in the Quantum praedecessores bull of Pope Eugenius III, it was led by the the Holy Roman Emperor Conrad III and the French king Louis VII.
