[10] He succeeded Fyodor I of the Rurik dynasty and expanded Russia into Siberia and Sweden, but his death in 1598 caused a lengthy succession crisis.

[10] The fifteen years following Godunov’s death are known by this epithet due to the chaotic rule of Fyodor II and the numerous false Dmitris claiming the throne.

[10] This sixteen-year-old nephew of Fyodor I was placed on the throne in 1613, ending the Time of Troubles and establishing the last Russian dynasty.

2. TOSSUP. This procedure has the odd property that its time complexity increases as the amount of work that it has to do decreases, so it runs slowest when its job is already done. SD2. TOSSUP. In 1942, Philip Johnston, recognizing the value of such complexities as a fourth person and separate declensions for corporeal and spiritual nouns, first proposed employing them as wartime code talkers. SD3. TOSSUP. In this structure, the frequency of a wave depolarizes hair cells, which indicates the level of deflection of the basilar membrane. Cilia of the sensory hair cells project into the tectorial membrane, which along with those cells comprise the organ of Corti. This organ receives pressure waves from the stapes, which it analyzes and then transmits to the brain for nerve response. Deriving its name from the Latin for “snail,” for 10 points, name this structure of the inner ear, the center for sound transduction.
