Sufficient fluid intake, and regular rinsing of the mouth are usually suggested to treat the symptoms, though if left untreated in adult or adolescent males, orchitis, or inflammation of the testicles, may develop. Caused by paramyxovirus infection of the salivary glands, it results in swelling of the parotids. For 10 points, name this infection prevented by the MMR vaccine, whose patients appear to have enlarged cheeks similar to those of a small rodent.
