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1. TOSSUP. Early in his career, he declared martial law to suppress the FLQ during the October Crisis. He joined the “new wave” faction of his party to win a parliamentary seat in 1965, and just three years later he became prime minister, spending the end of his term in coalition with the New Democrats. Creating the constitution that ended dependence on Britain, he served, with one interruption by Joe Clark, until succeeded by John Turner in 1984. For 10 points, name this longtime Liberal prime minister of Canada.

[10] This author of Midnight’s Children and The Moor’s Last Sigh may be best known for The Satanic Verses.

2. TOSSUP. It most likely resulted from a difference in rock structure due to plagioclase feldspar. [10] Class variables and class functions whose declarations are prefaced by this keyword can are visible only to other members of that class.

For 10 points, name this novel about Roquentin, a man who experiences the titular disgust with life in a work by Jean Paul Sartre.

SD3. TOSSUP. If the function satisfies Dirichlet conditions, then at points of discontinuity they exhibit the Gibbs phenomenon. Their study is known as harmonic analysis, and they can applied to triangle waves, sawtooth waves, and square waves, as they take advantage of the orthogonality of sine and cosine functions to approximate periodic functions. For 10 points, name these series, which expand periodic functions and express them as an infinite sum of sines and cosines.
