[10] It is the temperature and pressure at which solid, liquid, and vapor phases of a substance coexist in equilibrium.

[10] Better known for its use in meteorology, this is the temperature and pressure at which a gas begins to condense into a liquid.

ANSWER: dew point

[10] This is the point at which a mixture of two or more elements has a lower melting point than any of its constituents. A mixture at this point will freeze coherently at a given temperature.
