Laplace was one of the first people to conceive of the idea, but it was Schwarzschild who understood them in terms of relativity and John Wheeler who named them. For 10 points, what are these objects formed when stars collapse, from which light cannot escape?

Bonus: Thebes in Ancient plays is usually associated with the Oedipus trilogy of Sophocles, though other plays are set there. Name some of these plays set in Thebes from clues, 10 points each.

[10] The Thebes of King Pentheus is the setting of this play featuring wine-maddened women by Euripides.

ANSWER: The Bacchae
[10] Polyneices, who is killed by his brother, Capaneus, and Megareus, who sacrifices himself for his cause, are all title characters in this play by Aeschylus.

ANSWER: Seven Against Thebes
[10] Also set in Thebes is this comic play by Plautus about the cuckolding of the title character, the husband of Alcmene, by Zeus.

ANSWER: Amphitryon

8. Their death knell came with the dismal failure of a joint president ticket with the Anti-Monopoly Party that saw Benjamin Butler finish a distant third in the election of 1884. Formed as a reaction to the Panic of 1873, it established a platform advocating the mass production of currency, and nominated Peter Cooper for president in 1876 and future Populist James Weaver in 1880. For 10 points, identify this American political party that took its name from a popular slang term for paper money.

ANSWER: Greenback-Labor Party

ANSWER: Republic of Azerbaijan [or Azarbaycan Respublikasi], Georgia [or Sak’art’velo]. and Republic of Turkey [or Turkiye Cumhuriyeti] are the countries; Baku, Tblisi, and Ceyhan are the cities

9. A small patch of white flowers in the lower left foreground provides a contrast to the dismal background and may represent the purity of the title character. Bonus: Name these semimetals from clues, for 10 points each.

[10] Called “eka-silicon” by Mendeleev, it is obtained commercially from zinc ores and is used extensively in infrared optical systems like lenses, prisms, and windows.

ANSWER: germanium
[10] This element is combined with gallium to produce some semiconducting materials, and it was famously used by Paul Ehrlich as a treatment for syphilis.

ANSWER: arsenic

[10] Having atomic number five, amorphous varieties of this element are used in pyrotechnic flares, and its compounds make up large portions of some enamels.

ANSWER: boron

Bonus: The illegitimate son of Pippin of Herstal, he fought Queen Plectrude and Chilperic II at Liege and Vincy until he had gained control of the Franks. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this “Mayor of the Palace” and father of Pepin the Short.

ANSWER: Charles “The Hammer” Martel [prompt on Charles]

[10] Charles Martel left his lands to Pepin and this other son, who called the Synod of Estinnes in 743 before becoming a monk.

ANSWER: Carloman [do not accept Charlemagne]

[10] Charles Martel also stemmed the Muslim invasion of Europe at this 732 battle.

ANSWER: Tours [or Poitiers]
