[10] Though he wrote the non-fiction Signifying Rappers: Rap and Race in the Urban Present, this author is best known for a novel in which a film makes people overdose on pleasure, Infinite Jest.

[10] In this Turner painting, a boat is tossed by waves in a fierce storm represented by a swath of red and yellow down the center, and survivors can be seen floating in the sea on both sides.

ANSWER: The Slave Ship
[10] Turner’s work was celebrated by this London-born art critic and author of The Stones of Venice and Modern Painters.
