[10] Name this author, the namesake of an award bestowed annually on distinguished Americans

ANSWER: Horatio Alger Jr.

[10] This was the first and most famous of Alger’s “rags to riches” series of novels in 1867, including such works as Fame and Fortune, Mark the Match Boy, and Rufus and Rose.

ANSWER: Ragged Dick Series

[10] Alger’s works helped make this type of novel famous, originally published in a tabloid format and so named for their typical price. Maleska: The Indian Wife of the White Hunter was the first of this genre to be published.

10. The Bianchi identity is satisfied by his namesake curvature tensor, and his namesake surfaces are used to define functions of a complex variable, such as the logarithm, which are multi-valued. [10] In second place was this relative of Alexander who won such battles as Beneventum, Heraclea, and Asculum but could not defeat Rome because of a shortage in manpower.
