The Heawood conjecture can be used to show that it holds for all surfaces of genus 0, with the exception of the Klein bottle. Though Francis Guthrie proposed it in 1852, Kenneth Appel and Wolfgang Haken used a computer to prove it in 1976. For 10 points, name this theorem that states that any map can be painted using only a certain number of colors such that regions sharing a common boundary do not share a common color.

ANSWER: Critique of the Power of Judgment [or Kritik der Urteilskraft]

[10] This critique proposed that humans cannot know the thing-in-itself, or ideas such as God and freedom, because they transcend human experience. It advances the concept of “spontaneous causality” and explores the general nature and methods of knowledge.

ANSWER: Critique of Pure Reason [or Kritik der reinen Vernunft]
