Using the differences in behavior between mobile and stationary phases, types include gas, column, thin-layer, and paper.  For 10 points,. identify this type of chemical analysis that allows separation of mixture components. 

ANSWER: chromatography [accept gas chromatography before “spotting”; accept column chromatography before “flame”]

Bonus:  Answer the following about Mendelian genetics for 10 points each.

[10] This terms describes the case where heterozygotes display an intermediate phenotype.  The classic example is in snapdragons, where heteroygotes are pink rather than red or white.

ANSWER: incomplete dominance
[10] When two alleles at a locus produce two different phenotypes that are each displayed, this situation is observed.  The classic example here is the ABO blood groups.

ANSWER: codominance
[10] This term describes a single allele that has multiple phenotypic effects.  A prominent example is the gene for Siamese cat coloration also giving them their crossed eyes.
