Related Tossup/Bonus
1.  One of his books recounts the romance of Flora de Barral with a sketchy suitor. Another novel focuses on the tragedy that befalls the idealistic Razumov, and Captain MacWhirr navigates the Nan-Shan through a titular storm in his Typhoon. His first work deals with a structure that should have never been built, Almayer’s Folly, and his other characters include a Chief Mate on the Patna and Mr. Verloc, who is The Secret Agent. For 10 points, name this author of Lord Jim who wrote about Marlow and Kurtz in Heart of Darkness.

ANSWER: Joseph Conrad

Bonus:  With Joseph Conrad, he co-wrote The Inheritors and Romance. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this author who wrote The Fifth Queen, The Good Soldier, and Parade’s End on his own.

ANSWER: Ford Madox Hueffer Ford [or Ford Madox Hueffer; or Fenil Haig]

[10] Ford wrote a “critical study” of this author of The Aspern Papers, The Princess Casamassima, Roderick Hudson, and Washington Square.

ANSWER: Henry James [prompt on James]

2.  Terminal ones have a pKa of about 25, so a weakly acidic hydrogen can be removed, resulting in an anion useful for synthesizing new ones. Incomplete reduction of them is achieved by using sodium or lithium metal in liquid ammonia or by using Lindlar's catalyst. Hydroboration followed by oxidation results in a ketone or aldehyde, and reaction with acidic potassium permanganate cleaves them into carboxylic acids. Often formed by elimination of a dihalide with a strong base, for 10 points, name this class of organic compounds characterized by the presence of a triple bond.

ANSWER: alkynes

Bonus:  Their trans isomers show larger coupling constants in spin-spin splitting than cis isomers, which have net dipoles. For 10 points each:

[10] Name these compounds produced by elimination reactions, also called olefins, characterized by a carbon-carbon double bond.

ANSWER: alkenes

[10] Alkene diastereomers are named by applying these rules, similar to the R-S rules for alkanes, except that the German for opposite is used for the trans isomer, and the German for together is used for the cis isomer.

ANSWER: E-Z designation [or entgegen-zusammen system]

3.  Based on Rubens’s The Garden of Love, it was executed with thin people in a reverse C design, and was a reception piece for the Academy. On the lower right, a child watches a couple making out, with their cane dropped on the grass. Next to them, a man helps a lady up, while cherubs surround the group on the left participating in a “fete galante.” The statue of Venus on the right tells us that the subject is a journey to an island of love. For 10 points, name this rococo painting by Jean-Antoine Watteau.

ANSWER: Embarkation to the Island of Cythera [or Embarkation for the Island of Cythera; or Pilgrimage to the Island of Cythera; or L’embarquement de Cythere; accept “from” instead of “to” in any title; accept equivalents]

Bonus:  Name these French painters, for 10 points each.

[10] This “naïve artist” created The Snake Charmer and The Sleeping Gypsy.

ANSWER: Henri Rosseau [or Le Douanier; prompt on Rosseau]

[10] He was the Rococo painter of Coresus Sacrifices Himself to Save Callirhoe, Return of the Herd, and the whimsical The Swing.

ANSWER: Jean-Honoré Fragonard

4.  Much of its platform was adopted from the Ocala Demands, calling for an Australian ballot and subtreasuries for produce. Mary Lease, the “Kansas Pythoness”, and Jerry Simpson, the “Sockless Socrates,” were some of its more charismatic members, and champion whiskey grower William Pfeffer was a Senator under its banner. Former Greenback-Labor leader James Weaver was its 1892 presidential candidate, and it faded when the Bryan Democrats co-opted its platform. For 10 points, identify this coalition of farmers and the Knights of Labor.

ANSWER: Populist Party [or People’s Party]

Bonus:  Pennsylvania’s Silas Swallow finished fourth in the popular vote, doing twice as well as the Populist Party candidate, Thomas Watson. For 10 points each:

[10] Name the year of this presidential election, in which the Republicans nominated an incumbent president for re-election to what would be his first full term in office.

ANSWER: 1904
[10] In 1904 Teddy Roosevelt defeated this Democratic candidate for president, a judge from New York.

ANSWER: Alton Parker

5.  A version of the horse-goddess Epona, her son was raised by Teirnon and eventually named Pryderi. Her second husband Manawydan rescued her from Llyfd, who was merely trying to gain revenge for Gwawl, whom she had abandoned in order to marry the lord of Dyfed. The blood of a puppy was put on her to make it appear that she had eaten her son. For 10 points, name this goddess of the moon from Celtic mythology, the sister-in-law of Bran and Brangwen and wife of Pwyll.

