TOSSUP 1. Executed with heavy impasto, this life-sized painting contains a dog depicted in the manner of medieval manuscripts on the lower right, in front of a crowd of darkly-clad ladies. It depicts a man in blue to the right, two men in red with large hats to the left, and a staff with a crucifix held above the crowd. Below the staff is a boy in vestments carrying a censer. For 10 points, name this painting exhibited at the 1855 “Pavilion of Realism,” showing a freshly dug grave for the grandfather of Gustave Courbet.

ANSWER: A Burial at Ornans [or A Funeral at Ornans]

BONUS. Hong Xiuquan was the leader of this movement, which spread out of the God Worshippers Society of Kwangsi and caused twenty million deaths. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this 1850 to 1864 movement which conquered large parts of China in the name of a peculiar form of Christianity.

ANSWER: Taiping Rebellion

[10] The rebellion was finally suppressed by this British commander and his “Ever-Victorious Army.”

ANSWER: Charles George “Chinese” Gordon of Khartoum
[10] Gordon later died while serving as governor-general of the Sudan during the siege of Khartoum by this leader of a mystical Islamic empire in northeast Africa.

ANSWER: the Mahdi [or al-Mahdi; or Muhammad Ahmad Ibn As-sayyid ‘abd Allah]

TOSSUP 2. He criticized American writing in Cannibals and Christians and chronicled the CIA in Harlot’s Ghost. Tim Madden wakes up with a hangover and finds a woman’s head in his Tough Guys Don’t Dance. He co-founded and named the Village Voice, and he reported on the death of Gary Gilmore in another book. He also wrote about both major party conventions of 1968 in Miami and the Siege of Chicago. For 10 points, name this author of The Executioner’s Song and The Armies of the Night.

ANSWER: Norman Mailer

BONUS. Answer the following about a stage of embryonic development for 10 points each.

[10] This forms in animals during gastrulation, when the outside layer of cells begins to invaginate in the archenteron, or hollow space inside.

ANSWER: blastopore
[10] In this subgroup of animals with bilateral symmetry, the blastopore develops into a mouth, with the anus coming later as a second opening. They generally have spiral, determinate cleavage.

ANSWER: protostome
[10] In contrast, this subgroup of bilateral symmetry has the blastopore develop into an anus, with the mouth later. It has radial, indeterminate cleavage.

ANSWER: deuterostome

[10] In response to a proposal for the licensure of printing, Milton wrote this defense of intellectual freedom and free speech, named after an Athenian court.

ANSWER: Areopagitica
[10] This tragedy uses an Old Testament story about a man who was “eyeless in Gaza” as an example of courage and sacrifice for the Puritans.

ANSWER: Samson Agonistes
[10] In its twelve cantos aiming to “justify the ways of God to men,” this long poem recounts the fall of Adam and the rebellion of the angels under Lucifer.

ANSWER: Paradise Lost

TOSSUP 4. This man eventually married George Clinton’s daughter and became a farmer in New York. After being kicked out of Russia by Catherine the Great, this man was given a mission to call in debts for his home country, which later disavowed him after his rechristening of the Little Sarah to The Little Democrat broke his agremeent to stop outfitting privateers from American ports. For 10 points, name this man who attempted to gain American aid for the war against Britain by the French Revolutionary government.

ANSWER: Edmond Charles “Citizen” Genêt [or Genest]

[10] Ganesh is the son of Shiva and this mountain goddess, who is the good side of Sakti.

[10] Parvati and Shiva are the narrators of this set of Hindu texts, which are similar to the Puranas, discuss yoga and folk magic, and include the Saiva Agamas and Vaisnava Samhitas.

This person’s namesake logarithm is a plasma parameter derived from the binary collision approximation, the auge named for this person is selected by setting the divergence of the vector potential to zero. The namesake of a law of dry friction for which he postulated an electromagnetic explanation, this scientist refined the torsion balance to the point necessary to derive his more famous namesake law, the one-over-r-squared force law for static charges. For 10 points, name this French physicist, the namesake of the SI unit of electric charge.

[10] In this Shakespearean opera by Britten, the fairy king and queen are portrayed by a countertenor and coloratura soprano, while Lysander and Helena are a tenor and mezzo-soprano.

ANSWER: A Midsummer Night’s Dream

[10] At the end of this Tchaikovsky opera, Tatyana is married to the principal bass, Prince Gremin, and rebuffs the ardent wooing of the anti-heroic title baritone.

ANSWER: Yevgeni Onegin [or Eugene Onegin]
[10] This Richard Strauss opera ends with the title soprano making out with the severed head of Jokanaan (YO- kah-nahn) before her father orders her execution.

ANSWER: Salome
