TOSSUP 1. The interaction of these objects with the Shine-Delgarno sequences present on their counterparts was first observed in 2006. Chloroplasts posess a 55S version of these objects and many antibiotics exploit the differences between the 70S prokaryotic and 80S eukaryotic versions. All types are comprised of two joined subunits consisting mostly of RNA. These organelles use mRNA and tRNA to synthesize proteins. For 10 points, name these small, dense cellular organelles that cause the roughness of rough ER.

BONUS. From 1950 to 1970, China was shaken by various ideological experiments. For 10 points each:

[10] This 1958 to 1961 attempt to industrialize China from the bottom up ended in a disastrous famine and the death of millions.

ANSWER: the Great Leap Forward [or Da Yue Jin]

[10] This period saw the shutdown of universities and breakdown of traditional authority structures during the brutal rule of the Red Guards.

ANSWER: Great Proletarian Cultural Revolution [or Wu Chan Jie Ji Wen Hua Da Ge Ming]

[10] This 1956 attempt to let dissent “bloom” was really a gambit to expose “disloyal” Chinese intellectuals; it was followed by the Anti-Rightist Campaign.

ANSWER: Hundred Flowers Movement [or Bai Hua Yundong]

TOSSUP 2. It is the title poem of a collection that also includes “Rhapsody on a Windy Night” and “Mr. Apollinax.” It repeats the phrase “known them all” five times, “that is not it at all” twice, and “do I dare” three times. Comparing himself negatively to “a pair of ragged claws” and “prince Hamlet,” the narrator twice says “I grow old” and “in the room the women come and go talking of Michelangelo.” For 10 points, the line “Let us go then, you and I,” opens what T.S. Eliot poem?

ANSWER: “The Love Song of J. Alfred Prufrock”

BONUS. For 10 points each, name these Biblical plants.

[10] Jesus’s only destructive miracle was commanding a tree of this fruit to wither and die.

ANSWER: fig
[10] A bunch of this plant was used by the Israelites to brush blood above their doors for the Passover angel; it was also used to give Jesus vinegar on the cross.

ANSWER: hyssop
[10] This mysterious food that was given to the Israelites in the desert was likely intended as a grain, as it is described as being baked into bread.

TOSSUP 3. Several of his creations were decorated with the woodwork of Grinling Gibbons, and he also employed Caius Cibber as a pediment-carver. He enlarged Kensington Palace for William III and also created the Temple Bar, Royal Naval Hospital. and Theatre Royal at Drury Lane. His epitaph reads “Reader, if you seek a memorial, look around you,” as he was interred in one of the more notable reconstruction projects he oversaw following the Great Fire of London. For 10 points, name this designer of St. Paul’s Cathedral.

TOSSUP 4. During this conflict, Dairen was seized after the Liaotung Peninsula was cut off, and its final land war battle was fought at Mukden following the withdrawals at Liao-Yang and Sha Ho. Admiral Rozhetvensky was informed of the fall of Port Arthur while leading the Baltic Fleet halfway around the world, and was ultimately defeated by Admiral Togo at the Battle of Tsushima. For 10 points, name this this 1905 war ended by the Treaty of Portsmouth.

ANSWER: Russo-Japanese War

BONUS. Identify these Polish composers, for 10 points each.

[10] This composer of Beatus Vir and the “Copernican” symphony wrote the “Symphony of Sorrowful Songs.”

ANSWER: Henryk Mikolai Gorecki (properly “GOH rets kee” but accept anything reasonable)

[10] His highly cool dissonant work Threnody to the Victims of Hiroshima, written when he was just 27, remains more performed than his eight symphonies and seven concerti.

ANSWER: Krzysztof Penderecki (properly “pen DEHR ets kee” but accept anything reasonable)

[10] His Sonata Number 2 in B Flat Major is often dubbed a “funeral march,” and he also wrote a bunch of nocturnes and the Minute Waltz. 

ANSWER: Frédéric François Chopin [or Fryderyk Franciszek Szopen]

TOSSUP 5. In the form of Rig, he created the three races of mankind. Raised by the earth, seawater, and the blood of a boar, he can sleep less than a bird. Also known as Gullintani for his “golden, shining teeth”, this grandson of Aegir by nine mothers resides at Himinbjorg. He will kill and be killed by Loki at Ragnarok, after calling the gods there with his great Gjallarhorn. His ability to hear the grass grow and see a hundred miles around him helps him ward off giants. For 10 points, name this guardian of the rainbow bridge Bifrost.

BONUS. Identify the following related to a type of chemical mixtures, for 10 points each.

[10] Homogeneous mixtures of two or more components which are not solutions, the dispersed particles are larger than solute particles, but are still too small to fall out of solution by gravity.

ANSWER: colloids

[10] This term describes a class of colloids in which a liquid is suspended in a solid; examples include commercial inks and agar.

ANSWER: sol-gels

[10] This term refers to the tendency of a gel to become a liquid when stirred or shaken, or a transient change in viscosity.

ANSWER: thixotropy [or thixotropic]
