TOSSUP 1. His prose includes the collection Letters of a Traveler, and he delivered the address at the unveiling of the Statue of Liberty. His rustic works such as “Oh Fairest of the Rural Maids” and “A Forest Hymn” were more typical than his federalist satire of Jefferson’s trade policies, The Embargo. He returned to the pastoral genre for “The Yellow Violet” and a poem about death that begins with the lines “To him who in the love of nature holds.” For 10 points, identify this author of “Thanatopsis” and “To A Waterfowl.”

ANSWER: William Cullen Bryant

BONUS. It arose when one party refused to submit to demands that its city be burned and moved ten miles inland. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this final conflict between Rome and Carthage, which saw the razing of the latter city in 146 BCE.

ANSWER: Third Punic War

[10] The Roman commander who finally took Carthage by frontal assault was this man, the adopted grandson of the man who defeated Hannibal at Zama sixty years earlier.

ANSWER: Publius Cornelius Scipio Aemilianus Africanus Mumantinus [accept Scipio Minor; accept Scipio the Younger; accept Scipio the Lesser; prompt on Scipio]

[10] Suspicions against Carthage were voiced throughout the preceding twelve years by this cranky censor who ended every public debate with “Carthage must be destroyed.”

ANSWER: Marcus Porcius Cato the Elder [prompt on Cato]

TOSSUP 2. Some of them are found in the Book of Good Qualities. The “qudsi” subcategory are believed to be divine in origin, while another elevated class of these invokes the “companions.” Collections of them are divided, based on organizational style, into the musannaf and the musnads. Each one is comprised of the matn, or text, and the isnad, or chain of transmission. For 10 points, identify these sayings attributed to Mohammed which supplement the Quran.

ANSWER: hadith

BONUS. Their blood contains an abnormally high amount of vanadium.  For 10 points each:

[10] Name these aquatic creatures, subdivided into classes thaliacea, sorberacea, and appendicularia, whose name refers to the cloak-like covering they develop upon reaching maturity.

ANSWER: Tunicates
[10] Tunicates are members of this phylum, which is distinguished by possession of pharyngeal slits, a postnatal tail, and its eponymous skeletal structure.

ANSWER: Chordata
[10] In some tunicates, this supporting structure consists of 40 cells in a single file axial line along the larval tail.  In higher vertebrates, it is supplanted by a spine.

ANSWER: notochord

TOSSUP 3 Their discoverers used aluminum nitrates and methylisobutyl ketone to extract them, and alpha-hydroxyisobutyric acid cation exchange was used to separate them. Their solubility in water varies markedly according to their oxidation states, which can vary from 3+ to 6+, with the higher oxidation states having higher solubilities and diffusion constants. Many of them were discovered during and after the Manhattan project. For 10 points, name this fifteen-element series preceeding lawrencium in the periodic table that includes fermium, thorium, and americium.
ANSWER: actinide series

BONUS. His first volume of stories was the collection Limbo, but he found more success with such novels as Crome Yellow. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this author of Eyeless in Gaza, Those Barren Leaves, and After Many a Summer Dies the Swan.

ANSWER: Aldous Leonard Huxley [prompt on Huxley]

[10] Aldous Huxley’s best known work is likely this 1932 novel, which features characters such as Mustapha Mond and Bernard Marx.

ANSWER: Brave New World

[10] In this 1928 work, supposedly in the form of a Bach suite, Huxley uses characters such as Philip Quarles and Everard Webley to satirize London intellectual life.

ANSWER: Point Counter Point

TOSSUP 4. This onetime apprentice of Michael Wolgemut executed a portrait of his patron Fredrich the Wise, and later made a print called The Triumphal Arch for Emperor Maximillian. Three years after Holbein, he also did a portrait of Erasmus, though he may be better known for The Four Holy Men and a series of self-portraits at different ages. For 10 points, name this German Renaissance artist whose greatest work was in the genre of engraving, including his Melancholia I and Four Horsemen of the Apocalypse.

ANSWER: Albrecht Dürer

BONUS. The offspring of Zeus and Themis, they wear garlands on their head. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this trio, the white-robed Greek personifications of destiny.

ANSWER: Fates [or Moirae]

[10] Equivalent to the Roman Decima, this member of the Fates measures the thread of life with her rod.

ANSWER: Lachesis

[10] This Olympian once got the Fates drunk to save his friend Admetus, whom he had served for a year after killing a cyclops.

ANSWER: Apollo

TOSSUP 5. “Freedom Our Rock” was the motto of this group, named for the man who signed the Treaty of Shakamaxon with William Pennand. “Honest” John Kelly reorganized it and Fiorello La Guardia won the mayoral race in 1933 on a fusion ticket opposing it. William Randolph Hearst also railed against this organization, named for a chief of the Delaware. For 10 points, name this ethnically targeted machine which controlled the Democratic Party in New York.

ANSWER: Tammany Hall

BONUS. Their French equivalent can be either a “mélodie” or a “chanson,” depending on if it is a folk song. For 10 points each:

[10] Identify this type of German art song, prolifically written by Franz Schubert.

ANSWER: Lieder (properly “LEED uh” but accept anything reasonable)

[10] Among Schubert’s more than six hundred Lieder is this bleak cycle of twenty-four songs that ends with “Der Leiermann” (LIE uhr mahn), in which the piano recreates a hurdy-gurdy.

ANSWER: Winterreise (properly “VIN tuh rye zuh” but accept anything reasonable) [or Winter Journey]
[10] This composer’s Lieder include two sets of “Liebeslieder Waltzes” for vocal quartet and four-hand piano, plus the late Four Serious Songs. He also wrote the German Requiem.

ANSWER: Johannes Brahms
