TOSSUP 1. This work includes the mezzo-soprano “trouser role” of Prince Orlofsky, and areas for improvisation are allowed for the jailer Frosch and the lead tenor role. Mistaken identities abound in the third act, when Gabriel portrays a lawyer seeking to prove Rosalinde’s infidelity. The plot is set in motion after Falke (FAHL keh) brings Gabriel to a masquerade ball, once Alfred is convinced to serve Gabriel’s jail sentence. For 10 points, name this merry Johann Strauss, Jr. operetta whose plot has nothing to do with bats.

ANSWER: Die Fledermaus [prompt on The Bat before “bats” is read]

BONUS. There are 14 of them, commonly known by the name of Bravais. For ten points each:

[10] Identify these regular arrangements of atoms in solids, examples of which include face centered and body centered cubic.

ANSWER: lattices

[10] Besides face-centered cubic, this is the most compact type of lattice, which achieves the maximum packing fraction of about 0.74

ANSWER: hexagonal close-packed

[10] This type of lattice defect comes in two types, edge and screw, and typically results from the displacement of a crystal plane relative to its neighbors.

TOSSUP 2. In the last of several periods of exile, this man is credited with introducing the chicle plant as a replacement for rubber, while his assistant James Adams helped invent chewing gum. After another exile he returned to his country to fight the French in the Pastry War, during which he lost a leg. His military abilities proved wanting after that, as he lost at Churubusco, Contreras, Cerro Gordo, and San Jacinto. For 10 points name this Mexican figure often defeated by Texans and Americans after his victory at the Alamo.

BONUS. Identify these works of Stephen Crane, for 10 points each:

[10] In this story, Johnnie is the son of Pat Scully, the owner of the title establishment. Mr. Blanc fails to corroborate the Swede’s accusation that Johnnie is cheating at cards.

ANSWER: “The Blue Hotel”

[10] Based on Crane’s experience surviving the sinking of the USS Commodore, it follows such characters as the oiler, the correspondent, the cook, and the captain.

ANSWER: “The Open Boat”

[10] In this story, Scratchy Wilson tries to instigate a gunfight with the town marshal Jack Potter. Wilson calls off the fight after finding out that Potter has married.

ANSWER: “The Bride Comes to Yellow Sky”

TOSSUP 3. His time in prison inspired The Baths of Algeria, while he finished Persiles and Sigismunda three days before dying. Several short works about scamps, such as “Colloquy of the Dogs,” comprise another of his works. Jorge Luis Borges attributed this author’s masterpiece to the fictional Pierre Menard, who recreates characters such as Countess Trifaldi, Samson Carrasco, and Dulcinea. For 10 points, identify this author of his Novelas Emplejares who created Sancho Panza and Don Quixote.

ANSWER: Miguel de Cervantes

BONUS. A shirtless man is waving red cloth at something in the distance to the upper right, as his many companions writhe on the title item. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this 1819 painting depicting the aftermatch of a shipwreck.
ANSWER: The Raft of the Medusa
[10] This painter of The Raft of the Medusa also created The Charging Chasseur and The Madwoman.
ANSWER: Jean Louis André Théodore Géricault
[10] Oddly elongated horses of various colors and menacing storm clouds dominate Gericault’s painting of this British horse race.
ANSWER: the Epsom Derby

TOSSUP 4. Jewish tradition assigns to him responsibility for the destruction of Sennacherib and Sodom, and he is also held to be inscriber of the Tau on the elect. He explained the prediction of the Seventy Weeks to Daniel, and he tells that prophet that the horned ram predicts the destruction of Persia by Alexander. For 10 points, name this archangel whom Christians see as blowing the trumpet on Judgment Day and Muslims as dictating the Quran to Mohammed, also described as conducting the Annunciation to Mary.

ANSWER: Gabriel [or Gavriel; or Jibril]

BONUS. Name these heroes of the American Revolution, for 10 points each.

[10] This South Carolina native organized a guerrilla group around Charleston and was pesky enough to get Banastre Tarleton to call him the “swamp fox.”

ANSWER: Francis Marion
[10] Marion teamed up with this guy in 1781 at the Battle of Eutaw Springs. This master strategist and leader of the southern army earlier fought at Princeton and Brandywine.

ANSWER: Nathanael Greene
[10] This guy succeeded Philip Schuyler as commander of the Northern Department and smashed John Burgoyne at Stillwater and Saratoga, only to be defeated at Camden.

ANSWER: Horatio Gates

TOSSUP 5. Their discovery was described in the 1977 paper “Adenovirus Mazes at Cold Spring Harbor,” and they were named by Walter Gilbert.  Scientists at Ohio State discovered their “homing” property, while evolutionary controversy between the “early” and “late” theories came to a head with the discovery of them in the bacteria Fischerella.  The self-cleaving ones are types of ribozymes, while others are excised by a protein-RNA complex known as a spliceosome. For 10 points, name these sequences of nucleotides that are non-coding as opposed to exons.

[10] She stabbed the boar before Meleager killed it, and received the hide. She later pledged to marry the man who beat her in a footrace, who turned out to be Melanion.
