TOSSUP 1. One method of describing the electroweak properties of their light pseudoscalar variety involves combining the Bethe-Salpeter and Schwinger-Dyson equations.  The discovery of the eta type of these particles supported the Eightfold Way, while that of the upsilon version revealed the existence of bottom quarks. Including the D, F, and B types, these colorless bosons were studied in both CP violation in decay modes and in strong interactions between protons and neutrons, and are composed of an even number of quarks and antiquarks. For 10 points, name these hadrons postulated by Hideki Yukawa, a class of particles that includes the charmed paired J/psi, kaons, and pions.

BONUS. This William Faulkner novel centers on a young corporal who is born in a cowshed and raised by his sisters Marya and Marthe. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this Christian allegory, in which the corporal is executed by his men after being betrayed.

ANSWER: A Fable
[10] Though he wrote such notable long poems as Elegie aux nymphes de Vaux, this seventeenth-century Frenchman is best known for twelve books of more than 230 fables.

ANSWER: Jean de La Fontaine
[10] La Fontaine’s books are primarily a translation of stories by this man, such as “The Fox and the Grapes” and “The Tortoise and the Hare.”

ANSWER: Aesop

TOSSUP 2. His son became a neo-Nazi who claimed that this man was murdered by the British secret service. After Gustav Strasser’s faction left, this man became deputy party leader, and he was eventually placed after only Göring on the succession list. Finding his power waning by 1941, this man, who had transcribed most of Mein Kampf, parachuted into Scotland and proposed peace to Britain. For 10 points, name this convincted Nazi war criminal who spent twenty-one years as the only inmate of Spandau prison.

BONUS. Identify these French composers, for 10 points each.

[10] A member of Les Six, his works include concertos for organ, harpsichord, and one and two pianos, plus the operas The Human Voice and The Breasts of Tiresias.

ANSWER: Francis Poulenc
[10] Among his choral works are the symphony Romeo and Juliet, the oratorios The Damnation of Faust and The Birth of Christ, and the opera Les Troyens.

ANSWER: Hector Berlioz
[10] He may be less known for collaborating with Quinault on the ballets Atys and Roland than for dying from gangrene after smashing his foot with a conductor’s staff.

ANSWER: Jean Baptiste Lully [or Giovanni Battista Lulli]

TOSSUP 3. His “monodrama” Maud earned him enough money to buy Farringford and the peace to create later verses like “The Higher Pantheism.” He describes the death of a mythical creature “Below the thunders of the Upper Deep” in “The Kraken.” He took inspiration from Shakespeare in “Mariana” and from Homer in both “The Lotus Eaters” and a poem in which the title character wishes “To strive, to seek, to find, and not to yield.” For 10 points identify this Victorian poet of The Princess, “Ulysses,” and Idylls of the King.

ANSWER: Alfred Lord Tennyson

BONUS. This man’s first book, Congressional Government, expressed a preference for the British system of government over the American. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this president of Princeton and governor of New Jersey, who was the only Democratic president between Jackson and FDR to serve two consecutive terms.

ANSWER: Woodrow Wilson
[10] The tenth point of Wilson’s Fourteen Points called for the division of this Central Power country into nations that would better reflect its ethnic groups.

ANSWER: Austria-Hungary [or Austro-Hungarian Empire]

[10] In 1915, Wilson oversaw the creation of this regulatory body, which is responsible for enforcing antitrust legislation and policing false advertising.

ANSWER: the FTC [or Federal Trade Commission]

TOSSUP 4. A battle with Sicyon caused this city’s ruler, Nycteus, to be mortally wounded and entrust Lycus with regency over the child king Labdacus. Later in the myth of this city, Epopeus’s wife was seduced by Zeus in the form of a satyr and gave birth to Amphion and Zethus, who built its walls and its seven gates. Due to the boasts of Amphion’s wife Niobe, those twins were deposed by Laius, whose son defeated the sphinx that lived outside this city. For 10 points, name this city founded by Cadmus and ruled by Oedipus.

ANSWER: Thebes

BONUS. Answer these questions about an example of symbiosis, for 10 points each.

[10] Consisting of a fungal mycobiont and a non-fungal photobiont, this symbiotic collective can contain cyanobacteria in a structure called a cephalodia.

ANSWER: lichens

[10] Lichens form these structures with a fungal cortex and medulla. It is generally defined as a plant body that is not differentiated into leaves, roots, or stems.

ANSWER: thallus [or thalli]

[10] The lichen known as California Spanish Moss can be found on oak trees, thus exhibiting this type of growth, in which a plant, fungus, or lichen depends on larger plant for support.

ANSWER: epiphyte [accept epiphytic]

TOSSUP 5. This painter of Agrippina with the Ashes of Germanicus and The Departure of Regulus from Rome replaced Joshua Reynolds as Royal Academy president. In another of his works, he replaced the convention of classical dress with accurate contemporary clothing in order to depict a 1763 event. For 10 points, name this man who showed a pondering Indian warrior and a group of soldiers with jackets of various colors watching the last moments of the red-clad title character in The Death of General Wolfe.

BONUS. Name these important things in Sikhism, for 10 points each.
[10] Every gurdwara contains a revered copy of this scripture, considered the living guru, which was first written by Arjun and completed by Tegh Bahadur.
ANSWER: the Adi Granth Sahib
[10] The janam-sakhis are legends about this founder of Sikhism, who declared the end of Hinduism and Islam and was succeeded by Angad.

ANSWER: Guru Nanak

[10] The “five Ks” required to be worn by male Sikhs in the khalsa include long hair, special shorts, a bracelet, a dagger, and the “kangha,” which is this object.
ANSWER: a comb [accept clear equivalents]
