TOSSUP 1. Upon learning of the death of his beloved, this god created the demons Bhadrakali and Virabhadra, from whose pores grew the monsters known as Raumyas. His most vengeful form is the Saddyojat, often associated with the Rudraksha tree. The father of Kartikeya, he takes the form of Nataraja, the cosmic dancer. Often depicted riding the white bull Nandi, he is the husband of Parvati. For 10 points, name this destroyer god, a member of the Hindu Trimurti along with Brahma and Vishnu.

ANSWER: Shiva

BONUS. Name these places important in the Korean War, for 10 points each.

[10] Following the North’s seizure of Seoul, this city became the temporary capital of the Republic of Korea. Its namesake “perimeter” was attacked by General Kim Chaek.

ANSWER: Pusan
[10] Despite the threat of mines and wide tidal variances, General MacArthur oversaw the massive, amphibious 1950 invasion of this seaport to Seoul.

ANSWER: Inchon
[10] United Nations forces left Pyongyang in 1950 after China entered the war due to UN proximity to this river that forms the border between China and Korea.

ANSWER: Yalu [or Ya-lu Chiang; or Yalu Jiang; or Amnok-ang]

TOSSUP 2. A Survivor from Warsaw is one of his last works; A Modern Psalm and Jacob’s Ladder, along with his only opera, were left unfinished at his death in 1951, His vocal works include The Book of the Hanging Gardens and the Erwartung. He also composed the string sextet Verklärte Nacht (fair CLAIR tuh nakht) and the narrated “song cycle” about a “moonstruck” man, Pierrot Lunaire. For 10 points, name this teacher of Webern and Berg who founded the serialist school.

ANSWER: Arnold Schoenberg

BONUS. Well-known biological examples include hemoglobin and chlorophyll.  For 10 points each:

[10] Those are examples of this type of compound in which one or more ligands attach themselves to a central metal ion.

ANSWER: coordination compound or coordination complex

[10] What term is given to a single ligand which form two or more reversible bonds with the central, usually metallic ion in a ligand complex?

ANSWER: chelate (accept polydentate)

[10] The heme coordination complex contains this heterocyclic molecule which uses methane bridges to connect its four pyrrole subunits.

ANSWER: porphyrin

TOSSUP 3. They spanned an eight-week period, starting in Ottawa and ending in Alton, and at one of them, the Freeport Doctrine was first explained. Each lasted for three hours and discussed such topics as the division of Texas into several states, the Lecompton constitution in Kansas, and the intent of the Founding Fathers. Jonesboro, Charleston, Galesburg, and Quincy were other locations for these in 1858. For 10 points, issues of slavery were the major subject of what forensic events between two Illinois senatorial candidates?

ANSWER: the Lincoln-Douglas debates [accept clear equivalents]

BONUS. Following her 1986 death, much was written about her relationships with men and women, including Jean-Paul Sartre. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this French author of The Woman Destroyed and Memoirs of a Dutiful Daughter.

ANSWER: Simone de Beauvoir
[10] This essay cycle on the status of women discusses what Beauvoir dubs the “Facts and Myths” of women in 1940s French society and in contemporary literature.

ANSWER: The Second Sex [or Le Deuxieme Sexe]

[10] Beauvoir’s The Mandarins uses the name “Lewis Brogan” to represent this Beauvoir paramour, who wrote A Walk on the Wild Side and The Man With the Golden Arm.

ANSWER: Nelson Algren [or Nelson Ahlgren Abraham]

TOSSUP 4. It describes a mismatched romance between Helen White and Seth Richmond. In another section, Dr. Parcival dreams about a lynch mob. The main character, a journalist, falls for Louise Trunnion in the section “Nobody Knows” and Belle Carpenter in “An Awakening.” The first two sections, “Paper Pills” and “Hands,” are prefaced by the description of the novel as a “Book of Grotesques.” For 10 points, George Willard recounts his experiences in the title town in what novel by Sherwood Anderson?

ANSWER: Winesburg, Ohio

BONUS. Name these mythological beasts, for 10 points each.

[10] The wisest of these half-horses was Chiron, who mentored Heracles.

ANSWER: centaurs

[10] This daughter of Ceto, with the head of a nymph and body of a serpent, hid in a cave while Zeus beat up her husband Typhon.

ANSWER: Echidna
[10] Loved by Zeus, this demon became queen of Libya and was given the power to remove her own eyes, after Hera killed all of her children.

ANSWER: Lamia

TOSSUP 5. This phenomenon is marked by such properties as asymptotic freedom and confinenment. Interactions governed by it are explained by the SU(3) theory known as quantum chromodynamics, while its symmetry was explained by the eightfold way. The most fundamental particles that obey it exhbit a “color” charge. For 10 points, identify this fundamental force which keeps hadrons together and governs the behavior of quarks and gluons.

ANSWER: strong nuclear force [accept QCD or quantum chromodynamics until it is read; prompt on color before it is read]

[10] Name this mannerist painting.
ANSWER: Madonna of the Long Neck [or Madonna dal Collo Lungo]

[10] This painter of Madonna of the Long Neck also painted The Vision of Saint Jerome and the portrait of Antea.
ANSWER: Parmigianino [or Girolamo Francesco Maria Mazzola; or Girolamo Francesco Maria Mazzuoli]
[10] Parmigianino may be seen in this circular painting which is distorted towards the edges, as in the hand with ruffled sleeve that takes up the bottom edge.
ANSWER: Self Portrait in a Convex Mirror
