TOSSUP 1. The conductor Robert Craft assisted in the creation of many of his late scores, including the Requiem Canticles. He collaborated with André Gide for the melodrama Perséphone, and wrote musical tributes to Dylan Thomas and John F. Kennedy. W. H. Auden lived with him while collaborating on The Rake’s Progress, and he also composed The Soldier’s Tale and such ballets as Petrouchka and The Firebird. For 10 points, name this Russian composer who started a Parisian riot at the premiere of his Rite of Spring.

ANSWER: Igor Fyodorovich Stravinsky

BONUS. The Ottoman Empire rapidly lost territory in the nineteenth century. For 10 points each:

[10] This Macedonian-born viceroy and father of ninety-five children killed the last Mamluks and achieved de facto independence for Egypt by the 1830s.

ANSWER: Muhammad Ali [or Mehmet Ali; prompt on partial answer]

[10] This 1827 battle, often called the last major clash between wooden ships, was the turning point for victory by the allies of Greek independence over the Ottomans.

ANSWER: Battle of Navarino

[10] This 1878 treaty, which ended the Russo-Turkish War and was softened at the Berlin Congress, recognized the independenece of Serbia, Montenegro, Romania, and Bulgaria.

ANSWER: Treaty of San Stefano

TOSSUP 2. Popular examples of this type of figure include the patron of the dead Ksitigarbha and the wise Mañjusri. They are said to value karuna equally with prajna and follow the stages of bhumi. All sects agree that only men can attain this status, though Japanese schools hold it open to laymen in opposition to the tradition that only monks may achieve it. One dedicated to mercy, Avalokitesvara, is said to be reincarnated as the Dalai Lama. For 10 points, name these figures who destined to become Buddhas but choose to be reborn.

BONUS. The first line of this poem states that “The sea is calm tonight.” For 10 points each:

[10] Name this poem about a place “Where ignorant armies clash by night.”

ANSWER: “Dover Beach”
[10] Name the Victorian poet and critic who wrote “Dover Beach”, as well as “The Scholar Gipsy” and “Thyrsis,” about Arthur Hugh Clough.

ANSWER: Matthew Arnold
[10] In the critical work Culture and Anarchy, Matthew Arnold used this term to describe England’s commercial middle class, which Arnold held to be inherently crude.

ANSWER: Philistines

TOSSUP 3. Her four daughters married five kings among them, including Christian II of Denmark,   Louis II of Hungary, and both Manuel I and John III of Portugal. After her father displaced her from the regency for the young Charles V, she was imprisoned at Tordesillas, where this last surviving child of Ferdinand and Isabella lived the last seven years of her life as queen in absentia. For 10 points, identify this queen of Castile and Aragon who went insane, producing her usual nickname.

ANSWER: Juana la Loca [or Joan the Mad]

BONUS. Identify these dangerous chemicals, for 10 points each.

[10] Though technically a weak acid, this acid halide used to separate uranium isotopes will bind to calcium in the body causing metabolic changes and possible death.

ANSWER: hydrogen fluoride or hydrofluoric acid or HF
[10] This nerve agent with formula COCl2 combines with water in the lungs forming carbon dioxide and hydrochloric acid. Formed from oxygen and chlorine gas, it is a common chemical precursor used to make polyurethanes and isocyanates.

ANSWER: phosgene
[10] Also called ethyne, this hydrocarbon with formula C2H2 will explode under high pressure. It is used to fuel hot torches.

ANSWER: acetylene

TOSSUP 4. A man who gives false sympathy to a former employer in this play will not accept money for his travels with Anya. Noting that diseases are never cured by applying several drugs, the ineffectual Gayev plays billiards all day and ends conversations by noting that he is silent. Boris Simoneov’s sale of his estate to clay miners presages what will happen when, by outbidding Doridanov, the ex-peasant Lopakhin buys the estate of Ranevskaya. For 10 points, Lopakhin cuts down the title entity in what Anton Chekhov play?

ANSWER: The Cherry Orchard [or Vishnovy sad]

BONUS. Name these men who depicted French diplomatic relations in painting, for 10 points each.

[10] This Flemish Baroque painter of The Arrival of Marie de Medici at Marseilles also created Madonna of the Basket and a notable Descent from the Cross.
ANSWER: Peter Paul Reubens
[10] A line of alternating red and white figures snakes across The Reception of the French Ambassador in Venice by this appropriately-named painter of Venetian landmarks.

ANSWER: Canaletto [or Giovanni Antonio Canal]

 [10] A portrait of Anne of Cleves and a series of Dance of Death woodcuts were made by this painter who showed a skull and Francis I’s legates to Henry VIII in The Ambassadors.
ANSWER: Hans Holbein the Younger [prompt on Hans Holbein]

TOSSUP 5. Two instances of this are joined by a short loop to form a liked-named hairpin, while four joined ones comprise the Greek key motif. Oligomers of this structure comprise the plaques implicated in many neurodegenerative diseases. One of the configurations allowed by the Corey-Pauling rules, this structure results from an extensive hydrogen bond network between strands of amino acids with extended peptide bonds. For 10 points, name this regular protein secondary structure distinct from the alpha helix.

ANSWER: beta-pleated sheets

BONUS. He ruled as king of Tula until expelled by Tezcatlipoca in a story symbolic of Toltec history. For 10 points per part:
[10] Name this plumed serpent god who was the priestly patron and perhaps chief god in Aztec society.
ANSWER: Quetzalcoatl
[10] This dog-headed brother of Quetzalcoatl accompanied him to the underworld in order to reanimate ancient bones and create humanity.
ANSWER: Xolotl
[10] Two attributes of Quetzalcoatl, his light skin and sporting of this fashionable feature, led Aztec leaders to confuse Hernan Cortes with the returning god.
ANSWER: a beard [accept reasonable equivalents]
