TOSSUP 1. Unique in his repertoire is the mezzo-forte dynamic at the end of his fourth symphony, which includes music planned for a tone poem based on Poe’s “The Raven.” His other works include En saga, The Oceanides, Tapiola, the Karelia suite, and Kullervo. His tone poems Pohjola’s Daughter and Luonnotar were based on the same source as his The Swan of Tuonela, namely the Kalevala. For 10 points, name this composer who drew on his country’s movement for independence from Russia to write Finlandia.

ANSWER: Johan Julius Christian “Jean” Sibelius

BONUS. Identify these dances, for 10 points each.

[10] Popular in Parisian dance halls in the 1830s, this Algerian-born dance used two-four rhythm and usually involved four women kicking up their petticoats in unison.

[10] Traditionally, males perform this classical style of Indian dance that is indigenous to Kerala and takes subjects from the Ramayana and Mahabharata.

TOSSUP 2. His spirit introduces the action of The Jew of Malta, and this man wrote a play about Ligurio’s attempt to bring Callimaco together with Lucrezia. Both Belfagor and The Mandrake were more popular in his time than his Discourses on Livy, which defended republican government. In another work, he discussed the relative advantages of being feared and loved. For 10 points, name this author who attempted to resume a career in the government of Florence by giving the Medicis his handbook on power, The Prince.

ANSWER: Nicolo Machiavelli

For 10 points, identify this 1960 event, the first such meeting of two Presidential candidates in a general election.
