TOSSUP 1. Fifty years later, this decision was overturned in the case of Brandenburg v. Ohio. The central concept of this decision was modified in the case of Whitney v. California, which introduced the so-called “bad tendency” test. The defendant in this case was a General Secretary of the Socialist Party, who was accused of violating 1917’s Espionage Act. For 10 points, name this 1919 Supreme Court decision which established the “clear and present danger” test for whether speech was protected by the First Amendment.
