TOSSUP 1. Edna St. Vincent Millay claims that it “cannot fill the thickened lung;” Thomas Hardy claims that it has “features pitiless, and iron daggers of distress;” and Emily Dickinson says that it can only ask the syllable “Why?” It names certain “suicides at Sonezaki” in the bunraku plays, while Walker Percy and Robert Browning both found it among ruins. For 10 points, what is this concept existing in a Garcia Marquez novel “in the time of cholera” that, according to Virgil, “conquers all?”
ANSWER: love

BONUS. Identify these characters from Alexandre Dumas’s The Three Musketeers, for 10 points each.

[10] This young Gasconite travels to Paris in the hopes of becoming a Musketeer himself; however, his first exposure to the Musketeers results in being challenged to three duels.

ANSWER: D’Artagnan
[10] She was once married to Athos and falls in love with D’Artagnan, before revealing the brand that marks her as a convict after a late-night assignation.

ANSWER: Milady de Winter [accept Milady]

TOSSUP 2. In the fractional quantium Hall effect, the Hall conductance plateaus at this value squared divided by Planck’s constant, and it is multiplied by two, then divided by a particle’s mass in the Child-Langmuir equation, which dictates the current density between two diodes in a vacuum. The Faraday constant is simply this value multiplied by Avogadro’s number, as it describes the electromagnetic interaction of a mole of a certain particle. For 10 points, name this physical constant whose value was approximated by the Millikan oil drop experiment, equal to 1.602 times 10-19 Coulombs and symbolized by a lowercase ‘e.’
ANSWER: electron charge [or “charge of the electron” or elementary charge; or proton charge; or e, before mentioned]

BONUS. The kidneys are regulated by several hormones produced by associated glands near the head. For 10 points each, name some of those hormones.

[10] It interacts with mineralocorticoid receptors to increase collecting ducts’ permeability to sodium, in turn increasing water intake and eventually blood pressure.

ANSWER: aldosterone
[10] Made in the pituitary gland, it acts on the V2 receptor in kidneys in order to induce an increase in aquaporins in the collecting duct cells, drawing water away and increasing urine concentration.

ANSWER: antidiuretic hormone [or arginine vasopressin or argipressin or ADH]

TOSSUP 3. Some of these people fought the Musket Wars, in which the Ngati Whatua tribe defeated the Ngapuhi. In the 1840s, another group of this people fought the Flagstaff War around the Bay of Islands. They were also involved in the Taranaki Wars, the Waikato War, and Te Kooti’s War, all of which were fought after William Hobson and their leader Hone Heke signed a treaty in 1840. For 10 points, Britain signed the Treaty of Waitangi with what native inhabitants of New Zealand?

[10] This Ukrainian leader sought to reunite his homeland and so he turned against his former ally, Peter I, and joined Charles XII of Sweden. He was defeated at Poltava.

[10] Mazepa served as the hetman of these fiercely independent horsemen who lived along the Don river and often served in the Czar’s armies.

TOSSUP 4. Vernon and Cattell hypothesized a hierarchical model for it that involves fluid and a crystallized components. Its heritability was traced by Galton, the Wechsler scale attempts to measure it, and Howard Gardner found “multiple” types of it. Stephen Jay Gould argued against a popular way of quantifying it in The Mismeasure of Man, while Terman’s scale for it revised a quotient used by Simon and Binet. For 10 points, name this general mental capability often expressed as a “quotient” by the controversial IQ test.

BONUS. Name these activities which were at issue in Supreme Court cases arising from Texas, for 10 points each.

[10] 1989’s Texas v. Johnson, along with Johnson v. U.S., definitively stated that laws against this form of expression, in an of itself, are unconstitutional infringements of free speech.

ANSWER: flag burning [accept obvious equivalents]

[10] 1950’s Sweatt v. Painter ruled that the University of Texas Law School was required to stop engaging in this practice.

ANSWER: racial segregation [or racial discrimination or other equivalents]

TOSSUP 5. The finale of his first string quartet contains a high E flat representing the effects of tinnitus. He composed of forty-two operas, including the nationalistic Dalibor and Libuse, but the only one remaining in the repertory is the tale of title character Mařenka ending up with Jeník. This composer of From My Life and The Bartered Bride also wrote a suite of tone poems, My Country, which contains a section about a Bohemian river. For 10 points, name this composer of The Moldau.

[10] Still standing in Padua’s main square, this depiction of the condottieri Erasmo De Narni on horseback was completed in 1450.

Lincoln called his work the best recruiting tool of the Civil War, and this man’s depiction of the Americus Fire Company as a rapacious tiger helped to bring down Boss Tweed. For 10 points, name this Harper’s illustrator who invented the party symbolism of the elephant and donkey.

