TOSSUP 1. The Telchines mixed it with sulfure in order to create a chemical weapon. With a name meaning “hateful,” only ships made of equine hooves could sail on it, and a penalty of one year of muteness and nine years of banishment was imposed on any god who broke an oath sworn by it. For 10 points, name this river which Achilles was dipped in to acquire immortality and which encircles Hades.

ANSWER: the River Styx

BONUS. Identify these Mesopotamian deities, for 10 points each.

[10] This “Lord of the Air” is the Mesopotamian god of the atmosphere, breathing through its mouth both gentle winds and hurricanes. 
ANSWER: Enlil

[10] This goddess of war, sexual love, and fertility was believed to have once descended into the underworld, at which point all sexual activity on earth ceased until her revival and return. 
ANSWER: Ishtar [or Anunit]

TOSSUP 2. They include resazurin and salts like erythrosine. The anthocyanins are easily made from cabbage or beet, and more sophisticated versions include SBFI, PBFI, fluo-4, fura-2, and BAPTA, the latter three specific for calcium. Their properties are based on a specific dissociation constant, and some less common ones include tropeolin, nitramine, alpha-naphtholbenzein, dinitrophenol, and azolitmin. The universal version of these are usually mixtures of weak acids and bases, and they famously include congo red, phenolphthalein, and litmus. For 10 points, name these chemicals used to gauge the pH of a solution.

The marriage of Polly Peachum to the outlaw Mac the Knife is found in, for 10 points, what opera by Kurt Weill and Bertolt Brecht?

ANSWER: The Threepenny Opera [or Die Dreigroschenoper; do not accept or prompt on “The Beggar’s Opera” at any point]

BONUS. Answer the following questions about chords, for 10 points each.

[10] A root, third, and fifth comprise this basic type of chord which predominated in music of the eighteenth and nineteenth centuries.

ANSWER: triad
[10] This term describes an arrangement of a chord in which the root is not the bass note; for example, when the G in a C major chord is the lowest in pitch.

ANSWER: inversion [accept word forms]

TOSSUP 4. The third stanza repeats the word “happy” numerous times to describe an unwearied “melodist,” “boughs” that cannot shed, and love “forever warm and still to be enjoyed.” Its fourth section speculates about the “little town by the river” whose folk have left to come to the sacrifice. Purportedly inspired by its author’s visit to an exhibit of the Elgin Marbles, it begins “Thou still unravish’d bride of quietness.” For 10 points, identify this 1820 work that concludes “Beauty is truth, truth beauty,” a poem by John Keats.

BONUS. Identify these novels, for 10 points each.

[10] In this 1925 work an ambitious bank clerk named Joseph is arrested for no particular reason; he soon finds himself romancing Leni and being defended by the ineffective lawyer Huld.

[10] In this unfinished Franz Kafka work a hero, known only as K., tries to gain access to the title location, but he is frustrated by the bureaucracy therein and becomes a janitor.

TOSSUP 5. Scarcity of natural resources can lead to it, as can a rise in the corporate tax rate, and it is the phenomenon ultimately caused by a price-wage spiral. [10] A 1952 attempt by Truman to seize still mills over the threat of a strike was called an overreach of executive power in this decision.

ANSWER: Youngstown Sheet & Tube Co. v. Sawyer [accept Sawyer v. Youngstown Sheet & Tube Co.]

It is also used to describe a certain “Curiosity Shop” in a Dickens title and a fisherman named Santiago who struggles with sharks. For 10 points, give this temporal word which identifies a certain “man” who is paired with the sea in a work by Hemingway.

TOSSUP 8. The enzyme dopamine beta-hydroxylase requires it to convert dopamine to noradrenaline, and it Haworth and Karrer were the first to synthesize this chemical, which has formula C6H8O. The first line of defense against oxidative stress caused by free radicals, a lack of it causes underhydroxylation of lysine and proline in collagen, one of the major symptoms of its deficiency, which often affected sailors. Linus Pauling recommended massive doses of, for 10 points, what water-soluble vitamin abundant in limes and oranges that prevents scurvy?

Any set of forces and torques on a body can be replaced by a single torque and a single force acting through it. Its location is given by the volume integral of position times density, divided by the volume integral of the density. It can be found for plane figures by the method of plumb lines. For 10 points, name this point through which a uniform gravitational field acts.

