TOSSUP 1. A chemical similar to it, allantoin, is often converted into glyoxylic acid in animals, and it can be produced commercially by removing a water molecule from ammonium carbamate in the Bosch-Meiser process. The Krebs-Henseleit process describes a namesake cycle in which intermediaries such as citrulline and arginine are used to convert ammonia to ornithine and it. For 10 points, name this chemical first produced inorganically in 1828 by Friedrich Wohler, filtered from the blood into the urine, a form of nitrogenous waste produced by mammals.

ANSWER: urea [or carbamide]

BONUS. Identify these atomic properties, for 10 points each.

[10] This is the energy required to dissociate an electron from an atomic nucleus; it is significantly higher for a half-filled or completed valence shell than other valence configurations.

ANSWER: ionization energy

[10] This namesake distance defines the radius of a hard sphere which will enclose the nucleus and the vast majority of the electron orbitals surrounding it; is frequently used in defining an atom’s radius.

ANSWER: van der Waals radius (fan dir VAHLZ)

TOSSUP 2. The appropriations needed for its enforcement were approved by one vote after Fischer Ames delivered a speech supporting it, and Alexander Hamilton attempted to garner support for it with the “Camillus” papers. It was ratified after the suspension of a provision of Article XII relating to West Indian trade and was necessitated by British refusal to evacuate military posts in the American Northwest. For 10 points, name this 1794 treaty with Britain negotiated by the Chief Justice of the Supreme Court.

ANSWER: John Jay’s Treaty

BONUS. Name these American citizens who conquered foreign countries, for 10 points each.

[10] After some adventures on the US-Mexico border which expedited the Gadsden Purchase, this filibuster declared himself president of Nicaragua in 1855 and held power for ten months.

[10] This possessor of the greatest beard in American history deposed Liliuokalani and spent six years as governor of the “Republic of Hawaii” before American annexation.

ANSWER: Sanford Ballard Dole

TOSSUP 3. “Fictive” types of this include the blood ritual of the Zande and the compadrazgo in Mexico. The canonical names for its various systems include Hawaiian, Omaha, Sudanese, and Eskimo. A Claude Levi Strauss study of this phenomenon is titled for its “elementary structures,” and it can either be unilineal or bilineal. Whether genders, degree of relationship, birth order, or other factors are described in each terms determines what system is at work. For 10 points, this is what area of anthropological study that involves the terms used to describe family members?

ANSWER: kinship [accept logical equivalents such as “family relationships” or “consanguinity” before “elementary” is read; exact answer required afterwards]

BONUS. Name these “problems” in microeconomics, for 10 points each.

[10] This specific type of asymmetric information problem arises when one party is encouraged to change behavior for the riskier after agreeing to a contract; for example, a man who stops wearing his seatbelt after upgrading his health insurance.

ANSWER: moral hazard
[10] A society-wide generalization of the prisoner’s dilemma, this occurs when a minority need not assume any cost to get some benefit available to all, leading to no one being willing to put up the cost and the benefit disappearing. 

ANSWER: free rider problem [accept tragedy of the commons]

TOSSUP 4. The West, North, and South facades feature representations of the Virtues and Vices, Labors of the Months, and Signs of the Zodiac, respectively. The eastern section of the carved screen depicts The Life of Joseph. The final changes to the project were made in 1864 when Viollet-Le-Duc modified the nave gallery windows and built a spire over the crossing. Its cornerstone was laid by Pope Alexander III in 1163 and to this day it stands on the Ile de la Cite (see-tay). Well known for its rose windows, for 10 points, identify this Parisian cathedral. 

ANSWER: Notre Dame de Paris

BONUS. Name these composers who wrote operas about Orpheus, for 10 points each.

[10] This composer of Tales of Hoffman adopted the can-can into the Gallop scene in his Orpheus in the Underworld.

[10] This German’s 1762 Orfeo ed Eurydice was one of his “reform operas” which aimed to modernize the genre away from the old “opera seria.” He also composed Alceste and two Iphigenia operas.

TOSSUP 5. He fell out with Vladimir Jabotinsky over tactics at the 1938 Betar World Convention. He later compromised after defeating Yigael Yadin in an election by naming Yadin deputy prime minister. Earlier, he spent five years as the leader of Irgun and placed the phone call evacuating the King David Hotel prior to Irgun’s bombing of that building. Though he founded the Herut party, he was the first Likud premier. For 10 points, name this Israeli leader who signed the first peace treaty with Egypt.

ANSWER: Menachem Wolfovitch Begin

BONUS. As this battle of the War of the Roses began, the King’s forces positioned themselves on Ambien Hill. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this battle between Richard III and a Tudor opponent who had fled to Brittany after the Battle of Tewkesbury but now returned with an army of five thousand.

ANSWER: Battle of Bosworth Field

[10] This man defeated Richard III at Bosworth field and took the crown.

