RELATED TOSSUP/BONUS

TOSSUP 1. The sum of the various components of this quantity trace out an ellipsoid when the frame of reference changes with time. The matrix representing its general tensor form is diagonal when the coordinate axes are chosen to lie along the principal axes. The parallel axis theorem gives this quantity when the mass in question has been displaced parallel to an axis of rotation. This quantity times the angular acceleration gives the torque and its product with the angular frequency is the angular momentum. Given by some a constant of proportionality time the mass times the distance from the axis squared, for 10 points, identify this quantity relating to rigid bodies, the rotational analogue of mass.

BONUS. Name these minerals, for 10 points each.

[10] This ore of gibbsite and diaspore is produced by weathering on granite rocks. A hydrated aluminum oxide, it is the input for the Hall-Heroult process.

ANSWER: bauxite
[10] Like halite and anhydrite, it is formed by precipitation upon evaporation of water. Made by adding sulfuric acid to phosphate rock, this hydrated calcium sulfate includes alabaster and selenite, and is used to make plaster of Paris.

For 10 points, name this man whose search for his sister led him to found the Boeotian city of Thebes.

For 10 points, name this composer of Roman Festival, The Fountains of Rome, and The Pines of Rome.

[15] Begun in 1927, this ambitious project, which features four very large heads carved into the namesake landmark, was actually finished by Borglum’s son Lincoln in 1941.

[15] In 1908 Borglum won a competition to design a statue of this Civil War general, who served as head of the Army of the Potomac’s Cavalry Corps, in Washington D.C.

TOSSUP 6. The equation for an ideal one assumes that recombination-generation current is not significant, and that only three processes give rise to current within it. That equation, named after William Shockley, is not to be confused with one type which has a low forward voltage drop, and is named after Walter Schottky. The Esaki variety can have negative resistance due to quantum tunneling, while one that can conduct backwards is named after Clarence Zener. For 10 points, name these electronics components that allow current to flow in one direction but not the other, best known for their “light-emitting” variety.

[10] This newer form of carbon fixation shields rubisco from oxygen via bundle sheath cells in the mesophyll, and uses oxaloacetate and malate to ferry carbon there. Plants like sugarcane, maize and switchgrass use it.

ANSWER: C4
[10] In this process, which generally takes place at night to conserve water, plants take up CO2 and store it as malic acid for later use. It is like C4 but without the bundle sheath cells, and found primiarily in desert plants.

He explained that much of the economy, especially entertainment and frivolities, are driven by “modern survivals of prowess” in another book. For 10 points, name this man who described “pecuniary emulation” and “conspicuous consumption” in The Theory of the Lesiure Class.

TOSSUP 11. Serving as the basis behind the optical pyrometer in thermometry, it was obtained by rewriting the law of equipartition of energy so that the average energy goes to zero as frequency goes to infinity. Using the Boltzmann distribution as the probability of an energy state and treating energy as a discrete variable, we find that energy density is proportional to wavelength to the minus fifth power. For 10 points, identify this law that states the energy of a photon is proportional to the frequency, named for a German physicist who applied it as the basis of his quantum theory.

For 10 points, name this author of the anti-Nazi play Watch on the Rhine as well as The Children’s Hour and The Little Foxes.

TOSSUP 14. The Hybinette process is used to refine it for use in anodes, and the Canon process is often used to extract it, along with cobalt, from the ore laterite. It can be isolated in the lab using carbon monoxide; however, this produces a highly toxic carbonyl gas intermediately; thus, most of it is produced industrially via the Mond process. A spongy, or Rainey, variety of this element is a key fixture in hydrogenation reactions. A ferromagnetic element, with aluminum and cobalt it forms an alloys used in permanent magnets. For 10 points, identify this metallic element belonging to the iron group with symbol Ni.

[10] Name this Scottish philosopher, who also wrote an Enquiry Concerning Human Understanding.

[10] Hume later repudiated this first major philosophical work of his, a 1739 book divided into three sections on understanding, passions, and feelings.

ANSWER: A Treatise of Human Nature
[10] Failing to win renown as a philosopher, Hume switched genres and won fame for this six-volume work, which concludes with a discussion of the Glorious Revolution.

TOSSUP 21. South of this country lies the Gulf of Amatique, while its north borders the Bay of Chetumal. It is home to such ruins as Lubaantun, Xunantunich (shoo-nahn-TOO-nitch), and Caracol. [10] Triglycerides like tristearins that contain this type of fatty acids are solids at room temperature, because their fully reduced chains pack tightly, without kinks.

The Strecker Synthesis will convert one of these to an imine, and the Nef Synthesis will form one by treating nitroalkane with a base and then sulfuric acid. In a Fischer diagram for a sugar, this functional group is usually represented at the top with an alcohol at the bottom. The reagent PCC will only oxidize an alcohol to one of these, and not completely to a carboxylic acid. For 10 points, name this organic functional group similar to ketones featuring a carbonyl group connected directly to a hydrogen.

ANSWER: aldehydes

BONUS. Name these “amendments” governing the Latin American policy of the U.S., for 10 points each.

[10] This law, named for the Connecticut senator who put it forth on behalf of Secretary of State Root, permitted an exclusive U.S. right to intervene in Cuba.

ANSWER: Platt Amendment

[10] This 1984 bill sponsored by a representative from Massachussets prohibited the CIA or U.S. military from aiding the overthrow of the Nicaraguan government.

ANSWER: Boland Amendment

[10] This amendment to the resolution declaring the Spanish-American war noted that the U.S. had no intention of annexing Cuba.

TOSSUP 27. Passed under Lord Chatham’s ministry, they resulted in Governor Bernard dissolving a legislature after these laws were protested by a Circular Letter. Passed in conjunction with the New York Restraining Act, they were mostly withdrawn by Lord North. They created three vice-admiralty courts which operated without juries and legalized writs of assistance. For 10 points, a board of customs collectors in Boston was also established by what acts, named for a British Chancellor of the Exchequer?

ANSWER: Townshend Acts

[10] A member of Les Six, his works include concertos for organ, harpsichord, and one and two pianos, plus the operas The Human Voice and The Breasts of Tiresias.

ANSWER: Francis Poulenc
[10] Among his choral works are the symphony Romeo and Juliet, the oratorios The Damnation of Faust and The Birth of Christ, and the opera Les Troyens.

ANSWER: Hector Berlioz
[10] He may be less known for collaborating with Quinault on the ballets Atys and Roland than for dying from gangrene after smashing his foot with a conductor’s staff.

ANSWER: Jean Baptiste Lully [or Giovanni Battista Lulli]

The plot is set in motion after Falke (FAHL keh) brings Gabriel to a masquerade ball, once Alfred is convinced to serve Gabriel’s jail sentence. For 10 points, name this merry Johann Strauss, Jr. operetta whose plot has nothing to do with the bat in the title.

ANSWER: Die Fledermaus [prompt on The Bat before “bat” is read]

ANSWER: the War of the Three Henrys

[10] Bourbon rule in France ended for good with the deposition of this guy, whose inept 1824 to 1830 reign was cut short by the July Revolution.

ANSWER: Charles X [prompt on Charles]
