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Related Tossup/Bonus Phase
Tossup 1. This short story takes place in the town of Boomerang, where the narrator has been sent by a “Mr. A. Ward” to find a man named Leonidas. The narrator suspects Leonidas doesn’t exist after hearing stories about a “fifteen-minute nag” and Andrew Jackson, a bull pup that won dogfights by clenching onto to the other dog’s hind legs and refusing to let go. The title character is Dan’l Webster, whom an unknown man stuffs with quailshot to outfox Jim Smiley. For 10 points, identify this Mark Twain short story about a saltatory amphibian in California.
ANSWER: “The Celebrated Jumping Frog of Calaveras County” [accept “The Notorious Jumping Frog of Calaveras County”; accept “Jim Smiley and His Jumping Frog”]
BONUS. Answer the following abut absurd animal-related literature, for 10 points each.
[10] Everyone but the oblivious Berenger turns into the title animal in this Eugene Ionesco play.
ANSWER: Rhinoceros
[10] After being given a dead criminal’s testicles and pituitary, a dog creates his own identity as Poligraph Sharik in The Heart of a Dog, a novel by this author of The Master and Margarita.

ANSWER: Mikhail Bulgakov
Tossup 2. At the Democratic nominating convention in this year, a resolution condemning the Ku Klux Klan failed by one vote, and factions supporting William McAdoo and unsuccessful nominee Al Smith fought for nine days before a native West Virginian was nominated on the 103rd ballot. In the election, only one state not previously part of the Confederacy supported Davis, that being Oklahoma, while Wisconsin supported its own governor Robert La Follette. For 10 points, name this year in which Democrat John W. Davis lost to the incumbent seeking re-election, Calvin Coolidge.
ANSWER: election of 1924 [prompt on 24]
BONUS. Name these players in European politics in 1924, for 10 points each.
[10] This dude died on January 21, resulting in a power struggle between Trotsky and Stalin.
ANSWER: Vladimir Lenin [accept Vladimir Ulyanov]
[10] This guy took over an independent Turkey after Ottoman Caliph Abdul Mejid II was deposed.
ANSWER: Mustafa Kemal Ataturk [accept Mustafa Kemal]
Tossup 3. Strangely, more than fifty percent of patients with this disease display improvement after a night of sleep deprivation. Nemeroff proposed the diathesis-stress model of it, while the monoamine theory is more supported, and thus led to MAO inhibitors to treat it. Patients typically suffer from anhedonia, the inability to experience pleasure, and it is paired with mania in bipolar disorder. For 10 points, identify this psychological mood disorder, now treated with SSRIs, in which someone remains sad for no apparent reason.
ANSWER: clinical depression
BONUS. Depressions are exceptionally deep troughs in these. For 10 points each:
[10] Identify these economic concepts studied by Schumpeter and Kuznets among others, defined as the general fluctuation of economic activity about a general trend.

ANSWER: business cycles

[10] Typically, when a trough in a business cycle is not deep enough to be called a depression, it is referred to by this term. We may be experiencing one now.
ANSWER: recession
Tossup 4. On the right of this painting is a pink brocaded blanket held by a Hora. On the left, two figures blow rose petals toward the central figure, whose nude pose signifies an emergence out of prudish medieval art. That figure covers her privates with her long hair and stands on a scallop shell, emerging from the ocean. For 10 points, identify this Botticelli painting of a goddess.
ANSWER: The Birth of Venus
BONUS. Answer some stuff about death, for 10 points each.
[10] This Sumerian shepherd god was killed after his wife Inanna sacrificed him in order to leave the underworld. Since it’s the same myth, we’ll accept the Babylonian name for the husband of Ishtar too.
ANSWER: Dumuzi [or Temmuz]
[10] This Egyptian god was killed and cut into thirteen pieces by his evil brother Set. He still rules the underworld.
ANSWER: Osiris
Tossup 5. Duke guard Lindsay Harding’s strangest dream involved being chased by this. Jesse Williams built the first American factory to produce it in 1851 in New York, while the Julien Hotel in Dubuque, Iowa served as the site of a 1935 “War” over one type of it. Charles de Gaulle once asked how anyone can govern a nation with 246 kinds of it, and it forms part of the stage name of Mark Jonathan Davis, who performs lounge covers of rock and rap hits. For 10 points, identify this food that comes in camembert, provolone, bleu, Swiss, and cheddar varieties.
ANSWER: cheese
BONUS. Name these other foibles from the 2006-2007 basketball season for 10 points each.
[10] This team started Dwight Perry, a little-used freshman reserve, in its first round game against Villanova, because whoever made the lineup card confused Dwight with his cousin Bobby.
ANSWER: University of Kentucky [prompt on UK]

