Related Tossup/Bonus Phase

Tossup 1. The First Partition Treaty was signed three years before this war began. A major battle of it saw the combined forces of Eugene of Savoy and the Duke of Marlborough defeat Bavarian and French troops at the Battle of Blenheim. Motivated by a British attempt to head off unifying two thrones under the Bourbon dynasty, this early 18th century conflict ended with the Peace of Utrecht. For 10 points, name this war precipitated by the poor health of the childless King Charles II of Spain.

ANSWER: War of the Spanish Succession
BONUS. His plot was ruined by the capture of John André. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this American traitor who planned to surrender West Point to the British.

ANSWER: Benedict Arnold
[10] General Guy Carleton led British forces at the battle of this Canadian city in 1775, where Benedict Arnold severely wounded his leg.

ANSWER: Quebec City
Tossup 2. Most of them are tricolpate, which refers to their pollen having three or more pores set in furrows called colpi. Their stems frequently have secondary growth and they have vascular bundles that are in the shape of a ring. Members of this group also possess a tap root, have leaf veins in a net-like pattern, and contain flower parts in multiples of fours or fives. For 10 points, name this type of angiosperm with two embryonic seed leaves.

ANSWER: dicots [also accept dicotyledon]

BONUS. It is equal to enthalpy minus the product of temperature and entropy. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this type of free energy developed by an American chemist.

ANSWER: Gibbs free energy

[10] Gibbs free energy is also equal to the negative of this constant times temperature times the natural logarithm of the equilibrium constant. It is equal to 8.31 Joules per Kelvin per mole.

ANSWER: ideal gas constant
Tossup 3. This man served as US ambassador to India during the JFK administration. After teaching at Harvard, he wrote that very few industries in the US fit the model of perfect competition in the 1967 work The New Industrial State. His best-known work advocated government spending on public services like highways and education. For 10 points, name this Canadian-born American economist, the author of The Affluent Society.

ANSWER: John Kenneth Galbraith
BONUS. The second part of it only applies to High German languages. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this law of linguistics that describes consonant shifts between proto-Indo-European languages and modern languages.

ANSWER: Grimm’s Law

[10] In the first step of Grimm’s Law, voiceless stops turned into this type of voiceless consonant. They are produced by the forcing of breath through a constricted passage.

ANSWER: fricatives [also accept spirants]

Tossup 4. After issuing the unpopular “Organic Decree of Dictatorship,” he escaped assassination by jumping from a window. This man received help from Haiti after promising to free slaves, and wrote The Letter from Jamaica to advocate a republican government in his homeland. One of his greatest victories came at the Battle of Boyaca, and his lieutenant Antonio Sucre won the Battle of Ayacucho. For 10 points, name this liberator who led the revolt of many South American colonies against Spanish rule.

ANSWER: Simon Bolivar
BONUS. Liu Bang was its first emperor and Ssu-ma Ch’ien was a historian during this period of Chinese history. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this dynasty that lasted from 202 BC until AD 220.

ANSWER: Han
[10] Emperor Lingdi was the target of this 184 AD peasant rebellion that was led by members of a secret Taoist society that wore some colorful headgear.

ANSWER: Yellow Turban Revolt [also accept T’ai Ping Tao]

Tossup 5. This man set a story during the Spanish Civil War in which Pablo Ibbieta will be spared if he tells the location of Ramon Gris. In addition to The Wall, this Frenchman wrote about a historian named Antoine Roquentin and created a modern adaptation of The Libation Bearers. Those works, Nausea and The Flies, were written before a drama in which Garcin, Inez, and Estelle go to hell. For 10 points, name this author of No Exit.

ANSWER: Jean-Paul Sartre
BONUS. The protagonist of this work dies from an apple lodged in his back. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this Franz Kafka work in which Gregor Samsa undergoes the titular change. 

