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Related Tossup/Bonus Phase

Tossup 1. This mythological figure went on his most famous mission after not being able to provide a horse for the marriage of King Polydectes. During some funeral games, he killed his grandfather Acrisius with a discus. While flying through Ethiopia, he saw a daughter of Cepheus chained to a rock, and after killing a sea monster, married Andromeda. For 10 points, name this son of Danaë who killed Medusa.

ANSWER: Perseus
BONUS. Medusa did more than just get killed by Perseus. For 10 points each:

[10] Along with Stheno and  Euryale, Medusa comprised this group of snake-haired women.
ANSWER: Gorgons
[10] Medusa was changed by Athena from a beautiful woman into a Gorgon after an encounter with this god in a temple.
ANSWER: Poseidon [prompt on Neptune]
Tossup 2. Wiley Thompson and Charley Emathla were killed by members of it. Their chief representative at the Treaty of Moultrie Creek was Neamathla, and they were given three years to move west of the Mississippi by the Treaty of Payne’s Landing. Their most famous leader, sometimes called Billy Powell, was captured by deceit by General Jesup, and they fought three namesake wars against the US in the Florida Everglades. For 10 points, name this Native American tribe most famously led by Chief Osceola.

ANSWER: Seminoles
BONUS. It added a sixth member when the Tuscarora tribe joined. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this group of Native Americans that also included the Seneca.

 ANSWER: Iroquois Confederacy
[10] This tribe of the Iroquois Confederacy shares its name with a utopian community founded by John Humphrey Noyes that believed Jesus Christ had returned in AD 70. 

ANSWER: Oneida
Tossup 3. This artist completed a Self-Portrait with Burning Cigarette. He depicted his sister Sophie, who had tuberculosis, in the 1885 painting The Sick Child. His works Vampire and Death in the Sickroom are a part of his cycle Frieze of Life. His most famous painting is set on a bridge with a blood red skyline and features a man with his hands on his face. For 10 points, name this Norwegian artist of The Scream.

ANSWER: Edvard Munch
BONUS. Wedding Day at Troldhaugen is a part of this composer’s collection Lyric Pieces. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this Norwegian who also composed the Holberg Suite and wrote incidental music to Peer Gynt.

ANSWER: Edvard Grieg
[10] This song, which begins with the bassoons playing a quiet staccato melody, depicts trolls chasing Peer Gynt out of the title character’s castle.

ANSWER: “In the Hall of the Mountain King”
Tossup 4. Along with Donyell Marshall, he holds the record for most 3-point field goals made in one game. His father was recently fired as coach of the WNBA Sparks, and he recently made Kyle Korver semi-famous. He played for Lower Merion High School and was selected 13th in the 1996 Draft by the Charlotte Hornets. During a recent stretch against the Blazers, Wolves, Grizzlies, and Hornets, this basketball player scored at least 50 points in 4 straight games. For 10 points, name this guard for the Los Angeles Lakers.

ANSWER: Kobe Bryant [accept either name]
BONUS. This movie theater resembles a Chinese pagoda. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this LA landmark that also features prints and signatures of famous actors.

ANSWER: Grauman’s Chinese Theater [prompt on Mann’s Chinese Theater]
[10] This Orlando, Florida theme park features a re-creation of Grauman’s Chinese Theater, and is also home to the Rock ‘n’ Roller Coaster and the Tower of Terror.

ANSWER: Disney-MGM Studios

Tossup 5. The most famous part of it, sometimes called the F layer, is located above the Kennelly-Heaviside layer. This part of the atmosphere extends from about 50 to 250 miles above the surface. For 10 points, name this region of Earth’s atmosphere home to the Appleton Layer, which is located between the stratosphere and the exosphere, and contains many charged particles.

ANSWER: ionosphere
BONUS. Answer the following about ions. For ten points each:

[10] Name the highly ionized gas-like collection of molecules that is often called the fourth state of matter.

ANSWER: plasma
[10] An amino acid can possess both a positive and negative charge, making it one of these types of compounds, whose name comes from the German for “hybrid.”
ANSWER: zwitterion
Tossup 6. Works by this psychologist include Understanding Human Nature and The Neurotic Character. In 1911, he broke with Sigmund Freud because he rejected the emphasis on sex as the root of neurosis. For 10 points, name this Austrian proponent of individual psychology who believed that feelings of helplessness can lead to an inferiority complex.

ANSWER: Alfred Adler
BONUS. During the Civil War, this woman from Massachusetts was superintendent of women war nurses. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this woman who pioneered prison reform and the treatment of the mentally ill.