ANSWER: Rhiannon

Bonus:  Her story is often referred to as that “Of the Sorrows”, as she experiences great loss when her lover Naoise is killed. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this daughter of Fedlimid and pupil of Levarcham who did not marry her betrothed, Conchobar.

[10] Deirdre’s story appears in the Ulster Cycle, along with the tales of this hero, whose Knights of the Red Branch fought for Conchobar against Queen Maeve.

6.  One place by this name will prohibit pornographic television and the sale of contraceptives, and will have a sixty-five-foot tall crucifix in the center. [10] “A Mighty Fortress Is Our God” is sung by Marcel in the first act of Les Huguenots, by this composer of Robert le Diable and the eminently popular L’Africaine.

7.  They are classified primarily into centric and pennate groups, then further by whether they possess a seam known as a raphe.  They usually reproduce asexually in a unique “shrinking division” pattern that diminishes their size to a critical point, at which time growth occurs in the form of an auxospore, and earth rich in these organisms is mined commercially for its filtration applications.  Their two-valved cell walls are known as tests, or frustules, and are made of a form of silicon.  For 10 points, name these unicellular organisms, a type of Eukaryotic algae.

ANSWER: Diatoms or Bacillariophyta

[10] Name this division of living beings.

[10] Though they have been found in sewage treatment plants, this type of archaebacteria is generally found in hot springs and other places where temperatures are between 50 and 95 degrees Celsius.

For 10 points, that is the plot of what short story by Guy de Maupassant, whose title is Elisabeth’s nickname?

Bonus:  His son of the same name wrote The Princess of Baghdad and Camille. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this author of The Corsican Brothers and The Viscomte de Bragelonne.

[10] Cardinal Mazarin seeks to retrieve the Comte de Rochfort in this novel, which, like The Viscomte de Bragelonne, is a sequel to The Three Musketeers.

9.  Existing in Kufic and Nashki varieties, it is used in Comorian, Wolof, Baluchi, and Mandinka. When it first appeared in the fourth century, only sixteen shapes were used to represent the twenty-nine consonants. In modern times, short vowels and other diacritical marks are normally omitted from this uncased, cursive orthographic script based on Nabataean Aramaic. For 10 points, name this alphabet, the second-most common in the world after the Latin, and the most common in the Middle East.

10.  A ship named for him was captured and renamed the Eagle and still serves as a school ship for the U.S. Coast Guard Academy. For 10 points, name this member of the SA who was actually killed while fighting over a prostitute, the author and subject of the Nazi Party anthem.

1.  It was formulated in order to explain a two-phase growth curve in E. Coli when fed on mixed medium plates. Catabolite activator protein is made to form a dimer by the presence of cyclic adenosine monophosphate in the absence of glucose, which binds to the promoter gene.  In a form of “leaky expression,” the repressor gene is allosterically regulated by beta-galactosidase’s metabolic substrate.  Postulated by Jacques Monod in 1961, for 10 points, name this model of gene regulation partially named for a five-carbon sugar found in milk.

2.  A near-death bout with rheumatic fever at age 13 left her with, in her words, “a booming voice like Kate Smith.” At John Handley High School in Winchester, Virginia, she was known as “Ginny,” and she later charted with two duets with Jim Reeves, released when both she and Reeves were dead. First achieving success with “Walkin’ After Midnight,” she died in a 1963 plane crash. For 10 points, name this country singer of “She’s Got You,” “Crazy” and “I Fall to Pieces.”

ANSWER: Patsy Cline [or Virginia Patterson Hensley]

3.  Air superiority at one battle here completely surprised losing commander Liman van Sanders and led to a request for an armistice by the Ottoman Empire. Another battle is mentioned in Second Kings as where the losing commander, Josiah of Judah, was killed. In another battle here, the King of Kadesh escaped. For 10 points, Edmund Allenby in 1919, Necho II in 609 BCE, and Thutmose III in 1469 BCE all won battles at what site, the latter being the first battle for which records exist?

4.  At one point in this work, the lawyer Wilson claims that John “Shadbelly” Billson’s attempt to defraud was foiled because of the presence of the word “very,” and Billson is exposed as a fraud along with the banker Pinkerton. Barclay Goodson is widely suspected as being the man who gave twenty dollars to a stranger, and Reverend Burgess’s efforts to protect the Richards fail. The town motto becomes “Lead us into Temptation” after the civic reputation for honesty is destroyed. For 10 points, name this Mark Twain story.
ANSWER: “The Man that Corrupted Hadleyburg”

5.  Alexander Scriabin considered it “golden,” while Baroque and Classical composers called it “the key of glory,” and works requiring trumpets were written in it. It is the most frequently used key in the keyboard sonatas of Domenico Scarlatti, and often requires clarinets in B-flat to switch to clarinets in A. The violin concertos of Beethoven, Brahms, and Tchaikovsky are all set in this key, also found in many symphonies of Haydn and Mozart. For 10 points, name this key with two sharps whose relative minor is B minor.