TOSSUP 8. If this quantity is held constant, the value of the partial derivative of temperature with respect to pressure can be used to find a compound’s Joule-Thomson coefficient. Held constant in throttling processes, it is equal to the maximum possible energy change in isobaric processes. The Legendre transform of internal energy with respect to PV, changes in this quantity can be indirectly calculated using Hess’ Law. Equal to a system’s internal energy plus its pressure times volume, for 10 points, name this thermodynamic quantity abbreviated H.

[10] A substance known as splendipherin was found to be secreted by parotid glands in 1999, the first discovery in frogs of these chemicals used as signals by animals to attract other animals of the same species.

[10] Amphibians possess this cavity in their body into which intestinal and urinary tracts empty; birds also have these and mate by pressing them together in a namesake “kiss” which results in the transmission of sperm.

TOSSUP 11. The presence of this material leads to a rare phenomenon known as the Bishop’s Ring, a faint bluish corona. One form of it is called pozzolana, and it is often a main component of lahars along with mud and water. It can be called lapilli when it becomes larger in diameter, since it is the smallest basic form of tephra. Its presence in the atmosphere led to the “nuclear winter” experienced after Tambora in 1815. For 10 points, give the term for the fine particles of rock ejected during a volcanic eruption.

TOSSUP 14. Pictures of the “ba” or deceased soul in Egyptian art often resembled these. One of these creatures retrieved a ransom of a cup of amrita in order to rescue his mother Vinata from the snakes of Patala. That one is the king of these animals in Hindu myth and was the steed of Vishnu, named Garuda. Heracles killed the Stymphalian kind, while in Arabian myth the rocs are very large examples. For 10 points, name this class of animal whose bodies joined the heads of women to form the Harpies.

The title song of that record was their second single, after a track which tells the listener “don’t look at me that way.” “Angelina” and “Tragedy Bound” are on their 2007 release, The Sun and the Moon. For 10 points, name this Sam Endicott-led band behind the 2007 single “Time Won’t Let Me Go,” which started a fake rivalry with The Killers to gain attention for their debut hit “An Honest Mistake.”

First discovered in 1948 and known to make up about 50% of the corn genome, for 10 points, what are these mobile genetic elements responsible for the varying colors of corn and associated with Barbara McClintock?

[10] This woman detailed Thea Kronborg’s transformation from preacher’s daughter to opera star in her The Song of the Lark. She also wrote O Pioneers.

TOSSUP 20. Cereal magnate John Kellogg served this religious movement as the superintendent of their Western Health Reform Institute, whose patients included fellow cereal mogul C.W. Post. This movement is heavily influenced by the Book of Daniel’s reference to the “cleansing of the heavenly sanctuary.” The failure of the end of the world to occur on October 22, 1844 is referred to by members of this movement as the Great Disappointment. ANSWER: Francisco Goya y Lucientes

[10] In this work named for the date on which the events occurred Goya depicts a Napoleonic firing squad killing a group of Madrid citizens.

In his short story “The Madman” a once proud civic leader is robbed of his clothes and, subsequently, of his status. “Dead Man’s Path” considers the struggles of modernity and is collected in Girls at War. His criticism of V.S. Naipaul’s continental vision can be found in Home and Exile, while his own novels include the tale of Nanga, a Minister of Culture, and the teacher, Odili, who opposes him. That work, A Man of the People was preceded by his critique of missionary schools, Arrow of God. For 19 points, name this author of a 1951 work about the tragic life of Okonkwo, Things Fall Apart.

[10] These are complex numbers of the form Mejφ [M E to the J phi] used to represent a sinusoidally varying quantity. In A/C circuit analysis, these represent the voltage and current.

[10] This complex quantity is the A/C phasor generalization of resistance and is equal to the ratio of the voltage and current phasors across an element.

ANSWER: electrical impedance
[10] Generally symbolized X, this quantity is the imaginary component of the impedance. It is zero for a resonant system.

Smaller works include the fanfares Tromba lontana and Short Ride in a Fast Machine. One of his operas inspired his related piece “The Chairman Dances,” while another was inspired by a ship hijacking. [10] Involving over two million soldiers, this was the largest tank battle in history. Lasting from July 5 to August 23, 1943, it broke Germany’s offensive capability.

Known in the ceramics industry as whiting, it can be used as an ingredient in glazes as well as to neutralize the effect of acid rain in river ecosystems. When formed from its corresponding hydroxide, it can be used to sequester carbon dioxide from the atmosphere, making it useful for underground repositories. For 10 points, identify this substance responsible for the formation of stalagmites and stalactites in caverns and hard water, which is also known as limestone or chalk.

ANSWER: calcium carbonate [prompt on limestone before it is read]

For 10 points, identify this Germanic tribe whose occupation of northern Italy gives that region its name.