ANSWER: the center of mass [prompt on center of gravity]

[10] Ruth’s grandson and father of David is often portrayed with a tree shooting from his body.  Name this Bethlehemite who is described in the Book of Isaiah as a “stump” from which “a branch shall grow.”

TOSSUP 20. He is often seen on the lekythen, and usually carries an upside down torch and a butterfly. Along with his brother, he cleaned the body of Sarpedon and transported it to Lydia. ANSWER: the Long Telegram

[10] Kennan opposed the Vietnam War from the beginning, unlike this former head of the Ford Motor Company, who Kennedy appointed as his Secretary of Defense, but who resigned halfway through the war. 

ANSWER: Robert Strange McNamara

TOSSUP 21. [10] Adiabatic expansion of a gas is the second step in this cycle, the most efficient cycle for converting heat into work.

ANSWER: Carnot cycle

[10] The adiabatic form of this law of thermodynamics states that the sum of the time derivative of specific internal energy and the product of the gas pressure and the time derivative of one over the mass density is equal to zero.

ANSWER: first law of thermodynamics

TOSSUP 22. The Polynesian goddess Toi-Mata had one for an eye, while the Yoruban deity Shango wears two of them on his head. A figure who sacrificed the whole world to Kasyapa was the son of Jamadagni and has this item in his name; he also used one to kill Karrta Verrya Arjuna, who had stolen a cow. For 10 points, that is the sixth avatar of Vishnu, who is known as Parasurama or Rama “with” one of what weapons?

ANSWER: axes [accept reasonable equivalents such as hatchets, but not swords, spears, or clearly distinct objects]

BONUS. This type of collection increased noticeably in the later twelfth century. For 10 points each:

[10] Give this term, also known as écuage or shield money, used to designate cash given in lieu of actual military service by a vassal to the king.

ANSWER: scutage

[10] This 1215 document included a pledge by King John to collect scutage only with the “common counsel” of the barons.

ANSWER: Magna Carta [I guess you can accept Great Charter]

[10] To deal with the “landless knights” created by the widespread use of scutage, this king created the status of “knight bachelor.” He had a rivalry with Simon de Montfort.

ANSWER: Henry III [prompt on Henry]

TOSSUP 23. His Wisdom of the Earth is a disturbing representation of a seated woman, while the project King of Kings combines mill screws and mugs made out of wood. In 1935 he was commissioned by the Jaswant of Indore to build a Temple of Deliverance that would be decorated with his sculptures. Although his most ambitious work may have been the Endless Column, he was better known for animal works like Turtles and The Seal. For 10 points, name this man who sought to capture the essence of flight in his abstract series Bird in Space.

[10] It stimulates cells to take up amino acids and stimulates the liver to produce somatomedins for bone and cartilage development. Too much of it causes acromegaly.

[10] It stimulates production and secretion of milk in females, and controls endocrine function of the testes in males.

ANSWER: prolactin
[10] It stimulates ovulation and corpus luteum development in females, acting with follicle-stimulating hormone. In males, it stimulates Leydig cells to produce testosterone.

[10] This daughter of Cassy escapes from Shelby with her son Jimmy and reunites with her husband, George Harris, in Canada.

TOSSUP 25. His political career was marked by factional strife with José Miguel Carrera, who was the first president of this man’s home country. He simultaneously served as militia general and governor of Concepción, a distraction which may have led to his armies losing at the Battle of Rancagua in 1814. Three years later, in cooperation with José de San Martín, he won a decisive victory at Chacabuco. For 10 points, name this son of the Irish-born viceroy of Spanish Peru, who becane the founder of an independent Chile.

[10] Frequently found at the end of a sonata or concerto, this is a movement in which one portion is repeated multiple times, or a slow aria is followed by a faster one.

[10] Coming from the Italian for “joke,” it is usually the fastest movement of a symphony, and frequently contain alternating slower sections, which are called “trios.”
ANSWER: scherzo

[10] These speech-like movements preceding arias can be either “accompanied” or “secco,” depending on whether the orchestra plays sustained or staccato notes.

It can react directly with ionically charged organic species, but otherwise requires the presence of a metal catalyst for reaction.