ANSWER: Henry VII [or Henry, Earl of Richmond; prompt on Henry Tudor]

TOSSUP 6. He compared “Laughing” and “Sentimental Comedy” in his Essay on the Theater. A poem by this man which asks “what art can wash her guilt away?” when a “lovely woman stoops to folly” appeared in his best-known novel. A longer poem by this man concludes that “self-dependent power can time defy” as “rocks resist the billows and the sky,” and deplores the fate of “Sweet Auburn,” the “loveliest village of the plain.” In addition to The Deserted Village, this man wrote a play about Charles Marlow and Kate Hardcastle entitled She Stoops to Conquer. Name this English author who wrote the novel The Vicar of Wakefield.

He decried the social engineering of the Liberal Party in his The Man Versus the State, which drew on his analysis of the purpose of society in his earlier Social Statics. For 10 points, name this man who coined the phrase “survival of the fittest” to describe both the biological and social Darwinism he advocated.

[10] Analogous to Macha (maka) and Epona, this wife of Pwyll was framed for eating her son and had to carry visitors in the manner of a horse.

TOSSUP 8. A vector quantity whose time derivative is always perpendicular to it and is of constant magnitude will undergo this phenomenon, which can be modified by nutation. This behavior is commonly observed in angular momentum; in a prominent example, the force of gravity on a gyroscope will create a horizontal torque to change the direction of its angular momentum. For 10 points, name this mechanical phenomenon in which the axis of a rotating object changes cyclically, describing a cone.

BONUS. Answer the following about the geology of Devil’s Tower National Monument, for 10 points each.

[10] A popular theory holds that the tower is one of these types of igneous intrusions; these happen when lava cools inside sedimentary rock and forms a round lens-shaped body that is much wider than it is thick.

[10] The laccolith produces a rounded bulge in layers overlying it, but it does not collapse and form one of these structures, as happens when the magma chamber of a volcano empties and its roof collapses.

For 10 points, give this name listed as the respondent in an 1896 Supreme Court case which established the “separate but equal” doctrine and was brought to court by Homer Plessy.

He used blocks of sandstone set into the cliff below the namesake town in his enormous Lion of Belfort. His greatest work was based on a design he made for the Suez Canal while visiting Egypt with Gerome. Although the Khedive rejected his vision of a giant figure, a completed version was erected on top of Richard Morris Hunt’s pedestal on Bedloes Island. For 10 points identify this French sculptor of the New York harbor landmark Liberty Enlightening the World.

ANSWER: Frederic-Auguste Bartholdi

BONUS. For 10 points each, name these things related to Italian unification.

[10] Meaning “coalmen,” these were secret revolutionary societies that revolted in 1820 and 1830. Members included Silvio Pellico and Pietro Maroncelli.

[10] He became prime minister of the Kingdom of Sardinia in 1852 and was the first prime minister of the new Kingdom of Italy.

ANSWER: Camillo di Cavour
[10] This Italian patriot and military commander organized the Red Shirts and aided in the capture of Sicily.

TOSSUP 20. George Whitefield founded one of America’s first orphanages here in 1740. The first steamboat to cross the Atlantic shared its name with this city and left here in 1744 for Liverpool. [10] Dvorák composed two sets of works under this title. They were a follow-up to Dvorák’s own Moravian Duets and also capitalized on the popularity of Brahms’s recent Hungarian-themed hit, and they include the Furiant, Dumka, Skočná, and Polka.

TOSSUP 21. The river-island Philae contained the chief temple to this deity, who is credited with writing The Book of Breathing. One text claims that she had a child with Sopedu in that god’s guise as the star Sirius. She gave birth to another son while hiding in the swamp of Khemnis and later blackmailed her way into learning the secret name of Ra by threatening Ra with a snake. [10] Superstring theory is a possible UV completion of this theory, which seeks to unite general relativity with supersymmetry. It predicts the existence of a gravitino.

TOSSUP 22. Observation of SGR 1806-20 has revealed that some of these are caused by magnetar flares, though the collapsar model better accounts for the majority of them. BeppoSAX detected the afterglow from one of these in 1997 to establish that they originate in distant galaxies; that afterglow consists of fading optical and x-ray components, but very little of the namesake radiation. For 10 points, name these very powerful, sporadic emissions of a namesake radiation that puzzled astronomers for decades.

TOSSUP 23. The plays Niobe and Gob and Genoveva are examples of it, and it took its name from the subtitle of the play Wirrwarr. For 10 points, The Sorrows of Young Werther is part of what romantic literary movement, spearheaded by Goethe, that deals with the unease and drama of existence by depicting powerful emotions?

BONUS. They get their name from the Greek for “almond,” and these parts of the limbic system play key roles in memory consolidation and classical conditioning. For 10 points each:

[10] Name these small groups of neurons found in the temporal lobes. 

ANSWER: amygdalae

[10] The amygdalae can send signals that activate the release of this hormone, which causes increased heart rate and other effects known as the “flight-or-fight” response.

ANSWER: epinephrine [or adrenaline]

[10] Included in the limbic system with the amygdalae is this endocrine gland, which produces gonadotropin releasing hormone and also controls the anterior pituitary gland.

TOSSUP 24. He was a plaintiff before the Supreme Court three times during a twenty-year-long lawsuit against the New York Central Railroad, which he sued for overcharging his wife by nine dollars. That invention displaced the similar product of Obed Hussey by joining a reel, platform, and vibrating blade.