[10] This womsn’s team’s coach, Pokey Chatman, resigned amid allegations of inappropriate relations with players. They still made the Final Four.
ANSWER: Louisiana State University [accept LSU]
Tossup 6. She wrote letters to her friend Sarah Churchill under the pseudonym “Mrs. Morley.” Her marriage to her perpetually drunk husband, Prince George of Denmark, was conceived after the Earl of Danby persuaded her father to marry her sister Mary to William of Orange. When William and Mary died, she became the first married Queen of England, and she was the namesake of a North American war theater that raged from 1702 to 1713. For 10 points, identify this queen, the final Stuart ruler, whose failure to produce an heir led to the ascension of George I.
ANSWER: Queen Anne
BONUS. Name these other queens for 10 points each.
[10] This queen of the Iceni led a massive rebellion against Roman forces in Britain led by Suetonius, but despite far superior numbers, got crushed at Watling Street.

ANSWER: Boudicca [or Boudica or Boudicea or Boadicea]
[10] This daughter of Thutmose I, consort of Thutmose II, and stepmother of Thutmose III had herself crowned pharaoh in 1473 B.C.
ANSWER: Hatshepsut [or Hatchepsut]
Tossup 7. Peter went to the house of this man’s mother after being released from prison, later referring to this man as “my son”. According to Corinthians 4:10, he was a cousin of Barnabas, whom he accompanied to Cyprus in his last appearance in Acts. According to Eusebius he founded the Church of Alexandria, and also he was the “interpreter” of Peter; in other words, the author of the chronologically earliest gospel. For 10 points, identify this saint whose gospel usually comes between Matthew and Luke.
ANSWER: St. John Mark [do not accept or prompt on “John” or “St. John” alone]
BONUS. While we’re on the subject of early saints, answer some stuff about them and art for 10 points each.
[10] Both Juan de Pareja and Caravaggio paintings depict the calling of this saint. In the Caravaggio work he holds a coin in his right hand and gestures to himself with his left.

ANSWER: (Saint) Matthew [prompt on “Levi”]
[10] This other artist painted St. Matthew with a book in his left hand and a pen in his right. He’s better known for The Burial of Count Orgaz and for his ethnicity.

ANSWER: El Greco or [Domenikos Thetokopoulos]
Tossup 8. One rumor has Lewis Carroll presenting Queen Victoria with an Elementary Treatise on these. Special types include the Wronskian, and they can be found using the technique of expansion by minors. It is always zero for a singular matrix. Cramer’s Rule uses these to solve a system of linear equations. For 10 points, identify this matrix operation which for a two-by-two matrix is the difference between the product of the diagonal entries and the product of the off-diagonal entries.

ANSWER: determinants

BONUS. Name these other things related to breakdown for 10 points each.

[10] In this type of decay, an atom emits a helium nucleus. A common reaction is the decay of uranium-238 into thorium-234.

ANSWER: alpha decay

[10] In one type of beta decay, a neutron transforms into a proton, an anti-neutrino, and this other common subatomic particle.