ANSWER: The Metamorphosis [also accept Die Verwandlung]

[10] Joseph K. is the protagonist of this Kafka work, set during a one year span. The work represents the Austro-Hungarian bureaucracy.

ANSWER: The Trial [also accept Der Prozess]

Tossup 6. This work’s final section has an Irishman note that there’s no such thing as the title place, really; an earlier spoken passage has woman claim “I never said I was frightened of dying.” Instrumental tracks on this album include “On the Run” and the “The Great Gig in the Sky;” these dovetail with “Speak to Me/Breathe” and “Time,” respectively. This concept album ends with the segue of “Brain Damage” into “Eclipse.” For 10 points, name this 1973 album having a black cover with a refracting prism; the most popular album of Pink Floyd and a probable alternate soundtrack to The Wizard of Oz.

ANSWER: Dark Side of the Moon
BONUS. Answer the following about the oeuvre ofRon Howard, for 10 points each.
[10] Ron Howard directed this 2006 adaptation of a Dan Brown novel, which featured a greasy-haired Tom Hanks as symbologist Robert Langdon.

ANSWER: The Da Vinci Code
[10] Ron Howard plays Steve in this 1973 George Lucas film, a series of vignettes about a bunch of California teens at the end of the summer after they graduate high school.
ANSWER: American Graffiti
Tossup 7. In First Corinthians, Paul does not mention that women were witnesses to it, and the Codex Bezae states that John saw it but did not believe it. One theory of it proposed by Venturini describes a swoon caused by loss of blood, while Kirsopp Lake proposed that going to the wrong tomb caused the belief in this. For 10 points, name this event described in the New Testament, in which the tomb of Jesus is found vacant and Jesus appears alive after having died.
ANSWER: the resurrection of Jesus

BONUS. Its four schools of thought are collectively known as the madhab. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this sect of Islam that regards the first 4 caliphs as successors of Muhammad. 

ANSWER: Sunni [also accept Sunnah]

[10] Considered the fourth caliph by Sunnis, he married Fatima and became Muhammad’s son-in-law, but was assassinated.

ANSWER: Ali ibn Abu Talib
Tossup 8. Supposedly set in Ekeberg, where the artist’s sister Laura had been locked in a madhouse, it has been interpreted as a response to Schopenhauer’s assertion that pictorial art could not depict the titular event. The background includes two small ships on an orange lake, while two people on the left face away from the contorted character in the foreground on a bridge under an orange sky. For 10 points, name this expressionist painting by Edvard Munch.

ANSWER: The Scream [or The Cry]
BONUS. Answer the following about expressionism, for 10 points each.

[10] This expressionist work, the most famous of Marc Chagall, features a goat’s head facing a human head, along with several buildings in the background, an upside down woman, and a man with a scythe.

ANSWER: I and the Village
[10] This painter of The Blue Rider is a Russian abstract expressionist who is better known for works like Yellow, Red, Blue, Composition X, and Improvisation 7.
ANSWER: Wassily Kandinsky

Category Quiz Tossups

Tossup 9. He failed to win re-election to the Chamber of Deputies in 1893 for his alleged role in the Panama Affair. He owned the newspaper that published J’Accuse, and he was succeeded as premier in 1909 by Aristide Briand. During his second stint as premier, he served as minister of war and stressed military preparedness. For 10 points, name this politician nicknamed the Tiger, who led France at the Paris Peace Conference after World War I. 

ANSWER: Georges Clemenceau
Tossup 10. The non-polarized type is used for AC circuits and this device is often classified as being fixed or variable. One of these is the basis of a dynamic RAM cell, and a simple example is the Leyden Jar. Its strength is measured in farads, and this device consists of two conducting plates separated from each other by a dielectric. For 10 points, name this device used to store electrical charge.