ANSWER: Dorothea Dix
[10] This British thinker designed a prison called the Panopticon, but is better known as the founder of utilitarianism. 
ANSWER: Jeremy Bentham
Tossup 7. This short story was first published in a collection between “A Horseman in the Sky” and “Chickamauga.” The central character, a thirty-five year old planter in Northern Alabama, is unsuccessful in burning down the titular structure. This work ends with the realization that Peyton Farquhar only imagined being reunited with his wife, and was actually hung to death. For 10 points, name this short story by Ambrose Bierce.

ANSWER: “An Occurrence at Owl Creek Bridge”
BONUS. Maycomb, Alabama is the setting of this novel, which details the defense of

Tom Robinson by Atticus Finch. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this novel with the young characters Jem and Scout, written by Harpee Lee.

ANSWER: To Kill a Mockingbird
[10] On Halloween night, Jem and Scout are attacked by Bob Ewell, but are rescued by this gift-giving reclusive man, who probably doesn’t eat puppies at night.

ANSWER: Boo Radley 

Tossup 8. This ruler may have had an incestuous relationship with his sister Drusilla, and he once ordered his troops to collect sea-shells as spoils. He earned his nickname from wearing military boots as a small child, and after falling severely ill, he became a tyrant and appointed his horse Incitatus to the Senate. For 10 points, name this man who reigned from AD 37 to 41 as the third Roman Emperor.

ANSWER: Caligula [prompt on anything from the name “Gaius Julius Caesar Augustus Germanicus”]
BONUS. The victors at this AD 732 battle were equipped with Percheron horses. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this AD 732 battle in which the forces of Charles Martel defeated an army of the Umayyad Caliphate.

ANSWER: Battle of Tours [also accept Battle of Poitiers]
[10] Bucephalus was the horse of this Macedonian leader who won victories at Issus and Gaugamela in the fourth century BC.
ANSWER: Alexander the Great [also accept Alexander III]

Tossup 9. This empire’s official language was Mandinkan, and it was founded by the victor at the Battle of Kirina. This empire’s most famous ruler distributed a lot of gold during a legendary trip to Mecca. It reached its height in the early 14th century before being conquered by the Songhai Empire. For 10 points, name this African empire, home to the city of Timbuktu, that was founded by Sundiata and famously led by Mansa Musa.

ANSWER: Mali

Tossup 10. This literary character slaps a man with no eyelashes, and flies a kite with Mr. Dick. He becomes friends with Tommy Traddles while at Salem House, a school he attends after biting the hand of his father-in-law. He lives with Mrs. Crupp while an apprentice at a law firm, a job held after he worked in Mr. Murdstone’s bottling business while living with Mr. Micawber. At the end of the novel, this man, not Uriah Heep, marries Agnes Wickfield. For ten points, name this title character of a Dickens work.

ANSWER David Copperfield
Tossup 11. This value for gas particles depends only on the temperature of the system. For rotational systems, it is equal to the moment of inertia times the angular velocity squared, all divided by two. In classical mechanics, it is equal to one-half times the mass times the velocity squared. For 10 points, name this type of energy associated with moving objects.

ANSWER: kinetic energy

Tossup 12. This architect often worked with Dankmar Adler, and his works include the National Farmer’s Bank in Minnesota, and the Carson Pirie Scott Department Store. The best known work of this member of the Chicago School is a ten-story skyscraper in St. Louis. For 10 points, name this architect of the Wainwright Building, best known for the saying “form follows function.”
ANSWER: Louis Sullivan
Tossup 13. In 2005, Gordon B. Hinckley challenged a certain group of people to reread this work, which includes a section with fifty rhetorical questions. Martin Harris was involved in the first printing of this work, which includes the “Testimony of Eight Witnesses” along with the “Testimony of Three Witnesses.” Urim and Thummim were used to create it, and in 1823, the angel Moroni told of the location of its source. For 10 points, name this sacred text that was translated from the Golden Plates by Joseph Smith. 

ANSWER: the Book of Mormon
Tossup 14. Together with Tom Coburn, he introduced the Federal Funding Accountability and Transparency Act. He published his first book after being elected the first African-American editor of the Harvard Law Review, and his most recent book is entitled The Audacity of Hope. He defeated Alan Keyes in a 2004 election, shortly after delivering the keynote address at the Democratic National Convention. For 10 points, name this junior Senator from Illinois who is running for President in 2008.

ANSWER: Barack Obama
Category Quiz Bonuses
Arts: This opera’s title character is released from prison thanks to a sacrifice made by Leonora. Only Azucena knows that Count di Luna, and the title character are brothers. For 15 points, name this Giuseppe Verdi opera that includes the “Anvil Chorus.”
ANSWER: Il Trovatore [or The Trobadour]
Current Events: The last confirmed families of this species were in northeast Louisiana in 1944. This type of bird became famous in 2004 after a reported sighting in Arkansas. For 15 points, name this type of woodpecker, sometimes called the Lord God Bird. 