ANSWER: D major

6.  Finding real-world electrical moments can be accomplished by using the divergence theorem to derive a version of this technique in three dimensions. The ILATE rule can be used to make the choice on which the technique is based and it can be simplified with a two-column tabular approach. It requires that the two involved functions are continuously differentiable functions on the supplied interval. Useful for finding the integral of the natural logarithm, for 10 points, what is this calculus technique derived from the product rule which can be used to find the integral of a product of functions?

7.  It includes a series of Nyaishes and numerous Afringans, or blessings. Major parts of it include the Khordah, the Vendidad, which includes the laws, and the Yashts, which are dedicated to divinities such as Tishtrya, Ardvi Sura, and Mithra. Partly compiled by Shapur II, it consists of the Yasna and the Gathas. It is best known for the description of a Magus fighting Ahriman. For 10 points, name this scared body of writings in Zoroastrianism.

ANSWER: Zend Avesta

8.  Prior to its being organized as a territory, Mormon settlers founded its first town, Franklin, and a gold rush took place near Pierce. As a territory, its first capital was at Lewiston. George Shoup became its first governor when Benjamin Harrison made it a state in 1890, while its other governors include Frank Steunenberg, who was assassinated in 1905 by Big Bill Heywood, and Dirk Kempthorne, who resigned to become Secretary of the Interior in 2006. For 10 points, name this Western state now led by Jim Risch.

1.  The Qohaito ruins in this country are thought to be associated with the ancient town of Koloe, while its lowest elevation is near Kulul in the Denakil Depression. The Dahlak Archipelago is located off the coast of this country, which stretches from Cape Kasar to the Bab el-Mandeb Strait. For 10 points, name this African country whose name derives from the Italian for the Red Sea on which it sits, and whose government at Asmara gained its independence from Ethiopia on 1993.

ANSWER: State of Eritrea [or Hagere Ertra; or Tigrinya Ertra]

Bonus:  The arrangement of substituent groups in polymer chains can have a substantial effect on their macroscopic properties. For 10 points each, identify these categories of arrangement.

[10] This describes a chain where the substituent groups are all on the same side of the chain, easily achieved by Ziegler-Natta polymerization.

ANSWER: isotactic
[10] In contrast, this describes a chain with side groups on alternating sides of the chain, often achieved by metallocene catalysts.

ANSWER: syndiotactic
[10] Often a result of unmodified free radical polymerizations, this random arrangement of side chain groups yields polymers of substantially less physical strength due to impaired chain tangling.

[10] Despite gaffes on This Week with George Stephanopoulos, former NFL player Lynn Swann is running close with incumbent Ed Rendell.

[10] Judy Barr Topinka’s coffers may not be deep enough to unseat Democratic incumbent Rod Blagojevich, despite not-very-surprising corruption allegations.

The dominant factor in the non-collisional term of a high-energy electron's linear energy transfer, this process adds a loss term proportional to the square of the effective charge to a star's energy balance. The emission of this can be understood as a type of first-order radiative scattering transition of electrons by an electric field and produces a characteristically continuous energy spectrum. For 10 points, name this type of radiation comprised of the x-ray photons given-off by a decelerating electron and named by Tesla from the German for "breaking radiation."

[10] This Belgian anatomist proved that Galen's work was based on the dissection of animals rather than humans, and wrote De Humani Corporis Fabrica before becoming physician to Holy Roman emperor Charles V.

ANSWER: Andreas Vesalius
[10] This "father of anatomy" was the first to measure a person's pulse, though he had his treatises on anatomy destroyed in the fire of the Alexandrian library.

ANSWER: Herophilus

6.  Referred to in one non-biblical text, the Cyropedia of Xenophon, one source says this man was the son of Nabonidus and died during the successful advance of Gobyras. 8.  Evidence of it can be seen in material referred to collectively as talus, and examples include lahars and solifluction. It is often driven by the action of water in promoting liquefaction and pushing a given material beyond its angle of repose, especially in loose soil. When upper-layer regolith moves faster than the soil beneath it, creep occurs, which is much slower than processes like slump or rock falls.