ANSWER: electron
Category Quiz Tossups

Tossup 9. California governor Arnold Schwarzenegger vetoed a bill that would undermine the concept of this body, and similar bills in North Dakota and Montana failed. However, Arkansas, Hawaii, Colorado, and most recently Maryland are one legislative house away from passing similar bills. If all of those bills pass, then 29 of its 538 members will automatically pledge for the winner of the popular vote in the 2008 presidential election unless those individuals are “faithless”. For 10 points, identify this continual source of controversy that “officially” chooses the president.
ANSWER: the Electoral College
Tossup 10. Loki disguised himself as one of these creatures in his attempt to evade capture after causing the death of Balder, but Thor held Loki by the tail until he returned to his true form. Another of these animals ate the nine hazel nuts that fell into the Fountain of Wisdom, and although Finn Eces spent seven years fishing for it, it was Fionn Mac Cumhail (FINN MACK COOL) that ended up with its knowledge. For 10 points, identify this animal which imparts wisdom in Gaelic mythology and is a type of edible fish.
ANSWER: salmon
Tossup 11. Casimir Perier expelled him from France in 1831, and upon returning he was thrown into the Fortress of Ham, where he wrote a book on the “Extinction of Pauperism”. He escaped, and was made President of the Republic after the 1848 revolution. Pius IX refused his request to come and crown him at Notre Dame after he dissolved the Assembly on December 2, 1851, and he would be ousted after Italy and Austria failed to come to his aid in the Franco-Prussian War. For 10 points, identify this French emperor from 1852 to 1870.
ANSWER: Napoleon III [or Louis-Napoleon Bonaparte; prompt on Napoleon; do not accept Louis-Philippe; do not accept or prompt on Louis alone]
Tossup 12. “She won’t eat” and “she listens to advice…as if she were a stone”, according to a nurse that opens the play in which she is the title character, and she herself laments, “Oh, why can’t a bolt of lightning strike me?” Things get worse when she is banished from Corinth by Creon, even though Aegeus offers her asylum. She uses a poisoned dress to kill Glauce, then she kills her two sons, before leaving in a winged chariot. For 10 points, identify this title character of a Euripides play, the sorceress wife of Jason.
ANSWER: Medea
Tossup 13. One derivation of the formula for this uses the method of similar triangles, while another uses the Pythagorean theorem to equate the difference between where an object should be without acceleration and its actual position to that of an object undergoing linear acceleration, showing via Newton’s Second Law that this quantity is given by m v squared over r. For 10 points, identify this type of force that pulls things back toward the center in circular motion.
ANSWER: centripetal force [accept “centripetal acceleration” until “Newton’s Second Law”]
Tossup 14. Charlie Shavers taught this man many of Roy Eldridge’s solos, and he joined Teddy Hill’s band after Eldridge left. The rhythm section of his big band from 1945 to 1950 would go on to become the Modern Jazz Quartet. He is best remembered for compositions like “A Night in Tunisia” and “Salt Peanuts”, which evolved out of one of the earliest be-bop recordings. For 10 points, identify this co-founder of be-bop, notable for his puffed-out cheeks and signature oddly angled trumpet, on which he played his signature tune, the Billy Strayhorn-composed “Take the ‘A’ Train.”
ANSWER: John Birks “Dizzy” Gillespie

Category Quiz Bonuses

Arts: The family for whom it was built did not expect this sandstone house to rise over its most striking feature. For 15 points, name this Pennsylvania architectural landmark.
ANSWER: Fallingwater [or Edgar J. Kaufmann House or Edgar J. Kaufmann Residence, etc]
Current Events: An 8.1 earthquake and subsequent tsunami destroyed this country’s Western Province on April 2, 2007. For 15 points, name this South Pacific state whose capital Honiara is still intact.
ANSWER: Solomon Islands
Geography: Part of this area  is known as the “End of the World” as it is the southernmost point in South America. For 15 points, name this “land of fire” split between Argentina and Chile.
ANSWER: Tierra del Fuego
History: After his successful 1959 revolution, the deposed government claimed that 3,000 rebel casualties lined the streets of Santa Clara. For 15 points, name this man who overthrew Fulgencio Batista.
ANSWER: Fidel Castro [prompt on Castro]
Literature: He enters saying, “I’ll pheeze you, in faith” to the hostess of an ale house, is tricked into thinking he’s a nobleman, and disappears after expressing approval for the play in Act I, Scene I. For 15 points, name this tinker from the introduction of The Taming of the Shrew.
ANSWER: Christopher Sly
Math Calculation: A sinc [“SINK”] function is defined by sinc of x equals sine of pi x divided by pi x. Given that sinc x equals zero for x a nonzero integer, for 15 points, find the greatest value of this function on the interval x equals two to four, in terms of pi. You have 15 seconds..
ANSWER: 2/(5π) [or two over (or divided by) (the quantity) five pi (do not accept “two fifths pi”)]
Popular Culture: He hit it big with his second album, the landmark Hot Buttered Soul, containing only one original song, the oft-sampled “Hyperbolicsyllabicsesquedalymistic”. For 15 points, name this man better known for writing the Theme from Shaft.