ANSWER: capacitor [also accept condenser]

Tossup 11. In 1816, this man presided over the meeting at which the American Colonization Society was founded. A “War Hawk,” he supported an economic plan which began as a system of protectionist tariffs to pay off the War of 1812, the American System. He was also named as Secretary of State to John Quincy Adams in what Andrew Jackson labeled as a “corrupt bargain.” For 10 points, name this Whig from Kentucky, known as the “Great Compromiser.”
ANSWER: Henry Clay
Tossup 12. In the 1860s, he made a translation of The Divine Comedy, whose opening lines inspired the title of his poem “Mezzo Cammin.” He was noted for his long narrative poems, one of which involves the title character losing Priscilla to John Alden. In addition to “The Courtship of Miles Standish,” he wrote a poem in which the titular Acadian woman is separated from Gabriel. For 10 points, name this American poet of Evangeline.

ANSWER: Henry Wadsworth Longfellow
Tossup 13. This person’s 1908 Hibbert Lectures were published as A Pluralistic Universe and contained inconsistencies removed in Some Problems of Philosophy. This thinker’s “Does Consciousness Exist?” was included in some essays on the radical form of a certain kind of philosophy. That philosophy was introduced in a work subtitled A New Name for Some Old Ways of Thinking, which alludes to C.S. Pierce. For 10 points, name this twentieth-century American philosopher who helped found Pragmatism.

ANSWER: William James
Tossup 14. This man won a Pulitzer for the collection The Man Who Died Twice, and wrote about Abe Lincoln in “The Master.” Many of his poems describe residents of Tilbury Town, which was based on his hometown in Maine. One of his poems describes a “child of scorn” who was “born too late,” and another describes a man “richer than a king” who “went home and put a bullet through his head.” For 10 points, name this poet of “Miniver Cheevy” and “Richard Cory.”
ANSWER: Edwin Arlington Robinson
Category Quiz Bonuses

Arts: It is the best-selling jazz record of all time, and includes the songs “Flamenco Sketches,” “Freddie Freeloader,” and “So What.” For 15 points, name this album by the jazz trumpeter Miles Davis.

ANSWER: A Kind of Blue
Current Events: He had a small slice of victory in the 2004 Democratic primary, as he carried Maui. More recently, he filed forms in an attempt to start impeachment hearings for Vice President Dick Cheney. For 15 points, name this 2008 Democratic hopefully, an anti-war representative from Ohio.
ANSWER: Dennis Kucinich
Geography: First ascended in 1966, it was named for a Congressman from Georgia and this peak is located in the Sentinel Range of the Ellsworth Mountains. For 15 points, name this highest mountain of Antarctica.

ANSWER: Vinson Massif
History: The first one was published in December of 1776, and the series as a whole encouraged the patriot cause. For 15 points, name this Thomas Paine series of pamphlets, the first of which begins “These are the times that try men’s souls.”
ANSWER: The American Crisis [also accept The Crisis Papers]

Literature: The title character travels to the underworld in Book 2, and this poem begins with the line “A thing of beauty is a joy for ever.” For 15 points, name this John Keats poem about a Greek mythological figure who falls in love with a moon goddess.

ANSWER: “Endymion”
Math Calculation: A dodecagon is a polygon with twelve sides. For 15 points, calculate how many degrees are in any interior angle of a regular dodecagon. You have 15 seconds.
ANSWER: 150 degrees

Popular Culture: He built latrines in Bolivia in 2006 to fulfill his major, Construction Management. Later in 2006, he set a Georgia Tech record with 15 touchdowns on the season. For 15 points, name this soon-to-be Detroit Lions wide receiver, the 2nd pick in the 2007 NFL draft.

ANSWER: Calvin Johnson

Science: It is divided into five segments including a namesake arch. Dilation of this blood vessel is a characteristic of Marfan syndrome. For 15 points, name this largest artery, which arises from the left ventricle.