ANSWER: ivory-billed woodpecker

Geography: Since the 1940s, irrigation has caused water levels here to decline by 100 feet because its natural rate of regeneration is only a quarter of an inch a year. For 15 points, name this Great Plains aquifer, named for a town in Nebraska.

ANSWER: Ogallala Aquifer

History: The Siege of Mafeking took place during this war, which featured the first use of concentration camps. The British eventually gained colonies with the Treaty of Vereeniging. For 15 points, name this war that lasted between 1899 and 1902.

ANSWER: Second Boer War

Literature: The author’s friend Gerald Murphy was the basis of the protagonist in this novel. It centers on a psychiatrist named Dick Diver, who marries one of his patients, Nicole. For 15 points, name this novel by F. Scott Fitzgerald.

ANSWER: Tender is the Night
Math Calculation: Give your answer in terms of pi. The equation for the volume of a sphere is four thirds times pi times the radius cubed. The derivate of that equation gives the equation for the surface area of a sphere. For 15 points, find the surface area of a sphere with a radius of 6. You have 15 seconds.
ANSWER: 144 pi
Popular Culture: She once collapsed from an ectopic pregnancy, and went shopping when her best-friend Meredith nearly died from drowning. This surgical intern is engaged to Preston Burke. For 15 points, name Grey’s Anatomy character played by Sandra Oh. 

ANSWER: Cristina Yang [accept either name]
Science: Evidence of it includes a large amount of the element iridium in sedimentary layers and a large crater located off the coast of the Yucatan Peninsula. For 15 points, name this extinction event of 65 million years ago that killed off the dinosaurs.

ANSWER: K-T extinction [accept Cretaceous-Tertiary extinction]
Stretch Phase
Tossup 15. In the first book of this novel, the play The Good Judgment of Madame the Virgin Mary is performed, but the play is interrupted by a beggar named Clopin Trouillefou. Near the end of this novel, it is revealed that Sister Gudule is the mother of a female character who owns a goat named Djali and loves Captain Phoebus. For 10 points, A priest named Claude Frollo adopts the title character, who swings down a rope to save a gypsy street dancer named Esmerelda, in what Victor Hugo novel about Quasimodo?
ANSWER: The Hunchback of Notre Dame [also accept Notre-Dame de Paris]
BONUS. From the dead Medusa sprang Chrysaor and this creature. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this horse that was tamed by Bellerophon.

ANSWER: Pegasus
[10] This son of Chrysaor had three bodies and owned some red cattle that were stolen.

ANSWER: Geryon
[10] The cattle of Geryon were stolen by this hero for his tenth labor, after he stole the girdle of Hippolyte.
ANSWER: Heracles

Tossup 16. This country is home to the world’s largest salt flat, known as Salar de Uyuni, and the silver mines of Potosi. Its southeastern portion includes the Gran Chaco, which was the namesake of a war fought between this country and Paraguay. The border between this country and Brazil is the Paraguay River, and this country shares Lake Titicaca with its western neighbor Peru. For 10 points, name this landlocked South American country, with a capital at La Paz.

ANSWER: Bolivia
BONUS. The last one led to the creation of the League of Nations. For 10 points each:

[10] Name these principles listed in a speech by Woodrow Wilson shortly before the end of World War I.

ANSWER: Fourteen Points
[10] The ninth points states that “a readjustment of the frontiers of” this country “should be effected along clearly recognizable lines of nationality.”
ANSWER: Italy
[10] Unfortunately, the Fourteen Points were not the basis of this 1919 treaty, which severely restricted the German economy and military.

ANSWER: Treaty of Versailles
Tossup 17. Lawrence Wroth has written about the voyages of this explorer, whose brother Gerolamo was a mapmaker. He visited Brazil on his second voyage, but on his third, he was killed by natives in the West Indies. He began his first voyage in 1524 after receiving support from French king Francis I, and he became the first European to visit the East Coast of North America. For 10 points, name this Italian explorer, the namesake of a bridge that connects Staten Island and Brooklyn at the Narrows.

ANSWER: Giovanni da Verrazano
BONUS. He described the execution of a British soldier in India in the poem “Danny Deever.” For 10 points each:

[10] Name this man who wrote the children’s works Just So Stories and The Jungle Book.

ANSWER: Rudyard Kipling
[10] In this Kipling poem, the title character says “I hope you liked your drink” shortly after getting shot, which prompts the narrator to say, “You’re a better man than I.”
ANSWER: “Gunga Din”
[10] The poems “Danny Deever” and “Gunga Din” were first published in this 1892 collection, named for a building used to lodge soldiers.