ANSWER: Isaac (Lee) Hayes
Science: Strangely, palladium has no electrons in this electron shell, although it should be filled before the 4d shell. For 15 points, identify this shell that first appears in rubidium and strontium.
ANSWER: 5s
Stretch Phase

Tossup 15. It is written on a staff of four lines, and the two most simple notes are sloping points and square points. The clef always indicates the position of either C or F, and the only accidental is the ancestor of the flat. Small vertical lines indicate breath marks at the end of the phrase. For 10 points, Guido d’Arezzo, a Benedictine monk, invented the notation system to write down what type of plainsong named after a pope, which was the standard music of the medieval Catholic Church?
ANSWER: Gregorian chant [accept plainsong or plainchant before “plainsong” is read]
BONUS. They are ridiculous questions like “Has a dog a Buddha-nature or not?” and stories like that of Zuigan, who calls himself Master and tells himself to be sober. For 10 points each:
[10] Name these dialogues often inaccessible to rationality, many of which are paradoxes.

ANSWER: koans

[10] Koans are a major component of this sect of Buddhism, which is divided into the Rinsai and Soto sects, and is commonly found in Japan.

ANSWER: Zen
[10] Perhaps the most famous koan, attributed to Hakuin Ekaku, asks what the sound of this is.

ANSWER: one hand clapping [accept obvious equivalents]
Tossup 16. He killed the Crommyonian sow, the only non-human kill among his six deeds of strength. The other five were Periphetes, the “clubber”, Sinis, a giant, Sciron, a rascal, Cercyon, a wrestler, and Procrustes. All of those kills were on the coastal road to the city where he eventually became king. For 10 points, identify this king of Athens who accompanied the parthenoi to Crete and used Ariadne’s navigational help in his victory over the Minotaur.
ANSWER: Theseus

BONUS. It is typically composed of three lines, often of five, seven, and five syllables. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this type of traditional Japanese poem.

ANSWER: haiku or hokku
[10] The master of the haiku is considered to be this 17th-century author of The Narrow Road to the Deep North and The Monkey’s Raincoat.
ANSWER: Matsuo Basho [accept the names in reverse order]

[10] This author of “In a Grove” and “Rashomon”, the two stories forming the basis of the classic Kurosawa film, wrote haikus under a pseudonym. His name is given to a Japanese literary award.

ANSWER: Ryunosuke Akutagawa [accept the names in reverse order]

Tossup 17. He funneled arms to Israeli-backed rebels in the Sudan, and his first overseas trip as head of state was to Israel. Less than a year after that trip he reversed position, promising Muammar Qadaffi he would turn his country into an Islamic state, supporting the PLO, and kicking all Asians out of his country. For 10 points, what man who overthrew Milton Obote to take power was ousted by a Tanzanian invasion in 1979 after eight years of possible cannibalism and other crimes as despot in Uganda?
ANSWER: Idi Amin Dada

BONUS. He wrote prolifically in the years just before his 34th birthday, as he was convinced all of his father’s children would die before they turned 34. For 10 points each:
[10] Give the real name of this Danish philosopher and proponent of theistic existentialism, famous for publishing just about everything under a pseudonym.

ANSWER: Soren Kierkegaaard
[10] Victor Eremita supposedly edited this work about choice, which draws upon the stories of Don Juan, Faust, and the Wandering Jew and contains the “Seducer’s Diary”.

ANSWER: Either-Or: A Fragment of Life edited by Victor Eremita [or Enten-Eller: Et Livs-Fragment, udgivet af Victor Eremita]
[10] Johannes de Silentio supposedly wrote this work dealing with Abraham’s sacrifice of Isaac and the nature of the “leap of faith.”
ANSWER: Fear and Trembling: A Dialectical Lyric by Johannes de Silentio [or Frygt og Bœven: Dialektisk Lyrik af Johannes de Silentio]
Tossup 18. The Einstein-Debye model shows that this quantity has a cubic dependence on temperature at low temperatures, while the Law of Dulong and Petit claims that for most room temperature solids, the molar version of this quantity is almost always around 25 joules per mole. Water, at about 4.18 joules per gram-degree Celsius, has the highest known one. For 10 points, identify this thermodynamic quantity, the amount of heat needed to raise the temperature of 1 gram of a substance by 1 degree Celsius.
ANSWER: specific heat capacity

BONUS. They are the central family in Steinbeck’s The Grapes of Wrath. For 10 points each:
[10] Name this group that includes Al, who drives the truck to California and plans to marry Aggie Wainwright.

ANSWER: the Joads

 [10] He’s recently paroled for having killed Herb Trumbull, but he breaks parole by killing a man named George after George kills Jim Casy, and he has to hide out.