ANSWER: aorta
Stretch Phase

Tossup 15. This sufferer of Bright’s disease and future US President represented Lizzie Jennings, a black woman who had been kicked off a New York City streetcar. Members of his Cabinet included James G. Blaine and Robert Todd Lincoln. During his time in office, Congress passed the Chinese Exclusion Act, and the spoils system era ended with the passage of the Pendleton Act in 1883. For 10 points, name this US President whose reign began after a Stalwart named Charles Guiteau assassinated James Garfield.

ANSWER: Chester A. Arthur
BONUS: She was married to Lord Guilford Dudley, who was also executed. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this woman who served as Queen of England for a mere nine days in 1553.

ANSWER: Lady Jane Grey 
[10] Lady Jane Grey was replaced on the throne with this daughter of Henry VIII, who earned her nickname because of her many religious persecutions.

ANSWER: Mary I [also accept Bloody Mary; accept Mary Tudor; prompt on Mary; do not accept Mary, Queen of Scots]
[10] Lane Jane Grey was promoted above Mary in the line of succession by this king, who wished to secure his Protestant legacy.

ANSWER: Edward VI [prompt on Edward]
Tossup 16. This work opens with the title character expressing grief to his friends Salerio and Solanio. One character in this play trades a ring for a monkey, and after disguising as a torchbearer, is able to elope with Lorenzo. Another character is cousins with Doctor Bellario and has her portrait in a chest of lead. The climax occurs when Portia dresses up as a law clerk to save Bassanio’s friend from a Jewish moneylender. For 10 points, name this play by Shakespeare in which a pound of Antonio’s flesh is owed to Shylock.

ANSWER: The Merchant of Venice
BONUS: Bismuth and copper exhibit this phenomenon. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this type of magnetism, in which substances are slightly repelled by a magnet.

ANSWER: diamagnetism
[10] This property, found in aluminum and platinum, results in a substance becoming magnetized when in a magnetic field.

ANSWER: paramagnetism
[10] Ferromagnetism dissapears above the “point” name for this scientist,  who discovered radium and polonium along with his Polish-born wife.
ANSWER: Pierre Curie
Tossup 17. His Second Symphony was written to celebrate the 400th anniversary of the invention of printing, and his Fifth Symphony celebrated the 300th anniversary of the Augsburg Confession. The grandson of a philosopher named Moses, he revived the music of J.S. Bach, and was inspired by visits to Scotland and Italy to write his Third and Fourth symphonies. For 10 points, name this German composer of The Hebrides Overture, Songs without Words, and Overture to a Midsummer Night’s Dream.

ANSWER: Felix Mendelssohn
BONUS: Their Roman equivalents were called the Parcae. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this trio of Greek goddesses who controlled human destiny. 

ANSWER: Fates [also accept Moirae]

[10] This member of the Fates cut the thread of life.

ANSWER: Atropos [also accept Asia]

[10] Atropos cut the thread of this man, Apollo’s friend, but his wife Alcestis was willing to trade places with him in Hades.

ANSWER: Admetus

Tossup 18. A recently discovered storm located near this planet’s South Pole features unique eye wall clouds. This planet, which is also home to the Great White Spot, has the largest equatorial bulge, and is the only planet to be less dense than water. Satellites of this planet include Mimas, which features a giant crater, and the solar system’s second largest, Titan. For 10 points, name this sixth planet from the Sun that features the Cassini division between its A and B rings.

ANSWER: Saturn
BONUS: The protagonist of this Civil War novel is inspired to fight after the death of his friend Jim Conklin. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this Stephen Crane novel in which Henry Fleming fights for the Union. 

ANSWER: The Red Badge of Courage
[10] Henry Fleming, along with this “loud soldier,” are considered the regiment’s best fighters. 

ANSWER: Wilson
[10] The novel was loosely based on this battle, where Stonewall Jackson died.

ANSWER: Battle of Chancellorsville

Tossup 19. His namesake value, sometimes named for Austrian chemist Johann Josef Loschmidt, is equal to the gas constant divided by Boltzmann’s constant. Before becoming a professor at the University of Turin, he advanced his namesake law that states equal volumes of gases, with the same pressure and temperature, contain the same number molecules. For 10 points, name this Italian chemist whose namesake number is equal to 6.02 times ten to the negative twenty-third. 