ANSWER: Barrack-Room Ballads

Tossup 18. He established a new system of chemical nomenclature in his work Elementary Treatise of Chemistry. He held many governmental posts, although he may be better known for discovering that air primarily consists of a mixture of two gases. He also determined the role of oxygen in combustion, and disproved the phlogiston theory, which is why he is sometimes called the founder of modern chemistry. For 10 points, name this French chemist who developed the law of mass conservation.

ANSWER: Antoine Lavoisier
BONUS. He wrote a play in which Andrew Undershaft’s daughter is a part the Salvation Army, and also wrote Mrs. Warren’s Profession. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this playwright of Major Barbara, the only man to ever win both a Nobel Prize and an Oscar. 

ANSWER: George Bernard Shaw
[10] Shaw won an Oscar for the screenplay of this work, in which the phonetics teacher Henry Higgins takes on Eliza Doolittle as a student.

ANSWER: Pygmalion

[10] This play, set during the Serbo-Bulgarian War, includes the character Bluntschli, who carries chocolate instead of ammunition.

ANSWER: Arms and the Man
Tossup 19. On an episode of Sabrina, the Teenage Witch, this group performed in an over-18 nightclub. This group released the album Home for Christmas and songs from their best-known album include “Space Cowboy” and “Digital Get Down.” Formed by Lou Perlman, their first namesake album appeared in 1998 and included “Tearin’ Up My Heart.” For 10 points, name this boy band responsible for the album No Strings Attached, whose members included Chris Kirkpatrick, Joey Fatone, and Justin Timberlake.

ANSWER: *NSYNC
BONUS. It has a value of 1.33 for water. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this value, equal to the ratio of the velocity of light in a vacuum to that in a medium.

ANSWER: index of refraction [also accept refractive index]
[10] This law of refraction, named for a Dutch scientist, relates the sine of the angle of incidence with the index of refraction for two media.

ANSWER: Snell’s Law

[10] Sometimes referred to as double refraction, this property of certain crystals results in the refraction of light in two slightly different directions to form two rays.

ANSWER: birefringence
Tossup 20. He formulated five principles of inductive reasoning known as his namesake methods in the 1843 work A System of Logic. With his wife Harriet Taylor, this man wrote The Subjection of Women. This author of Principles of Political Economy followed the doctrines of his father, who was also a philosopher. He coined the word dystopia and believed in the greatest happiness principle, which he wrote about in the book Utilitarianism. For 10 points, name this Brit who wrote about the harm principle in On Liberty.

ANSWER: John Stuart Mill

BONUS. The influence of his teacher Perugino can be seen in Coronation of the Virgin. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this Italian painter who decorated the Stanza della Segnatura with La Disputa along with his best known work, which was created in 1509.

ANSWER: Raphael Sanzio [accept either]
[10] Raphael is best known for this work that includes Plato and Aristotle.

 ANSWER: The School of Athens
[10] Raphael was born in this city and Titian created a work entitled Venus of this city.

ANSWER: Urbino
Tossup 21. In chemistry, the amino acid symbolized by this letter contains a thiol group, and this letter also symbolizes the element that makes up fullerenes. In physics, this letter represents the SI unit of electric charge, along with a constant equal to approximately three hundred thousand kilometers per second. In math, this letter is used as the constant of integration, and in nutrition, a lack of this vitamin causes scurvy. For 10 points, name the letter that often binds to the nucleotide symbolized G in double-stranded DNA.

ANSWER: C
BONUS. An arhat is a person who has obtained it. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this state in Buddhism in which the soul is freed from all desires.

ANSWER: nirvana
[10] Similar to nirvana is this Hindu term that refers to freedom from the cycle of rebirth.

ANSWER: moksha
[10] This six letter word refers to the body of teachings expounded by the Buddha.

ANSWER: dharma
Tossup 22. In a short story by this author, Pelayo and Elisendra lock the title character in a chicken coop and charge admission to see “A Very Old Man with Enormous Wings.” This writer has recently published the first volume of his autobiography, Living to Tell the Tale, and his novels include Love and Other Demons. In his most famous work, Aureliano is born with a pig’s tail. For 10 points, name this creator of Macondo and Colombian author of many magical realist works, including One Hundred Years of Solitude.

ANSWER: Gabriel García Márquez

BONUS. Classes in this phylum include Trematoda and Cestoda. For 10 points each:

[10] Name this phylum of flatworms that includes flukes and tapeworms. 

ANSWER: Platyhelminthes
[10] Members of this phylum, including leeches and earthworms, are segmented and characterized by bristles called setae.

ANSWER: Annelida
[10] The disease trichinosis is caused by a member of this phylum of roundworms. Their external cuticle is helpful for living in their hosts. 

ANSWER: Nematoda