ANSWER: Tom Joad

[10] This eldest of the Joad boys decides to leave the family and live a quiet life on the banks of the Colorado River.

ANSWER: Noah Joad

Tossup 19. In one role, this actor calls his mother to pick him up after failing to commandeer a car in the name of Patroltec Security as Officer Sherman, and in another he claims he does the “cha-cha like a sissy girl” as the man who took Bruce Nolan’s job. He will reprise his role as that newsman to build an ark in an upcoming sequel. In another news-related movie, he is “probably wanted for murder” after stabbing a guy with a trident. For 10 points, identify this comedian, a former correspondent for The Daily Show who now plays incompetent manager Michael Scott on The Office.
ANSWER: Steven John “Steve” Carell
BONUS. The first one to be extensively studied was the “tobacco mosaic.” For 10 points each:
[10] Name this general class of semi-biological infectious agents.

ANSWER: viruses

[10] This is the name for the protein coat that encloses the nuclear material.
ANSWER: capsid
 [10] When viral DNA or RNA becomes part of the host cell genome, it is referred to by this name.
ANSWER: prophage
Tossup 20. Mason-Darby canine kidney cells are used to demonstrate the role of this element in adhesion. Fura-2 is often used to identify it in cells, and it can be stored in the sarcoplasmic reticulum, where it is transferred to the cytosol in a magnesium-requiring reaction. It can activate secondary messengers in the G-protein pathways through calmodulin. For 10 points, identify this element whose two-plus ion is important in muscle contraction and which is the most prominent bodily mineral due to its importance for bones.

ANSWER: calcium
BONUS. Part of “Hoedown”, from his ballet Rodeo, is the song from those old “Beef: It’s What’s For Dinner” commercials. For 10 points each:
[10] Identify this American composer of Fanfare for the Common Man.

ANSWER: Aaron Copland
[10] Copland created a “Portrait” of this president, based on his speeches and letters, as a morale booster during World War II.
ANSWER: Abraham Lincoln [accept A Lincoln Portrait]
[10] This ballet was originally entitled Ballet for Martha after Martha Graham, who commissioned it and later gave it the name it is now known by. Copland rearranged its popular seventh section as Variations on a Shaker Melody.

ANSWER: Appalachian Spring
Tossup 21. Percy Shelley claimed that “In honoured poverty thy voice did weave/Songs consecrate to truth and liberty” in a poem addressed to this contemporary. He himself wrote sonnets like “The World is Too Much With Us”, but may be better known for the Lucy poems and several poems addressed to his neurotic sister Dorothy. For 10 points, identify this co-author of Lyrical Ballads with Coleridge, who also wrote a few lines above Tintern Abbey.
Answer: William Wordsworth
BONUS. Answer the following about the awesomely named Bushrod Washington, for 10 points each.

[10] Bushrod was a delegate to the Constitutional ratification convention in this state, which saw a fierce debate between factions led by James Madison and Patrick Henry.

ANSWER: Virginia
[10] Bushrod would take over this estate, originally belonging to his more famous uncle, after George’s 1799 death. He followed his uncle’s instructions to free the slaves on the estate, then brought his own to work it.

ANSWER: Mount Vernon
[10] In his 36-year-career on the Supreme Court, Bushrod Washington only disagreed three times with this former classmate of his at William and Mary and then-Chief Justice.

ANSWER: John Marshall
Tossup 22. This river is home to a large population of non-native rainbow trout, which thrive in the average 42 degree water. In 1921 the Grand River was also given this name, so the Green River is its only major tributary. It drops over 2000 feet in the 277 miles between Lee’s Ferry and the Grand Wash Cliffs, and its 1905 overflow created the Salton Sea. For 10 points identify this major river of the southwest, which is named for a state and flows through the Grand Canyon.
ANSWER: Colorado River

BONUS. Identify these scales used in measuring destructive stuff, for 10 points each.
[10] This logarithmic scale measures earthquakes based on the amplitude of the largest recorded seismic wave. It is the most often cited scale for earthquakes.

ANSWER: Richter scale

[10] This other scale, far less scientific, measures earthquakes on a twelve-step scale based on eyewitness accounts and how much damage was caused.

ANSWER: Mercalli scale

[10] This is the only scale used to measure tornadoes.

ANSWER: Fujita scale