ANSWER: Amedeo Avogadro

BONUS: Name these purchases or treaties involved in the expansion of United States soil, For 10 points each.

[10] The United States gained East Florida and a few smaller territories in 1819 through this treaty.

ANSWER:  Adams-Onis Treaty

[10] The U.S. gained Cuba, the Philippines, Puerto Rico, and Guam in 1898 with this treaty.

ANSWER:  Treaty of Paris

[10] The U.S. purchased land along the U.S-Mexican border in what is now Arizona.

ANSWER:  Gadsden Purchase

Tossup 20. During the past season, this basketball player led the NBA in dunks and was the only player to grab over one thousand rebounds. He recently appeared on Extreme Makeover: Home Edition, and two months earlier, he was denied the request to raise the basket two feet during the Slam Dunk Competition. Earlier, he attended Southwest Atlanta Christian Academy and became the first pick in the 2004 Draft. For 10 points, name this player for the Orlando Magic.

ANSWER: Dwight Howard
BONUS: The protagonist borrows Mr. Farraday’s car to visit Miss Kenton. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this 1989 novel in which the butler Stevens worked for Lord Darlington.

ANSWER: The Remains of the Day
[10] Name this Japanese author who won a Booker Prize for The Remains of the Day, and who also wrote An Artist of the Floating World.

ANSWER: Kazuo Ishiguro
[10] This 2005 Ishiguro novel concerns the life of Kathy and her friends Tommy and Ruth, who are all just clones used for human organs.

ANSWER: Never Let Me Go
Tossup 21. Inhabitants of this system include the Guaica and the Yanomami while projects in it include the Macagua and Guri plants and the bridge that connects Puerto Ordaz with San Félix across the Caroní, a major tributary. The major river of this system is navigable to the Atures Rapids from its mouth at in Delta Amacuro, which is largely comprised of land reclaimed from this river system. That namesake river flows through Ciudad Bolivar and Ciudad Guyana, as well as the llanos. For 10 points, name this long, arcing river system of South America that touches much of Colombia and Venezuela.

ANSWER: the Orinoco River system [or Río Orinoco]

BONUS. Together with Raphson, he is named in a theorem for finding approximate roots of a function. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this English scientist who developed calculus independently of Leibniz.

ANSWER: Isaac Newton
[10] Newton introduced the three laws of motion and the law of universal gravitation in this three-volume work written in Latin in 1687.

ANSWER: Philosophiae Naturalis Principia Mathematica
[10] This work by Newton contains a record of many experiments involving the nature of light and diffraction and ends with a set of Queries.

ANSWER: Opticks

Tossup 22. The difference in times for it to be at a dichotomy is known as the Schroter Effect, while its atmosphere causes the so-called “black-drop effect.” Its Southern hemisphere contains the parallel ridges of Alpha Regio, and its highest mountain is Maxwell Montes, though its highest Plateau is appropriately named for a love goddess, Ishtar Terra. For 10 points, name this moonless planet with a dense, mainly carbon dioxide atmosphere, the second from the Sun.

ANSWER: Venus
BONUS. Identify the following related to the Norman invasion of England in 1066, for 10 points each: 

[10] The Normans defeated the Saxons under Harold Godwinson at this October 1066 battle depicted in the Bayeux Tapestry.

ANSWER: Battle of Hastings 

[10] This Duke of Normandy led the Normans to victory at Hastings, and became King of England in 1066.

ANSWER: William the Conqueror or William I [prompt on William]
[10] Harold Godwinson’s forces were exhausted at the Battle of Hastings since they marched there directly from this battle in which Tostig and Harald Hardrada were defeated.
ANSWER: Battle of Stamford Bridge
